limb is scarcely visible; and therefore, the nicest observers Lttu 
hardly be certain to a few seconds of time; but both the beginning 
and ending of solar eclipses are instantaneously visible. 8

Cycle of the Sun.—Is a revolution of 28 years, in which the 

| days of the month return again to the same days of the week ; the 
: Sun’s place to the same signs and degrees of the Ecliptic on the 

same days and months.
Golden Number,—Or Cycle of the Moon, is a revolution of 

19 years, in which time the conjunctions, oppositions, and other 
aqtects of the Moon are within an hour and a half of being the 

19 years before, called the Golden Number, because or­
dered to be written in letters of gold in the Calendar, by Julius 
C'ocsar, who corrected the Calendar 46 years B. C.

Roman ludiction.—Is a revolution of 16 years, used only by 
the Romans for indicating the times of certain payments, made by 
the subjects to the Republic. It was established by Constantine, 
A. I). 312.

Number of Direction.—Is a limit of 35 days between March 
22d, and April 25t|i, being the earliest and latest days on which 
Easter possibly can fall. Therefore the number of direction for 
any year shows how many days after the 22d of March, or be­
fore April 25th, Easter Day will happen on.

Dominical Letter.—The first seven letters of the alphabet are 
used for this purpose; and it is used to shew on what day of the 
month, Sunday will happen on throughout the Calendar.

Epact—Is the age of the Moon on the 1st day of January.
Julian Period.—Is an imaginary period, beginning 764 years 

before the creation, when all the Cycles were supposed to have 
began together.

Anno Mn.vdi.—Is the number of years since the creation of 
the world, according to the best Chronologists; that is found by 
adding 4004 years previous to the Birth of our Saviour, to 1834, 
the present year, being the number since that event.
