TANGIER, Aug. 16—There is consider
able tneasiness here over the non-arrival
of a number of fugitive Europeans repre-
sented to have left Morocco City last Sa-
turday under a strong escort, and who
were expected here last Monday. Reports
are arriving from Casablanca of heartrend-
ing scenes, wounded persons are now com-
ing out from all sorts of hiding places.
Slight wounds that could have beén
promptly cured had medical attention been
available, are now mortified and many of
the unfortunate natives have to face am-
putation and even that may be too, late
to save their lives. The French medical
staff at Casablanca is altogether inade-
quate to deal with these numerous cases.

The Sultan is said to be greatly disturb-
ed by the attitude.taken by the Ulema,
the body of Moslem dodtors of the law,
who interpret the Koran. On learning of
the 'otcupation of Casablanca by the
French the Cadi of Fez with several other
smembers of the Ulema, supported the de-
mand of the influential Peref of Kitani
for a holy war, and the Sultan is reported
to fear deposition or even assassimation. if
he declined to make himself personally at
the head of this movement.

He had his suspicions at
the time.

Co., has not yet applied to the labor
department for the application of the In-
dustrial Disputes Act to the present strike
of telegraph operators in Toronto and
Montreal, is considered here to be an indi-
cation that the company is not so far
seriously inconvenienced by the strike.
The remedy for the existing conditions is
plainly provided in the act. It is stated
on good authority that if the operators
of the company here go on strike or if
any outside agitator attempts to incite a
strike, the department will be at once ask-
ed to apply the penalties provided in the
act. Clause 60 provides as follows: “Any
person who incites and encourages or aids
In any manner an employe to declare or
continue a lockout, or an employe to go
or continue on strike, by the provisions
of this act shall be liable to a fine of not
less than fifty dollars nor more than one
thousand dollars.”

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FINANCIAL and COMMERGIAL

FINANCIERS ROASTING
THE ADMINISTRATION

Wall Street is Exceedingly Bitter Against the Government---
«“ Trust Busting ” Blamed for the Present State of Affairs

(New York Journal of Commerce.)

Financiers never talked = more bitterly
than they are talking today. Many of
them profess to have been driven to des-
peration, and avow that the consequences,

_ be they what they may, are on others’

e o

o

heads. Patience has been exhausted. John
D. Rockefeller's utterances are typical of
what can be heard every hour in Wall
street. Indignation has veered round
against, not the president, but the attor-
ney-general, whose uncalled for flippancy
st such a crisis is condemned in unmeas-
ured terms. For the head of the legal ma-
chinery of the country to talk with gaiety
of being able to bring down a “fine mess”
of game is sure deplorable. The White
House does not contain a ticker, of course,
and the cantrips of Wall Street may have
no interest for those entrusted with, the
destinies of the nation, yet after all the
slgughter of eecurities has not been the
sport of speculators and has become much
too serious a matter to be talked of with
gibe and jest.

The ill-will of Wall street may be a val-
uable political asset; if so, the adminis-
tration is today rich beyond precedent.
Were the violent expressions that now fill
the financial atmosphere indicative only of
disgruntled gamblers, the position would
not be grave, but within the last two
weeks men of responsibility, men who
have done much in building up these Unit-
ed States, have been compelled to with-
draw their allegiance from the politicians
who eeek to curry favor at any cost, even
1t’the cost of the constitution. This change
»f sentiment has not been blazoned abroad
—sentiment, especially in circles not given

to irresponsible prattle, in a subtle, incon-
crete thing, hard to diagnose, but those
in closest touch with men and affaire are
impressed with what has been borne in
upon; them in recent days. “If the ad-
ministration be determiped to plunge the
country into disaster, let them go ahead.
We have done what we could to stave off
trouble, and we have protested in vain.”
T'hat is the sort .of ultimatum now being
delivered throughout the financial district.

This attitude may be petty and child-
ish. It may not be worthy of men who
aspire to financial and industrial leader-
ship, but that it is the general attitude to-
day is indisputable and it is thus entitled
to be chronicled as a fact since it will as-
sist in rendering possible an intelligent
opinion on the present situation and afford
a hint of what may be the outcome of the
policy now being followed with almost
malicious avidity.

This is typical of the messages now be-
ing sent over the wires: “The present dis-
trust and frightened selling is entirely the
outcome of the “trust busting” tactics em-
ployed at Washington. This in high fin-
ancial circles is now likened to a great
tonflagration which must bum itself out
before subsiding.”

““While these temporary depressions are
deplorable, they are after all only flurries
in the great march of progress in business
lines in the United States,” says Don. H.
Bacon, ex-president of T. C. & I., who
has returned from a trip round the world.
General conditions are too strong and the
country is too active, progressive and vir-
ile for business to remain cast-down for

any great period.”

Some young
mations have been launched into being
fhrough the noisy surf of a great gold-
ush, and with the seductive handicap of
‘a climate which moves men ouly to love
‘ears and pleasure. But God  fashioned
Canada for another sort of destiny than
this; and Canada has already shown that
neither pleasure nor yet the mighty dol-
lar, have usurped the rightful first place
of duty and good citizenship in the hearts
of her sons. Canada passed triumphantly
@ quarter of a century ago, through the
sort of ordeal which proves sterling men
dnd weeds out weaklings.

The one draw-
back would be that England would lose
a number of her writers and $eachers and
law-makers, for they would feel, as I do,
the strong pull of desire to remain in this
beautiful new land, and play the\}- part
in its development. And yet, again, we

CHICAGO, Aug. 14—Mrs Harold Fow-
ler McCormick, the daughter of John D.
Rockefeller, has defended her - father
against the bitter attack alleged to have

been made in an interview by Mr. Rocke-
feller's youngest brother, Krank Rocke-
feller. At his home near Cleveland Frank
Rockefeller denied absolutely that he ever
had ever given the interview in question.
Other than the flat denial he would say
nothing.

At her summer home in Lake Forest,
Mrs.. McCormick revealed affairs of the
Rockefeller family that have never been
brought to light. She illustrated the nar-
rative with little incidents in the life of
her grandfather, William A. Rockefeller,
and his family, and portrayed a human
side to her father’s nature of which she
said the public knew nothing. She said:

‘‘Jealousy, brought about by my uncle’s
signal lack of business ability, is the cause
of the vituperation he has heaped upon
my father. My father holds no malice
against him: It may not be consistent
with the usual picture drawn of my father,
but he holds malice against no man.

“My uncle’s failures to. profit by the
fortune of my father, and his repeated
failureg in business have been wormwood
and gall to him. It has for its objective
point the brother who has prospered.

“Is it true that eyour, grandfather is
alive?” ’'was asked.

“I have seen my grandfather on many
occasions,” she replied. “He is one of the
most nteresting men I have ever known.
I can remember the fascinating tales he
would tell his children and grandchildren
when I was very young. It is some years
since I have seen him. Because of as-
thma, from which he suffered, he was fre-
quently away from his wife and children.
These periods he would spend in travel.
He sought dry climates and for amusement
hunted and fished.

““‘Between my father and my grandfath-
er there always existed the respect and
love that should prevail between father
and son. My grandfather watched with

DEFENDS HER FATHER

Denounces Attack Made by His Brother Frank---
Mrs. Harold F. McCormick Declares Her Grand-
father Is a Most Interesting Man, But Admits
She Doesn’t Know Where He is Secluded.

the keenest interest the successes of his
son. My father and the other children
were never happier than when their father
vigited them.”

Mrs. McCormick then explained why
she did not know the present residence of
her grandfather.

“I hardly see just why my gn;ndiather’s
presence interests the public,” she said.

“I myself do not know where he is,”
ehe said finally.

When asked whether it was not strange
that members of his family should be in
ignorance of his residence, she replied:

“No, it is not strange. According to his
own request his whereabouts are kept sec-
ret. It-is a matter which is never discus-
sed, even in the family circle.”

“Is it true,” she was asked, “that John
D. Rockefeller, because of his methods in
business or his treatment of his father, is
responsible for this desire for seclusion?”

“No; that does not necessarily follow,”
she said, “and it is not the case. At least,
it is a great exaggeration of the truth.”
Mrs. McCormick intimated that her grand-
father’s health was responsible in a large
degree for his being out of range of the
public eye.

“Kinancially, my grandfather needs no
assistance,” she said. “If he should wish
my father to give him money, I am suresd
he would get it.

“T think there is no danger of my father
being stoned,” she continued, “even should
his brother publish a book on my father’s
‘monstrous life.”. T have no doubt that the
book would be -monstrous—that it would
portray my father in a monstrous manner
—but I believe that the American people,
or any other, would see the real motive
back of such a work and be disgusted with
the brother, rather than enraged at the
principal character.”

In bringing the interview to a close Mrs.
McCormick said: “I would not have said
what I have this afternoon had I not felt
that it was time to make known the truth
about my father. I am quite sure he will
be somewhat” put out about it, but then
he will know I did it because I love him.”

Other Contests.

Sussex, N. B., Aug 15—Pte. H. H. Bart-
lett, of the St. Andrews R. A., won the
Ladies’ Cup this afternoon with a score
of 64, making 32 at each the 600 and 800
yard range.

POOR DOCUMENT

Hbn. Carroll Davidson Wright, the
noted student of eocial and economic
problems and best known for his long ser-
vice as United States Commissioner of La-
bor, was born at Dumbarton, N. H., July
25th, 1840.

THE PLAYGROUNDS
OF WASHINGTON

Thousands of Dollars Spent to
Maintain Them for the Chil-
dren, Under Careful Super-
vision.

\
THE PLAGROUNDS OF WASHINGton

The city of Washington, which has a
population of about 325,000, maintains ten
municipal playgrounds, thirteen school
playgrounds, and one recreation centre, in
the Western High School.

It received this year from the National
Congress an appropriation of $81,500. Of
this, $75,000 was for the purchase of play-
ground sites, $5,000 was for the mainten-
ance of the municipal playgrounds, and
$1,500 was for the maintenance of the
school playgrounds. Besides these amounts
about $5,000 is raised by the Washington
Playground Association to. supplement the
appropriation for maintenance.

The municipal playgrounds are kept open

during vacations and afternoons and Bat-
urdays .during the school year, except
January, February and March. The school
playgrounds heretofore have been kept
open in the vacation time only, but here-
after at least a part of them will be kept
open from 3 to 5 on school days during
the school year. The hourse at all of the
playgrounds during the summer vacation
are from 9 to 12 a. m. and form 5 to 8
p. m. .

The women directors are paid $35 per
month the first year and $40 or $45 per
month the second year, according to their
record, with an annual increase of $5 or
$10 per month. The men directors, who
have all had somsz training as physical
directors, usually begin at $50 per month
and receive an increase of $5 or $10 per
month per year. The supervisor is paid
at the rate of $2,400 per year.

People talk about a “stringency in the
money market,” they talk about a ‘“hard
winter” in front of us.

Have the fish quit spawning; the anim-
als breeding; the sun shining; the people
working?

Not perceptibly.

But here the financier steps in.

“You have been spending too much,”
he tells us. “Expansion must be followed
by contraction. You have danced and now
you must pay the piper.”

Who has been dancing? Have the
farmers of York county; have the clerks
and operatives in the stores and factories
of Toronto; have the street car conduc-

TO ESCAPE FROM NECK HOLD.

If clutched round
the neck he must
take a deep breath
and lean well over
the drowning per-
son, at the same
time place one hand
in the small part
of his back, raise
the other arm in
line with the shoul-
der, and pass it
Y over the drowning
: M W) person’s arm, then
pinch the nostrils close with the fingers
and at the same time place the palm of
the hand on the chin and push away with
all possible force. The holding of the nose
will make the drowning man open his
mouth for breathing; being under. water,
¢hoking will ensue, and the rescuer will
gain complete control.

A

CLUTCHED ROUND THE BODY AND
ARMS.

If clutched round the body and arms,
or round the body only, the rescuer must
lean well over the drowning person, take a
breath as before, and either withdraw
both arms in an upward direction in front
of his body, or in accordance with the
instructions for releasing one’sself if held
round the neck. .In:either case place the
one hand on his shoulder, and palm of
the other hand againet his chin, at the
same time bring your kpee up against the
lower part of his chest, and then by means
of a strong and sudden push stretch the
arms and leg straight out, throwing the
whole weight of the body backwards.
This sudden motion will break the clutch
and leave the rescuer free

Many a gallant life has been lost in the
attempt to rescue a fellow-creature from
ignorance of these simple methods. All
that is necessary is careful study and fre-
quent practice in the water.

If this be properly done, even a moder-
ate swimmer can fearlessly go to the aid
of the drowning.

RESUSCITATION.

Death from drownmng is the result of as-
phyxia, or suffocation; due to a stoppage
of the supply ‘of pure air to the lungs.
Dr. Silvester’s method of restoring na-
tural respiration by artificial means, is re-
commended by the Royal Life Saving Se-
ciety of London, and is as follows:

' When a person is lifted out of the wa-
ter in an apparently ‘drowned condition,
there must be no loss of time in attempt-
ing restoration, as a- moment’s delay may
prove fatal.
