CIVIC AFFAIRS

The Times of Feb. 14, 1805—one year
ago today—contained a report of a meet-
ing of leading citizens who, after an in-
teresting discussion, appointed a commit-
tee to consider the formation of a citiz-
ens’ league to deal with civic affairs. The
same issue contained a series’ of inter-
views with many citizens strongly en-
dorsing such a movement and declaring
that civic reform was ‘greatly necded.

The Citizens’ League was duly organ-
ized, but failed to wield any influence be-
cause it could not get candidates in the
civic elections. It is still in existence,
and is still seeking candidates, The need
of a strong city council is even greater
than it was a year ago. Damage suits
arising out of the waterworks extension
are in the air. The proper consbruction
of new wharves requites vigilant over-
sight. The a t commission’s re-
port must be dealt with. The city is talk-
ing of a forward movement along indus-
trial lines. For these and other reasons
the best men are needed at the council
board. What will the citizens do about
it?

THE “KID’S JUDGE”

'Judge Lindsey, of Denver, who is
Xknown to the boys of that city as “The
King of Boyville,” was in- Boston this
week, and delivered an address. He is
the judge of the juvenile court in Denver,
and has inaugurated a system of dealing
with youthful offenders which has made
this court famous.

“I believe,” said Judge Lindsey, to his
Boston audience,” in giving every boy 2
square deal and have for many years car-
ried out that plan. In the last six years
I suppose that I have had 5,000 cases; tried
before me in which boys figured, and I
have learned their customs and manners.

more public sympathy for the miners in'
1902 than there would be in a strike thisi
year; that the mine operators have lnrge}
stocks of coal on hand and are in a bet-|
ter position to face a strike; and that l
the soft coal trade is already demoralized |
by over-production. There is also dissen-
sion in the ranks of the miners. For
these reasons there is some hope that
when the representatives of the miners

row the former will so modify their de-
mands as to make an agreement possi-
ble.

At the Scranton meeting of the United
Mine Workers it was decided that the
bituminous and anthracite miners would
stand together at tomorrow’s cbnference
—the former for an increase of five per
cent, in wages, the latter for recognition
of the union and an eightthour day with-
out a reductiod in pay. It was Jearned
last week, after a meeting of the anthra-
cite railway presidents, that both the
hard and eoft coal interests had prepared
for a six months’ campaign merely as a
safeguard if the men should decide to
quit: work. That is the present situation.

Cowley, argues in favor of taking the
schools largely out of the hands of local
trustees and placing them under the con-
trol of county overboards.

“For evidence as to the deficiency of
management by Jocal boards, and the de-
sirability of adopting the principle of an
over-board in every county, it is only ne-
cessary to comsider the present state of
teachers’ ealaries, the frequency in change
of teachers, the indifference of trustees as
to experience, maturity and qualifications
of teachers, the low percentage of regu-
larity of abtendance of pupils, and the
lack of business methods in maintaining
and improving the school premises and
equipment.

WILL THEY STRIKE?

"fhe threat of another great coal strike)
yecalls the history of the strike of 1902,
which is thus reviewed by the New York|
Evening Post:— ;

For some time after the strike was de-!
clared, on May 15, 1902, calling 145000
miners from work in the anthracite dis-|
trict, considerable misunderstanding exist-
od as to why the strike was ordered. Af
ter mmch gpestioming on the part of the
public, it was learned that the men wanted
a reduction of from ten to &ight houre in|
the day's work, a moderate increase in
wages, a change of no great importance in
the method of weighing coal for piece-
work and a formal recognition of the Uni-
ted Mine Workers. DPresident Mitchell
called a meeting to determine whether the
men employed by the bituminous opera-
tors should join the strike. It was de-
cided that the soft coal men &nould res
main at work and contribute to the an-
thracite strike in the east. Om Jume 2,
engineens, firemen, and pumpmen went oub
1o harass the mine owners, and while
their movement greatly endangered the
various properties, it only resulted in |
Governor Stone calling out the state mi-
litia.

One conference after another was held
‘ during the summer and fall of 1902, with-
ont the slightest concession being granted
on either side. It was 'only after the
president had bwice effected a meeling
between the operators and miners that an
agreement was reached, on October 23,
to submit the disputed question to a épe-
cial board of commiseioners for settlement.

In discussing this agreement at the time

it wwae made, one critic pointed out:

“Tt would Dot be accurate to describe
the mettlement of the anthracite coal
strike on the lines approved this week,
as a ‘victory’ either for the mine owners
or for the minems, What is recogmized
on all eides is that the strike was end-
ed by the overwhelming pressure of pub-
lic opinion, which exeried itself on both

Professor Robertson, who ds in touch
with rtural school conditions, not only
in Ontario and Quebec, but the Maritime
Provinces as well, looks for improvement
by an appeal to higher ideals on the part
of the taxpayers, and the introduction
into elementary schools of such subjects
as mature study, manual training and do-
mestic. science, Whatever doubts may be
held by some educationalists as to the
value of these courses in an. educational
system, it is certain that in the several
experimental cases in our own provinee,
wheré nature study and school gardens
were added to the rural school, the condi-
tions at that school were greatly im-
proved. In every case, the pupils entered
heartily into the new work and maintain-
ed their enthusiasm, while in most cages
the taxpayers, and commissioners have
been catching the infection sufficiently to
snduce them to improve the school build-
ing by the application of paint and other-
wise, and thus to put it in harmony with
the new surroundings. In one instance
in Brome, the boys of the school asked
and received permission from the commis-
cioners to sell the hay off m portion of
the school grounds, that they might pur-
chase a lawn mower. The school lawn is
now kept regularly trimmed. A system
that transforms a boy’s lave of distinct-
iveness in that menner has certainly
something to commend it. And if any-
thing like a fair proportion of the rural
pupils who are now receiving this kind
of instruction become farmers fhiemseives,
they may be counted upon surely to take
a larger view of their responsibilities as:
taxpayers in the matter of education. It
is an enlightened generosity that is most,
needed. g

THE “ STEAMBOAT KING”

Former Bath Man and Bowdoin Graduate Controls Atlantic
Coast Traffic---Some 70 Fine Steamships Included in the
Various Lines---Was Formerly Called the “Ice King ” and
Is Largely Interested in Banks---The Wonderful Rise of a_

Maine Boy.

(Bangor News.)

NEW YORK, Feb, 13—The transfer of
the Clyde Steamship Co. of Delaware to
the newly incorporated Clyde Steamship
Co. of Maine, was effected here Friday,

according to a statement made by Charles
W. Morse, who is at the head of the
syndicate which has taken over the Dela-
ware Co, The old interests in that com-
pany will have a substantial interest in
the new ccmpany. -

‘When asked whether it was proposed
to consolidate the Clyde Steamship Co. of
Maine with the other steamship ¢ompan-
ies already controlled by Morse interests,
Mr. Morse replied that this would not be
done immediately.

BOSTON, Feb. 13—Despite repeated de-
hials by parties on both sides of the trans.
action, the Clyde Steamship company, the
greatest single carrier of coastwise com-
merce on this side of the Atlantic, has
passed intd thc hands of Chanles W.
Morse, the moving spirit in the Eastern
Steamship company and several oti_xer en-
terprises of moment in transportation.

When a little over a year ago C. W
Morse acquired control of the Metropoli-
tan steamship line to New York, which
for years had been the property of Henry
M. Whitney, it was considered that he
had made quite a reach toward the com-
trol of the coastwise shipping of the sec-
tion, that transaction giving him practic-
ally the handling of all the v:vatet-uhxpped
commerce between the provinces, upper
New England and New York. Compared
to the deal that has now been put through
it was as nothing, howeyer, altvhpugh when
both are yoked together the xmpoz'tance
of the deals is increased immeasuradly.

By acquiring the Clyde line Mr. Morse
has built a combinakion that reach_es every
port of importance on the Atlantic coast,
beginning at St. John, N. B, including
Halifax, taking every\ port in Maine, Bos-
ton, New York, Philadelphia, Charleston,
8. C., Brunswick, Ga., Wilmington, N. C.,
Jacksonville and San Domingo. :

In addition it is given out unofficially
that one of the first moves of the new
combination will be to include Baltimore
to Savannah to the list, with Providence
a possibility of the near future. Whetbex-
this latter move will be occomphshgd 'by
purchasing existing lines or, eatnbhshx_ng
rivals is not even hinted at, but the in-
formation that a move to touch at Aall
three ports by vessels of the combination
is already under consideration followed al-
most on the heels of the news that the
certificate of incorporation had been filed.

At the present time the lines under Mr.
(Morse's control comprise over 70 ships,
ranging in size from 1,000 to 5,000 tons.
All of these are comstructed for the car-
rying of freight, while the most of them
are also fitted for passenger traffic, This
does not take into consideration the innu-
merable tugs, lighters and other trans-
portation ities owned by the various
companies under the control of Mr.

His plans undoubtedly include a regut
lar passenger and freight connection be-
tween all the cities of the Atlantic sea-
board,\and absolute independence of the
freight or passengers.

Then he eet about securing
interests in other banks, and soon was
a power in nearly a score of big New
York banks besides a few Boston banks,

By consolidations of & number of his
banking interests he increased his fortune.
His wealth is now estimated at over $25,-
000,000, and he is not spending it rashly
in purchasing steamship lines. The East-
ern Steamship line is a 'big money maker.
Whitney was considered to have a gold
mine in the Metropolitan and the Clyde
line has long been considered one of the
most prosperous of steamship lines. He
controls also the People’s line of Hudson
river steamers.

He is said to be of exceptional ability,
never drinke or smokes and lives a quiet
life. He has been twice married. His
gecond wife, whom he married about five
years ago, was Mrs. Charles I". Dodge of
Atlanta, Ga.

Morse she and her husband were made

BILL TO ADMIT WOMEN TO
BAR PASSES LEGISLATURE

Fredericton, N. B., Feb. 13—(Special)-—
Attorney-General Pugsley's bill, to admif
women to practice law on the same terms
as men, passed all its stages in the legis-
lature today without debate.

The house met at 3 o’clock.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie from -the commitee
appointed to nominate standing and select
committees reported the names of the
committees.

Hon. Mr. Farris submitted the report
of the contingent committee.

Hon, Mr. Tweedie submitted the return
of the debt of Albert county.

Hon, Mr. LaBillois presented the pub-
lic works report.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill in
amendment of the succession duty act.

He explained that the bill proposed to
make certain changes in the rates and
also in the amounts necessary to make
thé estates liable to succession'duties. At
present some estates pay duty where
they amount to not more than $5,000,
| while in other cases where the relation-
! ghip is almost as close they pay duty. ealy
when they amount to a much larger sum.
By the present law where the property
passes to the father, mother, husband,
wife, child, daughterlnlaw or son-in-law
no duty is'paid unless the estate exceeds
$50,000. It is proposed to reduce this to
$95,000.° While reducing = the value
of the estate for the :purposes
of duty we ‘'also ‘reduce . the rer-
centage. At present the -rate for
estates of $50,000 is 1 1-4 per cent and up
to $200,000 2 1-2 per cent. Above $200,000
the present rate is five per cent. He did
The new scale
would be as follows:

Where the?value of the estate of the
deceased exceeds $25,000 and passes to
near relations it shall be subject to a
duty of one per cent up to the value of
$25, 000 over $25,000 and up to $50,000 two
per cent; over $50,000 and up to $100,000
three per cent; over $100,000 and up to,
$150,000 four per cent; over $150,000 to'
$200.0% five per cent; over $200,000 and
up to $300,000 six per cent; over 300,000
and up to $400,000 seven per cent; over
$400,000 and up to $500,000 eight per cent;
over $300,000 ten per cent. .

The bill provides that $,000 instead of
$5,000, as at present, shall be the lowest
value subject to succession duties.

There are some other changes such as
the placing of the brother and sister in
the same category as the grandfathér.
There has been some doubt whether an
etstate was liable to duty which goes to
the brother, unless it exceeds $50,000.. I
have always given them the benefit of the
doubt, but this doubt will now be re-
moved.

The bill also costs another duty on ex-
ecutors or administrators, Many estates
which consist largely of personal property

of these bonds being handed to relations
before tihe testator’s death. I have a
mora)] certainty that there are many cases
of this kind and it is certainly not fair
to owners ‘of real estate which cannot be
disposed of so easily.

The bill, therefore, provides that in ad-
dition to the inventory the -executors
shall swear to a statement of all property
assigned, transferred or given to relatives
at any time within five years prior to
the death of the deceased.

The bill will only apply to the estates
of pepsons who die after the passing of
this bill.

‘Hon. Mr. Twecllie presented the report

On motion of Dr. Pugsley the house ‘went
into committee on the bill to remove the
disability \of women so far as relates to
the etudy and practice of the law. Hon.
Dr. Pugsley said: This is a bill of some
importance. Until recently it was a mat-
ter of doubt whether women could be ad-
mitted as students and attorneys. In view
of a recent decision of the courta the meas-
ure before the house has been introduced.

The young lady whose case had led to
the present situation is most competent
and capable and has proved herself a
diligent and intelligent student. When
she had studied the term of three years
the barristers’ society discussed very fully
the g as to' whether a woman could
be admitted to the practice of the law
and finally a case was submitted to the
courts for argument. I was not present,
. but as we all know, the judges unanimous-
ly refused this lady admission. ‘Lhe bar-
risters society was mot unanimous in its
view of the law, the members being pretty
equally divided on the subject with a
minute majority against admissicn. If the
question simply related to this young lady,
a great deal could be said from the stand-
point of justice and ’eqmty in her behalf.

The barristers’ society having admitted
her as a student and accepted her fees 1t
was only natural that at the expiration
of the term of study she should claim her
right to be examined and if qualified ad-
mitted an attorney.

But this bill 1s not limited in its apph-
cation to this ycung lady but it provides
that women shall be admitted to the study
of the law and ehall be called and admit-
ted barristers and attorneys upon the same
terms and subject to the like conditions
and regulations as men. Women are ad-
mitted in Ontario -and many states of the
American union, although that right is de-
nied them in the mother country.

But I require no precedent to induce
mé to support the bill, which although in-
troduced as a government measure the
supporters of the administration are free
to treat aecording to their individual
views. I hope it will pass -unanimously
for I feel women possess the natural right
to admission to one of the noblest calling
in the land—(applause.)—and I know of
no reason why if a lady wishes to study
{ law she should not do so.

ANOTHER PLAN

Joint Committee Consider New
Scheme to Use favlls'Power.

The joint commitiee of the common
council and board of trade appointed to

{ investigate the power at the falls met yee-

| terday afternoon, and considered a scheme
i placéd befpre them by Josiah Fowler,
which is thought to combine the merits
of simplicity with comparatively small ex-
pense. The committee are now awailing
further developmentis. .

Mr. Fowler proposes to utilize the ebb
and flow of the tides between the igand
and the shore by erecting a reversible

water wheel supported 'on masonry abut-
ments on either side svhich, by operating
pumps: of great power, would raise the
water to a reservoir to be p]aced on the
top of the hill. The reservoir would be
connected with turbines'on the shore by
a flume which would give the water a fall
of 120 feet.

It is claimed that the water wheel would
be in constant operation, except for about
an hour at slack water, and that this in-
terval would be mappremaable as the ca-
pacity of the reservoir would be euffi-
cient to provide for a reserve supply.

Mr. Fowler said that he had received
favorable opinions on his system ‘from
several engineers, It was considered that
there could be no question as to the
operatioh of the plant, the only point to
be decided being the amount of power
available.

The committee not being in a position
to make the mecessary experiments, are
now awaiting developments and will con-
sider other proposals if put forward.

The Appeal Issued by The Im-
perial Protestant Federation in
The Recent British Elections.

From an ultra-Protestant journal i®

There
seems to be mo doubt that in their ap-
pointments of bishops end in/ many other
respects they acted im a way that Justi-
fied the charge. The Imperial Protestant
Federation iesued an appeal to the elec-
‘tors, @ part of which we quote in these
wor«k

“ “The future of the Lmted Kingdom
and of the British Empire will, under
God, depend upon your votes at this gen-
eral election. If you will make up your
minds that the maintenance of Protest-
antism is of greater importance, in every
respect, than 'any othier question, and will,
therefore, detérmine that you will vote
for no candidate for parliament who does
not promise to uphold the Protestant re-
ligion, then the future and ever-mcmmng
prosperity of the mation and empire is
assured. The Imperial Protestant Feder-
ation, which now addresses you, does 8o
as tthe mouthpiece of fiftyeeven of the
principal Protestant orgamizations in the
United Kingdom and throughout our co-
lonies., It fully realizes that there are
other and great questions for you to con-
sider at this general election; but it bold-
ly asserts that Protestdntism is more im-
portant than them all, for on it depends
the security of all other questions relat-
ing to the temporal and moral welfare of
the people The Imperial Protestant Fe-
deration is not a party organization; mem-
bers of all political parties, and of all|
evangehcnl and Protestant chunches are
in dite ramks; and it is -from this stand-
point alone that it ventures to address
the electors at this crisie in the nation’s
history. We live in a land of civil and
religious _ liberty. = We rejoice in that
liberty, which is eseentially the child of
Protemmtmn But while we willingly
grant this liberty ,to our Roman Catholic
fellow subjecte, we must take care that,
bound as they are by their loyalty to the
pope, they ehall mever succeed in over-
throwing ithe foundation ©of our civil
and religious liberties,which ie the great ob-
ject the papacy ever has before it.That ob-
ject was clearly expressed long ago by the
late Cardinal Manming; in his well-known
sermon, viz.: ‘“To subjugate and eubdue,
to bend -or to break, the will of an imper-
ial race.” "

MONGTON LADIES

He Hugged One Girl on Her Way to
Church, but She Pluckily Whaled
Him With a Stout Umbrella---Epi-
demic of Small Thefts on the l.

MONCTON, Feb. 13—Reports from dif-
ferent sections of the I. C. R. go to show
that an epidemic of thieving is going on
all over the road, and the authorities ap-
pear to be unable to put a stop to it.
Complaints are constantly coming into the
management from shippers and consignees
to the effect' that their is a shortage of
goods upon arrival at their destination.
The class of freight is not confined to
 liquid goods alonme, although - wholesale
liquor men who have been shipping via
the I. C. R. from the upper provinces
have made many demands“for loss
goods while in tramsit. A recent car rob-
bery is repgrted from Nova Scotia.

An I. C. R box car was broken into
about a week ago, and a quantity of shoes
and Jadies’ blouses were stolen. The
1. C. R. police searched a Halifax house
but no trace of the missing goods have
yet been found. Complaints respecting
articles missing while in charge of the I.
C. R. indicate that articles of grocery,
dry goods, etc., frequently disappear, and
a great deal of annoyance has been caused,
to say mnothing of the claims for losses
made to the railway.

Very recently a demand ‘has been made
on the Intercolonial by a Belgian for an
amount in the vicinity of $500 for two
portmanteaux stolen at Halifax while
they were in the possession of the 1. C.
R. The Belgian, with his wife, arrived
in Halifax by the S. S. Pomeranian and
travelled’ by the I. C. R. to Montreal.
His baggage was missing and investiga-
tion shows that it had been taken from
the I. O. R. at Halifax.
