COLLEGTION FROM
GENTRAL AFRICA

One of the effects of the outbreak
of war was the postponement of a
zoological expedition to Central Amer-
ica, which had been organized by the
Swedish Government. The plans which
had been made had to be abandoned
and preparations could not be renewed
until 1921, when the expedition set out
with Prince William of Sweden, a ser-
jous student and an experienced big-
game hunter, at its head. The work
-that it did and the adventures which
befell it are now recorded, not in a
technical and scientific work but in
one of general interest, which the
prince has written, and to which Count
Nils Gyldenstolpe, one of his compan-
ions, has contributed a couple of chap-
ters, “Among Pygmies and Gorillas,”
by Prince William of Sweden, writes
“The Westminster Gazette.”

The expedition began its work in
East! Africa, ‘passed through Kenya
Colony and Uganda, touched Lake Vic-
toria, Lake Albert, Lake Edward and
reached Alexandria, by way of the
Nile, on its homéward journey. It made
a.careful study. of native tribes, col-
lected much ethnographical . material
and brought home a zoological collec-
tion of 1,000: mamimals, 1,700 birds and
10,000 insects but its main object was
to study the’ mountain gorilla which
is found smong the great volcanoes
which- are on  the borders of Uganda
and of Belgian’ territory, and in this
it was most suceessful.

Prince William cldims that, as the
result of its efforts, “the collection of
these apes from ' different parts now
astembled in the Biks museum is prob-
ably unique in the world, though it
is still too early to express an opinion
of its scientific significance. ‘But it is,
safe to say already that there is most/
probably only one species In existence.”

These mountain gorillas, he says, are
very long-haired, to protect them
against the cold. The facial extremi-
ties and part of the breast are bare,
but otherwise the fur is thick, darker
in the females, lighter in the males,
which at an advanced age are often
quite white-haired on their backs.
Their height is not great, but their
breadth is enormous.

«Arms and legs make an impression
of enormous bunches of muscles which
would be able to break or crush their
victim with the strength of a sledge-
hammer—a man would be as firmly
held in such an embrace as is a_nail in
a vice.”

THE IMPAT]ENT CRITICS.

Among the ecritics who are telling
the government Wwhat Canada needs
there are not a few who speak as
though existing conditions had sprung
up yesterday and could be curkd to-
morrow, That is not the case, and
only harm is done by cnggeratlng
present troubles instead of remember,
ing that the Canada of tomornow will
be a better place than ever. One of
{hese critics says there are two ways
to develop the country—one being to
bring h capital and the other to bring
{n immigrants, but that capital will not
come because taxation is high, while
immigrants are kept away by the cost
ot living—“hence the existing depres-
‘m.“

"The case is not quite so simple as all
{hat. The depression, in the main, has
béen due to causes bes'oqd Canada’s
control, Tt is not useful to’ speak of
the mattér as if prosperous-conditions
éould bé had for the asking but that
the government ot the people were
stubbornly refusing to ask. And it is
/both unwise and unfair to the country
to suggest that tapital and immigrants
will not come here. While at present
conditions in the United States are
tmore attractive and while the prosperi-
ty of that ‘country has beén over-ad-
vertised across the Atlantic, it is a fact
that Canada is showing improvement
and that immigration is increasing. So
far as capital is concerned, it is con-
fronted with high taxation in places
other than Canada.

If we were to ask such critics if they
really belive Canada is going to the
dogs they would be quick to deny any
sdch conviction. 1In fact they would

INQUIRE FIRST.

The appointment of a commission te
go fully into the pulpwood question,
will be accepted generally as meaning
that the federal government will not
place an embargo upon wood cut on
ptivate lands at least before the com-
mission has reported. -There is no
.guarantee to- this effect, for when the
_question  was up ‘in Psrliament  the
Minister of Finance intimated that the
government wished to be in a position
to prevent or urtail the shipment of
the -wood at any time, Since that time,
 however, there has been a great deal
of public discussion of the matter, and
this discussion has made clearer the
need for more complete information
than thé House had at its disposal
when the government was given powet
to act by order-in-council. New Bruns-
wick is represented on the commission,
which is fortunate as this province is
very materially interested in the ques-
tion.

There is very strong objection to the
proposed embargo in some Quebec dis-
fricts. Mr, J. A. Pilon, who is the
secretary-treasurer of several munici-
palities in the Gatineau valley, says
that territory contains 50,000 people
and that an embargo would hit then
very. hard. He spéaks of an aréa of
8,200 square miles, very mountainous,
with not more than five per cent, of
cach square mile tillable, Then, he
says, ‘out of every fifty farmers it
can easily be proven that not more
than one could and does make a liv-
ing out of the land. The other 49
must supplement their incomes from
other sources or abandon their farms,
The only other resource to be found
on the farms is pulpwood, and whole-
sale houses dealing with retallers of
this district know that the retailer’s
business is practically wholly depend-
ent upon his pulpwood transactions
with the farmer. Should the govern-
ment put the embargo into force on
the terms of the resolution, as passed
by parliament, it would mean for the |
Gatinéau Valley district the abandon. |
ment of the farms, resdlting in great,
distress and suffering as fully ninety
per cent. of the population are, to say
the least, in straitened circumstances.”

Sydney Smith
Stories of the Witty Divine.

A divine who was also a hiumorist |
and wit was Rev. Sydney Smith, who
was born at Woodford, Essex, in 1771
and died in 1845. His chief distinction
is that he founded The Edinnurgh
Review in 1802. He edited the first
number and contributed to the Review
for a quarter of a century. When this

founded by Smith and a few Edin-|
burgh friends, he proposed that they |
should adopt the motto—“Tenuimusam ;
meditamur avena’—“We cultivate liter-
ature on a little oatmeal” When|
Sydney Smith was a student at ¢)xford |
he wished to study law, but his eccen- i
tric father insisted: that he should Le-|
come a clergyman. It was while he‘-‘
was acting as tutor to.a gentleman’s |
sons that he lived fer several years|
in Edinburgh, but when this pos-|
ition lapsed he was obliged to take a
chtreh in London. He soon made a|
great reputation as a preacher and as!
a witty conversationalist. In spite of
the fact that he wielded a powerful
pen on political topics in his Review
articles he retained his personal popu-
larity. Had he belonged to the Tory
party there is no doubt but that he
would have risen to a high place in|
the church. Like Dean Swift, how-
ever, his political friends were, during
most of his life time, in the cold shades
of oppesitionl and the brilliant Sydney
never became a bishop. He received 4n
appointment to g small parish in York-
shire, where he lived in exile from
polite society for 20 years. He con-
tinued to write, however, and his
speeches, sermons and articles made
Inheriting a
fortune on the death of his brother,
he returned to London, and continued
down to the close of his long life to
enliven the circles in which he moved
and to help on the cause of reform by
voice and pen.

In June, 1922, the
Mauretania west-bound on the Cher-
hourg route ran 629 knots. >,
* In order that there may be no doubt
45 to the predominance of the Maure-
tania as the fastest steamer crossing
fhe Atlantic, the following are the
record runs from New York to Cher-
bourg:

So that any further possible doubts
on the subject of Atlantic records may
be. removed, it is stated that the high-
ést days’ run on record is 676 knots,
attained by the Mauretania on the
New York-Liverpool service. The best
average speed for any complete voy-
age across the Atlantic is 26.06 knots.
This and the record average speed for
one day of 27.04 knots by the Maure-
tania have never been approached as
yet by any steamer.

| YOEMAN OF GUARD

3 OF ANCIENT ORIGIN
AND THEIR NICKNAME,

In the grounds of St. James’ Palace
the Duke of Connaught recently in-
spected the King’s Body Guard—the
Yeomen of the Guard, instituted by

Henry VII on his coronation on Oc-
tober 30, 1485. -

During the Commonwealth it almost
became extinet, but a few of its mem-
bers were attachéd to King Charles II,
during his exile. The remnant of the
old Body Guard were gathered to-
gether again by the then Captair of
the Guard, the Farl of Norwich, and!
they were ready to receive their King |
on his return to England on the Re-|
storation. l

Most Londoners are familiar with
their stately appearance at all royal
pageants and ceremonies, such as the
opening: of Parliament. Great inter-|
esl is always awakened by their pic-
turesque and historical dress, which is
almost the same as that worn in 1510
and by their ancient weapon, the par-
tisane (a kind of half-pike), which
took the place of the earlier “bill” or
“halbard” about the time of the Re-
storation.

Originally the Yeomen were armed
with the bow, and Henry VIII, added
100 mounted Yeomen to the Guard,
half of whom were armed . wijth the
arquebus, but later they carried car-
bines; the carbine belt 18 still worn on
parade. They have always carried
swords.

How they derived their sobriquet of
“Beef caters” is difficult to traee; most
suthorities seem to doubt that it is
from buffetier. Mr. Pegge, writing in
1791, states that although one of their
duties was to carry the dishes to thes
1oyal table, the Yeomen never had
| charge of the buffet.

The following amusing story is told
as a likely origin of the term:—

kind, at such ridiculously low prices,
must necessarily have provoked!

In pointing out these inordinately
high prices of breadstuffs, which prac-
tically deprived even the middle class
of everything but the most inferior
qualities of the absolute necessities, it
may be incidentally mentioned that an
old settler in Kingston, Canada, in re-
calling, at a little later period, the fea-
ture of our country’s domestic history,
related the fact that in 1790 his father
paid $48 for a bushel of corn to plant,
it being a year of -almost famine in
that vicinity. A Detroit (U. S.) news-

paper, referring to this circumstance,
added: “We, too, can say a word
about high' prices, A cargo of fidiir ar-
rived here in 1815, from Erie at $6
per barrel for the freight. In 1816,
flour was sold here at $25 a barrel, and
early in the spring of 1818 it was re-
tailed by the 20 lbs. at the rate of 850
the barrel, and corn at $8 a biishel.”
These, forsooth, were “the good old
times,” for the return of which many
who have long since faded into the
«gere and yellow leaf,” sometimes
mournfully sigh! :

Roast Meats, Rice, Sweets
and’ Cigarettes Left Be- ’
side Each Mound.

New York, Aug. 15—A cavalcade of
automobiles each ablaze with gaudy
streamers and filled witlr voluable

Chinese, departed from Mott street
to Evergreens Cemetery, Brooklyn,
where the On eong Tong conducted its
annual celebration of “The Feast of
the Dead.” The procession was joined
by delegations frofn Pell and Doyers
streets and adjacent quarters of China-
town. .

In advance sped an inclosed
loaded with roast meats, bowls of
cooked rice, sweetmeats, cigars and
cigarettes, as well as scores of richly
decorated candles. The feed was to
nssatige hunger among Chinatown’s
dead who departed this sphere within
seven years. The embossed candles
were to gulde them in their spirit
wanderings. The day marked their
gmergence from Shadowland. Their
‘bones are being exhumed and made
ready for re-intefmert in the land of
the scarlet poppy by Tém Hoy.

Food -Set at Each G;avc.

After candles had been lighted at
cach of several score of graves, each
one marked by a small stone, food was
passed around by ceremonious$ servers,
who set the piled plates of roast pig
and other dainties beside each dead
man’s tablet and besought him with
respectful obeisances to partake. The
ceremonies followed a ritual which in-
volved much bowing, clasping of
hands, scattering or red paper charms
and invocations for guardianship to
innumerable gods.

After the exercises at the cemetery
those in attendance gathered up such
provisions as had not been distributed,
also candles, cigars, cigarettes, candies
and cakes, returning with them to the
joss house in Mott street, where a
Jarge assemblage feasted until late.
Pilgrimages to Chinese graves  will
continue throughout the present week,
after which the dead will be left to
their own devices for Qnother twelve
months.

Bones Sent Home
After Seven Years. /

After seven yeafs the bones of dead
Chinese are scraped and scoired by
curious processes familiar to Tom Hoy,
sealed in tin boxes and dispatched to
their former homes in China. Hoy is
‘safd to be the only man in New York
permitted to open a Chinese grave
without protest. Such an act per-
petrated by another than the official
articulator would, it is held, destroy
the dead man’s prospect of entering
that paradise to which all good Chin-
ese are supposed to find their ways
once their bones have been laid in the
soil of their native land.

- SCHOONER HERe

{ Marion
Been Before the U. S.
Cabinet.

The schooner Marion Mosher which
| is lying at South Market Wharf strip-
i ped of sail and under the ban of the
| federal authorities, was. the centre of
|interest in the Brooklyn, New York,
{courts yesterday when Judge Wood-
| rough directed a jury to return a ver-
{'diet in favor of the United States Gov-
| crnment against the Detroit Fidelity
|and Surety Company in connection
[ with the seizure of the Bgitish vessel
| Marion Mosher on. July 27, 1922.
| The story of the case is that the
{ Mosher was off Five Islands, near the
three mile limit, boldly landing liquor
from a small boat, it was alleged,
when she was captured. On being re-
| leased, it is charged, she continued
business at other points along the coast.

‘The Judge’s Stand.

In his decision
said:

“Wherr a Pritish vessel hovers around
the American coast, although three
miles from shore, with the intent to
violate the laws, and is caught in the
act of smuggling or attempting to
smuggle intoxicating liquors, and it is
shown that it is having contact with
the shore, its seizure, though of for-
elgn registry and though outside the
three mile limit, is justified.”

The Mosher was released in bonds
furnished by the Detroit Fidelity and
Surety Co—815,000 on the ship and
$15,000 on its cargo. The condition was
imposed that the vessel should proceced
te St. John, N. B.

Government agents kept watch of
the ship’s movements and reported that
she made stops and discharged liquor.
The bonds then were declared forfeited
and this forfeiture yesterday was sus-
tained.

The Vessel Here.

The schooner Marion Mosher, strip-
ped of sails, is still moored at the South
Merldet wharf in charge of a watchman
who ‘looks after the vessel being
grounded properly each tide.

Collector of Customs, C. B. Lockhart,
fnformed the Telegraph-Journal re-
cently that the schooner was not seized
but he had instructions from Ottawa
not to grant the vessel clearance papers
therefore she will have to remain in
port until such order is rescinded.

As far as the local officials know the
Marion Mosher was on a voyage from
the West Indies to St. John with a
cargo of liquor. She is said to have
arifted inside the three mile limit off
New York, was seized and then allow-
ed to continue on her voyage. Finally
when she arrived in the port of St.
John she was without cargo, and it was
said that the captain reported that he
bad been boarded by pirates and the
cargo stolen on the high seas. The
vessel has been refused clearance papers
und is slowly going into decay and her
bill for wharfage is steadily growing.

Argument was concluded yesterday
in the matter of the appeal of the
Provinces of British Columbia and Al-
berta to' the Privy Council for a re-

| duction in freight rates. Premier King

| promised that a decision would - be

_ rendered as soon as conditions permit-
ted.

Arguing that where discrimination
injured an individual or a locality, it
was illegal, and it was the bounden
duty of the Railway Commission to
interfere, G. G. McGeer, K. C, of
Vancouver, addressed the Council. He
asked for the removal of three kinds
of discrimination.

He drew attention to the fact that
81 per cent. of the wheat acreage of
the Dominion was west of the Saskat-
chewan-Manitoba boundary, and asked
whether it was economical to ship that
wheat through the ports of Montreal
and St. John. The false rate strjuc-
ture by which this was possible, he
declared, had created a, movement of
trade through United States ports.
The discrimination was not in favor of
the Canadian east, but of the Ameri-

MISTLETOE A DEADLY PARA-
SITE.

Washington, Aug. 15—(In A. P.)—
If the silent signal of the mistletoe
hanging from the chandelier means
anything to you next Christmas, re-
member f6r an instant that in the
southwest it is a commercial pest, and
that for 12 years svientists have been
studying its depredations and how best
to exterminate it.

Mistletoe fastens on the yellow pine
tree, checks growth, and finally causes
the tree to die. By the Department of
Agriculture it is called an “insidious
and destructive disease,” and its eradi-
cation is an important problem.

About the only way to get rid of
this parasite is to cut down the tree
on’ which it has fastened. The mistle-
toe dies with its host, the yellow pine.

It proved an unequivocal suc-
cess, not merely as a spectacle, but as
a real trade stimulant. The »ppor-
tunity it provided for making people
acquainted with the products of other
countries than their own did much
more than interest the sightseer. The
producer, the manufacturer, and the
merchant were all introduced to new
commodities and new markets. The
1851 Exhibition was followed bg an
amazing development of British trade.
It would, of course, be absurd to at-
tribute that solely to the Exhibition.
Free Trade had just been adopted.
England itself was eager to wipe cut
the memories of the “hunger forties.”
The Exhibition marked the turn of
the tide. It was held at the psycho-
logical moment when everything was
ﬁpe for a big trade revival. A cycle!
of good trade was inaugurated, and
in producing this result the Exhibition.
undoubtedly played a considerable
part.

The example we set in 1851 was
followed by every nation in the
world, each trying to surpass the oth-
er. Paris and every Continental capi-
tal, all the great cities of the United
States and South America, entered in-
to the competition. London repeated
its effort in 1862 and in later years,
and, when it grew tired, Manchester,
Glasgow, and other industrial centres
entered “the field. All nations alike
‘ound that the exhibition was a most
saluable form of trade propaganda,
nd whenever and wherever an exhibi-
tion has been held it has been fennd
to stimulate trade both aational L.nd
international.

The 31924 Show.

Even the smallest Little ¥ngland-
er—if the species still survives in any
degree—could hardly repress a thrill
of pride when surveying the make-up
of the British Empire Exhibition. The
Dominions participating are Imdia,
\ Canada, Australia, New Zealand, and
South Africa. At the moment specific
_arrangements have not been made with
Newfoundland, but for all the others
arrangements are well forward for a
comprehensive display of thewr matur-
al and manufactured products.

The Colonies, as distinguished from
the Dominions, have come into the
scheme with equal unanimity. Burma,
Ceylon, Malays and Sarawak, and
Hong Kong, will bring the East to
the doors of London. Malta and Cy-
prus, assisted by “mandated” Pales-
tine, will represent the nearer Eastern
territorles. The East African group
contains Tanganyika, Kenya, Uganda,
Zanzibar, Sudan, Nyasaland, with the
Mauritus. and Seychelles Islands. The
West African group will be represent-
ed by Nigeria, Gold Coast, and Sierra
leone. The colonies of the Western
hemisphere which are participating
mre British Guiana, British Honduras,
the Windward and Leeward Islands,

hamas, the Falkland Isles, and Ber-
muda. Fach and everyone of these
will have its own distinctive exhibit.
1l the continents, all the climates,
most of the races, and the majority of
the natural products of the world will
find a place in it. The great and the
lesser industries, the science and the
art of the whole world will have their
exponents. Modern and old world
civilization will stand cheek by jowl
awaiting the inevitable comparison.
The methods of five continents and of
all the races of men, applied industrial-
ly and artistically, will be shown side
by side. The Exhibition will have the
educational value of a tour round the
world. The student and the mere
sightseer will witness reproductions of
the indolent life of the South Sea -Is-
lands to contrast with the energetie
enterprise of the white man in Cab-
ada and Australia. They will be able
to study the native life of India, Bur-
ma, China, and much of Africa. Even
the most thoughtless can hardly fail

which Empire governance presents.
The Empire Exhibition is planned,
therefore, -as something mucﬂ more
significant than a mere stimulus t o
industry and trade. It will supply a
great stage, whereon will be display-
ed the real life of all the peoples who
make up “the Commonwealth of Na-
tions known as the British Empire.”
It will introduce them to us and to
one another in a way that notSing
else could do. At the same time, the
mere entertainments of “the crowd” is
to be provided for on an ample scale.
In the great Amusements Park will be
gathered every modern device which
can bring a thrill to the most jaded
_sensation-seekers, while for sport is
there not the Staditm, the greatest
arena ever yet provided for trials of |
skill and strength, where 125,000 spec-
tators may watch the contests in com-
fort and safety?

The Biggest Yet.

So vast a scheme requires space on
the same scale to carry it out. The
Exhibition ground is the largest that
has ever been laid out for such a pur-
pose, and on this ground a spacious
town is now springing up. Some idea
of the measurements may be gathered
from the Stadium, the outer circum-
ference of which is half a mile. But
the Stadium does not cover the great-
est floor space among . the Exhibition
buildings. The great Hall of Machin-
ery extends over half a million square
feet. The whole of Trafalgar Square,
with the National Gallery, Charing
Cross, and the Strand as far as Dun-
cannon Street on the west and Spring
Gardens on the east, could be laid
out within this colossal hall. Five rail-
way bays are now provided inside the
.building for the transhipment of the
exhibits directly into their beds. The
Palace of Industry is nearly as large.
That, too, has direct communication
with the adjacent railways. Yet huge
as these buildings are, practically all
the space available is already let to
»xhibitors.

Besides these two gigantic erections,
Australia’s great building will have an
area of 130,000 square feet, and the
Commonwealth is spending £200,000
apon its exhibit.

Millions Wasted
Ywiﬂn Schools

Psychologists Find Many Un-
qualified For College Work
Undertaken.

Bethlehem, Pa., Aug. 15.—That mil-
lions of dollars are wasted annually by
well-meaning parents who. send their
boys to college to learn professions for
which they are mentally or tempera-
mentally unfitted, is the startling fact
brought out in a survey just made at
Lehigh University. It is estimated
that $48,044.36 was misspent in the
past two years by fathers of Lehigh
students who were naturally unguali-
fied for the work they undertook. This
waste, it is said, could have been elimi-
nated by the scientific use of mental
tests costing only four cents per stud-
ent and requiring only 45 minutes of
time.

All freshmen entering Lehigh Uni-
versity in 1921 were required to take
the Trabue Mentimeter teest. As a re-
sult of the test it was predicted that
the 57 young men who had made the
test scores placing them among the
lowest, 17 per cent. of the class, would
end their college careers without a
diploma. This prediction is being
borne out, for of these 57 men, all but
16 have been dropped by the university
and the remaining 16 are doing very
poor work and are not expected to
complete their courses.

Absolute reliability in the scores of
such tests is not claimed by psycholo-
gists, but it is believed that after a
number of such tests, over a period of
several years, a reliable means of de-
termining whether it is worth while to
send a boy to college will be available.
It is pointed out that aside from the
economic waste involved in the pres-
ent unscientific method of select-
ing students, many boys are discour-

aged by their failure to be successful

Was at Work There Last
Night ; Fear He Has
Been Drowned.

Was Irving Appleby drpwned in the
waters of Courtenay Bay last night, if
not where has he disappeared to, are
the questions which are agitating the
minds of the staff of the St. John Dry
Dock and Shipbiulding Co. since about
eleven o’clock last night, when he was
found to be missing from a scow on
which he had been working.

Grappling operations have been car-
ried on in the Bay and a search made
on land but up to press time no trace
of the missing man had been found.
The local detective force have been

search as well as the officials of the
Compeny.

Mr. Appleby, who is an unmarried
man about 23 or 24 years of age has
been employed with the Company in
their dreding operations and, it was
said, last night about nine o’clock was
placed on one of the scows to do some
work. About eleven o’clock a boat
was sent to take him off the scow but
there was no sign of life aboard. Search
was made of the scow but there was
nothing to indicate what had become of

the young man. In the hope that if he
had fallen into the water, he had been
able to reach the shore, enquiries were
made but no trace of him could be
found.

It is feared that while engaged in
his work the unfortunate young man
lost his fooling and found a watery

grave in the Bay. It was about low
tlde at the time and it was thought if
he was drowned the body might have
been carried up toward the Marsh
Bridge and in this hope grappling op-
erations will be carried on for a time.

Commissioner Bullock Says
Good Progress is Be-
ing Made.

Commissioner Bullock said today
that good progress was being made
with the repairs at the West Side
docks and sheds and when the winter
port season opened the plant would
be in as good shape as it ever was. A
new foundation had been placed under
No. 2 shed and this was about com-
pleted. This made the floor stronger
than when it was first «built and no
repairs would be necessary there for
some time.

A new loading plafform was being
constructed on the south side of the
slip, from the harbor face at No. 1 to
the rear of No. 4 berth and a.consid-
erable amount of work was being done
on the trestle at No. 4. This latter
work was about half completed.

On the east side new 'sills were
being placed under the Mcleod shed
and a new floor laid. This work was
about three quarters done.

A
year or so ago Mrs, Flewelling died
and since then he made his home with
his nephew Lewis Merritt and his
niece Mrs. Renforth Robertson. His
was a life of activity. The most of it
he lived in the parish of Rothesay at
Gondola Point where he kept a general
store, was postmaster, magistrate and
held other minor offices necessary in
any community. He was once a candi-
date for the legislature supporting the
Conservative party but was defeated.

Always interested in anything that
affected the place and the people, his
death will leave a void hard to fill.
