London, Oct. 24—The issuance of
Lloyd George’s honors list, which is ex-
pected today or tomorrow, is awaited
with great interest.

It is persistently rumored that Mar-
quis Curzon of Keddleston, who was
foreign minister in Lloyd George’s cab-
inet, is to be made a duke. This
would be a most remarkable incident,
as the dukedom is the highest rank in
the British peerage, next only to the
royal prinees, and is an honor rarely
conferred. The last duke created was
Westminster, in. 1874.

Gossip also says that the immensely
wealthy Sir Philip' Sasson is to be
raised to the peerage.

Manchester Manifesto.

A striking intervention in the politi-
cal conflict was made today from Man-
chester in the form of a manifesto issued
by the Liberal candidates and the
executive of the Manchester Federation.
Manchester Liberalism in the past has
often had an important influence on
British politics, “the Manchester school”
having become the standard name for
a familiar brand of somewhat ad-
vanced Liberalism.

The present declaration formulates a
programme of many planks, including
whole hearted support of the League of
Nations as the pivot of its international
policy, unqualified and uncompromising
endorsement of free trade, reduction of
taxation, reform of the electoral sys-
tem, abolition of the heritary principle
of accession to the House of Lords and
several other aims long advocated and
advanced by the Liberals.

Gloucester, Mass.; Oct. 24—The Glou-
cesterman Henry Ford today definitely
withdrew from the race for the inter-
national fishing schooner championship
‘of the North Atlantic.

Captain Morrissey, asserting that his
boat and his men had already won the
two races from the Canadian champ-
ion Bluenose, necessary for possession
of the title trophy, put pig iron ballast
aboard preparatory to going fishing.
MORRISSEY MAY
HAVE LOST ALL.

By his act in putting ballast aboard,
Captain Morrissey, under the conditions
of the deed of gift, automatically elim-
inated his vessel from the series. The

deed reads: “No ballast shall be taken
on or put off the comp;ting vessels
during the series.”

Captain George F. Peeples of Glou-
cester, chairman of the race sub-com-
mittee, asserting that the international
committee had authority in the matter,
added that it would seem to him that
Morrissey was now definitely out of it.

Captain Morrissey in this act of
withdrawal relinquished claim not only
to the cup, but to at least $2,000, and
possibly $3,000, of prize money. These
sums, respectively, were the shares of
the loser and winner.

“It has cost me and my men enough
already, so. that the matter of a few
thousand dollars does not count against
the principle involved,” Captain Mor-
rissey said ‘when questioned as to the
probable disposal of the purse.

On the deck of the Henry Ford,
while supervising the stowage of the
ballast, Morrissey talked race with his
first cousin, Captain Henry J. Larkin,
skipper of the Mayflower. They had
an agreement to meet after the series if
Morrissey was the winner. The Ford’s
skipper said today that he wanted to
go fishing as soon as possible, but that
if Larkin insisted there might be a race
with the Mayflower only.

The Mayflower, sailing over ‘thc
course covered by the racing schooners
yesterday, showed a speed on the first
two legs so far surpassing that of the
Henry Ford and the Bluenose that
there was np question of her suprem-
acy under the prevailing conditions.

The racing had been postponed to-
day on the representation that Captain
Morrissey was sick. Aboard his boat
this morning. He said he was sick but
“sick mostly of committees and yacht-
ing rules and this and that had the
other thing which spoiled the sport
that we set out on.”

He said it was with the assertion that
if the Henry Ford won again yester-
day they would consider the cup was
theirs and would race no more, that the
men of the Ford abandoned their
mutiny and jumped aboard again yes-
terday.

“The international committee persist-
ing in this attitude of denying us the
victory we won Saturday by calling it
no contest because they got their signals
mixed.” he said, “does not help things
and only shows we have nothing to gain
by going further.”

Captain Morrissey said that he might
or might not meet the Boston fishing
schooner Mayflower in a subsequent set
of races as planned.

If he did, he said, it would be with-

“Race for sport, and not to make an
outing for yachtsmen and the fol de rol
of their kind of racing.”

Asked what he would do with the

The gendamrerie
will enter the following districts on
Oct. 80 and 31: Tchorlu, Vise, Demir-
keuy and Sari. Their civil administra-

tion will date trom Nov, 1. They will
occupy Kirkilesseh on Nov, 8 and Red-
osto on Nov. 14, The remainder of
Thrace will be occupied between Nov.
15 and 20,

The evacuation is now pnoceeding
more smoothly than previously, Sever-
al small British ships have been pro-
vided for the purpose,

been reported during the last twenty-
four hours.

FENCE WAS BULLT

 AROUND ANTELOPE

Herd is Thriving on Govern-
ment Reserve Near Fore-
most, Alberta.

Lethbridge, Alta, October 23—The
government antelope herd in the Na-
tiona] Reserve near Foremost, Albertga,
continues to increase and is reported to
be in a very satisfactory condition.
There is a natural increase for the
present year of over thirty, bringing
the herd to one hundred and thirty.
The reserve, which is known as Nemis~
kam Park, represents tae most success-
ful attempt yet made to breed antelope
in captivity. It was once widely dis-
tribisted over the western plains but is
now dn the verge of extinction, Swift-
er than the greyhound in flight, ex-
ceedingly graceful and beautiful, the
antelope has for many years been. a
prize for the big game hunter and its
nambers have been diminishing of late
years with a rapidity that has aroused
the concern of all lovers of wild life,
Ten years ago Dr. W, T, Hornaday,
the - distinguished American naturalist,
estimated that there were 2,000 in west-
ern Canada, Today, there are report-
ed to be only about 1,000 in & wild
state. in Alberta and 260 in Saskat-
chewan, while they entirely disappear-
ed from the province of Manitoba some
years ago.

It is apparent that the only way the
species can be preserved from complete
extinction is by breeding it in captivity
‘and experiments to this end have been
made by the government of recent years
| Attempts were made in connection
with one of the National Parks, where
it was hoped that antelope could be in-
duced to thrive with other wild life.
Where individuals
fcund that they did not thrive on the
ordinary prairie grass, and post mor-
tem investigations appeaged to indicate
that the antelope apparently requires

ed plants as well as alkaline salts for
its sustenance. What these were and
where they could be obtained could not
be easily ascertained, so it was decided
that the most successful method was
spparently to let the antelope elect his
own habitat and to endeavor to breed
him. there,

This has been done at Foremost, Al-
berta, where a herd of 50 were found
to be feeding in the spring of 1918, A
fence: was quietly built about the ani-
mals, enclosing’ them in a reserve of
nine square miles, apparently without
their discovering that they had been
taken captive, The steady growth of
tite herd and the absence of disease is
good evidence that the experiment is
likely to prove successful and it is
hoped that it will result in saving this

| Principal of Montreal Dio-

‘cesan College Urges In-
crease in Stipends for
Clergy.

Montreal, Oct. 24—That there is a
serious shortage of young men willing
to offer as candidates for the ministry,
and that the laymen are responsible
for this shortage, was the contention
of Dr. Rexford, principal of the
Diocessan College, in an interview yes-
terday. This year, Dr. Rexford said,
there are twenty students on the roll
of the Diocesan College, as compared
gith the usual pre-war figure of thirty-
ve,

“The supply of candidates of uni-
versity standing,” he declared “is not
sufficient to provide for the ministra-
tions of the church even in this diocese.
There is but one remedy, and that rests
with the laymen. They should do two
things. They should make the work
of the ministry more attractive to the
manhood of the ‘country,” and they
should direct the attention of young
men to the ministry systematically as
one of the avenues of usefullness in
which they can spend their lives. The
work of the clergy is among laymen.
They pay the stipends. On them is the
responsibility of finding the candidates.”

Dr. Rexford urged that the annual
stipends for both the rural and city
clergy by substantially increased.

Bee-keepers in New Brunswick are
preparing to winter their bees, although
continued’ mild Autumn weather will
enable the bees to make g few more
tughts.  Provincial Apiarist Miller
says tnat the season of 1922 closes with
a production of honey much below the
average because of weather: eonditions
but with the industry of bee-keeping
on a firmer footing than ever, The num-
ber of bees increased some seventy-
fivé per cent. Twenty-five mew bee-
kecpers entered the industry but the
chief cause of the increase was the ex-
tension: of the operations of those al-
ready keeping bees. The heavy rains
of June and July with the marked
searcity of clover blossoms reduced the
honey production to about the usual,

adopting out-door wintering and it has
been found to be very successful.

SWING ON CABLES
TO FIGHT FIRE

Firemen Climb Network of
Steel Guys on Manhattan
- Bridge—Traffic Held Up.

New York, Oct 24—Like sailors aloft
in a dangenous storm, firemen climbed
amid the net-work of steel guys hun-
dreds of feet in air to fight a fire which
crught on a pajnters scaffold hung from

one of the central cables of the Man-,

hatten Bridge, near the Brooklyn tow-
er, which rises 450 feet above the river.

Ordinary fire fighting methods were
of no avail. The firemen had to swing
from one strand of steel to another and
chop the scaffold free, holding an axe
in one hand and clinging with the other
wiile a high wind tugged -at them,
threatening to tear them loose. A sev-
enty-five foot aerial ladder was run up,
but the stream that was thrown by the
hose that was dragged atop’ it fell
short of the fire and only menaced the
men who were swinging the axes,

Sparks from the burning scaffold set
fire to the coal pockets of Burns Bro-
thers at the foot of Adams Street, but
he flames were quickly extinguished.
The firemen finally sent the scaffold
crashing down to the roadway below,
where it could be extinguished easily.

with electricity. In Springfield, Illi-
“ nois, electric current can be got for
cooking at one and a half cents per
kilowatt hour, and electric connections
for cooking are going in at the rate of
200 per month.
These facts are set forth by Mr.
. Carl D. Thompson, secretary of the
“ public Ownership League of America,
“in the October number of the Locomo-
tive - Engineets’ Journal. Of course
these are very exceptional casess but
compare the one cent or cent and a
half or half cent with the prices paid
in St. John, and one sees how much
room there is for forcing rates down
before they will even approach those
of Springfield or Tacoma.

Control of light and power means
‘control of the growth or otherwise of
a city. St. John has not enjoyed in-
dustrial growth because these services
were controlled by a monopoly which
charged exorbitant rates. The city
has hitherto been helpless, but now it

_ has the opportunity to gain control of
its light and power, and make rates that
will ensure an era of industrial ex-
pansion.

If the citizens should refuse to take

BRITISH POLITICS

Whatever may develop later, Mr.
Lloyd George and Mr. Bonar Law
pay very generous tribute to each
other at the outset of the British po-
litical campaign. That is very credit-
able to both, since each knows the
sterling worth and high patriotism of
the other. The people of New Bruns-
wick are intensely interested in the
situation, for if the new prime minis-
ter is a native of this province, his
predecessor has been admired as 2
statesman of remarkable gifts, who, in
the words of Mr. Bonar Law, “in the
crisis in our history did service for
which the nation can never be too
grateful.” In that service he was very
ably supported by the new premier
until the "health of the latter broke
down, but now they find themselves
in opposite camps.  There is much
speculation as to the future attitude
of Mr. Chamberlain, Earl Balfour,
Lord Birkenhead and other Conserva-
tive Unionists who do not see eye to
eye with Mr. Bonar Law. Balfour has
expressed the fear that “unless the
greatest patriotism and self-sacrifice
are shown by Mr. Lloyd George and
his followers, the action taken at the

Conservative party which will not eas-
ily be healed.”

There is also uncertainty as to the
attitude of Mr. Lloyd George toward
the Labor party. He has refrained
from such harsh criticsm as that by
Mr. Chamberlain. Indeed, he has as
yet given no indication of the policy
he will set forth. The Conservatives
and Labor are both very confident.
As yet we hear little about the Lib-
erals. Mr. Asquith remains silent.
The country is still more interested in
what Mr. Lloyd George will say and
do than in the utterances of any lead-
er of any other party than the one
which he will try to rally around his

A VOCATIONAL SCHOOL

At yesterday’s Rotary Club luncheon
Mr. R. D. Paterson, alluding to_the
presence of two members of the school
board, referred to the fact that the Club
had sought to get into co-operation
with the board, and expressed the hope
that yesterday’s meeting with its dis-
cussion of matters relating to the
schools might be but the first of many.
This hope should be realized. With
regard to yesterday’s discussion Mr. A.
A. Mclntyre of the school board point
ed out that all that is needed to secure
for St. John a vocational high school is
a public sentiment which will endor.se
the expenditure necessary to provide
a building. He hoped the Rotary Cluy,
wouild aid in arousing such a sentiment,
and there is no doubt at all that he
thus gave expression to the views of
the majority if not the whole board of
school trustees. Mr. Peacock pointed
out that the government would pay 25
per cent of the cost of a building, :50
per cent of the cost of equipment, and
thereafter 75 per cent of the salaries.
This is a great opportunity that must
soon be availed of or lost. Mr. Peacock
submitted the following figures to show
what small Ontario cities or towns
have spent to erect vocational high

school buildings:—

365,000
Mr. Mclntyre suggests $500,000 for
St. John.

During the last few weeks the
officials of the S. P. C. have had before
the court a number of cases of cruelty
to animals. The work of the Society
deserves much larger measure of pub-
lic support than it receives.

It should not be
necessary to enforce - kindness to
animals, but there are still some people
who practice cruelty as if it were a
pastime, or are willing to make an
animal suffer for their gain. The cause
of helpless creatures should be pleaded
with grest earnestness in all the schools
of the province,

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_ : Lesson No, 137,
AMPLIFICATION BY THE VACUUM TUBE.

Thgre are two principal methods by which the important amplifying
properties of the vacuum tube may be utilized to intensify the electrical
tnergy which properly controlled, in a radio receiving circuit, produces aud-
Ible sounds either of music or speech. One of these methods, knows as radio-
frequency amplification, employs the vacuum tube to amplify the original
radio wave, intercepted by the antenna, before the wave is impressed upon
the detector. In the other method, namely, audio-frequency amplification,
the original radio wave is rectified by the detector and the resultant elec-
tric wave of audible frequency is then amplified by the vacuum tube. Of
the two methods, audio-frequency amplification is more commonly used for

: the reception of music and speech.

in England thirty odd years ago and
removed to this country when a young
man and took up his studies at L-n-
noxville, from which place he gradu-
ated in 1909, receciving the degree of
B.A, with high honors in mathematics.
Following his graduation from Lennox-
ville he was awarded the Rhodes schol-
arship from Quebec in 1909, From
1909 to 1912 he - attended " Christ’s
Churca College, Oxford, from which
place he received the degree of B.A.,
having specialized in physics and
mathematics,
In' the fall of 1912 he was appointed
to the staff of King’s College as a jun-
ior professor of engineering. Upon the
outbreak of the world war in 1914, he
was successful in’organizing a C. O.
T. C. at King’s College and command-
ed the same until his enlistment with
the Highland Brigade in 1916. He was
appointed to the 193rd Highland bat-
talion with the vank of major, and
later became commanding officer of the
same in England. The late Doctor
Sturley saw  active service in' France
fv= rwo years with the 25th divisien
of the Imperial forces, and before his
return to Canada in 1919 was a mem-
'ber of the staff of the Khaki College
in Englaud. In 1917 he was awarded
the degree of M.A. for military ser-
vice from Oxford University and
King’s College here. L

In the fall of 1919 he returned to
Canada with his family and took up
his residence in Windsor as professor
of engineering at King’s College. Fol-
lowing the removal of Dr. J. B.
N!cCarthy, then senior professor of en-
gineering, in January, 1920, to McDon-
ald Qollege, the late Doctor Sturley was
fzppomte_d senior professor of engineer-
ing, which position he held very effec-
tively until his retirement in M’ v last
to accept a position on the staff ¢ icc-
turers at Yale University, New Haven
(Con.)

The degree of doctor of science was
conferred upon him at a special con-
vocation of King’s University in Sep-
tember last. His death at so young
an age removes a scientist whose name

Peace, Declares A. M.
Bing — Living Wage Ne-
cessary.

New York, Oct. 25.—Permanent fact-
finding commissions are needed not
only in the coal industry but in’metal
mining and other basic trades as well,
according to Alexander M. Bing, a
New York contractor and author of
“Wartime Strikes and Their Adjust-
ment.”, Proprosals to Congress and
elsewhere for legislation to establish
compulsory arbitration of industrial)
disputes are a threat against industrial
peace, and voluntary arbitration, to be
effective, must be based in just prin-
ciples, including a living wage, says
Mr. Bing in a discussion of the recent
coal and rail Strikes appearing in a cur-
rent number of The American Labor
Legislation Review.

“Any effort to compel the submission
of industrial controversies to arbitra-
tion will serve only to dangerously aug-
ment unrest and will utterly fail to
prevent strikes,” Mr. Bing says.

“It should be adopted as a natlonal -
policy,” he continues, “that every able-
bodied worker is to receive at least
enough to provide a minimum lving
in accordance with decent American
standards, There i8 no ‘economic ne-
cessity nor is there any excuse in pub-
lic policy for the attempts which have
recently been made to return to sub-
normal pre-war standards. It is_not
only inhuman, but it is incredibly
short-sighted to attempt to do so.”

Mr. Bing refers to the award by the
Railroad Labor Board of as low as
twenty-three cents an hour to laborers
as “a wage substantially below the
lowest minimum ‘standards,” while in |
the coal-mining industry “the intermit-
tency of the work had resulted in many
of the miners earning very much less
than a living wage” even before the,
recent attempts of the operators to re-)
duce their wages still further.

“The reaction of both miners and

{

duce wages below living standards,” he
says, “should teach us that the first -
requisite to better industrial refations !
is a general acceptance of the principle !
that no man shall be asked to work for
less than a minimum wage. Rightly or
wrongly, labor has felt that arbitral
bodies have leaned toward captial and
have failed to give labor its due. The
actions of both the miners and the ra.ﬂ-i
road men have made it abundantly’
clear that arbitration by itself will not
skrve to keep 'the  peace.. Suitable
national and local machinery of a vol-
untary nature should be created for the !
arbitration of industrial disputes, but,
no attempt should be made to coerce
either side into the acceptance of ar-
bitral' processes.”

CANADIAN MARCONI
PLANS EXPANSION

Surplus Account Shows Re-
duction — Total Profits
$12,253. y

Reporting on the position of the
Canadian Marconi Company, President
A. E. Dyment announced at a meeting

in Montreal last week that it was about
to embark on a scheme calling for a
considerable expansion in the operating
field. The meeting was a stormy one.
A motion calling on the board of direc-
tors to resign and another calling for
the appointment of a committee of
shareholders to investigate with experts
the affairs of the company were made.
Both motions were defeated, together
with one calling for the reduction of
the directors’ salaries from $12,000 to
$6,000, and the present board was re-
elected.

C. G.. Greenshields, Montreal, was
elected president, replacing A. E. Dy-
ment, London, who becomes vice-presi-
dent. Sir William Mackenzie, Toronto,
and Stephen Haas, Kitchener, Ont., re-
signed, while Henry Allen of London
was elected to the hoard. Signor
Marconi and Robert Bickerdike con-
tinued in their respective positions as
vice-presidents, the other members be-
ing G. M. Bosworth, Montreal; God-
frey C. Isaacs, London, and A. H.
Mors,e, Montreal.

The company’s surplus - account
shows a reduction ih the year from
$410,375 to $257,012, the management
having made somewhat large provision
for depreciation, etc., and a write-off of
$40,000 for bad accounts, together with
$29,627 for special expenses, totalling
$165,615. The profits for the year
amounted to $12,253, compared with
$69,906 in the preceding year.

mittee on economic research has no ex-
pectation of a drop in prices to the pre-
war level during the next tem years.
Professor Charles J. Bullock, chairman
of the committee, said in an address at
Harvard Club at the first gession of a
national conference of subscribers to
the Harvard Economle Service. The
committee, he added, could not accept
the conclusion that prices must return
to a pre-war normal, because prices
had reverted to their former levels af-
ter previous periods of currency in-
flation in the early and middle parts of
{ the nineteenth century.

“The committee cannot find,” he said,
“that the governing conditions exist to-
day which brought about lower price
levels in the past. The gold sitiation
jmust first be considered. Upon all the
evidence we have concluded that mon-
etary stocks of gold will continue to
increase at the rate of approximately
$150,000,000 per annum during the next
eight years,g@and this means a larger an-
nual increment than the world has ever
had, except during the few years prior
to 1915.

“Before the war commodity prices
were increasing at a very substantial
rale, with an annual gold increment of
$282,000,000; and there was a general
complaint of the increasing cost of liv-
‘ing. - In wiew of this fact, it would seem
that an:annual increment of $150,000,-
000 shoild be-ample to prevent a de-
cline of gold prices during the present
decade.” ;

If the general trend of commodity
prices should decline during the de-
cade, he said, the result would be due
to the financial policies pirsued by the
leading commercial countries and not to
a shortage of gold.

“These policies, of course, are wholly
subject to human volition.” Professor
Bullock said, “although they are not
within the control of any single coun-
try, unless it be one that occupied a
position of commanding influence. Per-
haps as the leading creditor nation, the
United States might exert such an in-
fluence on financial policy, especially if
it should oppose measures calculated to
depress prices and so to increase the
burden of indebtedness inherited from
the great war.”

He said that for most of the Euro-
pean belligerents the restoration of ciir-
rencies to the pre-war standard would
mean suffering too great to be endured
and would probably end in total or
partial national bankruptcy. The can-
cellation of all international war debts
would obviously help the debtor coun-
tries to carry through policies of drastic
deflation, but would not necessarily
mean that such policies would or
could be adopted.

Statement of Case, Presented
to A.A.U.of C.by T. K.
Sweeny, is Referred to
Judge Jackson.

P. J, Legge, recently appointed sec-
retary of the Maritime branch of the
A, A. U. of C, in an interview last
night made a strong plea #for a united
association back of President A, W.
Covey. He contended that Mr, Covey’s
re-election was a complete vindication
of his efforts during last year to place
the maritime provinces on sound ama-
teur principles. He said that 1,683
cards nad been issued since April 1.
Sanctions had been issued for 168
champhonships, forty-three clubs are af-
filiated with the union, and twenty
bulletins had been issued,

Mr. Legge referred to an attempt
made at the meeting recently by St.
Peter’s Y. M. A, for reinstatement. He
said that a threat of legal action had
failed to restore the local club in good
standing and that the whole matter was
referred to Judge Jackson of Calgary.

The Argument for St. Peter’s.

Thomas K. Sweeny, who appeared at
the meeting on behalf of St. Peter’s Y.
M. "A., of this city, argued that the
regulation calling for the use of the so-
called affidavit was illegal and that the
suspension of this society should be
raised.

“That even though the A. A, U. of
Canada had authorized the use of an
affidavit, justices or other persons hav-
ing power to take affidavits are re-
strained from doing so unless they are
required or authorized by some law of
Canada or of the province in which it
is to be used. The penalty for re-
ceiving or permitting an unauthorized
affidavit to be taken is a fine of §50 or
imprisonment for a term not exceeding
three months; and that the A. A. U.
of Canada, the parent body, has legis-
lated with regurd to suspensions and
has laid down the procedure to be fol-

Y. M. A. the maritime branch has not
followed.

“The maritime province branch (nol
possessing the authority in its constitu-
tion or by-laws) has, in adopting the
affidavit, attempted to change the rules
governing suspension of the A. A. U.
