France has won the cup twice. Rus­
sia and Belgium have won it once each.
England does not want the $1,500 tro­
phy to become the property of a foreign 
power, and 100 British cavalry officers, 
have been training for its defence for 
several months. The trophy is compet­
ed for by officers in uniform riding gov­
ernment horses in teams of three. They 
have to go twice round the course, jump­
ing obstacles of various sorts, rangihg 
in height from three feet, six inches, 
to five feet 6 inches.

In "the other competitions Judge W.
H. Moore, of Philadelphia, is one of the 
largest exhibitors, with about forty 
riage and coaching horses, while one of 
his" closest rivals is Miss Mona Dunn, a 
ten-year-old daughter of a prominent 
member of the Canadian colony, who 
has entered a string of thirty-five horses.
Other exhibitors from across the At­
lantic are Hon. Adam Beck, Hon. Clif­
ford Sifton, and F. H. Loudon, from manne. 
Canada.

The initial total cost of the show is 
estimated at $250,000, $60,000 of which 
is devoted to prizes, and $60,000 on de­
corations, including conservatories filled

plants. The arena is canopied with 20,- 
000 yards of blue silk representing a 
cloudless summer sky.

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Schooner Francois Robert Bound 
From Glace Bay to Carlyle, 
N. B.—The Clara M., Making 
For Rustico, Goes Ashore

(Canadian Press)
London, June 19—The king will pay a 

strictly private visit to the new battle­
ship cruiser Australia at Portsmouth on 
June 20, prior to her departure for the 
Antipodes.

The government of Australia has ap­
pointed Rear Admiral George Patey, as 
rear admiral in the royal Australian 
navy, to command His Majesty’s- Aus­
tralian fleet. This appointment may be 
regarded as marking the birth of the 
Australian fleet as a fighting force. By 
the end of August all the ships, except 
one, the cruiser ordered under the agree­
ment of 1909, will be in Australian wat­
ers, including the battle cruiser Aus­
tralia, two light cruisers, the Melbourne 
and the Sydney, and a small torpedo 
flotilla.

Simultaneously with the completion of

the fleet unit, the present agreement be­
tween the British and the Australian 
governments 'will terminate. The form­
er will withdraw the ships of the royal 
navy from the waters of the common­
wealth, and the latter will cease to pay 
the subvention, originally amounting to 
£200,000, which has been its contribution 
towards the cost of maintaining the local 
squadron.

In the present year navy estimates 
£41,600 is shown to be payable by the 
commonwealth. This is the last sum 
whicli will be received, as she will hence­
forth support her own fleet at a charge 
which it is calculated will, in the early 
years of development, Amount to £75,- 
000.

Charlottetown, P.E.I., June 19—Eleven 

hours in an open boat without food, and 
insufficiently clad, was the experience of 
Captain Walter Dallies and his 
Flank Black, Benjamin Cox and Joseph 
Spencer of North Sydney—after they left 
their schooner, the Francois Robert, 
twenty miles off East Point just as she 
was about to sink on Tuesday. They 
landed at Basin Head early yesterday 
morning almost exhausted.

They sailed from Glace Bay, C. B., 
on June 6, bound for Carlyle, N. B., 
with a cargo of coal. On the 17th about 
seven o’clock a. m., when fifty miles 
north north-east of East Point, P. E. I, 
the vessel sprang aleak. AU hands were 
ordered to the pumps. They tried to 
reach Souris, the nearest port, but on 
Tuesday about 2.85 p. m, when within 
twenty miles of East Point were com­
pelled to take to their dory not having 
time to take food, clothing or water.

Twenty-five minutes after they left 
the schooner went down. It was blow­
ing a gale and they had a rough and 
perilous time before landing.

those who are taught. Your teachers a# 
a body feel that self-restraint on the 
part of the pupils is the great end of 
school discipline and that this is effect­
ed by moral rather than by physical 
force. It has long seemed to me that 
i school government which is at the 
same time jutt and kind as well as 
strong, exerts a very powerful influence 
in forming the character of the young 
and in training them to be good citi­
zens, for it develops surely but gradu­
ally that proper respect for duly consti­
tuted authority which lies at the baSfc 
of all good citizenship.

“On the other hand, a school in which 
the discipline is la*, where disobedience, 
insolence, or defiance on the part of any 
pupil is tolerated is leaving unfulfilled 
a very important part of its duty, for the 
discipline of such a school is sure to be­
get an utter contempt for all govern­
ment and authority. The boy, who 
openly defies the authority of the tea­
cher and deliberately violates the rules 
of the school is clearly beyond the reach 
of moral suasion ahd jg sadly in need of 
a whipping, for it is the only thing that 
he can fully appreciate, and that will 
make him amenable to reason. Much 
has been written in recent years both in 
favor of and against corporal punish­
ment in the public schools, but I 
quite sure that to forbid its use — a 
course adopted in some places— will 
largely increase the worst class of of­
fences, and even allow an unruly boy to 
become a menace to the community. 
How is it possible, we may ask, for any 
person to become a law-abiding citizen 
In his manhood, who, in his youth, has 
constantly defied and disregarded the 
authority of his teacher in school ?”

November 1 until the last of April in 
each year, provided not less than twen­
ty pupils made application for instruc­
tion of this kind. The board’s action 
received the approval of the board of 
education for the province and seems to 
have met with the approbation of those 
citizens of St. John, who have given any 
thought at all to the important matter 
of industrial education. The resolution 
of the board to open evening technical 
schools is good as far as it goes, but it 

i does not go far enough, as what is real- 
i ly needed at the present time to make 
our system of education more effective 
is the establishment here of a good 
trades school.

“There are many pupils, who leaving 
our present schools before they are well 
equipped for any kind of industrial work 
drift about from one unskilled occupa­
tion to another without gaining much 
efficiency in anything. If there existed 
in St. John a school to which pupils 
of the age of fourteen or fifteen could 
be sent for instruction, a school in 
which the larger part of the work would 
be industrial, it seems to me that a 
fresh interest in school would be awak­
ened in the minds of such pupils, an 
interest, which would help to keep them 
at school for a longer time, and thus 
contribute powerfully to their develop­
ment at a critical period of their lives. 
Such schools have been opened in near­
ly all the larger cities of the United 
States, and wherever established have 
produced most gratifying results.

“Although the cost of establishing, 
equipping, and maintaining such a 
school would be large, yet there can be 
no doubt that the establishment of such 
a school in St. John at the present time 
is a thing greatly to be desired, and will 
become an absolute necessity in the near 
future, as the city increases in popula­
tion, and becomes to a greater extent 
than formerly a manufacturing and in­
dustrial centre. The establishment of 
trades’ school would also enable the 
board to provide evening technical clas­
ses both for men and women, in which 
they could receive adequate instruction 
in those subjects which bear directly 
upon their respective employments. As 
our present buildings are not at all 
adapted for the instruction of classes in I 
industrial subjects, it is greatly to be j 
desired that the board should earnestly j 
consider ways and means for providing 
a trades’ school here somewhat similar 
to the one outlined above.”
Discipline

The superintendent speaks very high­
ly of the discipline in the city schools, 

j He says :
“The discipline of the great majority 

' of the schools of St. John has been ex­
cellent for many years and has been ef­
fected without recourse to physical force 
or any of the harsher methods of con-

Regarding physical instruction in the 
school, Dr. Bridges again emphasizes his 
previous statements as to the necessity 
of introducing a systematic course of ex­
ercises adapted to the different grades 
and calculated to promote and maintain 
the health of the pupils. It would be time 
well spent, he says, in the report. The 
pupils enjoy the relief from the nervous 
tension incident to the school room, the 
relaxation of the muscles in the 
ments and marches and the exhiliration 
experienced in breathing in the fresh air 
through the opened windows.

Disappointed -in Australia Over The j 

Suspension of Reciprocity Negoti­
ations

Great disappointment is expressed in 
Sydney, N. S. W., by shippers of frozen 
meat and butter over the suspension of 
the negotiations for the reciprocal trade 
between Canatia and Australia. The fact 
that New Zealand and Australia ar­
ranged a treaty some little time ago and 
that it was quite likely to be ratified in 
both countries despite governmental 
changes, makes it all the more a matter 
for regret that Canada was nôt able to 
enter into an agreement.

A. Kidman, Australian cattle king, 
says Australian shippers have been 
working hard for a reciprocal agreement. 
The loss of the agreement means a great 
difference in trade to the commonwealth, 
especially as the Vancouver steamers 
have been calling at New Zealand and 
giving that country an opportunity of 
building up a fine trade with Canada, 
with which country a reciprocity agree­
ment is actually in existence at the pres­
ent time.
New Zealand’s Trade

“While we do not,” says Mr. Kidman, 
“grudge Ne* Zealand any of the advan­
tages that she obtains under this ar­
rangement, we find it a sore point in 
Australia that the bulk of New Zea­
land’s trade with Caqgda should have 
been obtained at the expense of Aus­
tralia.

“New' Zealand practically captured 
the whole butter trade which has been 
developed in the first instance by Aus­
tralian shippers. Furthermore, New Zea­
land has gone in for shipping large quan­
tities of frozen meat to Vancouver. Con­
signments have increased with every 
steamer. In short, New Zealand has 
picked up a ready-made trade which or­
iginally belonged to us and which we 
should now share if we enjoyed the 
tariff advantages we are now denied.” -

Montreal, June 18—That the Domin­
ion Steel Corporation has reached the 
most important stage of Its development 
and was now in the position for which 
the management had striven for years, 
was the keynote of the annual address 
of J. H. Plummer, the president of the' 
big industrial at this morning's annual 
meeting of shareholders.

Optimism marked almost every sen­
tence of the steel president, who .review­
ed the history' of the corporation for the 
past three years and pointed out to the 
shareholders present that the long.weary 
period of delays and disappointment fol­
lowing the installation of the new plant 
at Sydney was over, and that the com­
pany was now earning splendidly on the 
increased manufacturing facilities on 
which so much money has been spent.

“I have been asked often,” said Mr. 
Plummer, “to estimate what we should 
do this year, and I have little hesita­
tion in sayjng that with our enlarged 
and improtipti.plant our net earnings in 
1918 should be at least $800,000 in ex­
cess of those of the year ended.”

The financial stringency, he stated, 
might possibly affect business, but the 
directors of the corporation had little 
fear on this score, as any slackening up 
of business in the Dominion would prob­
ably have little effect upon the demand 
for steel products, owing to the condi­
tions of Canada at the present phase of 
its development.

Only in speaking of the tariff did Mr. 
Plummer express any disappointment 
over the developments of the year, and 
even in this regard he expressed the hope 
that the present unsatisfactory and 
analogous state of this would be reme­
died by the government in 1914.

Rome, June 19—The Pope sanctioned 
the findings of the commission which 

presided over by Monsignor Marzo- 
lins, the administrator of Peters Pence, 
which was appointed to reorganize and 
consolidate the finances of the X atican. 
The Pontiff approved the investments 
proposed by the commission and order­
ed the cutting off of certain expenses. As 
a result of this the receipts and expendi­
tures of the last two years since the 
report of the commission was adopted 
averaged about $2,000,000 a 
nearly balancée!. The budget 
closed with a surplus.

The revenue of the Vatican is derived 
from the patrimony of St. Peter, includ- 
ing the invested capital of the church, the 
interest on funds invested in London se­
curities by former popes, the rent of 
buildings owned by the church, fees for 
the services of documents issued by the 
various congregations and departments 
and Peter’s Pence. The yearly expendi­
ture is roughly speaking as follows : For 
the support of cardinals and diplomatic 
missions abroad, $100,000; for the main­
tenance of the X’atiean, including the 
papal army, $600,000; pontifical alms, 
subsidies and schools, $400,000; gifts to 
charities, $300,000, and miscellaneous, 
$200,000.

The treasures of the X atican, picture 
galleries and museums, the collections of 
library furniture, tapestries and jewels 
arc estimated to be worth $125,000,000. 
No precise figures are available as to 
the value of landed property, but the 
income from invested capital and rents 
of buildings is estimated roughly at $1,- 
000,000.
