This revelation of Great Britain’s 
strange attitude, was made by Sir Edward 
Grey, the foreign minister, in a speech at 
a political meeting in an obscure hamlet. 
Responding to attacks on his foreign pol­
icy in the press and by supporters of his 
own party, Sir Edward made a direct re­
ference to Russia's practical annexation of 
Mongolia, adding that, “if Great Britain 
is going to interfere actively in Central 
Asia questions, far beyond the Indian 
frontier, you are going to incur not only 
a very heavy naval expenditure but vastly 
increased military expenditures, as well.
“That policy,” added Sir Edward, “jf 

carried out, would soon leave us without _ 
a friend in Europe.”

Sir Edward said he was willing to sacri­
fice his former principles for the sake of 
remaining good friends with the rest of 
Europe. He virtually admitted that Per­
sia had been thrown overboard to secure 
a continuance of Russian friendship.

The secret of this attitude is found in 
the fear that Great Britain is in danger 
of a clash with Germany, as the outcome 
of the Moroccan differences. From now 
on, conciliation will ' be watchword of 
British diplomacy.

There is intense dissatisfaction in Eng­
land at this amiable attitude. Mass meet­
ings have adopted appeals to the govern­
ment to prevent the partition of Persia, 
which is regarded as the inevitable out­
come of the present Russian course and 
British non-interference.

IMMIGRATION TO our coun-THE POTATO MARKET Today Has Seen No Change in 
His Conditionm PROVINCE ■ MATTER IN COURT The potato market has gained in 

strength during the last few days, and now 
locally a solid $2.50 a barrel is being asked. 
Not only is the market reported strong in 
St. John and throughout New Brunswick, 
but all through Canada and the United 
States the tendency is declared to be 
firmer, and in some places Mgher prices 
are asked than here. If the bill before 
congress in the States passes, taking the 
duty off potatoes, American dealers wiU 
send agents to this territory and the 
market will be still greater strengthened, 
as was told last week in the Times.

Reports from Upper Canada are to the 
effect that supplies are light, and the 
market for New Brunswick stock is good 
there. Stocks here are reported to have 
been mostly-out of the farmers’ hands for 
some time, and the dealers are holding 
out for increased prices, as indications are 
that the market will be stronger.

Until a year ago he was a member of 
the Nova Scotia government but was de­
feated in the last provincial general elec­
tion.

Work
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Brigadier George Burditt, of Toronto, 
immigration secretary for Canada for the 
Salvation Army, arrived in the city this 
morning after a visit to Halifax. He is 
here to consult with the local officers and 
to gather, information regarding the pos­
sibilities which await immigrants to this 
province. To a Times reporter the briga­
dier showed great interest in the agricul­
tural and industrial situation in New 
Brunswick.

Speaking of the work of the army in 
directing settlers to Canada, he said they 
now have eight officers devoting their 
time to this work in Great Britain and 
one of them, Staff Captain Jennings, is 
giving his whole attention to finding set­
tlers for the eastern provinces. A recent 
report from Captain Jennings said that 
the bookings from England for Canada 
were greater this year than ever so early 
in the year. The Scottish bookings have 
not been so heavy, but they expect them 
to come in a rush later on. One reason 
for the falling off in Scotland was the 
active work of the Australian government, 
which had abandoned its old policy and 
was now going after immigration in an ag­
gressive manner,

The only class of immigrants for which 
the army was looking and for which they 
guaranteed work were in the farm laborer 
and domestic servant classes. They had 
not been able to get enough of either to 
begin to satisfy the demand in the west. 
An interesting feature of their work was 
the provision they made for servant girls 
seeking positions in this country. Next 
month three large parties of girls will 
leave Liverpool for Canada. Each party 
will be in charge of a conductor who will 
accompany them to their destinations in 
Toronto, Winnipeg and Vancouver. They 
travel in private cars and are housed at 
the army homes before going to the posi­
tions awaiting them.

Sneaking of the chances of attracting 
settlers for the east of Canada, Brigadier 
Burditt said that the offer of 16!) 
of free land in the west has been a big 
drawing card, but he believed that the 
east offered advantages at least as great 
if they were made known as widely.

The brigadier was deeplv interested in 
the forward movement in New Brunswick, 
of which he had heard considerable and 
said that he was taking steps while here 
to learn more of the opnortunities in this 
province for the class of settlers they 
bringing out.

He is no slavish follower of fashion 
but a---daring originator; probably the 
most-carefully-dressed ‘man in London. 
Anyqne who has ever 1 tried white gloves 
for street wear in grimy London will un­
derstand what a strain on the intellect, f 
the will and the purse it must be to ap­
pear in them always, day and night, and 
with those white gloves always spotlessly 
white. Presumably “Max’ sets forth each 
day with a dozen new pairs and dodges 
into doorways to change them every hour 
or so.

Max’s half-brother, Sir Herbert Beer­
bohm Tree, who takes himself seriously 
at times, has' been the subject of a good 
many of Max’s humors. On pne occasion 
Max announced a series of' cartoons on 
the brothers* of great men—of which No. 
1 was to depict Beerbohm Tree.

This versatile personage, who will not 
be 38 until next August, astoriished the 
literary world some ten years ago by pub­
lishing a thin little volume of essays 
der the title “The Works of Max Beer­
bohm,” and later op another volume equal­
ly thin, entitled “More.” But anyone 
who might suppose him to be a poseur or 
some other sort of comic character, would 
make a grave mistake.

His dramatic criticisms in the Saturday 
Review, where he succeeded George Ber­
nard Shaw, were models of their kind, 
written with the utmost Care, distinction 
and discrimination. And the same can be 
sgid of all of his work. Lately he has 
published a fantastic novel under thq, 
title of “Zuleika Dobson,” dealing with 
the adventures of a goddess who visited 
Oxford in term time. His little play, 
“The Happy Hypocrite,”— was an equal­
ly notable flight of fancy.

For the last few months the adthor-ar- 
tist-critic has been living in Italy. Whe­
ther he is trying his hand at architecture, 
music, dancing or some new art of his 
own invention no one in London seems to 
know. But whatever mischief he is up to, 
it is certain "that it will be interesting.

throughout the world as “Coal Oil John­
ny,” the man to whom riches proved to 
be a bane, is regaining his self-respect af­
ter a hard fight, and has become a credit 
to Mnjself and Ms family.
