which a duty of 50c. has been imposed
against United ‘mines, instead of the
14c. impost of past years. This advan-
tage to Eastern Canada and the coun-
try as a whole was stressed by several
prominent merchants and manufactur-
ers spoken to by The Times-Star tltis
morning.

He felt it was the first and a very im-
portant step in' the right direction and
should encourage everybody to assume
it was an indication of better things
to come. - The Canadian Manufactur-
ers’ Association had been urging this
matter for some time, and it was grati-
fying to know official action had been
taken upon it. The added duty on
outside slack coal should have a much
desired corrective effect upon some of
the ills that affect that Canadian in-
dustry at the present time, and, 5o far
as he would judge, he hailed it as a
most welcome tax.

DRAWBACK ON COAL

99 Per Cent. of Duty Will be Re-
funded on Material For
Coke.

OTTAWA, Ont, March 25—A
drawback of 99 per cent. of the duty
is to be allowed on bituminous coal
imported into Canada for conversion
into coke. This is done, it is announced,
to encourage the establishment and
operation of up to date coking plants
in Canada.

Provision is made however, that no

drawback is payable during any month
when the average ratio is less than
1,300 pounds of coke from 2,600 thou-
sand pounds of coal.

NEW YORK, March 25.—After fall-
ing 17 stories through the air, Harold
VanWinkle, 20, crashed through the
roof and floor of a taxicab standing
outside the Hotel Pennsylvania and re-
tained consciousness long enough to
give his name, age and address. He

GERMANY WILLING

“The Geérman government,” said Mr.
Chamberlain; in the course of his re-
narks, “is making a sincere and henest
attempt to lead up to a better state
of things. If I understand her proposals
rightly, Germany is’prepared to’ guar-
antee voluntarily what hitherto she has
only accepted under compulsion of the
treaty—a status qio in the west. She is -
prepared to eliminate war, not merely
from the west but from thé east, 'as
the engine whereby any alteration in
the treaty position is to be obtained.”

. REASON FOR REJEGTION

Any arran ment that Great Britain
made must Re purely, defence in char-
acter, . Mr. Chamberlain declared,
framed in the spirit of the covenant
and operated in close harmony with
the League of Nations, and unda' its
guldance, if possible. It was obvious

that Great Britain’s obligations could
not be extended to every frontier, and
thai was the main reason why . the
British government had rejected the
protocol. 3

“It must be made quite clear, how-

“lever,” he explained, “that in tryiog to

underpin the "covenant, and stabilize
peace in the west, we are not licensing
or legitimatizing war elsewhere. On the
contrary, we hold that by the mere
fact of stabilizing peace in the west, an
additional guarantee will be given to
the fromtiers in the east.”

WEAK POINTS IN PACT.

» Mr. Chamber:ain candidly confesserl
t2 a multitude of reasons that impclied
the present British government to de-
stroy the protocol. The present gov-
ernment, he said, did not think the
protocol would lead to security, and
thereby to disarmament. On the con-
trary, it called for increased naval
forces to be supplied by Great Britain.-
Nor did it eliminate the pacts.

U. S. ATTITUDE

Furthermore there was that never
unimportant thing in international af-
fairs—the attitude of the United States.

Mr. Champerlain wondered whether
the Macdonald goverpment gave much
thought to the effect of the protocol on
the United States policy. So far as he
snew, the United Stgtes had made no
¢ificial declaration with regard to the
yprotocol, but he had tried to inform
himself as to the trend of opinion in
the United States, and unless he was
wholly mistaken, the protocol “would
have been viewed rather as a possible
cause of war, than as an increased
security for peace.” .

As for European powers, he could
say “without fear of contradiction that
those most immediately concerned
would not have felt that their security
was so guarded against danger by the
protocol.” -And so the British rejected
it. .
Arthur Henderson, lLaborite, who
preceded Mr. Chamberlain on the floor,
thought something could be made of
the wreckage. He was one of the
authors of the protocol and did not
want to concede that it was entirely
dead, though he admitted it was badly
dgmaged.

THE BUDGET.

The chief feature of the budget is
the increase of the duty on American
bituminous slack coal from fourteen to
fifty cents a ton, a change which has

been under = discussion year after

year and which is now made finally
on the ground that it is necessary to
the profitable operation of oura own
coal industries in the Maritimes and in
Alberta. The Premier of Nova Scotia,
in discussing this tariff change, esti-
mates that it will enable the mine

operators of his province to market
additional coal to the amount of 800,-
000 or 400,000 tons.

Another tariff change places grape-
fruit on the free list if it comes from
' British possessions and enters Canada
through its own ports, a welcome but
not a gensational concession to the con-
smocrs. When we consider the amount
of West -Indies and South American
@ruit that Canada imports, and the
greater amount it wquld use under
favorable conditions, when we recall
tha¥ almost all of this fruit is im-
ported through the United States, we
are at once reminded of the peed for
improved communication with the West
Indies and tariff arrangements which
will enable us to buy our fruit from
that source and bring it to Canada
through our own ports. There is to be
a conference between the, Dominion
and the West Indies in May on this
guestion, and the whole country will
liope for really important results.

Hon. Mr. Robb announced, also,
among the tariff changes the. introduc-
#ion of an export duty on electrical
power. Energy generated in Canada
- and . transmitted to the United States
will pay about $1.75 per horscpower
gnnually. There is no’ change in the
sales tax or in the income tax. There
is a slight reduction in the rate on well-
drilling machinery for deep wells and
on engines for fishing boats used by
individual fishermen. The duty on
rolling mill rods is restored. There is
a widening of the operation of the anti-
dumping provisions, which may now be
employed against any goods imported
into Canada dutiable or otherwise,.

The .Government, Mr. Robb an-
nounces, proposes that the tariff board
shall begin work very soon. The board
Is to consist of three experts already
in the Government service and two or
three other men who are recognized/as
authorities 'on fiscal matters, and who
are to be appointed presently. This
board, it appears from the Minister’s
statement, will be purely .advisory.
The Government, he 5ays, is of the
opinion that expert and exact know-
ledge to be obtained through such a
board is necessary before there is any
general tariff. cevision. .

The acting Finance Minister, not-
withstanding an immense decrease in
receipts from customs duties and from
the sales tax, reports a surplus - of
$1,828,000 on the operations of the last
fiscal year. There is an additional
$4,000,000, representing interest from
Greece and Roumania on loans made to
them by Canada during the war. This
interest is now being regularly paid.
A remarkable feature of the country’s
trade is the great and still increasing
balance of exports over imports.

Hon. Mr. Robb claims for the Gov-
ernment the practice of rigid economy
in all the public services, and intimates
that such costs will be still further
reduced. He notes that the past year
brought its difficulties, trade depression
in Europe having reduced the purchas-
ing power of the people there and
affected business adversely on this con-
tinent. In addition to this there were
short crops in some parts of Canada,
motably the wheat crop, resulting in
less labor for the harvesting. and less
traffic for raiflways, ports and ships.
The bright spot, as Mr. Robb points
out, is the higher price obtainable for
agricultural products.

—
LAND AND OCEAN RATES,

After a diseuassion of eighteen days
in e House of Commons the Govern-
ments proposal for obtaining some con-
trol over ocean freight rates goes to a
com:aittee of the House before which
ther~ will be-an extended examination
of tlie proposals, with possibilities of
amerdment. The Opposition amend-
ment, which was defeated by a majority
of 308, and which was supported by
every Conservallve in the House. set
forth that control of ocean freight
rates could be brought about only by
inter-imperial co-operation, and con-
demned the Petersen contract as ill-
advised, costly and futlle The
Liberals and the Progressives voted
solidly for the Government plan, al-
though the debate did indicate that
many of the Government members,
although they supported the mecasure
as a first step teward control of ship-
ping rates, evidently believed that
¢ffective control, if obtained at all,
would depend for its success in the long
yun upon co-operation by other parts
of the British Empire, notably Aus-
tralia and South Africa, which profess
themselves to be in much the same

position as Canada in the matter of
shipping charges.

Mr. H. M. Marler, of the St. Law-
rence-St. George division, Montreal, 1n
the course of the debate suggested that
Canada frankly face the necessity of

.| paying subsidies byk land and sea in
order to get the products of all parts-

of the country to their natural markets.
He followed out in this debate practic-
ally what he had said previously with
respect to railway rates, that before
the people in the various provinces
could secure rates necessary to over-
come geographical conditions, subsidies
to all the railways might be necessary
for ten years or more, i

Mr, Marler said that if people were
to stay in Canada, and if the country
was to grow, their products must have
access to certain markets. Those of
the United States were closed now to
much that we have to sell, and likely
to remain closed. Therefore the Gov-
ernment was faced with the task of
securing access to markets thousands
of miles distant from the poifit of pro-
duection. The producers, Mr. Marler
reminded the House, did not only have
to pay rates upon the carriage of their
commodities across the contipent, but
were compelled after that to send them
across ithe ocean. He could see no way
out of this situation except to intro-
duce subsidies whereby all portions of
the Dominion would bear the cost
necessary. to market the products of
Canadian divisions whicth suffered
from a geographical handicap.

Fo‘owlng out this idea he went so
far as wo suggest that all the Canadian
shipping companies might be included
in the Petersen contract. Hon.: Mr.
Meighen tnquired if Mr, Marler appre-
clated the size of the subsidies that
would be necessary if a sufclert
pumber of the steamship ccm et ies to
carry all of Canada’s products shov'a
accept his plan. Mr. Alarler did not
have that information, so the leader
of the Opp wsition supplied it for him
+nd for the House, saying that the
aost would be some $34,000,000 annu-
ally. But Mr. Marler, who seemed
thoroughly ‘wedded to his idea > en-
larged \whetdles, said that even if such
an aasamt eould prove uecessary It
would st least result In getting the
avallable products to their markets,
and 2ot unly that but it -would glve
the Canadian railways a greatly in-
creased trafic, and would bring about
a larger mmigration, an increased
population and a greater production,
which would In turn enable the ralil-
ways to get ilong without aseistance.
Anyhow, he could see no other way
out, inasmuch as the country could not
get along If It could not export its
natural and manufactured products on
an increasing scale. \

While fhe shipping proposals are
being analyzed in committee there may
be some further light on the whole
subject of export and import traffic
arising from the coming discussion in
the House on rallway rates and the
increased use of Canadian rallways
and ports.

e
THE CALL FOR UNITY.

At the conclusion of his budget
speech yesterday, the acting Minister
of Finance, Hon. Mr. Robb, said a
word as to Canada’s outlook., Having
noted that our trade prospects for the
{mmediate future looked brighter, he
went on to say:

«“No world state has a more’
gelf-reliant and virile people than
has Canada. But to achieve ouf
destiny we must remove all sec-
tional, all provincial jealousies from
our hearts; we must keep faith,
forget all differences of tongue and
creed, remembering only and al-
ways that we enjoy a great herit-
age, that we are Canadians.”

We must, indeed, do all of those
things. We must cultivate true
national unity, and in our desire to do
so we must not forget that national
policies designed to remove the causes
for complaint, East and West, are
necessary, and that it is vital that the
people in every section shall under-
stand the problems, resources, aims
and aspirations of every" other section.
Canadian people are not much given
to provincial jealousies, and differences
arising’ from race and creed are, for-
tunately, by no means so troublesome
as they were years ago.

It cannot be overlooked, however,
that disstisfaction does exist in both
the Maritime Provinces and the West
and that this dissatisfaction constitutes
a national weakness. It is based in
both sections upon the feeling that
development is still subject to unjust
and unnecessary handicaps which can
be removed through a frank and com-
mon understanding of ‘their nature and
an agreement that the national welfare
justifies and demands policies of bet
terment.

Some mutual sacrifices may be neces-
sary in working out these changes, but
the fact remains that the desired
measure of national unity can come
only when the people in ‘each of the
nine provinces feel that they are shar-

“If the agony of human beings does
not move your Government to immed-
iate action, perhaps the reflection that
failure to save the lives of Canadians
now will not only shake your Gov-
ernment but what is worse, it will
shade the ordered constitution of our
country.\

“It is merely playing into the hands
of that Bolshevism which we all
dread and which is threatening the
governments of the world today, This
should not be the motive to lead us

to play\fairly with our fellow Canad-
ians but it ought to have weight with
those. whose self-interest shut théir
ears to the cry of the suffering.”
