Intelligence is received of the death of 

Eliza Taylor, which occurred at the Alma 
House yesterday. Eliza Taylor whose 
maiden name was Eliza Fisher, was, as 
has been stated by herself, bom in Rich­
mond, Virginia, in 1783. She was born 
a slave and her master was Royal Dobbins 
the owner of between two and three hun­
dred human chattels. When four 
years and four months old, 
she with three or four hun­
dred more of her race was put on board, 
a British man-of-war bound for Halifax,
The season was well advanced, the 
young slaves liad no other clothing than 
the regulation gray cotton shirt, which 
continued to be their uniform until they 
were set free by Mr. Lincoln’s proclama­
tion, and as some uncertainty was felt as 
to whether the ship would be able to 
make the h arbor of Halifax, she laid her 
course for Bermuda, where she remained 
till spring, all the time her colored 
cargo living on board. In the spring 
word came to Bermuda that Halifax was 
well stocked with servants and the ship 
was ordered to St. John. There Eliza 
Francis became a domestic in the family 
of James Peters, Esq., whose residence 
for a considerable portion of the year 
was at Gagetown. After living in Squire 
Peters’ family some fifteen years* 
she ran away with James Tay­
lor, a farm hand employed
at French Village, near Gagetown, and 
they were married by Parson Wilks then 
living on Prince William street Shortly 
after, with many people of their race, 
they removed to that part of Loch Lo­
mond now known as Willow Grove, where 
most of her days have been spent. Mrs 

Taylor is survived by one son, and by her 
grandson] Henry Thompson she leaves 
five great grandchildren. According to 
Mrs. Taylor's account, which it would be 
difficult to verify or disprove, she was 
106 years old at the time of 
her death. She was certainly more than 
a hundred years old, and she passed 
through adversities unscathed that 
would have killed many cast in a different 
mould. There are many vho will long 
remember the rollicking goo d humor 
which 10, 20, 30, or 40 years agi 
hibited as she exposed for sal 
corner of Sydney street and King Sqi 
a few brush brooms, a pair of chick 
or a pail of berries, and how in a contest of 
wit she was never left far behind.

:iUfiAccording to the American Baptist 
“Year Book," the whole number of 
members of Baptist churches in the 
United States is 3,000,000, or, to be ex­
act, 2,297,794. Of these about 750,000 
are found in the northern states. Of the 
Baptists in the southern states about 
1,250,000 are colored and about 1,000,000

These three million members are di­
vided among 82,900 churches, so that 
there are, on tlio average, less than a 
hundred members to a church. The 
preponderance of Baptist strength being 
in rural districts, including very thinly 
settled regions of the southern states, 
great numbers of churches 
rily small, and in many cases churches 
have been formed of little groups of per­
sons who might better, perhaps, have re­
tained their membership in existing or­
ganizations.

To the 32,900 churches there are but 21,- 
420 ordained ministers. As these figures 
include the superannuated 
without charge it might seem that there 
is a lack of pastors. But there are great 
numbers of churches which cannot sup­
port a minister and are so small as not 
to need the whole time of one pastor. 
Again, in the southern states, perhaps 
80 per cent. o£ Unchurches have preach­
ing only once & month; one minister 
being pastor of four congregations. It 
cannot bo said, therefore, that there is 
an urgent demend for more pastors.

Tho figures given in the “Year Book" 
show a value of church property averag­
ing about two thousand dollars to a con­
gregation and annual expenses averaging 
only about two hundred. The statistics 
are very incomplete; but it should be re­
membered that ip the mountainous dis­
tricts of the south and the “black bèlt,” 
which report vast numbers of church 
members, the church edifices are often 
but log structures and the preachers re­
ceive little or no salary.

From these three million church mem­
bers there was contributed last year for 
missions, education and miscellaneous 
purposes tin sum of $3,144,994.17. By 
rar the greater part of this edme from 
tho 750,000 Baptists of the northern 
states. It should be remembered that 
the negroes and also the white mountain- 

of the south have little to give. 
Moreover, when churches are scattered 
through thinly settled l egions, it is hard­
er for agents and other advocates to 
reach them and arouse their interest, so 
that, even with equal wealth and will­
ingness to give when they fully under­
stand the case, they v ill contribute less 
than churches in more thickly settled 
regions. _____
