The principles of equal
rights and equal justice without res-
pect to race or .creed were steadily
maintained by us in opposition, with
the resuit that in 1863, we swept the
country from end, to end, only fifteen
out of fifty-five members being elected
by the liberal party. These principles
were firmly established as the policy
of the country by that victory in a
manner which has prevented their be-
this. The same prihciples and the
same pealicy were maintained with
equal vigor by Sir John A. Macdonald
throughout his public career and they
are held as firmly by the comservative
rarty today as they were by me, both
as premier of Nova Scotia and when

‘The road will be about 100 miles
long and will open up a very important sec-

This road, when built, will be a connecting
litk of a complete system from the west to
Gaspe, provided the Bay . Chaleur.road is
thea completed to Gaspe, and the B. & A.
s extenaea w0 Vanceboro. There can be
little doubt that both of the other lines will
Lkayve been completed, the one to Gaspe and
‘the other to Vanceboro, by the time the
Restigouche and' Western is built.

With a port on the Gaspe coast, and a line
of ocean -steamers caHing there, travel be-
tween the Western States or New York and
Bngland would be shorter by a few days
than by auny all-American line, and might
be made the quickest route of travel between
the east and west.

Death of One of the Most Profhinent
Shipowners of Liverpoql,

Born.in New Brunswick and Ear'y in the For-
ties He Came to This Country.

(Liverpool Journal of Commerce,
Jan. 21.)

Death "has removed one who has
Leen for many years prominently
identified not only with the commer-
cilal life—in its broadest sense—of this
city, but also far beyond its confines;
in faet it would be difficult to dccur-
ately define where this deceased gen-
tleman’s ' influences began’ and where
it ended. Who in Idverpool could fail
to have some knowledge of Robert
Rankin, the gentlernan alluded to? He
was ‘a 'typical merchant of the dast
generation, and there were very few
men better known about ’change, the
docks, end lumher yards, or whose
judgment in commercial matters was
riper and more wvalued. .

The ‘late Robert Rankin, who died
yesterday at his residence, Fulford
park, aged 67 years, was born at New
Brunswick, and early in' the forties
came over to Liverpool. Ini dué course
he ‘entared the office of Rankin, Gil-
mour & Co., his ‘unecle being the Liver-
pool partner. He threw himself with
vigor and enthusiasm into"commercial
life, and thus early was exhibited that
perseverance and ‘tact and shrewd-
ness which weres but the stepping
stones to his great success. In 1861 he
was -admitted as a partner into the
firm, as also in the Glasgow house
(Pollok, Gilmour & Co.) and the Lon-
don iirm (CGilmour, Rankin, Strang &
Co.), and he thus econfinued mntil
about fifteen years ago, when he was
released from that very active share
in the ordinary routine of the business
which he had at all times displayed.
It. was only in the natural order of
things that others were anxious to ob-
tain the benefits of his wide experience
and acuwrnen, and hence we find him
figuring upoa the boards of several
important public companies. And n
this respect mamny a dwector might
with advantage take a leaf out of the
beok of the late Rober: Rankin, Such
positions to him were not of the sine-
curist order so froquéntly affected; to
be a member of a board was to the de-
ceased a most respectable undertak-
ing, and few have shown more regular
atiendaice to. such duties, or striven
more iloyally to fulfil those obligations
inseparable from such positions. He
had been a director of the Pacific
Steam Navigation ccmpany for a
nuinber of years, and for the last few
years he had filled* with conspicuous
susxess the. chaimmanship of this
powerful amid well managed concern.
He wmes cne of the founders of  itthe
Standard Marine Insurance company,
and hed always been a director, and
a few years ago he was appointed a
director of the Midland railway, in
which he had always been keenly in-
terested. He was also from 1875 to
1891 a member of the Mersey docks
and. harbor board, and the apprecia-
tion in which he was held by the

Striking Speech -by. Lord. Wolseley,

Commander in Chief,

England Can Send'Abroad a Stronger and

Better Equipped Force ThanEver
- Before in Her History,

LONDON, Jam. 21.—Field Mearshal
Lord Wilseley, commender-in-chief of
the army, spoke. last night at the an-

club, which ‘took place in the Holborn
restaurant. :

The guests comprised seve al well
known military officers, and oune of
the survivors of the:famous “Sixz IIun-
dred” (Hemry Herbert, late st Dra-
goons).

Lord Wolseley said he did not be-
lieve that any nation in the wordd had
existed 'in modern timeés thait could
aspive to be at once a great military
and a great naval power. We did not
preténd to be a great military power,
but we did pretend to be the ‘greatest
nawval power in the world, and they
might rest contented and secure when
they lay down at night. (Cheers.)
As to the army, a great deal had re-
cently been said about it, and he feilt
some Hlttle diffidence in speaking of it,
as he knew something of the subject.
(Laughiter.)

’Duee:lay b2 described, which piled
the snow in impassable drifts about
the city, stopping completely for the
day the street mailway and played
havoc with outside communicaition, sa
that the one or two train that - .did
reach the city were of Httle use to the
travelling public.

The storm ‘was certainly the worst
that has visited these pants for years.
Shortly after midnight of Tuesday
snow commenced to faill, but so evenly
that up to’ two odlock nothing serious
waa wumtad Affter that four the
r wind tresbened and commenced to
chifit and at four o'clock the driving
wind was piling high the light snow
that still continwed ito fail.

This state of affairs continued all
through the day and into the evening.

The_ depth of snow thait feil on the
level would not have been disastrous
without the wind that kept shifting
the snow in deeo drifts all over the
streets, and out in the country kept
riling it high in: the railway cuttings.

In the city the storm played havoc
with pedestrians and street mailway
allike. The former during the fore-
rioon, ‘blinded by the drifting snow,
had.a hard time.to get along, while
the street railway. people after a big
fight with the adverse elements, gave
up.all idea of keeping up a service for
the .day. and devoted their energies to
opening up the line and getting every-
thilg in working onder for today.

BOSTON, Feb. 1.—A northeast snow
storm which set in yesterday and
raged until this afternoom, completely
raralyzed all branches of ‘business,
the street car and steam railroad traf-
fic, and shut off the city from ‘com-
munication by wire with all places
outside rthe limits of Boston. The
storm ‘was the most severe this city
has experienced in twenty-five years
and caused theé loss of several lives,
besides doing a damage estimated in:
the  hundreds of thousands,

‘The 'oity- and suburbs are covered
with. broken poles and tangled wires.
Many horses were killed in the streets
by stepping upom the ends of tele-
phone :wires which had fallen across
the trolley wires.

Tondght the situation assu,med ‘such
a Gamgerous aspect that' Mayor Quincy
ordered that none of the electric lights
be turned of: except in districts where
the wires are underground. If will re-
quire weeks to restore the telephione
and ‘telegraph’ service to its former
stamdard. Not a single telegraph wirs
cut of Boston was in operation ail day,
ahd the telephone ‘wires were alinost
in @s bad shape.

cial Conquest of the Dark Continent.

(N. Y. Mall and Express.)

The reported arrival of Lord Dela-
mere’'s private expedition at Fashoda,
on: the Upper Nile, is the most Im-
portant piece of news of the year in
regard to the struggle now going on
for the mastery of the Dark Conti-
nent, Upon the events of the next
twenty-four months seems to depend
the political future of Africa. In the
amicable partition of the territory of
that continent, which took place but
a few years ago, only six powers in
reality participated — Great Britain,
Framce, Germany, Italy, Portugal and
Spain. At that time vast tracts of
unexplored land were left outside of
dividing lines. Some of it was con-
veniently termed. Hi a  very
appropriate German woM, meaning
the territory just beyond: but a lar-
ger amount was left for apparently
the first power to appropriate who
could invade its boundaries,

The whirling of time has already
made many changes in the original
plans of FEuropean statesmen. The
Abyssinians, instead of proving docile
as they should have done, turned out
to be warriors as flerce as the old
hordes of Mohammed. = They utterly
vanquished the mnominal owner of
their territory, Italy, 2
country, with commendable wisdom,
relinquished all claim to the great
kingdom which was once aillotted to
them.

Portuigal, whose claims were once
ignored by the great powers in the
delimitation, has euffered still furth-
er losses both 4n the east and the
west. In the east Cecil Rhodes ad-
vanced the limits of the .great prove
ince known: as Rhodesia, or Zambest,
to beyond the thirty-first degree of
east longitude, while Great Britain, by
taking Tongaland and a part of : Swaz-
within' a few miles of Delagoa. Bay,
and is mow believed to have some un-
derstanding ' with the Lisbon -
office in régand to the remainder of the
former Portuguese’ possessions,

On the northerm obde,  Mr. Rhodes,
with rare statesmanship, carried his
province southward along the Shire’
River umtil it reached @ point where
could ascend from the sea. In this
way he established water communica-
tion with Lake Nyassa independent of
Portuguese ' authority: Germany has

two kindgoms on: the east and west of
the ‘African continent, while  ‘pootr
Spain has & small strip of land on the
western edge of the Sahara and ome .
or two points on the coast of Morocco.
As if to make up for the lethargy of
the four European powers mentioned,
England and France have been strain-
ing every merve to increase their al-
rcady enormous. possessions.

ALL RIVALS DISTANCED..
The strugigle is phenomenal., It is
more imposing than the conflict be-,
tween Portugal and Spain for the New
World in ‘the asixteenth century.,
France has relied upon her troops,
ships, emissaries, agents and gold.
England has used ail these, but has
added to them two modern forces of
great efficlency, commerce and col-
onies. Not that France has ignored
these agencies of progress and peace-
ful conquest.: She has established
posts along the Niger and Senegal, has
built and is building railways in Al-
geria, has surveyed the route for a
great mailway starting at Algiers,
running eastward to Constantine,
thence southward to Biskra-Wargia,
thence across the Sahara to Tintellust
and thence southeast to Konka, the
capital of the Kingdom of Bornu,' on
the shore of Lake Techad, which is
connected by a short caravan route
with a mavigable branch of the Niger,
But of this great raflway little or
nothing has been done save on paper.
At the present rate of progress it will
be finished about the year 2000.
England, far  more practical, is
pushing her railways untiringly. The
Nile railway, starting at Alexandria,
is following the English ‘armies as
rapidly as it is possible to aupply the
materials, A second railway, from
Suakim, on the Red Sea, is building
southwestward to Berber, at the junc-
tion of the Nile and Atbara: A third
railway is building from the Zanzibar
coast westward to the shores of Vie-
toria Nyanza, where there are already
British gettlements and British forts.
The surveys of all three roads are
practically somplete, and “a Tough
survey has been made fromy XKhar-
toum, . following the Nile and the
White Nile to Wadelal, in BEmin
Pasha’s province, which s no great
distance from the Victoria Nyanza.
On the south, thanke to that extra~
ordinary genius, Cecil Rhodes, the
Cape Colony railway system is going
northward more than a mile a day.
Its progress may be estimated trom
the fact that in 1896 the terminus was
at Tati, in Kharma's country, | while
last August it had moved on to Bula-
wayo, the Matebele capital, nearly one
hundred and fifty miles beyond, and
at the present time has moved north-
ward another hundred miles,

Fashoda is
eagily reached from Khartum, and #t
is probable by this time thiat native
messengens are carrying orders of the
Brftish foreign office from Berber
along’ the east side of the Nile to
Fashorla. s

It is also possible that one of the
Mght draught steel gunboats which
are accompanying the British forces
up the Nile has managed to get over
the sixth cataract and is progressing
sounthward to meet the intrepid ex-
plorer.

DETERMINING THE POINTS OF
THE COMPASS IN THE
FOREST.

Methods to determine the cardinal
points while on the mountails, in heavy
timber and brush or upon the feature-
less expanse of a great marsh, are
numerous and reliable enough for all
Dractical pumposes unless a very long
Journey is to be made, which would
make it necessary to hold on e fine
point while making so long a distance,
says a contemporary. Notes on the
coniferous = trees—pines, firs, spruce,
cedars, hemlocks, etc.—show that the
bark of these is always lighter in
color, harder and drier on the south
side of the tree, while it is in color
much darker, 18 also damper and often’
covered  with mold‘ and moss on the
north side.. The gum that oozes out
from wounds, knot holes, edc., is ustial=
ly hand and often of dmber color 6a”
the south side, while on the morthern
side it remains sticky longer and gets
covered with insects and dirt, seldom
drying out more than a dirty gray in
color. g

On large trees that have rough bark,
especially during the fall and winter
moniths, the nests and webs of insects,
spiders, etc., will always be found in
the crevices on the south side. A pre-
ponderance of the large branches will
also-be found on the warmest or south-
ern ‘side of the trees; also, the needles
of ‘all ‘the above-mentioned trees’ are
shorter, drier and of a yellowish-green
on the southern side, while they will
be found longer, more slender and pli-
able, damper to the touch and darker
green in color on the north side. The
cedars and hemlocks, as if trying to
outdo the. others, always bend their
slender tops of new growth toward g
southern: sky. . 5

The hardwood. trees are. equally as
ccmmunicative, and have all the char-,
acteristics, so far as regards itheir
trunks, as the coniferous trees, except
the absence of gums: but this is more
made mp by the fuhgus growth of
mold and. mosses that is very notice-
able on the north side of these trees.
‘The ledges of rocks, whidh may be
parts of mountains, or merely an oc-

casional cropping out here and there !

in the woods, or, perhaps, some great

-boulder ‘alome by itself—a silent wit-

ness of the glacial period—all, alike
testify to the effect of light and shade.

THE BARK DUNVEGAN.

B

Miss Bell, Daughter of Capt. Bell,
Tells of the Loss of the Vessel.

The Story of the Wieck of the Bark and the
Rescue of the Crew.

(Cork Examiner, Tuesday, Jan. 21.)
DUNGARVAN, Jan. 20.—~Today eur
representative was granted an inter-
‘view with Miss Bell, daughter of Cap-
tain Bell, master of the bark Dunve-
gan, now a total wreck off Mine Head,
county Waterford. She is a young
lady of prepossessing appearance, and
about 20 years of age. She was on
board the ill fated ship at the time of
the disaster, and last evening Mr.
Ruddell, local agent for the Ship-
wrecked Mariners ‘society, procdeded
to the scene of the wreck and drove
Miss Bell back with him to Dungar-
van., She is now a guest in his house.
She was most willing to answer all
questions- put to her regarding the
wreck, and she was kind enough to
afford me the following: information:
The Dunvegan sailed on last Monday
from Barry Dock, riear Cardiff, with
a cargo of 1,400 tons of coal, bound for
Cape Town. She was towed by the tug
as far as Lundy Island. She had on
board sixteen hands all told, viz.,
Capt. Bell, master; Mrs. Bell (wife),
Miss Bell (daughter), Mr. Bellmore,
steward; Mrs.: Bellmore, stewardess;
Mr. Kirwan, 1st officer; Mr. McKenzie,
2nd officer; and the remainder mem-
bers of the crew. The vessel was or
bark rig, built of timber, and owmed
by George McLeod of St. John, N. B.,
Canada. After leaving Lundy the
ship experienced a head wind, which
kept on till. Wednesday: morning, the
weather being thick, and the winds in-
creasing. So thick was the weather
that not more than some yards ahead
could be seen. The wind was sou-
west, and increased to a gale on Tues-
day night. At about midnight on
Tuesday the ship burned lights on
deck and fired off some rockets. The
fires on deck were kept brilliantly fed
until the wvessel ‘struck. At four o’'-
clock on-Wednesday morning the ship
was on the rocks. She ran in between
two ledges of rocks and got jammed,
her stern rising out of. the watéer while
rher bow got depressed. The waves

now ‘helpless ship with much fury.
So.dense was the haze that the shore
' (only 30 ‘yards distant) could not be
discermed. Tt was pitch dark. Kven
the brilliantly: lighted light-house: at
Mine Head, one and a half ‘miles dis-
tamt; could mot be observéd. ' When
the vessel struck all was commotion.
However, the captain preserved .his
composurs, and ordered a small- boat
to be lowered and manned by three
‘men to pull aghore carrying a rope,
This was done, and the men success-
fully landed with the rope, biut the
boat got smashed. The ship was hold-
ing steadily between the rocks, and
the captain, apprehending’ no imme-
diate danger, decided on fwaiting, if

jpossible, till dawn before venturing on
-~ danding the' rémainder of those: on

- board. To walt for dawn was oOver
; two hiours, but as soon as the outlines
: of- the shore- .could be discerned the
. captain ordered the lifeboat to be low-
ered, and the crew, including ' the
three ladies, were all got safely on
shore, but  the' splendid  boat was
smashed to atoms. ' The cliff here 'is
