The couple determined to
disregard the objections of relatives
and an effort was made to overcome
the other obstacles to their marriage
by securing from the state board a
full pardon and restoration to cltizen-
ship. This effort failed and, it is
thought, had much to do with Young-
er's determination to end his life. The
lady is said to be now in Boise, Idaho,
for her health, It is also sald that the
relations between Jameggand Coleman
Younger were very mu strained, in
fact, that the brothers had not been on
speaking terms for the past six months,

his last words before committing sui-
cide:

“October 18.—Last night on earth. So
good-byc Lassie, for I still think of
thee. A, U. G, forgive me for this my
only chance. I have done nothing
wrong. But politics is all that Van-

care for, Let the people judge. Treat
me right and fair, reporters, for T am
@ square man., A socialist and decid-
edly in favor of woman’s rights. Bryan
is the brightest man these United
States has gver produced. His one
mistake was In not coming out for all
the people and absolute socialism.
Come out Bryan. There is no such
thing as a personal God. God is uni-
versal and I know Him well and am
not afraid.

HOW. TO CLIMB THE STAIRS.

Go Slowly, Tread on the Ball of the
Foot, Don’'t Lean Forward.

““Those stairs will be the death of
me yet!" You have heard the expres-
sion ef such sentiment, if, indeed, you
have not felt the probability of the
same unvoiced prophecy.

Girls complain to me of backache,
and quickly say: *“You know I have
to go up and down stairs so much this
year.” The flights to which they re-
fer are in a town hall; the steps are
high and the flights are long—yet some
can climb them several times a day
and not have a grumbling back or any
other uncomfortable result. The secret
lles in the way they do it.

A girl is putting a severe strain on
her back when she goes up stairs us-
ing a heavy flat-footed tramp. She is
uncomfortable, a heavy step jars her
spine and ‘thead, and to make the ordeal
as short as possible she hurries, and
possibly runs. Naturally the body re-
monstrates at such unjust treatment.

I have watched carefully the man-
ner which most people adopt, and think
you will agree that this is a very com-
mon spectacle. One woman I frequent-
ly see ascending stairs leans so far over
that when she turns the spiral she in-
variably puts her hands on the upper
stairs,

Try another way if you want to feel
all the exhilaration and buoyancy of an
excellent exeréise. Keep the weight
well over the advanced foot, with the
chest farthest point forward. To strike
only the ball of the foot on the stairs
gives buoyancy of step to most peaple,
although some claim they can place
the whole foot lightly on the,stairs to
good advantage. .

Be sure and take your time. Re-
‘member you are lifting the weight of
the body many times, and it is no light
exercise,

The work the back has to do ought to
be no greater going upstairs correctly
than when oh & level. The legs are
the members of your bodily community
whicl! ought to perform that service
for' you.

T have known medical authorities to
recommend walking up stairs correct-
ly as good exercisé for reducing prom-
inent abdomen ahd relieving indiges-
tion.
¢ Th the y  ‘concelved
bugbear of. some housekeepers may be-
eome a boon. 'They ought to reach the
top of the stairs exhilarated, feeling

And beyond even this, it is for the
pleasure of being afield, for th- sur-
roundings, the setting of the tavorite
sport, for the bracing air and for the
knowledge of the great outdoor world
which every tramp with dog and gun
increases. So the true sportsman takes
an honest pride in his skill, so be it
his eye has been true and his hand
steady while he gave his bird every
chance of a fair flush. But so be it
that he misses, his chagrin is temper-
ed with respect for, and a certain sat-
isfaction in, the escape of the little
wild life which has proved more than
his match.

Whether
in tariff or transportation matters
the best the leaders have been able to
do has been to experiment and tem-
porize and finally quarrel among them-
selves.

It has pleased the St, John Telegraph
Yo affirm that Mr. Borden shrivels up
by comparison with Sir Wilfrid Laur-
le. That interesting journal appears
to forget that Mr. Borden is a young
man, who has not beeA long in public
life in comparison with Sir Wilfrid;
that he has never been a cabinet min-
ister, and mnever sought, until unani-
mously chosen leader of the opposition,
to do more than attend to his parlia-
mentary duties. Now that he is the
leader he has gone over the country,
has been everywhere welcomed; and,
while he has revealed excellent judg-
ment and a complete grasp of public

| affairs, has also displayed a tact not

surpassed by Sir Wilfrid himself. Mr.
Borden's tour in the west has been a
series of triumphs. He went there
comparatively unknown, and the often-
er he 'has spoken the more enthusiasm
he has aroused.

The rev. speaker here
establish«d a contrast between the late
Bishop Sweeny and Monsignor Con-
nolly. He said they were supplemeat-
ary to each other; the ome might be
sald to be the antithesis of the other,
thus contributing conjointly to an ex-
cellence of administration which is
historical in ecclesiastical circles.

Father Gaynor, continuing, said
Monsignor Connolly’s outlook and per-
sonal relations with others, If the
speaker’'s experience was of any value,
was thoughtful, kindly and consider-
ate. To get a standpoint from which
to view his character in a proper sensge
of proportion, one should have to visit
the immense area of country in which
he labored as a young man. Even
there the older generation who knew
him best were fast dying out. Yet his
name is still a household word amongst
these people.

The 'preacher adverted to Monsignor
Connolly’'s work in the settlement of
Johnville, for which too much credit
could not be given him; nor could too
much stress be laid upon the fact that
everywhere throughout that district
he had established the church not only
with the g test forethought in re-
gard to its religious and moral side, but
with a perfection of system in matters
of administration that was still in
vogue and helped to make the labors
of the priests today in the same dis-
trict much easler,

Father Gaynor referred to Monsig-
nor Connolly’s work of organization
along various lines, his efforts in the
temperance cause, ete.

The Salvation Army, in answer to a
criticism in the Sun relating to the
large sums of money believed to pass
through the hands of Gen. Booth and
his subordinate officers, sent to this of-
fice coples of its printed statements of
account and balance sheets for the fis-
cal year ending Sept. 30, 1901.

The pamphlet show excellent book-
keeping, which is attested by Knox,
Cooper & Co., chartered accountants of
Finsbury Circus, for the London head-
quarters of the Army, and by J. E.
Bliss, expert accountant, sworn by M.
J. H. Ferris, notary public, for the New
York headquarters.

Mr. Bliss’s sworn statement is in-
teresting in its phraseology. He de-
poses “‘that he has verified the footings
in said books of the Army and finds
a voucher for expenditure of money;
and he finds all the entries, footings
and postings to be true and correct.””

The statement of the general income
and expenditure account of the inter-
national headquarters, London, shows
nearly $300,000 handled during the yéar
there. The balance sheets carries cred-
its or assets to the amount of more
than $4,500,000.

The statement of income and expend-
iture of the general fund of the na-
tional headquarters, New York, shows
$82,634¢ handled during the year in that
fund. The final statement includes
profits of various lesser and special
funds, but not the total sums handled
through those funds.

The New. York balance sheet records
assets of $1,249,345.

It is pointed out at the heads of
these statements that the statements
of account cover the moneys received
at and expended through the interna-
tional and national headquarters at
London and New York, respectively,
only.

THE COAL STRIKE.

Operators Will Not Discharge
a Single Non-¥nion Man.

This Will Cause Trouble—The Men
Who ‘Are to Arbitrate.

It appears very clear that even when
the miners vote to return to work the
trouble s not ended. The operators
declare as firmly as ever that they will
not recogmize the union to the extent
of d \Fging . non-upion men. A
Wilkesbarre despatch says:—

‘“‘Non-union workers who have been
faithful to the coal companies during
the strike and are afraid now that they
may be subject to annoyances, are re-
celving assurances that they will be
protected. The superintendents say
that every man who has been faith-
ful will keep his job. The non-union
engineers, firemen and pumpmen who
took the places of those who deserted
their jobs and subjedted some of the
miners to heavy damage will be re-
tained in full number, and as they com-
prise two-thirds of the normal work-
ing force, some 4,500 of the engineers,
firemen and pumpmen who went on
strike will be out of work unless they
get other places. The miners who
have the “fat’’ chambers will retain
them. The operators are most positive
in their @ssertion that there will be no
charge in these plams. The men will
return to work as individuals and the
union will mot:be recogmized the offic-
ials say. 'This means that the operat-
ors consider that the arbitration is in
no sense a submission to the union.
The operators declare that the non-
union men now working, some 17,000,
will be retained in their present places
and that neme will be discharged to
make way for the strikers who are ‘to
be taken baek individually and as-
signed to work according to their cap-
acity.”
