WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 1,—The 
demand for Newfoundland dogs has 
been so great of late that a dealer in 
this city deciares«the supply has been 
exhausted; that he is unable to obtain 
a single thoroughbred specimen. He 
wrote a short time ago to the American 
Consul at St. Johns, Nfld., asking him 
at what price he could obtain thorough­
bred dogs there. The consul replied 
that he had made an investigation and 
found that Newfoundland pups could 
be bought at $10 apiece. The dealer 
prepared to give an order for ten young 
dogs. Before sending, however, he re­
ceived information from the consul that 
further Investigation demonstrated the 
fact that there was not, so far as could 
be ascertained, a thoroughbred New­
foundland dog in the whole island, all 
having been crossed with hounds and 
other dogs.

The consul stated that he learned 
that the only person known to possess 
a pure breed of Newfoundland dogs 
was a man in Pennsylvania. The deal­
er wrote to the latter, only to be told 
that the demand for his dogs was 
much greater than he could supply, and 
that orders had been placed which pre­
cluded any more for several years.

“It is well known," said the dealer, 
"that the smooth breed of Newfound­
land is extinct, but that the other var­
ieties are so nearly so as to render the 
obtaining of one practically an impos­
sibility has come upon me in the na­
ture of a surprise. The smooth New­
foundland had a rather small head and 
was white in color, with black',spots. 
The breed desired now, which I have 
been endeavoring to obtain, is the very 
large sort, with broad muzzle, head 
raised, noble expression, waved or cur­
ly hair and bushy curled tail; black and 
white in color. A smaller almost black 
breed la also desired, though to a less 
extent and is about as difficult to ob­
tain."

Ont. 16 the Japanese centre taking 
advantage of a bombardment stormed 
and captured a fort in the centre of 
Rihlung mountain, after a desperate 
struggle.

served organic remains are known, 
and are the result of Dr. Matthews' 
patient and laborious investigations 
for over halt a century, of the fosslle- 
ferous deposits of the maritime pro­
vinces.

They are exceedingly valuable to 
geologists and students, because there 
are among thffm the types of a great 
many new species and varieties of 
animals. They are the beet represen­
tations that exist of the animal life of 
the Cambrian period as far as the 
maritime provinces and Newfound­
land are concerned.

Dr. Matthew and his brother. Rev. 
Charles Matthew, were the first to 
make original investigations along 
this line in the maritime provinces, 
and their first collections were placed 
in the hands of Prof. Charles T. Hart, 
who afterwards became a student of 
Agassis. When Prof. Hart left this 
country Dr. Matthew continued the 
work, and made large collections, 
which were destroyed in the fire of 
1877. The collections sold to Mr. Mac­
kenzie have been made since that 
time.

The studies carried on by Dr. Mat­
thew In New Brunswick were after­
wards extended to Cape Breton and 
Newfoundland.
