Last week
the serious illness of Dom Pedro was
‘ noted, this week it is announced that he
is dead. Dom Pedro was a descendant,
in the male line, of the house of Bra
gsuse, the female line of which is rul
ing over Portugsl. - It was in 1807 that
the house of Bragania sought refuge in
Brasil to escape from the power of Na-
poleon, who had proclaimed war against
Portugal. In 1821 the royal family re-
turned to Portugal, and Dom Pedre, son
of King John VI, was declared regent
of Brazil, which had meantime been
raised to the rank of a kingdom. The
following year Brasil was proclaimed an
independent empire aud Dom Pedro
was crowned emperor. Trouble be
tween the emperor and his deputies led,
in 1831, to the abdication of Dom Pedro
in favor of his son, then in his sixth
year, who accordingly became Em-
peror Dom Pedro II. He has been
generally regarded as a wise and liberal
ruler, but republican sentiments grew
and prevailed in Brasil, and Dom Pedro
had to give way before them. A blood-
less revolution led to Braszil being de-
clared a republic in 1839, The emperor
was quietly dismissed and sent to
Europe. Until his death his residence
was in France or Italy.

Apvices FroM CHINA FOR SOME TIMB
risT have indicated a disturbed condi
tion of affairs in that country, but just
what are the origin and the nature of
the trouble or how seriously the internal
peace of the empire is threatened, it is
not possible to determime. If recent
despatches are to be credited the trouble
is rapidly growing more serious. There
is active rebellion in the northern prov:
ince of Manchuris, and a powerful rebel
army is threatening Pekin. Some French
and Belgian R. C. missions have suflered,
missionaries have been forced to leave
their stations, Christisne have been
killed and priests and nuns treated with
shameful cruelty. It is easy to see that
in 8o vast a country as China, without
railroads, telegraph or a daily prees,
trustworthy accounts of the real state of
affairs is nof” to be expected, and only
those who make it their constant busi
ness to know all social and political move-
ments, open or secret, in all parts of
the empire, can be in a position to
give more than a conjecture as to the real
situstion. On the one hand, the opinion
is expressed that the disturbance is of
a lochl charaoter, is caused by & hatred of
foreigners—especially the French—and
that it means, principally, a demand
for their expulsion. On the atbor hmd
it is believed that the i
the north is but part of & widely orp»
nized rebellion, having for its main pur-
pose the overthrow of the existing
dynasty. If either of these views is
correct, there cannot but be danger to
foreign residents in Chins, and especi-
ally to missionaries. It is certain that

| in regsrd to them. Oar God is a sover-
| eign. 'He bestows spiritual blessings
| when He pleases, how He pleases and
where He pleases. He often ssems to
witbhold His converting power at the
very time when, according to our fal-
lible calculations, we ought to expeoct
it. Never in my whole life have | ar
ranged any peculiar measures to pro-
duce a revival which have been suc-
| cessfdl ; nor have I ever made many sush
attempts. Some such attempts ended
in disappointment. On the other hand,
several ocopious showers of heavenly
bl d.

Now I am not going to weary you
now by talking theologically about what
this condition is. You know what it is
to trust one another. You have & hus-
band or a wife, or s father or s mother,
or a friend beloved on whom you rely
implieity.

Now faith is just that. Itis simply
that act of trust which cements all
human conduct together, and which we
are constantly exercising to those who
wre dear to us, transferred to God. It
does not seem to me that there is any
mystery in it at all. People have talked
very learnedly, “and darkened counsel
by words without wisdom,” and the con-
tinual, parrot-like repetition of the ory
to men, “ Faith, taith, faith,” has deaden-
ed to a great many of you the besutiful
clearness and simplicity of the Gospel.

The old message is perhaps freshened
by using & good old word, and saying,
“Trust Jesus Christ.” That is all. Trust
Him, of course, for that for which God
sent Him—to die for you and all of us.
Since it wasimpossible for the downward
tendency to be arrested without Jesus
Christ, then Jesus Christ must have been
the sacrifice for the ‘sins of the whole
world, which took away their guilt and
broke their power. And for my part [
do not believe that faith.in Jesus Christ
means anything less than this, the trust
of a sinful soul on Him as the only
Saviour, because the only Sacrifice for
the sins of the world.

Note the simplicity, but note also the
rigidity of the condition.

Do not worry; do not be
discouraged because the seed does not
eprout at once ; do not scold your peo
‘ple; do not venture on rash or sensa-
tional devices; undertake nothing but
the fearless and faithful discharge of
your duty to your Master and to immor-
tal souls. Keep your eye on Jesus only.
Deal with sin boldly; press home upon
the consciences of your hearers the tre-
mendous claims of God, and the neces-
sity of immediate yielding to Christ.
Watch with open eye and ear for the
first tokens of an especial manifestation
of the Holy Spirit's presence; and the
,moment you detect such a manifesta.
tion, follow it up promptly. The secret
of sucoess 'is to co-operate with the
Spirit. We must watch the- leadings of
the Spirit, and follow them ; when we
do not, we deserve to suffer for our dis-
appointments.

The hindrances and difficulties
in the way of godliness sre maoy and
great, and well might there be despair
88 to overcoming them, but for the as-
suranoes given that sufficient help will
be afforded in every time of need. The
requirement is to “follow on to know
the Lord,” and attempted compliance
therewith should be in the strength of
Him, a knowledge of whom is desired,
and while thus making the all important
attempt, the way will surely be prepared
for advancement jtherein. Those thus
striving for the mastery df the greatest
difticulties, will be prepared for the way
of ways, 50 as to successfully pursue it
to the desired end, than which no end
is more desirable.

This information could be secured by
eending a brief letter with the questions
(ready to be detached and returned) to
each pastor and clerk of the 400
churches. Those churches mot forward
ing replies on such a live and pressing
question of thie day, might almost by set
down against us, as they ‘would be either
lukewarm or quietly indulging ; and in
this day of fierce battling such churches
are not worth much for prohibition.

This letter, you sse, is not intended to
be exhaustive, but practiosl, in the hope
that others, and especially our com
mittee, will gather facts that can be re-
lied on.

Nuts for \'ulrillon. .

When Dio Lewis had a boardingschool
and the girls teased for puts at dinoer,
he promised they should have all they
wanted. The next dey the usual meat
and vegetable dishes were filled with
several varieties of nuts. “ Now, girls,”
said Dr. Lewis, “ eat all you want and
you will be as well off as if you had your
usual dioner, but nuts taken after a
hearty meal are too much for the
stomach to bear, and surely bring on
indigestion.” Scientists have pronoune-
ed nuts an excellent article of diet. In
this case they are not to be taken as a
dessert, but as the main staple of the
meal. Nut trees beautify a lawn and
serve for utility and ornament at the
same time. The cost of pklnnling and
growing is'small. The market for nuts
is assured. They may be called Fne of
the stiples of commerce. Since the ex
traction of oil from nuts has become a
business, it makes a new opportanity for
using large quantities. In the South the
raising of nuts for profit is a foregone
conclusion. The pecan is the nut pre
ferred, from its large yield, and from the
| 0il which the nuts hold. This can be
used for table or cooking purposes, and
the demand for it is steadily increasing.

— Visiting a farm neighborhood re-
cently, it was encouraging to see how
rapidly the earth-closet idea is materia.
limng. Where there was oune of these
structures within a radius of ten miles
six years ago there are now at least
twenty. It is evident that the fateful
vault has bad its day in all intelligant
communities. These closets are very
simple, differing from those formerly
used in being set on solid ground, sup-
plied with a small shovel and pail of dry
sofl from the garden nearby, and in hav-
ing s hinged door outside, back of the
seat, that can be fastensd down or open
when required to remove the accumula:
tions; these are readily scraped out with
shovel or hoe, thrown into & wheelbarrow,
dumped into an open furrow in the gar
den and lightly covered.

— A pig is no more naturally inclined
to disease than any other animal. It is
the wanner of keeping and feeding it
that inciines it-to the numerous dis-
orders to which it is subject. In the
most healthy loeality in the whole
United States, a mountain reyion, where
the air and the water are the purest, the
pigs are dying of the fatal cholera, and
in the midst of tho wandering herds
which roam through the woods, my pigs
are perfeotly healthy. The reason is,
they are healthtully fod. - They are kept
in & large wood lot, where they have
pure water in abundance, and are sup.
plied with milk every day. The nataral
food of ewine is just such as they gather
in the forest, as roots, grass, insects,
worms, and such plants as they desire,
The milk seems to make up whatever
deticiency there may be in the food sup-
ply. An animal, of whatever kind, re.
quires » diversity of food, and wanting
something of this it is not properly
nourished and then becomes diseased.

— Successful treatment of a two.acre
mire-hole, “a blemish"” on otherwiss
olean and orderly fields, is recorded by
Farm, Stock and Home: * Omne of the
boundaries of the farm was a creek with
plenty of sand in it, and [ concluded
to0 see what mixing sand with my mud
hole would accomplish. So at odd times
1 drew »and until [ bad about 600 loads
o the two acres. Finally, after some
fall rains, I ploughed the piece and har-
rowed until the sand and clay were well
mixed. In the winter I drew up a lot
of barnyard manure and in the spring
harrowed agsin and seeded to redtop,
timothy and orchard grass. The grass
did weli, and after a good sod had
formed it was ploughed under and the
piece cropped the same as the restof
the field.
