Messina, July 1.—Messina experienc
ed two terrific earthquake shocks at
about half past seven o'clock this
morndng, which were accompanied by
roaring sounds and are sald to have

had a stronger and more undulatory
movement than the earthquake of last

December which destroyed Messina,
Regglo and other cities, laid waste
many villages in Calabria and killed
200.009_people.

Two Were Killed.

After the fire had been subdued, the
terrible cost was counted up. One of
the boys was found lying beyond the
railroad track. The top of his head
was literally blown off, and his brains
were scattered about ip a terrible
manner. Another was found lying on
the platform near the spot where the
barrel stood. He had evidently been
rendered umconscious and had been
burned to death in a very short time.

The ties were few, amd the
only persons killed so far as is known
were a young woman and her infant.
The woman had come heye only a few
days ago and had settled in rooms
which the great earthquake had left
relatively undamaged.

People Fled.

The first sheck was followed quickly
by a second, and the people fled pell
mell to the American quarter, -which
they seemed to feel was their safest
place of refuge. So great was the
rush to the American houses that the
authorities were unable to check the
invasion, and as a consequeiice these
struetures, which were designed for
the most needy of the populace were
taken possession of by the first-com-
ers. The soldiers, however, soon drew
= cordon around this quarter and a
guard was mounted at the ' bridge
leading to it. Many of the panic-
stricken people were driven off and
orders were isgued that nb one should
be permitted te occupy the American
quarter pending further imstructions.

All commerce céased in the city,
and the places of business aleng the
sea iront were olesed.

Regglo suffered almost as severely
as Messina. According to the latest
reports the earthquake affected prac-
tically’ the same zone as that of De-
cember. Within 24 heurs the shocks
at Messina have numbered 23.

HARVARD WINS FROM YALE IN
ONE OF BEST RACES EVER SEEN
ON THE THAMES; TIME NOT FAST

New London, Comn., July 1.—In a
grand exhibition of rowing by a crew
remarkable for its physical power and
endurance, Harvard this evening de-
feated Yale in their annual 'Varsity
eight-oared race on the Thames. The
Crimson crew led slightly from the
start and won by six boat lemgths.
Harvard’s time was 21 minutes, 60
seconds; Yale's, 22 minutes, 10 sec-
onds.

By this victory, Harvard won her
second comsecutive beat race from
Yale in 28 years. Not since 1880 and
1881 has Harvard wen two oconsecu-
tive races from the Elis.
Harvard has won five 'Varsity races
frem Yale, including teday’'s, namely:
1891, 1899, 1906 and 1908. Since Wyay
has been coaching at Cambridge,
Yale and Harvard have met three
times and the crimsen has won two
races. .
Greatest Crowd Ever.

The greatest crowd that has ever
assembled here on the Thames,
poured into New London today to wit-
ness this race. Harvard’s growing
confidence in her boating system
brought twice the number of enthusi-
asts that usually follow the Crimson
to the Thames, while Yale's determi:
nation to regain her glory on the river
was backed by a reeord-breaking
Yale crowd. The railroads could not
furnish through cars to accommeodate
all the people who fought and strug-
gled for seats on the observation
trains. It was estimated that ‘at least
40,000 people witnessed.the spectacle
from trains, from every kind of vehi-
cle and from one of the greatest flo-
tillas that graces American waters,

Although Harvard won by a hand-
some margin, and administered a
crushing defeat to Yale, the race was
neverthelessd a pretty contest right
up to the last half mile. All the way
up the river the two eights rewed
with almost equal precision. But the
better work was in theé Harvard Boat.
Rowing: all the way two strokes and
sometimes three strokes to the min-
ute more than Yale, the Harvard
elght crept ahead little by little. For
two and a half miles Yale kept within
a scant boat-length of her rival. Then
Harvard, with superlative effort in-
creased her lead, first to three, then
to four lengths, and finally to five and
gix lengths. Yale spurted with her
old:time determination, but it was in
vain. The record of the race as kept
by the official timers was as follows:

Cause of Yale's Defeat,

The explanation of Yale's defeat is
not difficult. Harvard, with a crew
that averaged almost six pounds to
the man heavier than Yale, was able
to row right through the race two
strokes to the minute faster than the
Blue oarsmen. But comparisens of
strokes and sclentific discussion of
methods of rowing will net wholly
explain away Yale's defeat. ale
today had men in her shell capable
of rowlg a splendid four-mile race
and this they did dg.

The difference ween the two
crews was physical and not scieptific,
Yale strength was lacking, although
the Blue crew appeared up to the
average of other years, in point of
power. But Eli had its limit of speed
and this limit was not equal to that
of the Crimson eight which had more
than average power,

A Great Coach.

Incidentally, however, the race dem-
onstrated that Wray is a great coach.
Less than two weeks ago, and almest
on the eve of the race Wray deposed
Sargent, a man considered a great
stroke, and put in his place Roger
Cutler, whose physical proportions
caused many to have grave fears
about the wisdom ef -this change. It
was this change, however, that saved
the race for Harvard. Sargent, row-
ing in the form in which he had been
in the Crimson eight's practice coul
not have won for Harvard this afte|
noon.

By putting Cutler in at No. 8, Wray
lengthened the Harvard stroke until
it was equal to that of Yale's and at
the same time retained Harvard's
faster speed.

Time Not Astonishing.

The race was rowed up stream with
the tite. The wind was light and
fluffy was blowing from the west al-
most siraight across the stream but
quartering slightly with the crews.
The time of the race was not remark-
able and was forty seconds slower
than the record time for an up-stream
race. In 1907 the Yale crew rowed
up stream im 21 minutes and 10 sec-
onds, beating Harvard that year oaly
by a scant boat length. While the
crews this year had the benefit of the
tide, they recelved little or no bene-
fit from the wind, which accounts for
the slow time.

In the winning Harvard eight there
were two sets of brothers. Roger
Cutler, the Harvard stroke is a bro-
ther of Eliot Cutler of the Harvard
bow while at No. 6 and No, §, the two
Withingtons of Honolulu rowed. At
No. 4 sat Eliot Bacon, son of ex-sec-
retary of state Bacon, whose two

EXPECTS AN
ABUNDANT
HARVEST

Ottawa, July 1.—The Department
of Agriculture has received the follow-
ing telegram from Dr. Wm. Saunders,
director of experimental farms dated
Indian Head, Sask., June 30:

“Have seen crops over large area
In Saskatchewan and Alberta. The
grain in all the districts visited has
a very healthy appearance, is grow-
ing rapidly, and promises well. Wint-
er wheat in southern Alberta is, in|
some places, partly winter killed; '
fields have been sown with spring
grain. Crops on the experimental farm
here are as fine as I have ever seem
them.

It ‘'was while Dr. Bennett was minis-
tering to the people of St.: John's]
Presbyterian Church, that the disas-
trous fire of 1877 swept the city, and
reduced many fine buildings and
churches to smouldering ashes. This
church, however, was very fortunate
in not being destroyed. It, however,
narrowly escaped destruction, for the
buildi on the opposite side of the
street were gutted by the fire, while
this historic edifice remained unde-
stroyed, The church, however, has
had a few fires during its existence,
but none have occasioned very much
loss.

Rev. Dr. Fotheringham.

After the resignation of Dr. Bennett
the congregation called Rev. Thomas
F. Fotheringham, who occupied the
position of pastor of the church until
January last, when he resigned, and
moved west to California, there to
spend the rest of his days. While
Mr. Fotheringham was the pastor, the
interior of the edifice was completely
renovated, and it is due to his untir-
ing efforts that the church accom-
plished many other achievements.

In January last, when Rev. Mr.
Fotheringham’s resignation was ten-
dered, Rev. J. H. A. Anderson was
chosen as the new pastor. Rev. Mr.
Anderson has proved himself to be
a worthy minister, and is doing much
for the welfare of the church. The
repairs which are now being made
to the church are greatly due to his
efforts.

Some Significant Changes.

It is an interesting and noteworthy
fact in connection with the hist
of the church to know that when ti
church was & Baptist, tallow candles
were used in lighting the church. Af-
ter the Presbyterians acquired the
church, an improvement was made in
the lighting, and wax candles were
used. Later lamps were utillzed as
a means of lighting and st later gas
was used. Now it is still more up-to-
date, having installed electrical fix-
tures,

In 1894, the fiftieth anniversary of
the church was fittingly observed,
and the Special services lasted for an
entire week; and on the 12th of
May this year the St. John’s Presby-
terian Church quietly celebrated its
sixty-fifth birthday. it being just €5
vears since Rev. Dr. Irvine preached
the opening sermon, taking as his
text: “For what intent hath ye sent
me?”

WHALER'S
LOST MEN
RETURN

New York, June 30—Anton Pena,
who said that he had been third mate
on the brig Sullivan, a whaler which
left New Bedford on January 17, of
last year, has brought a tale of hard-
ship to port. He was a passenger by |
the White Star liner Celtic and had |
come to Liverpool by easy stages|
from Swakopmund, a port of call and
mission station of Germain South-
west Africa. Pena had with him five
Portuguese sailors who he said had
composed his boat crew.
Pena said that the Sullivan, a craft
owned by the New England Whaling
Company, had a crew of thirty-six
when she set out. About five hundred
miles off the west coast of Africa
south of Sierra Leone, on the mornlng
of March 11, of this year, four boats,
one in charge of Pena, were put out
when three schools of whales were
sighted. All got fast to whales
quickly. Pena had two in tow, but
the sea was rough and at nightfall he
was a good way from = the Sullivan,
There was a strong breeze and Pena
put out a light, but apparently tha
whaler couldp't find him. He had six
cakes of pilot bread aboard and one
gallon of water. A heavy sea smash-
ed the steering oar and by daybreak
the bread had been consumed and
the Sullivan was not in sight. Pena
allowed the men ome tablespoonful of
water each day. After the second
day adrift a youngster of the crew
fell unconscious and several others
were delirious most of the time. Pena
and his chief mate, a harpooner, had
difficulty keeping them from drink-
ing salt water.

On the seventh day after leaving
the whaler a German liner, the Max
Brock, picked up the men. All the
crew but Penna had to be carried
aboard. There was no doctor on the
ship and at first Pena would only
allow them a little brandy, a cigar
and some bread; The next day the
men got more food, but it was a week
before they were allowed to eat the
usual rations.

The men were landed at Swakop-
mund. They applied for shelter and
were housed in a police station. Pena
complained of the food, whereupon
the authorities said that if the men
would work at building a pier they
would be paid five marks each a day,
but money ldn't be fort i
until they had worked ten days. The
men were weak and had difficulty
finishing out the period. They got
the money, and after that for the first
time were able to get good food. The
government wouldn’t furnish them
passage, but when they had saved
£75 they applied to Capt. Dolhrr of
the steamship Admiral, who carried
them to Las Palmas, where an Am-
erican consular agent furnished them
passage home.

Pena sald that he and his crew had
been reported lost by the whaler,
which got back to New Bedford sev-
eral months ago. The cons®ar agent
cabled to this country of their safe
arrival in the Canaries.
