New York, N. Y., Jan. 21.-The 
stock market gave further evidence 
today of the good effect of the purg­
ing and rectifying process to which it 
has been subjected this week.

I want to ask

"Why stare yourself blind on the 
mathematical problem of the roulette 
game? The most famous mathema­
ticians could only come to the 
mon sense conclusion that you may 
as well win in one spin on a single 
chance as in thirty-five spins on a 
flat number.

"It was not a mathematician who 
invented roulette; still it Is per 
in its kind. Nobody can find any­
thing illogical or incorrect in it 
The chances of the hank and of the 
players are exactly the same, except 
that there is zero and that the bank 
has a limit. As a setoff against this

The general culture has been of a 

very high order for ventures and many 
learned societies exist in the country.

Pnokhurst and Mrs. Snowdon have 
returned to British soil with goodly 
American dollars to their credit 
some of the American suffragists are 
asking, “If conditions which make for 
suffrage in England and America are 
radically different why Import Eng­
lish agitators to the enrichment of 
their organization and the impoverish­
ment of the American exchequer?"

American suffragists have certainly 
much to learn from the English In 
the matter of raising campaign funds. 
A crucial difference between an Eng­
lish and an American suffrage meet­
ing Is the responsiveness of the one 
and the evasiveness of the other to a 
financial appeal. This difference was 
disclosed at the Carnegie Hall meet­
ing which welcomed Mrs. Emlline 
Pankhuret, who was brought over by 
the Self-Supporting Women’s Equal 
Suffrage League, to stump America 
in the interest of the cause.

It was a representative audience, 
intelligent, modish. Curoslty and en­
thusiasm were marked. For two 
hours the audience listened attentive­
ly to the speakers, up to the moment 
when Mrs. Blatcb, chairman of the 
meeting, launched a hard luck story.

England recently as to the chances 
of women workers In America, and 
the Daily Mirror has been printing 
correspondence on the subject. A 
London stenographer sent a long let­
ter telling of her experience in New 
York. She wrote as follows:

“In London I was considered a 
quick and accurate worker, 
thought It would be interesting to 
test my skill with the American girls. 
So I answered advertisements and 
got a post in New York city after 
calling by appointment at y o’clock 
and waiting till 12.30, during which 
time twelve American girls were in­
terviewed.

"Iwas taken to the lady principal’s 
room, and as it was a commercial 
house the first question rather sur­
prised me. ’Are you 
she asked. ‘Very,’ l 
I Just thought so, because you went 
right to the bookcase when you were 
waiting,’ was the reply. American 
business men and women are Keen 
observers of the trifles that help to 
build a character.

"After a test I was told that I 
could start work the next morning at 
a salary of $15 a week, and next 
morning found me at my post. There 
were over two hundred lady clerks 
and stenographers, and my hours 
were from 9 to 6.15 (or when my 
work was finished).

Her Work. -x
"There were six desks in our corn­

er of the room, and we had four tele­
phones between us. On pressing an 
electric button on the desk a boy ap­
peared. so we had no reason to lease 
oor,. desks, and scarcely ever did: so 
except for lunch.

"We worked 
of the day, and there was a rule that 
the number of lines of typing done 
in the day had to be kept.

"One day I received a very formid­
able notice informing me that I was 
on the black books. I had ‘punched 
the clock’ at one minute to 1. and I 
was asked to state my reasons on the 
form. The clock was slow, for 1 had 
not moved from my desk until the 
hooter sounded.

"I was warned that every minute 
taken off my time counted as fifteen 
minutes and that I had to make 95 
per cent, of my time to get a rise.

"Next week I was a criminal again 
and had a notice served on me. and 
was Informed that I had only put a 
comma instead of a colon and a dash 
af(er ’Dear Sirs:—* and that every 
letter must go out of the building 
exactly the same. I began to wond­
er If I dare write my own name in 
my own way.

"I stayed there nine months.
"These are exact facts, and In 

another firm the rules are even more 
stringent.

sage of masonry through the rampart, 
and opening originally upon a wooden 
bridge across the ditch leading from 
the outer bailey.

A Tramway.
Much of the work of excavation has 

necessarily beeh devoted to clearing 
the Inner bailey of the huge mounds 
of fallen rubbish, and this has been 
largely effected by the laying down 
of a tramway which enabled the de- 
bris to be carried into the outer area 
where it has been temporarily deposit­
ed until arrangements can be made 
for Its removal. This clearing of the 
bailey will enable the Investigators 
when work la resumed in the base of 
the great tower and other buildings 
on the north side of the site and to 
search for and empty the well, which 
must have been of great depth.

Aa much of the past season’s work 
was confined to the removal of fallen 
masonry and rubbish, not many anilq 
'titles and objects of Interest have 
yet come to light. They Include, 
however, a number of Important arch 
Itectural fragments Indicative of the 
character and date of the great tower, 
eta., and a large quantity of broken 
POUery, all of the mediaeval period, 
togéther with the usual assortment 
of nails, bits of lead and Iron, and a 
few Store artistic objects. Including 
a pretty gilt bronze pendant pounced 
with a fleur-de-lys of early type.

Tb carry out the work on an ade­
quate scale some £600 or £700 will 
be required annually, and the work 
will probably occupy eight or ten 
years. All antiquities and objects of 
Interest found will, of course, be the 
property of the dean and chapter of 
Salisbury, and arrangements are be 
log made for the preservation and ex 
hlbttion in Salisbury Itself.

FinallyThe “Scientific" Ruby.

Five years ago the ruby trade was 
again jolted by the appearance of a 
still more cunning Imitation—the so- 
called "scientific” ruby. To pass on 
the relative merits of the true, the 
reconstructed and the scientific, one 
would require to be an expert. Nor 
would his opinion then be final, for 
while some dealers Insist that the 
perfect Imitation has yet to appear, 
others declare that the scientific n by 
surpasses the best of the real stones 
In evenness of texture and brilliancy 
of color. Not very long ago Sterling 
Hellig. the Paris correspondent for 
several American newspapers, spent 
a night In the cafe where the Jewel 
merchants of Paris meet to do busi­
ness with each other. There he found 
imitation rubles for sale at $3 that 
could hardly be distinguished from 
the genuine, which would cost $120. 
Sapphires, also, are as cheap, and as 
clever Imitations of the real article. 
He saw artificial emeralds too, but 
the emerald has not been successfully 
imitated, and aa a result this stone

has Increased In value 30 per cent. In 
the past few years.

Imitation Pearls.
Imitation pearls abounded, and he 

says that no imitation stone Is so 
beautiful as Imitation pearls. They 
wash In hot water without losing 
their brilliancy, and will stand any 
pressure that one would care to sub­
ject the genuine article to. Finally 
they can be bought for $40. while 
their originals would be worth $8.000. 
Imitation pearls are genuine imita­
tions. Imitation rubles and sapphires 
however, are not imitations. They are 
real gems, and no chemical analysis 
would reveal any element in their 
composition not possessed by the real 
stones. There Is no reason to sup­
pose that In the ease of rubies and 
sapphires chemists will not soon pro­
duce a manufactured stone that will 
past the trained scrutiny of all ex­
perts. Then we all may wear rings 
on pur fingers, and, If fashion de­
manda It, bells on our toes.
