EARTHQUAKE
WORKS HAVOC

Flagstaff, Arizona, Sept. 27 — A
territory fifty miles square and ex-
tending from here to the Grand Can-
yon of the Colorado River, tonight
stands practically depopulated be-
cause of earthquakes and rumbling,
which, beginning Sunday, are steadily
increasing in magnitude and vio-
lence,

Indians, of whom there were many
in the region, fled when the quakes
began, terrified by the cracking of
the ground. Tribal tales of the an-
clent activities of now burned-over
craters of which there are more
than fifty in the region, hastened
their flight.

The whites remained until their
houses fell about them, J. B. Chaves,
the first of the refugees to reach
Flagstaff, reported that his house
had cracked open. Others who ar-
rived later reported that volecanic
stones, weighing many tons, had
been torn from their beds and sent

and that the whole district was in a
state of unrest. They refused flatly
to go back. The whole district is of
volcanic origin. Present phenomena
are aitributed to the |llpplng of the
earth’s: crust.

ABOR RIOTS IN
BERLIN STREETS

100 Persons Injured in
Fight in Which Revol-
vers Were Used by
Police.

Precinct Affected Has
Appearance of Besieged
City -- Many Arrests
Made -- Stores Sacked.

Berlin, Sept, 27.—Even greater vio-
lence than that of last night char-
acterized the clashes between police
and rioters in the Moabit precinct
!lvxi.c, evening. Many persons on both
sides weré injured, The district pre-
sents the aspect of a besieged city.
Thousands of strikers and their sym-
pathizers gathered in the streets as
soon as darkness fell. A strong force
of police numbering 100 mounted
and 500 foot, armed with revolvers
and swords were stationed at various
quarters, hey were under orders from
the commissioner to exercise severe
repressive measures, and to use the

arp edges of their swords, instead of
striking with the fiat,

The rioters about 9 o'clock began
the trouble which increased as night
advanced. Excited men and women
dashed from place to place, smashing
street lamps and the windows of
stores. Several of the stores were
sacked of valuable corftents, but the
tradesmen for the most part, had tak-
en the precaution of lowering their
shutters and thus prevented extensive
damage,

Men and women statloned at oper
windows of houses hurled bottles,
bricks, coal and stones at the police
who replied with revolver shots. Com-
misgioner Von Jagow drove in an
automobile through the precinet about
10 o'clock when the riot was at its
height. Crowds of furious strikers
and their sympathizers among whom
were many women, howled impreca-
tions upon the police commissioner
and his men, while flower pots, vari-
ous household articles and other mis-
siles fell in showers from the win-
dows.

Threw Burning Lamp.

The police entered several flats in
Wald-Strasse, from one of which a
maddened womlan ‘threw a lighted
lamp with terrific force against an .
advancing squad, burning several of
the men. Sharp conflicts occurred ;
in Brussels-Strasse, Turm-Strasse and
Zwingl-Strasse, Many shots were
fired from the crowd, and the police
charged with draw swords, leaving
many injured on the ground. Scores
of arrests were made.

The saloons were ordered clesed at
11 o'clock and cordons of pelice pre-
\\ntpd the approagh of fthousands
E i from other quarters. This

effective in bringing
about the comparative calm, but
groups of sullen strikers were prowl-
ing in the vicinity up to midnight,
At that time the riots had virtually
been suppressed, but there were oc-
casional minor disturbances. Tweleve
hundred police are now occupying
the precinct.

The total number of casualities re-
corded is 100 strikers injured, thire
teen of them dangerously, and two
policemen so severely hurt that they
were removed to the hospital. In
addition, there were hundreds of
persons who received minor injuries.
These proceeded to their homes or
|sought some handy refuge in order
to avoid arrest,
| Berlin, Sept. 27.—Later hundreds of
rowdies broke down all the street
{lamps in one of the districts. The
{police charged in complete darkness
amid continuous shooting and clouds
of missiles from windows to which
they vigorously replied.

When the police retired, the mob
gathered again bringing heaps of
wood soaked with petroleum, which
they kindled near the houses. The
police were forced to return again
charging the mobs and the fire bri.
gade dashed up and extinguished the
flames under the protection of the
police who meanwhile had requistion-
ed a military searchlight. A squad
¢mtered the house and arrested a
score of the occupants, Many per-
sons were injured.

Beaufort, N. (., Sept. 27.—Sailors
will escape the dreaded graveyards
at Cape Lookout and Cape Hatteras,
where so many vessels and lives have
been lost by utilizing the inland ca-
nal rapidly nearing completion which
will link Beaufort, N. C., with Boston.

The dredges working from each
end of the canal now are less than
three quarters of a mile apart. The
canal will be open for traffic next De-
cember, and will afford great relief
from the present high freight rates
(from northern ports. Barges with a
draft of eight feet can navigate the
canal, Such boats can carry 500,000
feet of lumber..

CANADA’S GROWTH.

The statistical bulletin recently issued at Ottawa in
connection with the official estimate of the population of
the Dominion on March 31 last, gives a table showing the
population of the Dominion year by year since 1868, to-
gether with other statistics which measure the country’s
growth and development. These annual estimates of pop-
ulation have been made from the first with all possible
care.
