ously suggested, in that it was a mat-
ter for the consideration of all the
Allies, concerning which a joint mote
from the Allies might be expected.
The statement was likewise made

Sinking of the Steamer
Evelyn Still Lacking.

CIVIL SUIT BY THE
OWNERS IS CERTAIN.

Wilson and Bryan Confer on
Disaster to American Steam-
er off German Coast.

W Feb. 22.—F wil-
son conferred with Secretary Bryan
tonight concerning the destruction of’
the American steamer Evelyn off the
coast of Germany last Friday, but in
the absence of definite information, as
to the cause of the wredk, no course of
action, beyond diplomatic inquiry was
decided upon,

Having learned unofficially that a
part of the Hvelyn's crew, when cast
adrift from the sinking vessel, headed
for the coast of Holland, Secretary
Bryan cabled to American Minister
Henry Van Dyke, at The Hague, the
same message he previously had sent
to Ambassadors Page and Gerard, at
London and Berlin, asking that every
care be extended to the crew, and an
investigation of the facts of the occur-
rence be made through all available

agencies.

Earliér in the day Secretary Daniels
instructed the naval attache of the
American embassy at Berlin to make
an investigation of the matter, and re-
port such technical information as was

asit'werein the gatewayof Hungary.

German Success Announced In
Washington

Washington, Feb. 22—Repulse of
many Russian attacks in Russian Po-
land and West Galicia, with the cap-
ture of 2,000 prisoners and much war
material, south of the Dniester, was
announced in an official despatch from
Vinena, received tonight by the Aus-
tro-Hungarian embassy here.

London, Feb, 12—According to an
official who writes from a British
trench ip Flanders, this sign was post-
ed by the Germans in a nearby
trench:

London, Feb. 23.—The allled govern-
ments have not yet decided upon the
precise attitude which it is proposed
to adopt_in retaliation against Ger
many’s @ley initiated belligerent
policy, but @ speedy agreement is ex-
pected. Replying to a question in the
House of Commons this afternoon,
Premier Asquith said:

“The allied governments are oon-
sidering what actiom it would be prop-
or to take in the way of reprisals
against the German policy of attacking
and destroying British allied and neu-

tral merchant vessels, without warn-
ing and without am attempt being
made to save the lives of civilians
andsinnocent crews.

“Pending a decision, which I hope
will very soon be announwced, I cannot
make a statement-regarding the na-
ture of scope of the meagures to be
taken,” ,

As to the form in which the decl
sions will be published Premier As-
quith sald: “There certainly will be
a note from Great Britain, and I hop2
there will be & jolnt one.”

Dutch ~ Marine Department
Heard Nothing From Survi-
vors of American Steamer
Sunk by Mine off German
Coast,

Berlin, Feb. 22 (via London)—Fum
ther reports concerning the sinking of
the American steamer Evelyn yester-
day off Borkum Island, in the Norih
Sea, show that only one man of the
crew lost his life. This man was fro-
zen to death in a small boat after the
sinking of the "steamer.

The Evelyn, which sailed from New
York, January 29, with a cargo of cot-
ton for Bremen, struck two mines, but
the crew had time to get into life
boats. Some members of the crew
were taken by a German ship to Heli-
goland while the others were landed
in Holland.

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PEACE TALK.

A noteworthy despatch from Berlin
to an Italian newspaper emphas R
what it terms “the excellent military
position of Germany,” and then,
apparent afterthought, naiv ely re-
marks that the Kaiser's Government,
recognizing that the German people
‘teel seriously the consequences of the
war,” has, therefore, “modified mater-
ially” the views on peace conditions to
be *imposed.” On the face of it this
appears to be merely ano her case of
Prussian “bluff.” No one, not even the
most pronouncedly pro-German ob-
server, can seriou imagine at this
time that Germany will have much to
say regarding the imposition of peace
terms. That question will be settled
by gentlemen disinclined to look with
tavor upon Berlin's wishes. Peace will
come not because the Prussian militar-
ists’ are graciously disposed to grant
terms, but because they will be glad to
accept what terms they can get as the
only chance of saving a vestige of the
present empire. The nature of that
settlement, we imagine, will be deter-
mined by London and Paris and Petro-
grad, after due consideration of the in-
terests not only of Prussia but of the
civilized world as well.

It is futile to attempt to speculate on
the concessions to be demanded of
Prussia as the price of peace. (Con-
cessions there must be and undoubted-
ly they will be sweeping, but it is as-
sured that in the terms to be “im-
posed” ample safeguards will be erect-
ed to provide against a repetition of
any policy of German aggression which
ig likely to disturb the peace of the
world for many years to come, The
present war has been the most terrible
and costly both in blood and treasure
which history has ever known. Upon
the representatives of the Allied Pow-
ers who will determine the mature of
it settlement will devolve the duty of
guaranteeing to a strife-weary world
that there shall never be another.
And they are lkely to discharge that
duty thoroughly.

WHERE IS
CHAMPION
JACK JOHHSON?

Havana, Feb. 22.—The unexpected
appearance in Havana early this morn-
ing of Jack Johnson, the negro heavy-
weight pugilist, who is on his way to
Mexico to fight Jess Willard for the
world’s heavywelght pugilistic cham-
pionship, was followed this afternoon
by his equally unexpected disappear-
ance from public view.

Tonight nobody except the members
of his party, who arrived here with
Johnson, and a few of his friends,
know his whereabouts. None of these
people would disclose his place of
abode,

When Johnson and his party, con-
sisting of his wife, and brother, manag-
er, sparring partner, and servants,
with a great quantity of baggage, ar-
rived from Cienfuegos, which port was
reached last night on boards a schoon-
er from Barbadoes, they drove to a
prominent hotel and registered, but
a few minutes later were requested to
vacate their apartments. After this, it
is said, the pugilist endeavored, at all
the principal hotels, to secure lodgings,
but was unsuccessful. Finally, how-
ever, according to the statement of
friends, the party found refuge.in a
private house, the 'locality of which
was not made known.

Johnson said this morning that he
intended to proceed immediately to
Tampico, and thence as rapidly as pos-
sible to Juarez, where the fight with
Willard is to take place. He expressed
confidence that he would win, and did
not seem to attach much importance
to the fact that he would only have a
skort time to train for the encounter.
When he was informed of the difficul-
ties he probably would meet with in
travelling in Mexico, Johnson cabled
General Venustiano Carranza, asking
him if he would be permitted to land
in Mexico, and proceed to Juarez, No
reply was received to this message.

Despite this fact, however, passage
to Vera Cruz on board the Ward liner
Morro Castle, which was due to sail
this afternoon, was secured for John-
son. The agentg of the line, learning
that General Carranza had closed the
port of Progreso, to which much of
the freight of the Morro Castle was
consigned, postponed her sailing. John-
son, it is said, hopes to take the next
i steamer to Vera Cruz, and even has
declased that he will charter a vessel
and sail direct to Tampico, if he can
get to Mexico in no other way. He
hopes to get away from Havana by
Saturday, at the latest.

Rumors were rife in Havana today
that the United States government
would demand the extradition of John-
son as a fugitive from justice in Chi-
cago, but the American legation here
received no instructions on this point.

St. Petersburg, Fla., has
applied rule to general
building projects and all
its public imprevements
for many years.

St. Petersburg, Fla.,, Feb, 22.—When
this city was only a smaill place, it
adopted the “city beautiful” plan, and
has since applied it to all public im-
provements and general municipal
building projects.

Looated along the shores of Tampa
bay, with its flue beaches, St. Peterss
burg has had unusual opportunities for
beautification; nmevertheless it requim
ed a strong and persistent advocacy
in the early days, and & keen watch-
fulness at all times afterward, to fur
ther the movement.

The most important step was the
“redemption” of the waterfront. Like
almost all waterfronts in almost ali
towns and cities, it had been so platted
and sold sold as to belong to private
individuals and interests, and was rap-
dly being lost to the general public.
Oniy the foot of each avenue gave t.e
public access to the water. Today
the waterfront extends from Coffce
Pot Bayou on the north to Big Bayon
on the south, some five miles; and
it is practically all owned by the peo-
ple,

Says Campaign to Raise
More Food-stuffs For Em-
pire Has Met With Satis-
factory Response From
Farmers.

“7H& movement to encourage farm-
ers of this province to increase their
production has made good progress
and has met with the general approval
of weMnformed farmers who realize
that the least they can do is to make
provision for a greater food supply in
the emergency which confronts the
Empire,” sald J. B. Daggett, secretary
of the Provincial Department of Agri-
culture who was in the city yester
day.

“Officials of the Federal Department

of Agriculture in conjunction with our
own officials are holding meetings
about the province and these are being
well attended. Generally speaking
farmers realize the situation and will
show their patriotism by increasing
the acreage they have under cultiva-
tion,” 5

“What about seeds for extra crops?”
asked the reporter. i

“We will have in this province seeds
to put in a much larger crop thamw)
usual in everything except wheat,”
said Mr. Daggeit. “We are not raising
the wheat crop we should in this pro-
vince, and I think this is to the gen-
eral disadvantage of the farmer. Too
much attention !s given to potatoes,
to the prejudice of other crops which
might prove more profitable.

The Supply of Pit Props.

The report of Britigh Trade Commis-
sioner Ray, in the Weekly Report of
February 16th, says that the conges-
tion of traffic at the ports of the Unit-
od Kingdom is due to the shortage of
labor, and that so long as the block
continues prices must advance.

that | United Kingdom imports have declin-

ed in value by 21 per cent., since the
beginning of the war, while the ship-
ping tonnage engaged in the carrying
of the sald imports has fallen 29 per
cent. ‘At the port of Liverpool incom-
ing merchandise has fallen five per
cent., and outgoing 20 per cent., while
the shipping tonnage has decreased 3
per cent, inwards and 12 per cent. out-
ward.

There 18 a serious shortage of fire
wood in the United Kingdom at the
present time, owing to all wood being
declared contraband of war, “In this
difficulty, Canada has partly come to
our rescue again with supplies of
spruce, but this is of no use for fire-
wood, and the freights are still very
high. But'this is partly filling the gap.
The Canadian wood is hard and very
tough, and only useful for the strong-
ést packing-cases.”

A report on pit props, in which he says
that supplies are coming from France,
Norway, Spain and Portugal, the Por-
tuguese government having offered
several crown forests for exploitation
for that purpose. The report of the
Pit Prop Commission which visited
Eastern Canada 's referred to. Mr. W,
Windham, the Board of Trade repre-
sentative on the commission, says that
there is an almost inexhaustible quan-
tity of timber in large areas of New-
foundland and the Maritime Provinces
of Canada; that large quantities can
be gecured for shipment in the spring,
and that the determining factor re-
solves itself simply into the question
of cost.

Some Increase in Food Prices.

The imports of pit wood from all
sources in August were 184,000 loads;
September, 193,000; October, 239,000;
November, 184,000,

Trade Commissioner Arnaud notes
increases in the prices of butter,
cheese, bacon and eggs. Since the
outbreak of the war the only fresh
eggs procurable have been Irish which
have realized about 20c. per 120. Can-
ned beef is now fully 25 per cent. high-
er than it was in July. Bread has risen
recently, bringing it up to 7d. a quar
tern. Most bakers are paying 46s. a
sack for their flour; before the war
they were paying about 27s. for the
same flour.

There is a great demand in Britain
for wooden shovel and pick handles
in hickory, ash, birch and beech.
Parties in Norway are asking after
Capadian apples.

Of the 33 trade emquiries in this re-
port 12 are for wooden handles.
