Wliile the Secietary of War waa away 
a short time, ago, several adjutant ap­
pointments were made by colonels, with 
the approval of General Sheridan, of 
lieutenants serving with light batteries. 
These appointments did not meet with 
the approval of tlie Secretary, who held, 
that in justice to the office is of the regi­
ments, the adjutants should he selected 
from among thti lieutenants doing actual 
service with their regiments. An order 
was therefore issued restricting tlie ap­
pointment to such officers, and tlie objec­
tionable appointments were revoked. 
General Sheridan was out W est at, the 
time. No correspondence lias taken 
place between tlie two officials, and pro­
bably none will. It all goes-tET'show, 
however, as lias frequently been stated 
that the Secietary of War aniTThe Lieu­
tenant-General do not always work well 
together in administering the affairs of 
the Army.

After taking the oath of’office Thurs­
day afternoon, the Interstate Commission­
ers transacted no business beyond the 
election of Judge Cooloy as chairman. 
There was no discussion whatever as to 
the choice of chairman. Mr. Morrison 
nominated Judge Cooley, and lie received 
the votes of his four colleagues. The 
election of Judge Cooley was premediat- 
ed, and it was understood to he in accord 
with an expressed wish of the President.

The Commission met at 11 o’clock Sat­
urday morning and formally took up the 
work for which it was created. The 
hoard heard a committee of the Atlanta 
(Qa.) Chamber of Commerce in relation 
to the interpretation of certain provisions 
of the interstate commerce act. This 
committee was appointed to co-operate 
with the Southern Railway and Steam­
ship Association in endeavoring to pro­
cure, at the earliest date practicable, from 
■the Commission, an inteipretntion, upon 
a liberal basis of the act, in the interest 
or for the protection of the manufacturing 
and commercial interests of the associa­
tion named, and of other southern organ­
izations.

Secretary Whitney lias been in con­
sultation of late with naval ordnance offi­
cers with regard to the plant required to 
equip the Washington navy-yard as an 
ordnance foundry. It is probable that 
the plans and changes will he decided 
upon finally in a few days. The report 
of tlie board of naval officers oil the sub­
ject did not meet with the entire ap­
proval of the Secretary, hut it will doubt­
less form the basis of the scheme of re­
construction of the yard. Considerable 
reduction will he made in the expendi­
ture proposed, mainly in the direction 
of utilizing many of the buildings now 
standing, instead of tearing down and 
building new ones. As soon as the plans 
arc decided upon work will be commenc­
ed on the machinery and plant. Very 
few of the laige tools such as lathes and 
steam hammers necessary for the finishing 
of heavy ordnance, can he purchased in 
this country, so that it will he necessary 
for the new foundry to make most of its 
tools. It is believed that two years will 
he necessary for the completion of a plant 
large enough to turn out the heavy cali­
ber. Every effort will he made to have 
the plant completed in time to undertake 
the assembling of the heavier pieces when 
the deliveries of steel begin under the 
new proposals.—Lenox.

“ We most sincerely and heartily con­
gratulate Your Majesty upon attait ing 
the jubilee year ot Your Majesty’s 
reign.

“ During Your Majesty’s rule the 
social aud material progress of inank nd, 
the great advance in scientific discovery, 
the development of those industrial pur­
suits so promotive of human happir ess, 
the extension of popular rights and free­
dom of government, and the progress of 
colonial development, have in a marked 
degree surpassed any former period in 
history, and in these blessings we lave 
largely shared.

“ We devoutly pray that a kind Pro­
vidence may long spare Your Majesty to 
rule over a united, contented and happy
people.”

The report was adopted and res ulu­
lions passed that the address be engross­
ed.

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EDITORIAL NOTES.

A very sad case is reported of a young 
lady in Ontario who tripped ar.d fell 
while engaged in a dance and sustained 
an injury which culminated in paralysis. 
Attempts are being made in some places 
to use it as a warning. This, however, 
should not afford a subject for moralizing 
any more than the accident in our Salva­
tion Army procession a few weeks ago 
was a competent basis from which to 
argue the harmfulness of the Army as a 
whole. Accidents do not assist in a just 
analysis ; the right or wrong of a thing is 
not to be determined by them. A great 
deal of the carit about popular move­
ments and social customs comes by hur­
ried impressions from isolated effects and 
net by a careful examination of their 
motive, (heir logical direction and gener­
al result.

The proposed Coercion measure in the 
House of Commons is exciting the deep­
est indignation among the Liberals in 

• favojffof home rule. Mr. Gladstone has 
expressed himself in the most unqualified 
terms against the measure. The Lib­
eral-Unionists are apparently determin­
ed to support it, distasteful as it must 
be to them to do so. Outside of London 
there is growing a passionate antagonism 
to the measure in the Liberat^arty, and 
arrangements are being pushed through 

- to carry on an organized agitation against 
the bill throughout the United Kingdom. 
Not the least among the forces to arouse 
public opinion against the measure is 
the statement by Sir Charles Russell that 
Ireland is freer of crime to-day than is 
England or any other country in Europe.

Cardinal Gibbons’letter son the Knights 
of Labor recently presented to the Roman 
Curia will no doubt have a profound ef­
fect not only in giving greater interest to 
the labor discussion but in elevating the 
status of the body of Knights among the 
American people. It wilt be regarded 
generally as a safer anu more trust­
worthy guide to public opinion than the 
utterances of political journals, which 
are often controlled by capitalistic inter­
ests, and are universally desirous to pre­
vent the formation of a labor party. The 
Cardinal confirms his statements by the 
presentation of facts. The most hideous 
acts of violence have Been perpetrated 
where labor was not organized, as in the 
cases of the coke burners of Pennsyl­
vania and the anarchists of Chicago.— 
Few of the acts of violence in the great 
southwestern strike last summer can be 
traced home to the Knights, and during 
the recent coal and longshoremen’s 
strike in New York city the influence of 
the order was such that the crimes of 
violence were absolutely less than during 
the corresponding months of the preced­
ing year when no strike was in progress. 
It is evident, notwithstanding the social­
istic cry raised against this body, that the 
Conservative sentiment pervades it very 
strongly. It is no more right to condemn 
the whole order for the violence of one 
or two recreant leaders than to condemn 
the entire church because of an occasional 
defaulting Sunday school superintendent 
or deacon. Cardinal Gibbons says that 
the influence of the Knights as an order 
lias beeh to prevent, not to produce or 
promote, violence.

A charge has been formulated against 
Miss Whitlock, the Christian scientist, who 
has been practising physics, surgery and 
so forth in Fredericton. She was not 
registered or licensed as provided under 
the New Brunswick Medical act, and 
therefore incurred the hostility of some of 
the medical profession. She undertook to 
relieve suffering through what is known 
as the “ Mind Cure,” and is reported to 
have been so successful as not to be able 
to attend to all her patients. We know 
nothing about this “ Mind Cure” business 
or the people who practise it, but the 
fact that tliere are many who claim to be 
relieved through its operations should 
claim for it some slight attention among 
scientists. The action of the medical 
professors in Fredericton does not appeal 
to the spirit of investigation of the age. 
It flavors of an intolerance and narrow­
ness that does not add much to the dig­
nity of the medical profession in general. 
The fact that this new science is directed 
toward the relief of suffering should 
claim for it our sympathy and toleration, 
for nothing else than for its very work’s 
sake. Besides, as there are so very few of 
us who possess a pocket edition of all the 
laws of nature or have had a complete 
revelation of things present and things 
to come, and as we may naturally expect 
in the rumble of years there will always 
be something new appearing above the 
horizon of man’s discovery to do service 
to his comfort and happiness, it is just 
as well that these at first understand­
able things should claim-the charity of 
our investigation rather than our perse­
cution. It is stated that in Boston this 
new science has attracted the attention of 
the' medical men of that city and that 
some of them after investigation had 
adopted some of its methods into their 
practice. The position ot the medical 
men in Fredericton is that of desiring 
to persecute a woman because some peo­
ple were foolish enough to think she had 
done them some good. If they arc made 
to think so, how much more could the 
medical profession undertake to do for 
them. If a system of superstition and 
ignorant fancyings can so work upon 
people’s minds to make them forget their 
ills then that system deserves something 
more from humanity than abuse and at­
tempts at suppression. But perhaps, 
aftei all, the doctors of Fredericton are 
prejudiced against this alleged new 
science because it professes to deal with 
mind. They have shown, thereby that 
its operation upon themselves would have 
but small effect.

with in anyway. Ills insincerity was 
thus made apparent. It seems to be the 
opinion that there is no competent way 
of reaching the Coancil as regards its 
abolition but by refusing to make any 
further appointments to that body. The 
attempt to fill vacancies with men pledg­
ed to vote for abolition when required 
has proved a failure. It is put natural 
that men appointed to the upper house 
should soon become imbued with the 
esprit de corps of that body. Et is to the 
credit of human nature that association 
and companionship for any purpose 
bring out a loyalty of mutual support 
and confidence among those co-cperat- 
ing. There is a strong feeling in the 
Council that that body is a great check 
upon hasty legislation. And this idea 
will take possession of new members as 
fast as they came in contact with it, 
despite their predeterminations or 
pledges to the contrary. The position 
of affairs during this session where there 
was no organized opposition to check 
and criticize the legislation of the gov­
ernment sufficiently, has forced many to 
argue that probably after all the Coun­
cil’s usefulness was not gone. There 
were some desirable amendments made 
in the upper house to the acts hurried 
through by the lower body. One bill 
which came before the Council was 
amended out of shape, its title altered 
and only a skeleton of .itff original pur­
pose senV back to its framers. The 
amendments were all accepted by the 
lower house. Still the desire is very 
strong in the country for a cheapening 
of the expenses of legislation. A sin­
cere attempt to respect and gratify that 
desire on the part of Mr. Blair would 
have been for him to have met the com- 
mittee appointed by the upper house to 
discuss the question. The reduction of 
representation in both houses propor­
tionately so as not to disturb the balance 
of legislative powers now existing be­
tween them seems to be the most avail, 
able ground upon which to meet the de­
mand of the country for less expendi­
ture in government.

Toward the close of the session the 
hazy outline of an opposition was be­
ginning to be formed. Discontent and 
jealousies were at their work of dissever- 
ment. It is thought that by another 
session the breaking away of many mem­
bers from the government ranks and 
ranging themselves Into opposition will 
be complete. Mr. Blair’s grip on bis 
followers was not strong enough to force 
through the $25,000 grant in the supple 
mentary estimates for the erection of 
certain public buildings at Fredericton. 
The government members met in caucus 
and forced him to drop that item.

lie and induce people to put away at in­
terest what should be invested in busi­
ness. If the government savings banks 
are injuring the business of the country 
and diverting capital away from its na­
tural places of investment, they, of 
course, are not serving their legitimate 
purposes. These savings banks were 
not intended for the deposit of money 
that should be employed in the regular 
courses of trade. They were intended 
for the benefit of small depositors, where 
they could place their savings without 
risk or loss. They were intended to en­
courage thrift and enterprise, not to faci­
litate a desire to hoard. The on ly rea­
sonable restriction, however, upon any 
desire there may be on the part of any 
considerable portion of our people to 
pi ice their surplus earnings in these in­
stitutions would appear to be in defining 
the making of deposits-and lowering the 
standard of the amounts to be deposited. 
Regulations lessening the amount that 
may be deposited at any one time, or the 
amount that may be deposited by any 
one individual would prevent the use of 
the government savings banks for the 
hoarding of wealth, while at the same 
time they would preserve a rate of inter­
est that wouiii encourage thrifty habits 
among the people.

closed last Tuesday was remarkable for 
its brevity and harmoniousness of feel­
ing among the members. It did some 
very good work, and speedily, which, of 
course, was to be expected, situated as 
It was without opposition to impede its 
legislative progress. It leaves some 
marks of useful acts on the statute book. 
Among them a very restrictive license 
act, which it is argued will be beneficial 
to the temperance movement in coun­
ties where the Scott act is not in opera­
tion.

We bate ventures with possible 
nothings attached. We like lo see our 
way ahead and to have the road macad­
amized before we venture on it. A lit­
tle more enterprise and business activity 
among os might divert these deposits 
into channels remunerative to the owner 
and beneficial to the country. There are 
resources and opportunities all around 
calling for investment which might be 
considered bonanzas to the go-aheadat- 
ivcncss that has marked other communi­
ties. Frugality is a very good ground­
work for a people's development, but we 
should not allow ourselves to be lulled 
into repose by the security of deposits 
or the certainty of interest Until we 
cease to look upon speculation and busi­
ness enterprise as a sort of Irrationalism 
and commercial heterodoxy, and lack the 
courage to invest our surplus savings 
when the opportunity is afforded, we 
cannot expect to join in the business ac­
tivity that is going on around ns. That 
we do not get on as we should is owing 
in a great degree to our supei lative fond­
ness for a “ sure thing,’’

She 
should see to it that it was nourished 
sufficiently to begin its operations with­
out assistance; that it was able to walk 
and sustain itself without the aid of the 
public press. It should also be provid­
ed with its proper inter-stfite commerce 
atttibutes, and be subject to the regula­
tions for a short pull or a long haul as 
the circumstances required. But the 
previous history of the bang the world 
does not sigh for. In its crude and 
paper chrysalis state it should be kept 
out of sight, banished to the mysteries 
of the toilet. And this is why the pro­
fessor in Nova Scotia should be sustain­
ed in his expulsion of the young lady 
who showed such an utter disregard for 
the rights and ultimate destiny of man. It 
is for the safety and perpetuity of the 
bang we plead ; to secure from 
slander and prejudice. Their end is not 
yet. Properly restricted, confined and 
protected they cau be preserved and 
passed down to tangle with the watch 
chains and vest buttonsHf the lucky 
generations of men yet to be.

The Health Bill.
In no direction can legislation be more 

beneficially aimed than toward the pro­
tection of the health of communities. 
The desire to guard the nation's health 
intimes of epidemic should be cutiiusias- 
ed with the same spirit that rears nation­
al defences in times of war. New Bruns­
wick is proverbially a healthy country, 
with a strong aud rugged population. 
It is well, therefore, that with the gradual 
increase of our commerce and coming iu 
closer contact with countries where con­
tagious diseases exist that our supply of 
provincial health should be preserved in 
its native superiority as far as effective 
legislation is possible. Communities are 
often infected with contagions dis­
eases which require the greatest care 
aud attention to prevent from spreading, 
and the lack of legislation to that effect 
is a great drawback to successiully

Sbipbuilding-
The Transcript wants to know why the 

government cannot do something for the 
shipbuilding trade, and says the common- 
sense remedy for the depressed state of 
that industry is the “ reduction of taxa­
tion generally, lightening of taxes on 
shipbuilding materials and removal as 
far as possible of the restrictions which 
the national policy imposes on trade.” 
As to the lightening ol taxes on ship­
building, that has already been done to a 
very large extent, a rebate equal to the 
duty being given to all importations. 
Burdensome taxes and charges on ships 
have also to a large degree been remov­
ed, only the demands for the sick Mari­
ners’ Fund and light harbor dues remain­
ing. The Dominion government have 
in many ways thrown up barriers of pro­
tection around the Canadian shipping in­
dustry, but the decline has taken place 
in spite of remedial legislation, because 
the causes of this decay were beyond 
the jurisdiction of the government. The 
depression iu the shipping trade has 
been universal, as has been shown by 
statistics published again and again. 
The substitution of iron for wooden ves­
sels has been the principal cause thereof. 
The statement that the decline has been 
greater since the adoption of the Nation­
al Rolicy is not borne out by facts. In 
the six years, 1874 9, the number and 
tonnage of new vessels built and régis 
tered in the Dominion, decreased from 
496, of 190,156 tons, to 265 of 74,227 
tons; that is to say, there were231 fewer 
vessels of 116,529 less tons constructed 
in 1879 than in 1874, the falling off con­
tinuing year by year. Bnt In 1880 there 
were ?71 new vessels built, in 1881 836 new 
vessels and in 18S4 387 new vessels, and 
although in 1885 only 240 new vessels 
were constructed the whole period of 
six years shows a much smaller decline 
than the six years previous.

Thus between 1874 and 1879 the per­
centage of decrease in the number of 
vessels built was 48 per cent., while her 
tween 1879 and 1884 the decrease was 
ouiy 9 per cent. The National Policy 
seems to have mitigated the inevitable 
decline in Canada very considerably 
rather than to have hastened it in any 
way. The Canadian government does

dealing with these diseases. Strict 
legislation for dealing with affected 
localities and the competent machinery 
provided for enforcing it should be at 
the command of every community.— 
This the Health Bill recently passed at 
Fredericton goes far to provide. It 
gives all possible means for fighting the 
ravages of infectious diseases aud pro­
tecting the public health. Toward this 
end it creates a Provincial Board of 
Health, consisting of seven members, who 
are to take cognizance of the interests 
of health and life among the people ot the 
province. They are to make an intelli­
gent and profitable use of all information 
available us to deaths and sickness 
among the people; to make sanitary in­
vestigations respecting causes of dis, 
ease, especially epidemics 
mortality and the effects of localities, 
employments, conditions, habits and 
other circumstances upon the health of 
the people. The duties of the Board iu 
the direction of preventing the rise and 
spread of disease arc manifold. The 
bill divides the province into health 
districts, and in each district"» local 
board of health is to be established, to 
be composed of five members, to be ap­
pointed by the Munclpal Council of 
the county within which such district 
is situated. To these local boards is 
given the control of everything of posj 
sible connection with the preservation 
of the health of a community. In this 
direction their powers seem absolute" 
such as in the case of an owner or oc­
cupier of any dwelling neglecting or re­
fusing to obey the orders of such health 
officers, these officers may call to their 
assistance “ all constables, peace officers 
and such other persons as they think fit 
and may enter into such dwellings or 
premises and execute the same and re­
move therefrom and destroy whatsoever 
in pursuance of such regulations, it is 
necessary to remove or destroy”. Where 
municipalities fail to appoint a local 
board of health the Provincial Board 
can appoint one, and also discharge any 
local boaid that fails or refuses to do its 
duty and appoint another in its place. 
Compulsory vaccination is provided for. 
In diseases of a malignant and fatal 
character municipalities may erect one 
or more hospitals for the reception of 
persons afflicted. The expense of the 
local boards, under the original draft of 
the bill, was to be maintained at the cost 
and charge of the municipality wherein 
it was situated. When the bill reached 
the Upper House Mr. Davidson moved 
an amendment, which was adopted by 
the Council, declaring that the munici­
pality should be reimbursed, “wholly or in 
part, by the government if the Governor 
in Council see fit.” This amendment 
was strenuously opposed by Mr. Blair 
when the bill was returned to the Lower 
House, Mr. Blair contending that the 
municipality was relieved from the ex­
pense by another section of the bin. 
That section, however, it was maintain, 
ed by the upper house provided for such 
relief only in cases of epidemic. After 
much discussion the amendment was ac­
cepted by the lower house under protest. 
The act goes L>to operation on the 1st 
of January next. It has sixty-oue sec­
tions and seems to provide iu every 
possible way for an organized and sys­
tematic protection of the public health. 
It is probably the most important bill 
passed by the Legislature during the

Recent developments in the Maritime 
Bank offrira show the utter disregard for 
commercial ethics evinced by this in­
stitution and some large firms with 
which it did business, it is reported 
that bills of exchange which passed be­
tween the Stewart firm, Guy, Bevin & 
Co., aud the Bank, were endorsed by 
boys under age iu the employ of the 
three concerns. A late English mail 
brought notices to several of the boys 
that bills bearing their names had been 
dishonored, and askeil them to provide 
lor them. About a dozen boys were used 
for the purpose. The operations have 
been going on lor some time, tile bank 
ers who accepted the bills thinking that 
lbe endorsers were responsible parties. 
One lad stated that when these firms 
and llie Maritime bank began handling 
the bills of exchange together no endors­
er was required save the party in whose 
name it was drawn, but as time passed 
and the paper became known in the New 
York aud Canadian markets, some of the 
bankers demanded that in future it 
should bear more than one name, 'l'hen 
the boys were called in requisition. The 
lads say they were never shown the face 
of the bills, and until they received the 
notice they did not know the amounts 
that were contained in them. Some of 
the lads have endorsed to the extent of 
£4,000 sterling. Further developments

Our Schools.
In his annual report of the schools of 

New Brunswick the Chief Superintend­
ent tells of the good impression the edu­
cational exhibit of the province made at 
the Colonial Exhibition in London, and 
quotes the opinion of William Lant 
Carpenter, an eminent educationist and 
scientist. Mr. Carpenter was appointed 
at an educational Conference, held in 
London, to make a report upon the con­
dition of education iu the Colonies. The 
following is a short extract of his report 
as it relates to New Brunswick :

“ It is somewhat remarkable that a 
small colony, mainly agricultural, should 
possess one of the most perfect systems 
of instruction in primary schools with 
which I am acquainted. As early as 
1802 the Provincial Government aud 
Legislature recognized the fact that to 
make provision for the people's educa­
tion was one of the duties of the state. 
From the small beginning then made 
there has been developed by slow de­
grees the present school system of New 
Brunswick, one of the most perfect in 
principle, at least, to be found In any 
state or country. There is a progressive 
course of instruction for all schools, in 
which the subjects appear to have been 
selected, arranged and apportioned 
with a due regard to sound educational 
principles. It is arranged in two equal 
divisions—literature and science. Be­
tween the bottom of the primary and the 
top of the high schools there are eleven 
standards ; and yet even in Standard I., 
in primary schools, plant and animal 
life, minerals and geography are among 
the subjects dealt with, as well as 
familiar lessons on the conditions of 
health. Elementary physics makes its 
first appearance at Standard V.

The judge has stated that he was not 
prepared to slate what steps he would 
take, but he was not inclined to submit 
to the payment of $76.000, a sum that 
would represent twice his investments. 
He had no idea, up to the moment of the 
bank's failure, but that it was solid. If 
the judge decides to light the matter iu 
the courts, there are plenty to follow 
suit. 4

A Bathurst correspondent of the Monc­
ton Transcript writes : “There is great 
indignation lelt around here at the course 
adopted by the firm of It. A. & J. Stewart, 
previous to their failure in business. 
The failure of this firm has thrown a 
large number of persons out of employ­
ment for the time being, but the lumber­
ing firm ofIC.F. Burns &Co., who are go­
ing into business with increased energy, 
will greatly help those who would other­
wise have suffered, by being thrown out 
of employment. Although the sudden

Thç Caraquot Railway.
A committee of the Legislative Coun­

cil composed of Messrs. Barbarie, Dav­
idson, Flewslling, Richard ami Wood, 
was appointed some time since to ex­
amine and report upon the papers sub 
milted relative to the Caraquet Railway.

Deaf and, Dumb.
In the fourth annual report of the 

Fredericton Institution for the Educa­
tion of the Deaf and Dumb Superinten­
dent Woodbridge reports that the work 
of the year has been fairly successful and 
that satisfactory progress had been made 
by most of the pupils under his charge. 
Twenty pupils have been in attendance 
during the year. None of them are from 
the Northern Counties, though applica­
tions have been received for the admis 
sion of two young men, one from Chat­
ham and the other from Jacquet River. 
There has keen an increase in the gener­
al subscription list from $1050 in the last 
report to $1437.88. This is gratifying in 
the face of the fact that charges injuri­
ous to the reputation of the institution, 
but which were proved to be false, had 
for a long time hung ovc it. The col­
lections made in Chatham amounted to 
$18 25; that in Newcastle and Douglas- 
towu $16.85 and that in Bathurst to $9. 
The report says :

During the past year the grounds 
about the institution have been made to 
contribute considerably to its support, 
and the buildings have been generally 
repaired, but an increased government 
grant is needed that tne services of an 
additional teacher may be secured to 
take charge of those pupils who may re­
ceive benefit from a course of articula­
tion and lip reading. A larger appro­
priation is also required from the legis­
lature, s > that the accommodations of 
the institution may be increased, and an 
industrial department added, in which 
instruction may be given in the art of 
printing and such trades as shoemaking 
and carpentry.

Advices lately received from Honolulu 
report that indie itions of another eruption 
of the Mauna Loa volcano were noticed
sixteen days ago.

A new use for the tobacco plant has 
lieen discovered. Its stems and waste, it 
is claimed, are equal to linen rags in the 
manufacture of paper. Tohaato waste 
costs less than 810 a toil, linen rags front 
£70 to 880. There is no expense in as­
sorting the former and very little shrink­
age, as against a loss of one-third of rags. 
The yearly tobacco waste is estimated by 
the census reports at from 83,000,000 to 
*4,000,000, -

The Chinese Minister has received from 
die State Department a check for 8147,- 
000, the idemnity voted by Congress for 
the sufferers by the Rock Springs out­
rage a year ago last September. The 
amount awarded averages about 8200 to 
each Chinaman for property.

FISHERY MATTERS.

President Cleveland on the Beta lia 
tiox Bill.

Washington, April 8.—The President 
having received a communication from 
the American Fisheries Union of Massa­
chusetts, calling attention to the fisheries 
dispute and-Suggesting that the retalia­
tory act p.vAcd by the late congress 
would, in their opinion, be sufficiently 
executed if the proposed retaliation was 
confined to closing the United States 
market to Canadian fish products, he has 

‘ * ade the following answer :

Washington, April 7, 7X87.—I sincere 
Iv trust the apprehension you express of 
unjust and ‘unfriendly treatment of 
Ametiran fishermen, lawfully found in 
Canadian waters, will not be really so.— 
If such apprehension should prove to he 
well founded7*I earnestly hope no fault 
or inconsiderable action of any ol uur 
citizens will in the least weaken the just 
position of our government or deprive us 
of the universal sympathy and support 
to which we should he entitled. The 
action of this administration since June 
1885, when the fishery articles of the 
treaty of 1871 were terminated under 
notification which had two years before 
lieen given by our government, have been 
fully disclosed by cmrespundence between 
representatives and appropriate depart­
ments of the respective governments, 
with which, I am apprised by your letter, 
you are entirely familiar. An examina­
tion of this correspondence has doubtless 
satisfied you that in no case have the 
rights or privileges of American fisher­
men been overlooked or neglected, but that 
on the contrary they have been studious­
ly insisted upon and cared far by every 
means within control of the executive 
branch of the government. The act of 
congress approved March 3, 1887, autho­
rizing a course of retaliation through 
executive action in the event ol a <on- 
tiiiuance on the part of the British Ame­
rican authorities of unfriendly conduct 
and treaty violations affecting American 
fishermen, has devolved upon the Presi­
dent of the United States exceeding grave 
and solemn responsibilities comprehend­
ing highly important consequences to our 
national character and dignity and in­
volving extremely valuable commercial 
intercourse bet wee u the British posses­
sions of North America and the people 
of the United States. I understand the 
main purpose of your letter is to suggest 
that in case recourse to retaliatory mea­
sures authorized by this act should be 
invited by unjust treatment of our fisher­
men in the future, the object of such 
retaliation might be fully accomplished 
by “ prohibiting Canadian caught fish 
from entering into ports of the United 
States.” The existing controversy is one 
in which two nations are parties con­
cerned. The retaliation contemplated by 
the act of congress is to he enforced—not 
to protect solely any particular interest, 
however meritorious or valuable, but to 
maintain national honor ami thus pro­
tect all our people. In this view, a vio­
lation of American fishery rights and un­
just or unfriendly acts towards a portion 
of our citizens engaged in this business 
is hut occasion for action and constitute 
a national ntfiout which gives birth to or 
may justify retaliation. This measure 
once resorted to, its effectiveness and 
value may well depend upon the thor­
oughness and extent of its application ; 
and in the performance of international 
duties, the enforcement of international 
rights and protection of our citizens, this 
government and the people of the L nited 
States must act as a unit, all intent upon 
attaining the best result of retaliation 
upon the basis of the maintenance of na­
tional honor and duty. A nation seek­
ing by any means to maintain its honor, 
dignity and intregity is engaged in pro­
tecting the lights of its people, and if in 
such efforts particular interests are in­
jured and special advantages forfeited, 
these things ought to lie patiently hot tie 
for the public good. The immense vo­
lume of population, manufactures and 
agricultural productions and marine ton­
nage and railways to which we have 
given activity largely the result of inter­
course between the United States and 
British America, and the natural growth 
of a full half century of good neighbor­
hood and friendly communication, form

NEW CUSTOMS REGULATION. 

The Loose and Uxpleasaxt Operation
OK HAVING one’s BAGGAGE SEARCH­

ED WHEN ENTERING CANADA Oll- 
VIATED.

Ottawa, April 8—The customs depart­
ment have provided a new regulation re­
specting travellers entering Canada by 
railway or bv steamer. Forms are sup­
plied to conductors of trains and masters 
or pursers on vessels.

This will obviate the 
loose and unpleasant search heretofore in 
operation, unless the passengers prefer 
the old plan when of course, their baggage 
will be searched. The senior member of 
a family may, if sufficiently acquainted 
with the contents of the baggage of the 
whole party, be allowed to include all 
such baggage in one entry. G cods sub­
ject to duty not exceeding $500 may he 
pas-'cd under the new arrangement. 
Jewelry that has lieen worn for at least 
six months as personal ornaments mat' he 
admitted free of duty. Wearing apparel 
in actual two months’ use by the passen­
ger, and not excessive in quantity or in­
appropriate to the passenger’s rank, sex 
or geneial fiiiancial'stimding may be ad­
mitted free. In the case of travellers ar­
riving in Canada with the intention of 
passing through or remaining only for a 
limited time the rules are to lie interpret­
ed in the most liberal sense. These regu­
lations, are tendered necessary because 
retail dealers complain of goods in excess 
of requirements, and sometimes sold after 
arrival, have lieen admitted free of duty 
under the old svstem. >

SION.

Nexvman Hall, in a vigorous article in 
the Evangelist, maintains the incumbent 
duty ot prohibiting the sale of strong 
drink, as well as using to the utmost the 
legitimate weapon of moral suasion.

Yon cannot make men sober by legislation. 
Nor can you make men honest, yet you can 
make robbery more difficult. You cannot 
make men sober, but you can diminish the al­
lurements to intemperance ; or you can incur 
tjie curse of the old Prophet : “ Woe unto him 
that giveth his neighbor drink, that pntteth 
the bottle to him, and njaketh him drunken 
also.”

We hear sad stories of evictions by owners 
against their tenants. But evictions a hun­
dred times more numerous are taking place all 
the year at our very doors, Shivering women 
and starving children are ruthlessly expeljed 
from house and home by a tyrant that never 
relents, and is never satiated, who can plead 
neither justice nor necessity, and his name is 
Alcohol. The law harbors, sanctions, stimu­
lates this greatest of law-breakers, aud sends 
him forth equipped from the arsenal law has 
established, to clutch the rent that might have 
saved the home ; to snatch the loaf from the 
table, tha dress from the back ; to maim and 
trample on the passers-by ; to wreck trains and 
sink ships and tire houses ; to kick lyomej) and 
torture children ; to crowd the poor hoqsp and 
the prison ; to be a seducer and a murderer ; 
to break human hearts, and to send tens of 
thousands of precious souls every year to a 
drunkard's grave.

Law inteferes witti the freedom of sell­
ing poisons and conbustibles ; bat alcohol is an 
pgpfosive inore destructive than any dynamite, 
a poison ;nore insidnous and deadly than any 
arsenic. Law onsets sanitary mesures, but 
drink causes more disease apt) age ; and ac­
cording to Mr. Gladstone, is the cause of lu.ji'e 
injury than pestilence, famine, and war com­
bined.

We are always hearing of wars, actual or 
#Xpecte:L Every government is prepared to 
resist attack. If a country is threatened by 
invasion, legislation woqld at once prepare tq 
repel it The invasion has begun. The enemy 
is at our doors. Should legislation discourage 
the defence aud aid the foe !

By the same right which we have to 
restrict the sale of strong drink, we may 
wholly test rain it. Are we ready to do 
so ! There is no doubt it would lend to 
financial troubles, and intefere with large 
brandies of trade. Are we sufficiently 
in earnest to care for none of these things, 
aud to endura whatever measure of 
“ hardness” may be necessary ? We be­
lieve it cannot be very long until the ex­
periment will me made. Let us he care­
ful that when made it shall prove success­
ful.

WINTER EVENINGS AT HOME,

There is an old topic, and I’m not 
sure that I shall , be able to And a 
single new reason why farmers and 
their boys or their girls should not 
improve these long winter evenings. 
It would take a column to enumerate 
all these reasons and very few of 
them would adqalt of any question. 
But for the present only a lew gen­
eral thoughts will be picscnted.

Assuming that winter is a season 
of comparative leisure with a large 
majority of formers act] others en­
gaged in rural pursuits, there arc 
from three to four hours of every 
evening, say from G to 9 o’clock, or 
10, that are not absolutely needed 
for rest by the farmer or his soaa.-^r 
Surely it would be folly to argue lhat 
because God took away the sunlight 
from these hours we are not to make 
use of them except in rest and sleep

perete cost. Vile stories arc related ; 
vulgar gossip about this and lhat 
neighbor is retailed to a score of cars, 
to be sent cut in turn on the wings 
of the wind. Tin conversation is 
perhaps inlcrcorded with profanity. 
These mon ere abusing the charming 
evening hours of winter. They 
came into the store, some of them 
perhaps on a proper errand, lmt per­
forming this they should rc'urn 
home, or make some proli able and 
beneficial use of their time. I have 
purposely omitted the drinking ele­
ment which usually belongs !o such a 
scene ; the pictuic is bad enough 
without it.

Now, the fa!hrr and his sous arc 
not always to blame in this matter. 
There are often extenuating circum­
stances ; the wife and mother may 
have an uncontrollable temper, or 
other elements of incompatibility, 
which developed after marriage, and 
have seived to embitter the home 
life. But perhaps in most cases ihc 
father is mainly at fault. In any 
event I hold lhat it is the duly of 
both parents to make and keep their 
home circle so attractive and pleas­
ant that neither son nor daughter 
will seek other society, or wander 
elsewhere for enjoyment, save on ex­
ceptional occasions. Failure in this 
respect is perhaps the main cause of 
the trouble. Contentment at home 
will cure the evil. Whatever can 
be done, ihcrefure, to make in-door 
life attractive, should be done 
promptly. Books, music, magazines, 
newspapers, bright and pleasing m >- 
dern furniture, lasteiul bangings, 
family parties—all these belong in 
evety home, no matter how humide, 
and most of them cun usualty be bad 
with proper effort.

As to society life—a continuous 
bum of social gatherings of every 
name and nature—I believe it to be 
productive of much evil. It is only 
a result of the increase, or fashion, I 
had almost said, of unhappiness or 
disccmfort at home. In communities 
where this social hum is prévalait, 
home life is really unfashionable ; no­
body expects lo be very happy at 
home—not in good form, von know. 
Cmb life is always a discordant ele­
ment in the home, and 1 of eu quest­
ion the influence of clubs, as a whole 
upon society, or c ur social relations, 
beneficent though they may seem. 
Au accurate trial balance won d re­
veal many surprising facts Farm­
ers’ clubs and other societies fue 
beneficial to a large ex’ent. Se c al 
attrition is commendable to some ex­
tent ; an interchange of views and 
sympathies is helpful and progres­
sive. But it has always been a fav­
orite notion with me that our Ido at 
home should be the happiest, the 
dearest and best of all, and that 
those who do not find it so, arc ne;t- 
trying very7 hard to make it thus, and 
do not succeed in enjoying them­
selves any better anywhere else. If 
sui'h is not the precise fact, it is at 
least an excellent idea to live by.

Now, why can’t we all bo happy 
and useful to each other, and the 
world in the home citcie wound the 
evening lamp? How comfortable, 
how cosy and how pleasant it is 
there when the colei s!oi ms and saucy 
winds beat mercilessly outside, and 
how much every member of the house 
hold can do to enhance these in-door 
pleasures. It is an excellent place 
for mental improvement; slates 
pencils, paper and books for the little 
ones ; newspapers, magazines, books 
for the larger people ; music, g unes 
conversation, good humor and con 
tentaient for everybody.

SHEEP AND CATTLE.

It Î3 to be remembered that (lie 
sheep does not make itself a debtor 
to the land. It will return more than 
it takes off, and, as a matter of fact 
it would lake very little off, if it re­
turned nothing. If the cost of a live 
pound fleece of wool is estimated, it 
will be found to be very little, for it 
would require the making of only 
one-fifth of an ounce a day, and ce - 
tainly, that would requite but little 
feed. The mineral matter taken 
from the soil by such a (lacca is little 
over an ctinea and a half. If we 
compare what a number of sheep 
that will equal a cow—say a half 
dozen mutton sheep—will cost the 
soil in m uerai matter, with what a 
cow, giving four thousand pounds of 
milk during the year, will cost it in 
mineral matter, we shall see how 
very little the sheep cos s in that 
direction. The half dozen will take 
f’om the soil not much mo-e than 
nine and a ha'f ounces of mirera’ 
matter. The cow will take twenty- 
six pounds, forty three times more. 
The cow will take also thirteen liim s 
more nitrogen than the sheep will 
take

The most favorable soil for a gar 
den is a light, rather dry loam, with 
a sufficient admixture of vegetable 
matter. A heavy, wet clay soil is 
not suitable for a vegetable garden ; 
vet if no other ground is available, 
underground drains, deep working, 
aqd a covering of sand and muck or 
peat will transform even such an nn 
promising soil into a fair garden. A 
slightly sloping surface, other condi­
tions being equal, is more favorable 
than a dead level, as it admits of bet­
ter drainage, and if inclinée] toward 
the spulUor southoastt, all the better. 
When possible, all the ground in­
tended for garden purposes should 
be plowed or spaded before winter. 
Much disappointment is caused by 
Sowing top early, before foe soil is 
Warm and dry enough. Even if tho 
seed germinates in such cases, little 
is gained and much risked, as the 
plants cannot make a vigorous 
growth before the proper season ; 
ant] seetls sown late will often give 
better results than early sowing.

Another frequent cause of failure 
is covering the seeds too deep. As 
a riilo, tbg smaller foe seed the light­
er they should be covered. The 
smaller seeds, such as celery, sweet 
marjoram, thyme, and other herbs, 
hardly require any covering at all ; 
and when the ground is fine and not 
too dry, sowing on the surface and
