LARGE INGREASE
IN BRITISH MAILS

Ottawa, July 6.—The reduction
in the rate of postage on British |
publications coming to Canada has
had the immediate result of largely
increasing the volume cf the mail
from Great Britian. The reduced
rate became effective at the begin- |
ing of April and from that time
until the end of June 4652 bags
of British mail were received at
Montreal. During the same months
last year only 3,002 bags of British
mail were received. Thke increase
is1,600 bags, or fifty-three per cent.
While there is some increase in all
classes of mail. the increase 1s
chiefly due to British magazines
and periodicals of a high class. i

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST..
Homestead Regulations.

Any even numbered section of
Dominion Lands in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, excepts
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be
homesteaded by any person who is
the sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 yvears of age, to the
extent of one-quarter ,section of
160 acres more or Jess. jﬂ

Entry must be made personally
at the local land office lor the dis+
trict’in which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required ta-
perform the conditions connected
therewith under one of the follow:s
ing plans:| .\

(1.) At least six months’ resis+
dence upon and cultivation of the
land in each year for three years.

(2.) If the father (or mother,
if the father is deceased) of the
homesteader resides upon a farm im
the vicinity of the land entered forr
the requirements as to residence:

(3.) If the settler has his per-
manent residence upon farming
land owned by him in the vicinityy
of his homestead, the requirements.
