Montreal, Feb. 11. — Instructions ;

poration, the terms of which are 
retroactive to Jan. 16 of this year.

The agreement will expire Jan. 15, 
1925. It provides for the following 
increases over the rates in effect on 
Jan. 15 of this year:

Datai men, underground—30 cents 
a day.

Datal surface men —25 cents a day.
Shooters and loaders and contract 

men, including helpers—7 cents per 
ton. 1

Hand-pick miners—8 cents per ton.
Location tracts—6 per cent.
It is estimated that the increase 

will involve an addition to the pay 
roll of the 12,000 miners of the cor­
poration of more than a million 
dollars a year.

The price of domestic coal to the 
miners is increased from $2.25 to 
$3.60 per ton.

Not only will the more than 12,000 
miners return to work as the result 
of today’s agreement, but the Sydney 
steel plant can be reopened, return­
ing more than 3,000 men to work, 
and also other persons incidentally 
thrown out of employment will re­
turn to work.

The closing down of the Nova 
Scotia mines went into effect at mid- 
night on Jan. 15, following a wage 
cut of 20 per cent announced by the 
corporation.

The miners have termed the pres­
ent. close-down a "lock-out."

HIGHGATE PASTOR REMAINS.
Special to The Advertiser.

Highgate, Feb. 11. — The officialA Difference of Method.
A nice point was raised when the 

local board of works were discussing 
estimates. The engineer favored a 
plan of including street sweeping 
and cleaning in the general rate, 
rather than on a frontage basis. The 
objection was that this would put 
$34,000 more in the general tax rate, 
rather than having the amount 
placed as special charges against 
property on a frontage basis.

The plan has been followed for a 
long time of taking things out of the 
general rate and placing them as 
special taxes against property. The 
idea in the first place was to keep 
the general rate from going beyond 
the point provided by the Municipal 
Act.

As soon as the general rate got to 
the point where it was bumping its 
head against the legal ceiling, some­
thing was taken off and placed as a 
special charge against property on a 
frontage basis. After this operation 
was performed the general rate could 
go ahead and grow until it threat­
ened to become over-sized, when 
another operation would be neces­
sary. The outcome of this has been 
that the general rate has never had 
a chance to get so big that it would 
alarm the people. In London besides' 
the general rate there is the tax on 
sewers, pavements, curbs and gut­
ters, street watering or oiling, pave­
ment sweeping and street cleaning, 
garbage collection.

The business of starting in the 
other direction, viz., of starting to 
place these special taxes back in the 
general rate, is going to drive up 
the general rate, but take it off the 
special taxes. If a council is going 
to be judged simply on the basis of 
what tax rate they find it necessary 
to employ, it will be poor business 
for them. There is also the point 
that the man on a small street is 
now sharing the cost of street clean 
ing in areas where they get much 
more attention than his property 
receives or desires.

If this plan is to be followed it 
cannot be charged to the mayor that 
he increased the tax rate. The citi­
zens will have to look upon it as the 
start of a plan whereby they can see 
in one column what the tax rate 
really is. At present they have a 
general rate and nine other special 
taxes, and it is quite a problem for 
a man to tell what the mill rate 
really is.

Editor of The Advertiser:
Sir,—Will you please permit me a 

few lines to say a word or two in 
regard to the Canadian senate, as 
the daily papers and public for years 
have been advocating abolishing 
such a chamber, and upholding one 
elected by the people. Manufactur­
ers and workers are crying out to­
day of the burdens of taxation, yet 
more is added on. There is a rem­
edy surely, but not in the cutting 
down of the pensions of those who 
served overseas.

In your editorial a few weeks ago 
you mentioned the facts of our pop­
ulation amounting to nine million, 
and how many officials, parliament­
ary and otherwise, it took to gov­
ern us.

Dr. Downham reported that owing 
to the epidemic of scarlet fever at 
present in the city the scarlet fever 
ward at Victoria Hospital was full, 
and that several cases were being 
treated at home.

Regarding smallpox, it was decided, 
in view of other arrangements made, 
that it was unnecessary to open the 
pest house. The M. O. H. reported 
that out of 800 pupils attending the 
Central Collegiate, 650 had been 
vaccinated following the discovery 
of a case among the students. All 
the teachers had been vaccinated.

The report of contagious diseases 
shows a continued run of the past 
month, with measles leading, 316 
cases having been reported, making 
a total of 534 for the past two months 
Chicken-pox comes next with 63 
cases last month and a total of 185 
for two months. Scarlet fever de- 
veloped in 31 new cases, making a 
total of 75, while four cases of 
diphtheria were reported, a total of 
nine for the two months. No cases 
of whooping-cough were reported.

Dairies Clean.
Dr. C. S. Tamlin, dairy inspector, 

presented his report of dairies and 
herds for the month ending January 
31, the report being considered good.

Forty-three indigent patients were 
referred to Dr. Downham, 21 of these 
being sent to Victoria Hospital.

Plumbing permits were granted in 
111 cases, the fees amounting to $178, 
according to the report of J. C. Young, 
sanitary inspector.
