The Battle of Somme Now at

Point of Great Violence

BATTLE OF THE SOMME HAS
REACHED PITCH OF HIGH VIOLENGE

The Germans are Not Yielding Their
Positions Without Desperate Resis-

tance

London, England, September 5.
—The battle of the Somme has now
reached the high pitch of violence.
Against the concentration of picked
German troops the French and Bri-
tish are striking blow after blow in
what appears tg be a supreme effqrt
to force a way through the German
line. ;

London to-day announces further
substantial gains at two points
north of the sector of 12 1-2 miles
over which the French advanced yes-
terday.

The Germans are not yielding their
carefully organized positions without
desperate resistance and the fighting
among ruins of villages and over de-
solated farm lands .is unceasingly se-
vere, with heavy losses on both
gides. Last night the Germans laun-
ched a number of vigorous counter-
attacks, but the French war office re-
poris they were beaten off with
heavy losses. to"the attackers. The
battle is being carried on under the
most unfavorable ‘weather condi-
tions. The British made last night’s
charges in a deluge of rain.

Since the begining of the Somme
offensive, 29 villages have been cap-
tured by the allies, each of them
powerfully organized. In an effort
to regain Barleux, one of the atrong-
est- of these positions, the Germans
yesterday made six counter-attacks.

On board S. S. Scandinavian,
12,-8,-'16.

We have at last got through with
riding the cars for the present, hav-
ing arrived here on Sunday, the 6th,
after travelling for about 4 days and
3 nights. We are pretty well at pres-
ent but very tired. We got on board
ship on Sunday and set sail on the
following Wednesday.

We were given every comfort and
consideration during our trip on
the way here, being loudly cheerei
at every station, especially at To-
ronto, where they nearly went wild.
They thotight we were the 124th
battalion, but I guess they were
tickled to see us anyway. The coun-

had a route march through the eitv,
but it was very early in the morn ng
6 a.m., so there were not many peo-
ple to see us. Then at four o’clock
the same afternoon we had another
walk in Moncton, and the following
morning in Campbellton, N.B. At
Halifax, we had a slight mishap, the
engine -and baggage car leaving the
track, but as luck would have it, no
one was hurt. That was the only ac-
cident that occurred in all our travel
until we finally left the train after
having had a good wash and break-
fast, which most of us needed very
much. Before we left, we made 2a
collection for the cooks, each man
giving 5c., which would give each
cook about $5.

As you know this is my first ex-
perience on board ship, and believe
me there is nothing like it. We have

The only thing there is not plenty
of is books to read. When a man
gets hold of a book he hangs on to it
like a pup to aroot. We arepnot 2o-
ing very fast, having covered 775
miles in 72 hours, just a little over
10 miles an hour.

RUSSIAN
OFFICIAL

Petrograd, Sept. 5, via London—In
the direction of Vladimir-Volynski, on
the upper ' Sereth, Volynia, Russian
troops in battles lasting from Thurs-
day to Saturday, captured 115 Teuton
officers and 4,514 men. They also
took six cannon, 35 machine guns and
four mine throwers, This information
was contained in the Russian official
statement to-day. which says:

“In the direction of Vladimir-Volyn-
ski in the rgeion of the upper Sereth,
we captured in battles from Thursday
to Saturday, 115 officers and 4,514 men.
We took six cannon, 35 machine guns
and four mine-throwers.

“In the wooded Carpathians our
troops continue to advance. We have
taken several more heights as the re-
sult of engagements.”

Fierce battles are in progress in the
region west of Ognott, in Turksh Ar-
menia, The Turkish troops are said to
be retreating hurriedly, and are said to
have burned their ammunition stores.

London, Sept. 5.—The first day’s
fighting on Roumanian soil, due lo
the invasion of Dobrudja by Bulgar-
ians and Germans, it is said by the
Bulgarian war office 1o have result-
ed in the retrea: of the Roumanians
who left hundreds of dead on the
field. As previously reported by the
German war office, the invaders
crossed the entire Dobrudja frontier
and occupied towns near the border.
The statement issued in Sofia on Sun-
day says:

“On our northern front, our arm-
jes on Saturday crossed the entire
Dobrudja frontier, energetically
driving back advanced detachments
of the enemy. We occupied Kurtbun-
ar after fighting, in which we took
prisoners 163 men and two officers.
The enemy retreated, leaving on the
field hundreds of dead-as well as a
great number of rifles and a quantity
of material. One of our columns oC
cupied Akkundular.

“On the Macedonian front there
was little activity. We repulséd weak
attacks north of Lake Ostrovo and
in the Moglenica valley.

“A hostile fleet bombarded the
fortifications north of Kavala. Ene-
my aeroplanes dropped bombs on the
villages of Starovo and Hazuatar and
on Angista station. Several inhabi-
tants, including women and children,
were killed.”

scheme of operations before he starts
and if he finds it worth while, will
spend a comparatively considerable
amount of money in the effort to es-
tablish himself. He does not expect|
to make an immediate profit, but he
does expect to create a demand for
his goods, and, having been in a
position to study in Germany the
possibilities of trade with Canada,
he usually succeeds when he does
visit the Dominion in making' the
business pay for the outlay incur-
red. When he raises his prices, 2a
diminuation of trade does not follow,
because a situation has been created
by his energies which will bear en-
hanced prices. This method of mak-
ing a market for one’s goods is w2!l
enough known to the trading com-
munity, but has not of recent years
characterized many lines of British
manufacture, probably on account of
lack of knowledge of conditions.

Speaking gencrally, it looks as if
Austria and Turkey are due to have

At any rate,
cheap rates are a serious factor for
the British manufacturer to compete
with, combined as they are with an
extensive use of such aids to com-
merce as the German Cartels and
Banks, and subsidies.

German intentions as regards
Canada must be judged from the
fact that just prior to the war the
Hamburg-American line opened an
office in Montreal, and a year previ-
ous to the war, four large German
forwarding agent firms had estab-
lished organizations right through
the Dominion. As customary with the
Germans, they commenced by quot-
ing rates which left them with little
or no profit, and a serious feature
of the campaign was that they ob-

tained thereby the names of the Caa-
adian customers of such British ship-

pers as entrusted them with busi-
ness, which information they utilized
in the German manner by suggesting
the names of German manufacturers
able to supply similar goods.

Here’s another letter, although I
guess you had enough of the last
epistle, but I must tell you of the
final journey a bit. The first sight of
England was New Brighton, and if
ever I saw a pretty place, it all look-
ed so extraordinary clean, the boys
all remarked on it, while the other
side of the river it was all factories
and hustle; certainly it caused a
good impression. We left the boat
about 6.20 p.m. Friday; just walked
through the sheds to the train, and,
oh. gee! laugh, well, that does not
explain it, when they saw the little
engines and coaches. The freight cars
are about 10 feet by 5 feet. Anyway,
they packed eight of us in each car-
riage, with all our kit, but we man-
aged to get fairly comfortable, and
away we went, and the cheering con-
tinued all along the line till after
midnight. English cheering (not
Canadian). When on the ocean we
saw those destroyers, and then again
when on the Mersey river with the
shores crowded and ferries on the
river, all the people cheering and
bands playing, it caused a feeling
and very near tears in your eyes,
that’s hard to understand. We had
gseveral stops on our rail journey,
Crewe, Birmingham and several oth-
ers, each time jumping out:for a few
minutes to stretch our legs. We ar-
rived at Liphook station just as day
was breaking, and after getting
sorted out a bit, marched to camp,
three miles or so. Of course we did
nothing yesterday in the way of drill-
ing.
