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NOTES FROM HONAN.

The following extracts from a letter
from R. A. Mitchell, ment us by Rev. Dr.
Mackay, foreign mission secretary, give
interesting glimpses of life in China.

“Peiteiho is the great summer resort
in North China for the missionaries of
different missions. They who are near-
est, have their new missionaries go down
early in the summer with their teacher,
and stay until quite late, learning the
Janguage.

The American Presbyterian Board of the
United States, North; and the American
Board of Missions have changed the time
and place of their annual meetings from
one of their mission stations to Peiteil

MISSION WORK IN TI'E WEST.

In a recent addres, given fn St
Stephen’s church, Winnipeg, Rev. Dr.
Carmichael, said:

“Missions make for aolidity and real na-
tional grentness. That work stands sec-
ond to none in Canada. Paul was the
first and greatest of foreign misionaries,
He was an intensely patriotic wan and
knew the epitome of the Jewish nation
and the abstract of national greatness of
hie time. He understood Jews as no other
man has, and he understood the gospel
as no other man has understood it since
Although his field of lahor was wile.
he never loet interest in the Jews. [He
fully lized the ing of the words,

and they meet in the summer instead of
the winter as formerly. They are thus
able to get the henefit of the sea, and
do business at the same time. This vear
the committee translating the Bible into
Wenli, or tevising it, met there.

Another committee from different mis-
eions working on a Union FHymn Book for
North China, met there. As evidence
that something is needed in the way of
a new hymn book, they find in various
books, no less than thirteen different
translations of one hymn. It is very de-
lightful and helpful to meet o many of
the workers of different missions, and to
exchange notes.”

““Mhe summer has been very dry about
Wei Hui and Wei Ch-ing. have
euffered badly, and will not produce
much. At other places round about it
was not so dry, o that there is not like-
ly to be any general want.

The railway is effecting important
changes. Chickens by the thousands, and
eggs by the hundreds of thousands are
being sent north, to Pekin and Tientwin.
This is an important supplement to rev-
enuvs, and will relieve distress.”

“The other day I took a run into the
country. The weather was a little catchy
and travel eventful. Had you seen me
one day with trousers turned up above
my knees carrying my bicycle on my back
through flooded fields, you would not re-
gard dignity as a prominent feature,
There is a kind of thorn or burr which
creeps through the grass looking for
something to stick into. On one part
of the road these plants were growing
across the track every few feet. My lawt
day included two punctures large enough
to prevent inflating the tire. It meant
missing a train on one line, riding twenty
milea to catch a train on another line,
and walking five miles pushing my wheel.
The syndicate had changed their time
table since I was before in that region.”

“At one place I called on a young man
who had been recorded as catechumen
whilet a patient in the hospital this
spring. He had not left his bed since go-
ing home two months ago, and was talk-
ing of going back to the hospital. As I
looked at his surroundings, I thought
that although our hospital is not much
from a foreign standpoint, it is a great
improvement on this. Ife belongs to a
family of fairly comfortable farmers. The
rorm in which he has spent the last two
months in bed has two doors; one for
the cattle and the other for the human
beings. There is no window. The place
is littered with every kind of thing. The
beama are stocked with ploughs, hoes,
rakes, eradles, ete, whilst cobwebs of
ages hang in festoons from the roof. Tt
geoms as if he could not be much longer
in this world, and certainly the pleasures
of Heaven to which we are tryinz to
point him are a great contrmast to his
present surroundings. May he be led into
firm trust in the Saviour whom he pro-
fesses to have found!”

Whilst each of thes paragraphs is
suggestive, the latter will make the reader
feel grateful for any help given in send-
ing medical missionaries to China.

“Go into all the world and preach the
gospel”  That spirit has to a very large
extent characterized our own church. As
soon as the tide of immigration turned
west our church followed 1t up. It was
difficult then to find men for the work,
and we enjoy to-day a proud position in
national life. We are a force in society
and in education, largely due through
missionary efforts in days gone by, Our
church was fortunate in having for their
leaders men of real grit, who understood
the needs of the time, and we are gld
that the same spirit is characterizing the
church to-day. Young men are doing dif-
fieult work for home missions and pros-
perous men are supporting the foreign
work. Last year over 134,000 immigrants
have been thrust into the west. This
means some 600 congregations of fifty fam-
ilies strong, It is surpricing the number
who are going into new districts and
finding there land rich in agricultural
wealth, Notwithstanding the large num-
ber of new arrivals and the area they
cover, we never had better support or so
much supply for our missions as this
winter. “My explanation for this,” the
speaker said, “is that God is in this
movement, and s guiding this immigra-
tion. He is at the base of the future of
this country. We must open our hearts
to Him, and we will find young men to
do the work and prosperous ones to fin-
ance it.”

Speaking of the work being done among
the Galician population, Dr. Carmichael
said that there were three things the
Galician hates: the pope, the patriarch
of St. Petersburg and a French priest.
Dr. Bryce and Principal Patrick have
done mueh for these people. “The most
pathetic thing to me,” the speaker said,
“i the fact that the Galician wants to
be a Camadian in the shortest possible
way. They arve glad in the liberty they
are enjoying and the help they are rve-
ceiving from us. Principal Patrick has
rendered this movement a great service
by his lectures to them and by the way
he has explained so clearly classical pas-
=ages.

“The east can hardly understand what
the west requires, We are making a
strong appeal to the stronger grega-
tions where the wealthier clasees are, to
suppert foreign missionavies, Within two
or three years the doors of opportunity
will be closed. Contributions are coming
in and we are delighted with the way
the west, when appealed to, are support-
ing thie work. God is touching our hearts
and showing us the meal of supporting
this great duty of ours. This work must
not fail.”

Many incidents were related by the
speaker during the address, telling of the
way small country churchee were econ-
tributing to the fund and how the work
was being done.

went—he made some very  inderesting
auntobiographical remarks,

*‘Why am 1 o theol gian?" he asked.
“Why is it that T never knew the hour
when I had not a longing to e a minis-
ter?  And in avswor he told a carioas
anecdote,  One afternoon he was m the
library of a friend, and echanceg to piek
up a diary of the travels of an ancestor
of this friend. He found that tais an-
cestor, together with Richard Camcron,
had in the vear 1680 taken refuge in the
neighhorhool of Lauderdale with a yeo-
man farmer, who was a direct ancestor
of his on his mother's side.  Here Cam-
eron shelter-d, while the pursuing dra-
goons careered aronnd,  All the habies
of the distriet were hronght to he bap-
téeed in the house, and the “guidman”
himself and his wife became Seceders.
From that  source, although he  knew
it not, Dr. Fairbairn inherited his early
tendings towards theology, and the con
viction, which has never left Lim, that
a man's religion eoncerns nobody but the
man and his G-

But that was ot all.  Family history
counted for much. His honse, on e
father's and mother's side, econtributed
twelve divines, “eminent D.IV's" to the
Church  of  Scotland. And  teaining
oounted for much, He was brought wn
among humble Christian  women,  from
whom he learned more than from any
numYer of bishops. Rorn in Preshyters
ian Sectland, he was bronght  up a
Culvini ®, but  rebelled  and  developed
a belief in a God all gracions and  kind.
He was edueated in a University whose

profe:sors had Enropean rather  than
English reputations, and there first he
bhegan to feel the donbts which every

honest youne Christian man must have,
But the domb's were stifted, for to ex-
press them would have heen eonsidered
sin.  When he entered the ministry and
began to reflect on his fature teaching,
he found his faith shattered. At last
he was compe'led to give up the minis-
try and he thought  with
sorrow, his only ealling would be jour
nalism, his only pulpit the daily Press,
But a way was opened.  He fled to
that refuge of fusitive divines, a Ger-
man  University,  There he found the
brisk American, full of honest doubt;
the plump, wellgroomed  Englishman,
with happy comfortable faith: many of
his own countrymen full of donbts they
dared not express: the vivaeions French-
man, the industrions Germap, and the
lively Swiss, There he gamed o new
faith, there he learned that God is neee
sary to man and man to God, and t
Christ was the highest humanity and
divinity combined; learned, too, to pro-
claim faithfully what he felt within him,
a practice—and here one felt strongly
the truth of his wordsb-from which he
had never since departed,

EFFECT OF EXAMPLE IN
INDIA,

Religion in the long run is judged by
its fruits, and the silent permeation of
Christiom in India is very notice-
able. 1 have met not a jew intelligent
Indians, n @ Christian by profession,
whose mental attivide  was  thoroughly
Chrvistian. Many have imbibed the ethics
of  Christianity  who stand aloof  from
its higher doctrines, not <o much because
they do not believe them as besunse they

uleas

do not feel equal to the sacrifice involved
in poh profession. There are not
few godless  Buropeans who run down

missicnary enterprise. They do not like
it, for it implics a condemnation of their
own unchristiun lives. Yet the excellent
fruits of such missions as those [ am
Visiting are =0 obvious that even men of
the world cannot but see them.

One must sadly admit that some of the
greatest hindrances  to  Christianity in
India come from the frivolous lives of
Europeans. 1 cannot help adverting to a
form of evil that has come in «f late
years: the advent of women from the
dregs of London society, whose immodest
dress and demeanor is a reproach to the
British name. You sometimes &ce them
in the hotels behaving in a way that
shocks the natives, who have very strict
ideas of female preoriety. No one can
tell how much the religion of Christ suf-
fors from the fashions of female dress
that emanate from London and Paris.
There is also another evil connected with
the cantonments of troops which I ean
only glance at. The wonder is that the
holy religion of ihrilt epreads so  fast
as it does in :qni‘e of the pagan lives
of some of our cotrymen.  But we have
on the other side many splendid examples
of noble life among both civilians and
soldiers, and some of the highest officials
in the country have becn and are truly
pious men. Such men are far more es-
teemed, even by ‘the non<Christian na-
tiv Hindoos and Mahometans believe
in having a religion. The thing that they
cannot understand is indifference to all

WHAT IS TEMPTATION.

Every man knows that he is constantly,
fearfully, tempted, but tew men ive
thought to the eternal, pivotal sguw
cance of the great fact that they are
tempted at all. Every temptation pre-
sents 1o a antan opportunity tor caoice,
and he is likely to think it a great is-
sue M the supposed gain of wrongdoing
seems great, and a small issue if the wsup-
posed gains are not really what ¥ longs
for passionately. He measures t o temp-
tation, and guards against it, in propor-
tion to its intensity and inducenients,
forgetting  that  the lightest inclination
toward an act which is not wholly clean
may be the real pivot on which s whoe
being turns just then and for all time.
As he chooses then so he may come to
be, and no man can presume sately upon
thar moment when the issue seems hardly
worth the cost of a fight with selt. Ev-
cry temptation is worth a fight to death,
simply becanse at is a tempation.

Man's notions and Bible truth are not
commonly at one on this great fact of
lite. To most men temptation means al-
lutement. In the Bible its primary mean-
g is “testing,” “‘proving.”’ To most
men the problem i the struggle is the
comparative attractiveness of a righteous
and an unrighteous course, because of the
supposed guns or losses of either, in the
line of the alluring act, or its overcoming.
But the Bible walls men to the highest
level of facing every temptation as a test,
The vital issue is the break with right-
cousness, and on that a man stands or
talls. So far have men swung out from
this central truth that there 1s even such
an utterly debased attitude toward temp-
tation as that of the thief who measures
with his glanee the poreh pillar and the
overhanging ecaves, the shadow on the
house front, and the glitter of a luxur-
ously furnished room beyond the open
window, and the high probability of his
bemg able to do the job without being
caught, Yet every thief always gels
caught in his thicving, not by the police,
but by the act itself. It is not the Jail
that he ought to fear. It 1s the thieving

The Bible is clear on the significance
of temptation, and no man need be con-
fused by sideissues in his warfare, The
allurements of a temptation are nothing
more than the means by which the test
s applied.

Not
only does it threaten to nulhty the ad-
vantages to American commerce whach
Secretary Hay contemplated in contend-
mg for the “open door™ in China—advan-
tages which the Panama Canal is intend-
ed to further, but other interests besides
those of commerce are imperilled.  Kv-
ery religious organization that is carry-
ing on missionary work in China has rea-
son o feel deep concern.  In the current
vumber of the “Atlantic  Monthly,” ex-
Secretary of State  Foster recounts the
facts that responsible  for this  in-
tense anti-American  feeling, and the nar-
rati says the Lutheran Observer, “is
one to fll us (the American people) with
shame.

Should Congress not heed the Pre-
sident’s admonition to take action to cor-
rect the situation, we need not be sur-
prised if this boycott grows and spreads
until it includes everything American, an:
our bankers, capitalists, contractors, build-
bre, engineers, manufacturers and even
physicians and missionaries in China are
treated as the Chinese are treated here. It
is a disgrace to the hoasted Christian civ-
ilization of this country that it begine to
recoznize the infamy of its poliey towanrits
Chinn only as that policy is applied in re-
tiiten ta iteelf.”

ELECTRIFICATION OF ST. CLAIR
TUNNEL,

The announcement has been given out
by the Grand Trunk Railway Systea that
arrangements have been made for the ad-
option of electric traction in the St, Clair
Tunnel, the contract for whieh has been
awarded to the Westingiouse Eleotric
and Manufacturing Company; the work
to be started at once and brought (o
completion as quickly as possible, The
system that will be adopted is known
as the alternatig current system with
overhead conductors—the vonduetors in
the interior of the tunnel being placed
upon the walls, and in the railway yards
they will be supported by stec bridges.
The trains will be operated by alternat
!n( current locomotives, capable of haul-
ing & passenger train om the grade at
the rate of 2) to 25 miles an hour, and a
freight train of 1,000 tons at the rate of
ten miles an hour. The interior of the
tunnel and the yards on both the United
States and Canada sides of the St Clair
River will Le lighted by .electricity from
the power that will be generated in the
extensive power house that it will be ne-
cessary to erect,

The length of the tunncl proper is 6,025
feet, and of (he open portals or approach-
es, 5,003 feet additional, or more than two
miles in all,one of the longest sub-marine
tunnels in the world. Iy is a continuous
iron tube, nineteen feet, ten inches in di-
ameter, put together in sections as the
work of boring procecded, and finally
bolted together, the total weight of the
iron aggregating 56,000,000 pounds.

The work was commenced in Septem-
ber, 1888, and it was opened for freight
traffic in October, 1891; a little more than
three years being required for its comple-
tion.  Passenger trains hegan running
through it December 7, 1501,

North-Wesi Territories, excepting 8 and 28, which has not been bome-
steaded, or reserved to p'iv.le wood lots for settiers, or for other
purpoges, may be hiwestead:d upon by auy person who is the sole bead
of @ family, or any maie over 18 years of age, to the extent of oue
quarter section, of 160 acres, more or lesa

Entry may be made personally at the lecal land office for the district
In which the land to be taken ls sltuate, or if the homesteader desircs,
he may, on application to the Minister of the Interior, Ottawa, the Co
1 or the local agent for the dis

o iet
In which the land is gituate, recelve authority for some one to wake
eotry for bim. A fee of $10.00 is charged for a homestead eutry.
HOMESTEAD DUTIES,
A eettler wilc has been ¢ranted an eotry for a homestead 18 required
by the provisions of the Dominion Lands Act and the amendinents

thereto, to the !
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months' residence upon and cultivation of the land
In each year durlng the terms of three years.

(2) It the father (or mother, If the father is deceased) of any person
who 1s eligible to make a homest entry under the provisions of
this Act, res!, upon a farm In the vielnity of the land entered for hy
such person ai homestead, the requirements of this Act as to reel-
dence prior to obtalning patent may be satisfied by such person residing
with the father or mother, <

(8) 1 a sottler was entitle) to and has obtalned entry for .o second
homestend, the requirements of this Act as to residence prior to obtala-
Ing patent may be satlsfled by residence npon the first homestend, it
the gecond homestead 1s In the viclnity of the first homestead,

(4) 1t the settler has lls permanent resldence upon farming Iand
owned hy him In the vicinity of his homestend, the requirements of this
Act 8 to resldence may he satisfied by residence npon the sald land,

The term “viclnity” usad nbove 1s mennt to Indiente the eame town,
township or an adjoining or cornering township.

A eettler who avalls himslf of the provisions of Clanses (2), (8) or
(4) must cultivate 80 nacresof his homestead, or substitute 20 bead of
stock, with bulldl for thair a datlon, and have besldes 80
acres substantlally fenced.

The privilege of a gecond entry Is restricted by law to those settiers
only who completed the dutls upon thelr first bomesteads to entitle
them to patent on or before the 2nd June, 1889,

Every homesteader who falls to comply with the requirements of the
homestend law Is llable to ave Lls entry cancelled, and the land may
be agaln thrown open for entry.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT
should be mce at the end of three years, before the Local Agent, Sub-
Agent, or the Homestead Tgspector. Before making application for
patent, the settler mugt give slx months’ notlce in writing to the Com-
missioner o# Dominfon Lands, At Ottawa, of his Intentlon to o so.
