The anousl Missionary meeting was beld in
Brunswick Street Caurch on Monday night the
15th inst. The night was cold and stormy, and
this in connection with tke prevalence of sick-
ness in many femilies sensibly sffected the at-
tendecce. After the openiog services by Rev.
J. McMurrsy, M. H. Richey, E¢q., was calied

to the chair, and addressed the meeting.

The missionary spirit had been an essential
characteristic of Methodism ever since Jobn
Wesley declared * The World is my parish.”
It was chiefly the conviction that this ageney
was under the blessing of God, accomplishing
widespread good for the humsn family, that
confirmed bim in kis allegiance to the church in
which be was born. BShould our szeal in this
good cause declive, Iohabod would be written
upon our churches. “'We might exchaoge
poverty for wealth, a simple for an elsb
ritual. Cuyshioned seats, charming music and
elcquent cratory might attract the luxurious
worshipper, but our glory would be depsrted
and the day of dissoiution near. There was,
bowever, no need at present to fear the failure
of tbe Missionary spirit,. The speaker then re-
ferred to his recollections of Missionary meetings
in by gone deys in Caneda, where be listened
with delight to the simple but besrt-moving
narratives of Case and his co-workers; and re-
lated ore or two striking and amusiog appeals
made by John Sunday when plesding for Mis-
sions.
