w holly of a domestic character,—one of those 
striking realities whose simplicity puts to shame 
the high-coloured extravagancies of fiction. But 
the story is possessed of peculiar interest, as af­
fording us a glimpse of John Bunyan amid his 
quiet pastoral duties in Bedfordshire ; and of the 
people among whom he laboured. The sim­
plicity and faith of his young disciple shines out 
beautifully in contrast to the satanic malice of her 
defeated accuser ; and the whole narrative seems 
to link us anew, as by the ties of natural sympa­
thy, to the men of that age, the humble followers 
of Bunyan, whom we thus behold, as it were, 
in their daily avocations, farming and marketing, 
and riding together, as opportunity offered, to 
some lowly place of meeting, to hesr the words of 
life from the lips of him

Men were they, and Women also, of like pas­
sions with ourselves ; with loves, and liâtes, and 
jealousy, and malice, and evil speaking, with 
true affection also, and goal hope, tlnoug faith, 
wherewith to face the wiles of the advetsary.

Could we now recover such narratives of all 
those among whum Bunyan ministered, we should 
obtain a most interesting key to the characters 
ot his beautiful Allegory ;—for lie drew from 
the life, and represented as in a minor the truths 
lie had seen. Probably no age in English his­
tory could furnish more striking biographies. 
John Gifford, lor example, “the Evangelist” o: 
the Pilgi im, is a character scarcely less remarkable 
than Bunyan himself. Originally a stannchlRoyal- 
is;, and concerned in the rising of Kent, he was ar­
rested, with eleven others, and doomed to lia. 
The night before the day of execution, his sister 
vi itrd him. (She found the gun id asleep, and 
with her aid the prisoner escaped. For three 
days he lav concealed in a deep ditch, in a neigh­
bouring field; but ut length he got away to a 
place of safely near Bedford. There he vcntu.eJ 
mi the practise of physic ; hut he was still aban­
doned to the most vicious courses.

One evening he 1 ist a large sum of money in 
gambling, and in the fierceness of his chagrin, 
his mind was filled with the most desperate 
thoughts of tho Providence of God, In his wx- 
a.ion he snatched up a book. It chanced to be 
one of the works of 'Bolton, a serious and forci­
ble divine, then well known. A sentence in this 
book so fixed his conscience, that for many weeks 
he could get no re>t ; the end, however, was peace 
of mind in believing. For some time the few 
pious people in the neighbourhood would i.ot 
believe in the conversion of such a re.irubate ; 
but nothing daunted, lie began le preach the

MOONLIGHT <fe MIDNIGHT IN NEW
YORK HARBOR.

Such me essentially the scenes which are 
witnessed every warm moonlight night, upon 
this majestic river.—When wc pushed from the 
pier, in the edge of the evening, there were 
hundreds, of gent lenten and ladies scattered about 
in groups, looking anxiously for boats which 
could not be obtained. Said our boatman, 
Everything that floats is out such a night as this. 
If I had a hundred boats I could let every one 
of them.” The impre-sion of this excursion was 
one which w ill never he effaced from the memory 
of those who enjoyed it. We need not seek the 
banks of the Rhine or the skies of Italy, for 
beautiful scenery or soft zephyrs. Nature speaks 
in her varied tones at our thresholds, if we have 
hut hearts to respond to lier utterance. And in 
these communing» witli nature, there are joys to 
he found, h ardly surpassed hy any others which 
can he experienced this side of heaven.—A ew 
York Jbeatn/elist.

bundle, cuffed his forgetful hoy Joe, and fell into 
a most graceless frame of mind. Alas ! for such 
a parent! Kwn poor brindlc herself would al­
most pronounce liis religion a form ; and as for 
the hoy Joe, he could but fancy his father a 
hypocrite, while smarting under the stroke of his 
angry cuff's, while the echoes of the morning 
prayer still lingering in liis cars. XX’liat wonder 
if that boy should reject the Gospel, despise his 
parents and become a bad man ?

! your Bible open, and your conscience calm at

the same time, whilst you allow the interior ol 
China to remain shut : and it can only he opened 
to the gospel b.j the gospel. “ Great and effec­
tual doors of entrance ” into tho nations, are 
not opened hy Providence, until churches knock, 
and champions are willing to enter at all hazards. 
Then God set before them “ an open dour, which 
no man can shut” again.

Human distinction, however honourable, is, I 
am aware, not a legitimate motive (as it is now 
understood) to ply Christians with. And certain­
ly, lie who will not work without it is not worthy 
of it. You are not “ called of God” to China, 
if your pulse heals high only when the prospect 
of distinction flashes upon you. All such emotion 
is of the “ earth, earthy.’ Fame is, however, 
an inseparable adjunct of philanthropic enterprise 
in the present state of the world. No man, who 
deserves distinction, can escape it, now that the 
church must grapple with imperial idolatry, or 
be disgraced in the eyes of idolaters and deists. 
For it is not now, as when the first ambassadors 
of the cross challenged the whole Olympus and 
Empyrean of heathenism. Then Christianity 
was taken up by the world only ai a question of 
facts and of men ; not as a question of principles. 
Neither sciolists nor sages were afraid ot its 
principles. They recognized, in Christians, “men 
that would turn the world upside down;” but

cruelty of the Chinese ? Merchants will find 
plenty of clerks and supercargoes amongst your 
ungodly contemporaries ; and shall not the 
Church find standard-bearers amongst her sons Î 
Amongst all her sons, are there “ none to com» 
fort her, now that she begins to “ weep sore in 
the night," for the dark places of the earth, and 
especially for China ?

I rom the beginning, the Captain of Salvation 
has always said to parents, “ He that loveth sob 
or daughter more than me, is not worthy of me,”
He will apply this rule to you when he gives the 
word of command for a great “ multitude of 
preachers.” For where can he find them but in 
your families ? You yourselves cannot obey hie 
summons ; and, therefore, “ instead of the fath­
ers,“ he must take the children, and make them 
the “ princes in all the earth,” now that he is 
about to take unto himself his great power to 
reign over all the earth.

Mothers ! nothing but a hope full of immor­
tality can reconcile you to consecrate a son to 
missions. Maternal nature ia too strong to be 
overcome by any thing but grace, when a son is 
to be given up to foreign service. But when 
grace triumphs in the maternal bosom, it tri­
umphs gloriously ! The looks of Knill’s mother, 
when she »aid, “ Go. my eon,” spoke volumes 
more than her lip*. He saw as well as heard 
that she had given him to the Lord : and see 
how he has given himself to the Lord, and been 
honoured by the Lord ever since ! O, stand not 
between your son and the seraph that touches 
willing lips with “ a live coal" from off the high 
altar ot the temple ! You welcomed that seraph 
when he touched the heart of your son with the 
coal which kindled the love of Christ in it; and 
will you not allow that love to be inflamed into 
zeal lor the glory of Christ ? True, there are 
perils abroad ; hut are there none at home ? Y"oi* 
can keep your child from foreign missions, but 
you cannot keep him alive at home. You can 
throw yourself between him and China, but not 
between him and the grave. God can take to 
the sepulchre what you refuse to give to hi» ser­
vice.

This ia not hard nor harsh ; for, ware all 
mothers to refuse, the heathen must be left to 
perish. Nor should the sacrifice be thrown upon 
poor mothers. It is a sacrifice ; and, therefore, 
should be made oftenest by tho parents who 
cannot be impoverished nor perilled hy it. When­
ever "pious sons have “ great expectations," pioua 
parents cannot have great fears for their own 
comfortable subsistence ; and, if the family be 
large as well as opulent, nothing would be sueh 
a security against the snares of the world, as to 
have one son keeping “ the world under liis feet." 
liis example, in counting all things but loss to 
win Christ, and to win souls to Christ, would he 
a perpetual balance-wheel upon all the move­
ments of liis brothers and sisters. The brother 
of a missionary, like the brother ef a XVhitcfield, 
could not forget himself amidst the care* or the 
suares of life.

Parents ! weigh these facts. You tremble for 
some of your children. Their very prospects of 
success in the world made you jealous of their 
souls. Give, then, the most pious to China ; and 
thus you will have taken the best steps in your 
power to save the rest. The wealthier you are, 
the more wise and necessary this step is. Thus, 
“ I have written unto you, fathers, because ye 
have known Him who is from the beginning. 
I have written unto you, young men, because ye 
are strong:"—and this is the writing, and tfto 
interpretation of the thing ! “ Love not tho
world, neither the things which are in the world ; 
if any man love the world, tho love of the Father 
is not in him. For all that is in the world, th# 
lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and 
the pride of life, is not of the Father, but of the 
world. And the world paste th away, and tho 
lust thereof : but lie that doeth the will of God, 
abideth for ever.” Now, one part of that Su­
preme will is, “ Enter China and this#cannot be 
done until young men win over their parents to 
make sacrifices, and parents encourage their 
ministers to anoint their sons, and ministers lead 
on the Churches to attempt all that God has 
commanded, and the Churches make Missionary
Societies in reality—what they are in uame— 
“ the light of the world."

is, it will do some justice to the principles which 
improve the world. Thus it will follow with all 
its eyes, and proclaim with all its tongues, the 
practical results of experiments upon China. 
Philosophy itself will he transformed into faith, 
when the Church places the crown of China upon 
the head of Christ. ’ In such an enterprise, before 
such spectators, distinction is inevitable. No real 
champion on this field can die unmissed or 
unmounted. The martyrdom of one Protestant 
missionary in China, would touch a chord 
of sensation throughout the old and the new 
world, that would not ceaue to vibrate, until a 
thousand missionaries were sworn upon liis tomb 
to conquer or die. The bell that tolled his 
requiem, would ring the knell of her idolatry.

“I write unto you, young men, because ye 
are strong.” whether rich or poor. From your 
rank men have arisen to dare the cannibalism 
of the island, and to endure the solitude of the 
wilderness. They have not shrunk from the 
effeminacy of the East, nor from the ferocity of 
the South.

CHARACTER OF THE FATHER MANI­
FESTED IN THE SON.

Such is the character in which God is mani­
fested in the Scriptures ; and.it is only in his Son, 
the Lord Jesus Christ, that he is so manifested. 
God was from eternity what he is, and would 
have been the same to eternity, had creation 
never existed. But to manifest him as being what 
he is, the entrance of sin was necessary. In re­
demption only is he seen acting according to all 
liis attributes iu harmony. Nothing can be more 
dishonourable to God, nor more inconsistent with 
his word, than the supposition that the entrance 
of sin disappointed his expectations, and that the 
incarnation of his Bon was a fortunate afterthought 
a* a mere expedient to counteract the design of 
Batan, and as far a* possible repair the mischief 
of the fall. Redemption was necessary to show 
God in all the glories of his character. The en­
trance of sin, iu the wisdom of the divine counsels, 
afforded scope for the display of all the attribute» 
of the God whose existence was from eternity. 
Indeed, it is quite self-evident than an All-wise, 
Almighty being, knowing all things from eternity, 
and able to act according to liis pleasure, would 
never have permitted sin to' enter among his 
w orks, had he not intended, through the occasion 
of its existence, to glorify hi* own name.

That the whole scheme of redemption was 
planned before sin entered the world, ia a matter 
of the plainest revelation. . In the very creation 
of man, we have a type of Christ, und in the 
marriage of our first parents, we have the union 
of Christ and liis church ; by which their sins be­
come his, and his righteousness becomes theirs. 
Christ is on this ground called the second Adam. 
Why was Eve made from a rib out of the side of 
her husband 1 Was the Almighty Creator at 
such a loss for materials out ot which to form a 
wile for Adam, that lie was obliged to make a 
breach in the body of the man ? Why was not 
Eve, like her husband, formed immediately from 
the dust ? Was she not formed from the body 
of her husband, that she might be bone of his 
bone, and flesh of his flesh ? ^ as R uo1 ^at in
all future time it might from tlii* he seen, that 
though formerly twain, the husband and the wife 
are one flesh ? And does not the apostle, in the 
Epistle to the Ephesians, show that this is a 
figure of Christ and liis church ?

God, then, in creating man, was not disappoint­
ed by the entrance of sin. Redemption from it 
by the Son of God, in our nature, is a truth 
written in the very constitution of human nature. 
What unworthy notions do men hold of God, 
when they consider him, in all bis dealings with

the world since the creation, as engaged in a 
series of expedients to repair the grand defeat 
which he suffered from Satan in the fall of man ! 
A jroper vicv&of the subject will show that sin

elf is m:|de to glorify Ood. Over the very 
uiumph of Satan God triumphs.

It has often been shown, with the most satis­
factory evidence from Scripture, that our Lord 
Jesus Christ possesses every attribute of Deity. 
This truth is the groundwork on which the whole 
plan of redemption rests. It is equally true, 
though not so generally known even to Christi­
ans, that all the knowledge which we have of the 
f ather is by seeing him as he is revealed in his 
.Son. Christ not only possesses Godhead equally 
with the Father, but the Bather is seen to be 
what he is by being manifested in his Son. It is 
only in the Son that the I ather can be scon and 
known. We see the Father when we see the 
Son. It is the Son who reveals the Father. No 
man knows the Father but he to whom the Sou 
reveals him. They who know not Christ know 
not God. They who know not the Son are de­
clared to be ignorant of the Father also.

In the very work of creation, the Father is 
seen only in the Son ; for it was by the Son that 
the Father made the world. The heavens and 
earth, which afford evidence of the existence ui 
God, are the work of our Lord Jesus Christ.

The enemies of the Godhead of Christ tel us 
that he made the world only as a deputy. Make 
a world by deputation ! The very thought is an 
absurdity If Christ made the world he possess­
ed creative power and wisdom. II he possesses 
these he is God. If the power and wisdom dis­
played in creation are evidence of the existence 
of God, then, if Jesus made the world, he must 
be God, possessing the attributes which are evi­
dence of Godhead.

In like manner, the Father is seen as the God 
of providence only in his Son. All things are 
upheld by the word of his power, as well us they 
were made by it. Think of the power that 
sustains the heavenly bodies, and carries them 
forward in their course—think of the wisdom that 
directs their unerring progress—think of the 
power and wisdom that are necessary to the con­
tinued existence of every thing that lives. Is this 
Almighty power? Is this infinite wisdom? 
Then is Jesus Almighty and All-wise. Even in 
human nature, the don of God now reigns in all 
worlds as Mediator of the New Covenant. Thu 
very breath of liis enemies is in his hands.

That the Lord Jesus possesses the attributes 
of Omnipresence follows of necessity. If he is 
the Creator and Governor of the uniicrsc, lie 
must be everywhere present. Ibis attribute is 
besides expressly claimed by him. “ \\ herever 
two or three arc gathered together in my name, 
there am 1 in the midst of. you. Ibis implies 
his omnipresence. “ Go ye, therefore, and teach 
all nations—Lo, I am with you alway, even to 
the end of the world." If hu is not the Omnipo­
tent, Omnipresent God, he could not make good
this promise. He could not otherwise be with 
them alway, and every where, to give them suc­
cess. This shows also that to Christ belongs the 
divine attribute of long-suffering. If he has all 
power, what must be hii patience with respect 
to his enemies !

The power and wisdom of God are more ilhu 
triously displayed in the redeiuprioo of hhrist 
than in his works of creation and providence. 
“Christ," says the apostle, “ the power of God 
and the wisdom of God." The most glorious 
display b >th of the wisdom and power of God is 
to be seen in redemption. In this wisdom and 
power Christ is one with the Father.

That to Jesus belonged almighty power is clear 
from the manner of his miracles. In them he 
speaks and acts as God. If the God <if eyeation 
stid providence said to the waters of the sea, 
“ Hitherto shall ye go nod no farther, ami here 
shall vour proud waves be stayed/ Jesus, in like 
style, says,to the angry billows, “ Peace, be still, 
and immediately there w is a great ealiu. Ibis 
must be the Lord of nature.

In the forgiveness of sin, Christ assumed the 
character of God. He forgave sin, when on 
earth, not merely by v.ay of declaration, but by 
authority, j From the exrrci.-c of this divine pre­
rogative, the Jews charged him with invading the 
province of God.

In Christ only is there a display of justice and 
mercy, in perfection and in harmony. ' Christ re­
vealed God as the just God, and a Saviour. 
The harmony of these divine attributes never 
could have been seen but in his work. It is in 
kim that their claims have an exemplification, 
and a fulfilment. Justice would have existed in 
God, but offended justice could not in any way- 
out in Christ have suffered mercy to act.

Sovereignty, the mort awfully august of the 
divine attributes, which human wisdom is not 
willing to allow to its God, was manifested by 
Christ even in his state of humiliation. He suf­
fered the virtuous young man to continue in bis 
love of the world, while he changed tile heart of 
Zacelieus the publican. In bis intercourse both 
with the world and with 1rs own disciples, he 
constantly acted as possessing this attribute.

applying for his wages, claimed pay for a young 
man up to that day whom he had discharged some 
days before. His master said, looking him 
steadily in the face, “ Robert do you want to 
cheat inc, by asking wages for a man that was 
discharged eight days ago ?" He had no sooner 
said this, than the miserable conscience striken 
man’s blood forsook his face, as if he had been 
stabbed to the heart. When his master saw him 
so much affected, he told him that ht might still 
labour as he had done, but that after such a 
manifestly dishonest attempt, his character and 
the confidence in it, were gone forever. On 
Monday, Robert made his appearance, but was 
utterly an altered man. Hie agitation of his 
mind had reduced his body to the feebleness of 
an infant’s. He took his spade and tried to use 
it but in vain ; and it was with difficulty that he 
reached home. He went to bed immediately; 
medical aid was procured, but to no purpose, 
and the poor fellow sunk under the sense of his 
degradation, and expired on Wednesday fore­
noon ! His neighbours who attended him, say, 
that a short time before he died, he declared, 
that the agony consequent on the loss of his 
character as an honest man, which lie had for so 
many years maintained, was the sole cause of his 
death.—Alliance.

Wishes arc smoke, liglitenough to be driven any­
where t>v any slight, passing current of air. 
Prayers go steady and strong in a specified direc­
tion, ploughing through cross seas, and indiffer­
ent, ns the steamer, to the direction of the wind.

1 wish 1 But you had better work. Wishing 
is easy. That is the reason you love and prac­
tice ii, likely. People can wish without moving a 
muscle. They can wish without thinking much, 
without feeling much, with doing nothing. 
Wishing people are apt to have very relaxed
nerves, and very languid muscles. Wishes in­
stead of proving thu existence of vigour and
energy, intimate the market quite destitute of 
both. Wishing and working are seldom in the 
relation of parent i.nd child, and it is usually a 
puny progeny when the relation does exist.

Besides, wishes are prettv generally young 
rebels. They are hisurrecionixts in miniature.

But far too frequently are they 
the secret repinings of a mind dissatisfied with 
the arrangements of an all-wise Providence, and 
indulging thus its sinful murmurings.

Wishing wastes lime. It docs not take a great 
while, indvrd^ogive expression to a wish. 
But pcop’-^q^^ey^hing have a great many 
of them, and occupy many flying moments in 
that way. As drops make a shower, so wishes 
become showers by the aggregate of individual 
acts. Put all thu vain, trifling, and useless, and 
wicked wishes of a single individual who is in the 
habit of this thing together, and the time thus 
wasted, or worse than wasted, is no small item in 
the history of one’s probation,

A lilltle more on this topic. Wishes are par­
ents of targe families of idle, vain dreams and 
air castles, Wishes usually respect a good not 
within reach. But that wish brings up the con­
templated good, and gives fancy wings, and the 
vain and trifling mind flics abroad on all sorts of 
excursions in all directions. Ho who loves to 
wish, generally loves, also, to give his imagina­
tion the reins." And the idle wish will starthim 
off on a journey of imaginings, and he is far gone, 
and sometimes long gone from the sober and sub­
stantial realities of life. He comes back droop­
ing and languid from that profitless excursion, 
and greatly unfitted for the actual, serious busi­
ness of life. It was the idle wish that sent him 
away from home. He gained nothing by the 
journey but mental emptiness and some stripes 
of conscience, if it was sharp enough to discern 
and act in view of such folly.

W ishes are sources of self-deception. How 
many exclaim, and that countless times, “ I wish 
I was a Christian. I wish my heart was right, 
I wish I had my' portion with the people of God. 
I wish I knew more of the Scriptures,” Sic. This 
wishing for good things, it is believed, is not seldom 
taken for real desires of the heart after spiritual 
good. It is taken as evidence of a mind some­
what, at least, set towards God and holy things. 
There seems, therefore, to be some goodness in 
it. Good wishes are mistaken forgoodness ; are 
put in the place of goodness itself ; the spurious 
in the place of the genuine coin. Good wishes 
are a very cheap substitute, and it is to be feared a 
very common one, for prayer, effort, zeal and 
energy in doinggood. The one is so much easier

than the other, that with the additional motive 
that such wishes have a specious appearance of 
real goodness, they take the place of doing good. 
—New York Evangelist. Pascal.

BAPTISM OF BELLS.
Among the ceremonies with which the ritual 

of the Romish Church is overloaded, the baptism 
of bells is prominent. It is properly speaking a 
“ consecration,” and is so called in the authorised 
formulary ; hut it so nearly resembles the act of 
baptism, that it is spoken of as such by Roman 
Catholic writers, though they are careful to tell 
us that the bell is not baptised “ for the remis­
sion of sins ! ’’

It is an ancient ceremony. Some fliiuk, fol­
lowing Baronins, that it was first introduced by 
Pope John xiii., in the year 9C8 ; but that is a 
mistake, for one of the capitulars, or ecclesias­
tical decrees of Charlemagne, dated A. D. 789, 
expressly forbids_.the baptizing of bulls, which 
clearly indicates that it had been then for some 
time practised.

A priest may baptise human beings, but a 
bishop only has the privilege of baptizing bells, 
and episcopal feus are not famed for moderation. 
Wealthy and distinguished persons aspire to the 
honour of becoming godfathers and godmothers 
on such occasions (sponsors for bulls !)—an hon­
our for which they are expected to pay liberally.
Bulb the money and thu rich robes or other 
ornaments contributed, urn received on behalf of 
the bell, and doubtless ns faithfully used as were
the cosily viands which were set before the 
image of Bel in the olden time. Formerly the 
ceremony was concluded by a sumptuous feast.

This was one of the “hundred grievances” 
which the Germans made the subject of com­
plaint and remonstrance at the Diet of Nurem- 
burg, A. D. 1522. They stated that the con­
secration of churches, churchyards, altars, bells, 
ifcc., was usually performed by the suffragan 
bishops, who being very insufficiently paid by ihe 
prelates for whom they acted, demanded large 
sums for the preformanee of these Services. 
The Diet did not hesitate to denounce such exac­
tions as “ contrary to the Christian religion ;’’ and 
they required that bells should be consecrated 
by ordinary priests, without charge.

We will now proceed to give an account of 
thu ceremonies observed at the consecration, or 

' sm of a bell.
The bell Is suspended by timberwork, in a 

convenient part of the church, so that the offi­
ciating persons may easily have access to it, in 
every direction.

The bishop and clergy having put on their 
robes, the bishop having moreover the mitre on 
on his head, and the pastoral staff in his hand, 
proceed to the spot, where the bishop is seated 
in the episcopal chair. He remains sitting, when 
the lessons from Scripture arc recited : during 
prayer, he stands, with his head uncovered.

The service begins with the recitation of the 
following Psalms, viz., the 51st, 54th, 57th, 70th, 
86th, and 130th. The bishop then blesses the 
salt and water.

“ The Exorcism of thr Salt.—I exorcise thee, 
0 creature of salt, bv the living f God by the 
true f God, by the Holy f God ; by that God, 
who by the Prophet Elisha commanded thee to 
lie ca t into the water to cure its harrenne.-s ; 
that thou mavest by tliii exorcism be made 
beneficial to the faithful, and become toall them 
that make use of thee, healthful both to soul and
body ; and that in what place soever thou shall 
be sprinkled, all illusions and wickedness and 
crafty wiles of Satan may be chased away, and 
depart from that place; and everv unclean spirit 
commanded in his name, who is to come to judge 
the living and the dead, and the world by fire. 
Amen.

Let as pray.—0 almighty and everlasting God, 
we most humbly implore thy infinite raerev, that 
thou wouldest vouchsafe by thv power to bless f 
and to sanctify f this thy creature of salt, which 
thou hast given fur the use of mankind : that it 
may bc<b all tout toko it lor the lie iltli of mind 
and body ; and that whatever shall be touched 
or sprinkled with it may be freed from all un- 
elcannesa, and from all as-aulls of wicked spirits, 
through our Lord Jesus Chjritt, Ac.

The Exorcpptn of Wat* r\—1 exorcise thee, lO 
creature of water, in the name of God f the 
Father Almighty, and in the name of Jesus Christ 
f his Son our Lord, and in the virtue of the Holy 
f G host ; that thou raayest by this exorcism have 
power to chase away all the power of the encmv ;
that tliou mavest be enabl 'd to cast him out, ami 
put him to flight with all his apostate angels, by 
the virtue of ihe same Jesus Christ our Lord, 
who is lo çome to judge the bring and the dead, 
and the world by fire. Amen.

Let us proy.—-0 God, who for the benefit of 
mankind hast made use of the element of water 
in the greatest sacraments, mercifully hear our 
prayers, and impart the virtue of thy blessing f 
to this element, prepared by many kinds of puri­
fications . that this thy creatui e made use of in 
thy mysteries, may receive the effect of thv 
divine grace, for the chasing away devils and 
curing diseases; and that whatsoever shall be 
sprinkled with this water in the houses or places 
of the faithful, may be free from ail uncleanness, 
and delivered from evil : let no pestilential spirit 
reside there, no infectious air : let all the snares 
of the hidden enemy tiv away : and may what­
ever envies the safety or repose of the inhabit­
ants of that place be put to flight by the sprink­
lings of this water, that the welfare which we 
seek by the invocation of the holy name may be 
defended from all sorts of assauls. Through our 
Lord Jesus Christ,’’ Ac.

Another prayer follows, in which God is en­
treated to grant that whenever the sound of the 
bell, about to be consecrated, shall be heard, 
enemies may cease to have power to injure, «and 
whirlwinds, lightning, thunder, and all storms 
and tempests, become harmless.

Mixing the salt with the water, the bishop
says :—

“ May this salt and water be mixed together, 
in the name of the Father f, and of the Son f, 
and of the Holy | Ghost. Amen.

O God, the Author of invincible power. Kin» 
of an empire that cannot be overcome, and for 
ever magnificently triumphant ; who restrainest 
the forces of the adversary, who defeatest the 
fury of the roaring enemy,who mightily conquer- 
est his malicious wiles ; wo pray and beseech 
thee, O Lord, with dread and humility, to regard 
with a favourable countenance this creature of 
salt and water, to enlighten it with thy bounty, 
and to sanctify it with the dew of thy faiheriy 
goodness, that wheresoever it shall be sprinkled, 
all infestation of the unclean spirit may depart, 
and all fear of the venomous serpent may be 
chased away, through the invocation of thy holy 
name ; and that the presence of the Holy Ghost 
may be every where with us, who seek thy mer­
cy. Through our Lord Jesus Christ,” &c.

The washing of the bell with the holy water 
is then begun by the bishop, and carried on by 
the priests, who wash it thoroughly, within and 
without, wiping it dry with a clean" linen cloth. 
During this process. Psalm 146 and four follow­
ing are recited.

The bishop next makes the sign of the cross with 
holy pil, on the upper part of the bell. This is 
followed by a prayer very similar to the last, 
the burden of the petition being’that at the sound 
of the bell the devotion of the people may be in­
creased, storms, <fcc., may be driven away, and 
the powers of darkness caused to tremble and flee. 
The Bishop then wipes out the cross with a linen 
cloth, and the 29th Pslam is recited.

The naming cf the bell follows. Here the cros­
sing is abundant. The bishop, makes seven 
crosses with holy oil on the outside of the bell, 
and four with holy chrism within, saying, as he 
makes each cross, “ Let this sign, Ô Lord, be 
sanctified and consecrated : in the name of the 
Father f, and of the Son f, and of the Holy f 
Ghost ; in honour of the Saint [mentioning the 
name]. Peace be with thee.”

It is at this part of the service that the god­
fathers and godmothers are introduced, though 
what is the design of their appointment, save 
the getting of money, it would be hard indeed to 
tell. The Roman Pontifical makes no mention 
of them. A learned Roman Catholic writer, 
whose work is now before us, states that the 
custom originated in Spain. Its folly and pro­
fanity must be evident to all.

After a prayer, in which God is besought to 
grant that all who hear the bell may be delivered 
from tile temptations of the enemy, and ever 
keep the Catholic faith, censers with smoking 
incense in them, are placed- under the bell, and 
remain there while an anthem is chanted, with 
part of the 77th Psalm. In another prayer, God 
is entreated to saturate the hell with the dew of 
the Holy Spirit, that at its sound the enemy of 
the good may flee axvay, the people? 61" (lie Lord 
be comforted, angels protect them in their a<s ou­
blies, and their substance, minds, and bodies,, 
enjoy divine preservation.

Luke x. 38-42. is read—the bishop kisses the 
book of the gospels—makes the sign ot the eru - 
on the bell once more—and llielceremonv is end­
ed. Our readers are doubtless aware that tli3 
whole service is pel formed in Latin.

We#will only add that the great bell (it weighs 
II tons 1 cwt. 1 qr., or 24,780 "lbs.) reccntlr 
imported from England for the use of the Parish 
Church of Montreal, was consecrated or baptized
on Lord’s day, June 18, 1818, by the Roman 
Catholic bishop. There were eight godfathers 
and as many godmothers. The Hon. L. II. La­
fontaine, Attorney General, Canada East, was 
one of the godfathers !

CONSISTENCY AMONGST PRESBY­
TERIANS.

The following item of news is extracted from 
the minutes of the proceedings of the General 
Assembly of the Free Church of Scotland ; as 
published in the Glasgow Herald :—

CASK OF MU. ANDF.RSOX.

The Assembly then took up a case of appeal 
from Mr. Alexander Anderson, minister at Old 
Aberdeen, against a judgment of the Presbytery 
of Aberdeen. It. a opeared that, in the month of 
June last, he sent a letter to the Presbytery de­
mining liis charge, inasmuch as he had adopted 
convictions with regard to like principles on which 
sealing ordinances are to be administered under 
the Gospel, which incapacitated him for discharg­
ing tiie functions understood to belong to the Free 
Church. The Presbvterv appointed a committee 
to confer with Mr. Anderson ; and ns this com­
mittee reported lhat they had faihl in accomplish­
ing the purpose for which they were appointed, 
tho Presbytery, at a meeting on the 9th of May, 
dechircd that Mr. Anderson should, no longer he 
a minister or a member of the Free Church, in­
asmuch as he rejected a doctrine which the 
ChtiUch held to he of great importance, namely, 
•the right of ihe iniants of members of the 

Church to church membership, and consequently 
to the initiatory ordinance appointed for the 
solemn admission of members into the Church." 
Mr. Anderson appealed against this decision to 
the General Assembly on a number of grounds.

Mr. Anderson addressed the Assembly at 
great length, maintaining that it was the expres­
sive law of the New Testament Church, given in 
the word of God, and paramount to all human 
regulations, that the fellowship of its members 
should not be violated oil account of differences 
of judgment like the present, conscientiously ad­
opted, and not affecting on either side the higher 
fellowship which the parties were privileged to 
enjoy with God and with Christ.

After some remarks frojn Dr. Candlish, Mr. 
Gibson, and Dr. Cunningham, a motion was made, 
and unanimously agreed lo, dismissing the appeal, 
and affirming the sentence of the Presbytery of 
Aberdeen.

It will be seen at a glançe, by the intelligent 
reader, that the Assembly in the above case took 
consistent ground. Admitting that thé member8 
of that Assembly were conscientious men, and 
firmly believed their own published sentiments ; 
how could they do otherwise than decree, that 
Mr. Anderson should “ no longer be a minister or 
member of the Free Church ;’’ his faith and his 
practice having become, in their judgment, not 
merely at variance with, but entirely subversive 
of, the order of the Church. We of cour, e, do 
not believe that their ecclesiastical polity is found 
in the Bible ; we have no confidence in their mode 
of admitting members into the visible church : we 
regard it as a mere human arrangement which i< 
subversive of the primitive order of Christ’s 
house; hut who can deny to them the merit of 
sterling consistency. And what a rebuke does 
their unanimous action in the above case imp irt 
to many, on both sides the Atlantic, who c ill 
themselves Raptists. \\ bile by the heat of 
Christian love they (the Baptists) would fuse 
to «-ether radically discordant sviitim-nts ami prac­
tices, and present to the v

This is liberality with a vengeance ! and yet it is 
called by that name, and many admire and ap­
plaud it ! llow is this ? Is it the result of rational 
thought, or of pure and elevated religious sensibili­
ty; such as the Bible warrants, and God approves ? 
Oris it not rather a heartless attempt to clip down 
the heaven-high principles of the gospel to a 
correspondence with the wayward impulses of 
unsanctified hearts. We cannot employ the im­
posing term liberality as indicative of that course 
which sets aside the plain requirements of Christ, 
and substitutes for his laws, human reveries— 
human views of propriety—human schemes for 
conducting the government of His church. We 
cannot deem that as liberality which would refer 
to any part of the Christian system as unimjrortant 
—neither can we believe that those men who 
deprecate all interference with divine enactment 
are bigots. .

others ! And not by the piety of others ; but bv 
the emotions which overwhelmed the soul previ­
ous to or at the time of conversion. Now this 
•torrent of passion which opresscs the spirit, and 
which often dethroned, for a time, the reason it­
self, in the ease of many, when they arc made 
conscious of the sinfulness of their hearts before 
God, and led to some appreciation of their terribk 
doom beyond the grave, should they die in. their 
sins, is really of little importance in a Christian 
profession. Such emotions are nothing more than 
the awakened operation of excited sensibilité, and 
are always found to harmonize with the tempera­
ment of the individual exercised. Nothing can 
he more fallacious than the suppositien that such 
excitement, in itself considered, is a Christian ex­
perience. It may indeed be connected with the 
renunciation of the world, and the flight of the 
soul to Christ—hut if this is the only evidence 
which a man has of his being born again, lie is 
making a fearful mistake.

Such strong emotions must not be recognised 
as constituting a genuine repentance for sin, and 
entitling the subject of them to tho favour of 
God, and to a place amongst the sanctified in 
heaven. They are mere involuntary emotions, 
awakened in many instances doubtless bv the 
power of truth, and terminating in many instan­
ces in a subversion of the spirit to Christ__yet
being superinduced in the soul, independent of 
the exercise ot its own volition, they are of 
course, in all such instances, destitute of any 
moral charm 1er. This will bp the more evident 
if we note the fact that such emotions are frequ­
ently excited by the mere force of human sym­
pathy, and terminate in leading the subject farth­
er from submission to Christ, than it was in its 
previous stupor. There is no lack of individuals, 
infidels now, who will gravely inform the world 
that they have passed through the ordeal of re­
generation, and looking back upon tho whole 
from a calm place and a secure distance, they 
are prepared to give evidence to the fact, that 
the power and the glory of Christ’s religion looses 
itself in a fog of fanaticism. Now that such may 
have been fanatics, is, of course, not denied. 
That such may have abandoned the stable and 
authoritative decisions of reason and conscience, 
for the bewildering motions of overheated sensi­
bility may be painfully true ; but we must pro­
test against the liberty taken by such men, in 
venturing In the fool-hardiness of their souls to 
aErm, that they have known ail about, or any­
thing about, the power of the gospel to save. 
They may have felt something of the power of 
the law, to convince and to condemn—but know 
nothing of the strength of the gospel to heal and 

to save.
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able facts that some Christians go trembling and 
mourning along the pathway of everlasting life, 
simply because they cannot perceive in all their 
Christian experience as they call it, the turbulent 
pi ay of those passions of the soul, which in them- 

.selves considered, have nothing to do with genu­
ine piety. The simple questions which such des­
ponding souls should propose to themselves are. 
Do I believe in Jesus Christ and docs my faith 
lead me to the best of my knowledge and ability 
to serve him. Not am I sinless ! but do I love 

the Lord, and bave I a present disposition to serve 
him. P.

LEADING MEN IN THE CHURCHES. 

How many unpleasant associations cluster 
around that phrase! What emotions of jeal­
ousy and envy, and distrust it awakens ! And 
ret we suppose such emotions to bo decidedly 
wrong, at least in many instances. In all asso­
ciations, voluntary or involuntary, sacred or civil, 
wc find men whose superior advantages or busi­
ness tact fit them for exalted usefulness, and the 
mind of the mass turns ns naturally to such mi n 
in the hour of perplexity or danger as tl.c 
needle turns towards the pole. It a chapel is lo 
be built, they must superintend the undertaking; 
if a pastor is to be sought out and engaged, they 
must shoulder the toil ; and if funds must be 
raised, they must assume the drudgery and the 
responsibility of the work. Now in all this it is 
true they are only discharging their duty to God 
and to the church. The Saviour has granted to 
bis Zion different gifts in the persons of different 
brethren ; and all members of the spiritual body, 
like the members of any natural body, have not 
the same office. If the brethren of whom we 
«peak should fail to perform the duties referred 
to, they would sin against God, for they would 
fail to fill their proper place in the churchs. Vet 
bow often is it the case, that their energy and 
their zeal is misconstrued or misunderstood.— 
How often is their earnest and best endeavours to 
promote the interest of the church, placed to the 
account of their pride or their desire to be rulers ; 
and how often are sensitive minds amongst them 
thus either prevented altogether from discharg­
ing their dutv, or miserably crippled in its per­
formance. Wc doubt not but that there are 
men in the churches whose efforts are closely 
connected with, if not produced by their love of 
pre-eminence. Such should meet, the unequivo­
cal rebuke of all good men. Rut the fact that 
some men dishonour their profession, and grieve 
the Saviour by abusing their intellgcnee, surely 
constitutes no sound reason for censuring those 
brethren who employ the gifts that God has be­
stowed to advance his glory.

The church has a right to expect that every 
member will do bis duty. If he possesses 
wealth, they are entitled to the full amount of 
power, in every direction, which such possession 
ensures ; if he have the gift of exhortation, he is 
not at liberty to withhold from the church the 
free exercise of such a gift ; and if he pos-esses 
a correct business talent, it must be consecrated 
to God, and employed in .all suitable ways and 
on all suitable occasions to his glory. The church 
has a right to expect this—all this—for Christ 
expects it all ; and woe to the man who withholds
from the Lord more than is meet 1 and woe to the
church that suffers the risings of a heartless 
jealousy to cripple the efforts of any of all its 
members ! *•

INSURRECTIONS IN CUBA.

Havana, MaWh, ISIS.
Thrre have been lately Form* «ei ions symptoms of in­

surrection discovered among the slaves of this island, 
and so serious, that troops have h ■♦*»« stationdfl on several 
plantations to be ready lor immediate action in case of 
an on1 break. The timely discovery of thc«e insurrec­
tionary movements will probably postpone th** dang-T ; 
but the inhabitants are in constant apprehension, and 
past events show that fears are not groundless. Lar"<* 
numbers ol the slaves, trained to war and massacre 
in Africa, are ready to cnliM in any scheme ol plunder 
and bloodshed, however small may l»c the pn»->|*‘ct of 
aëcui ing i h< i.- fret•• ! un. 1
leaders to excite their passions and direct their move­
ments. Such leaders arc found among the free negroes, 
who rememlivr their sufferings while in bondage, and thiist 
for revenge. But the military force of the island i< too 
great to allow the slightest hope to the slave ol obtain­
ing his lilierty by insurrection, and the attempt is to lx? 
deprecated more on account of the cruelties it will pro­
voke from the whites, than on account *ol the dangers 
they iniv fear from the blacks. The scenes ol Novem­
ber, 1843, would l>e re-enacted. The churn ter and 
eon«i*<piencçs of that insured ion are probably little un­
derstood. as very few of the f.icts were ex er pu iiidied.

1:. the first outbreak, which cotnmi ic *d on t ie 
Tritimvirabo,six white per-on were killed, and property 
to the amount of $ SO .000 was destroyed. A few days 
lifter, Don Esteban de Ovie o discovered a plan for an 
insurrection in Sabanilia, to which it is suppos'd that 
<10,000 slaves were accessory. The conspiracy was con­
ducted by one Valdes, a mulatto poet, who wu> .su, j>M> ‘d 
to have been instigated by Turnbull, the British C oi <ul.
1 nm not aware, however, that there was any positive 
evidence of his agency in the affair.

The measures of the conspirators were so ill-concerted, 
that they could not act in concert, and before a decisive 
blow* was struck, the ringleaders were arrested, ami Ibo 
infected districts *!!t>d won solylets )MIt n rpvjy
end to th^ ^,.,1 urbanCC. Then followed the work of re- 
uiDUtion. A sort of civil Inquisition was administered 
with a spirit of brutality and ferocity rarely exhibited by 
any civilized tribunal since the days ot the Romish In­
quisition. ' .

Free negroes were the chief objects of snspicion, nr.d 
Were arrested and put to the torture on no otlvi evidence 
-of çuilt than the fact that they were free. Many who 
resided twenty or thirty miles from the scene ol the out­
break, were seized ami dragged with merciless .cruelty 
from place to place, and flogged till death by their wo un I > 
or their own hands put an end to their sufferings. The 
.case of a negro tailor at Guinea, was related to me by 
one of his neighlmui-s. He had purchased his freedom, 
and accumulated pro{»r1y to the amount of alout $10,000- 
This fact made him a prominent mark for the inquisitors. 
He was seized, and confined lor several days in the stocks, 
with scarcely foot! enough to sustain life. Then he was 
marched on foot forty-five miles to Matanzas, where he 
was twice floggetl almost to death, to extort from him in­
formation concerning the conspiracy, which he could not 
jmssihly have possessed. Expecting that this torture 
would be continued, as he saw it in other cases, he opened 
an artery, and was found in his prison a corpse- His 
property was confiscated to the crown.

Cuba are strangers to the sense of security. Soon aftet 
the last insurrection, in order to prevent the recurrence 
of such, scenes, they petitioned the Captain-General for 
a prohibition of the slave trade But this only brought 
upon their heads the wrath of On. O’Donnell. and many 
of the petitioners were compelled to leave the island. It 
will not lie strange if another insurrection shall be at­
tempted. They have the example and sympathy, and 
may expert the aid of the 900.000 free blacks in St- Do­
mingo, anri the 400,000 in Jamaica. The emancipat ion 
of the slaves in the French islands, and the terrible 
vengeance? which they are inflicting upon their former 
masters, are oû will be known, notwithstanding the ef­
forts used to prevent it* Probably these events have 
occasioned the present symptoms of outbreak, and may 
yet produce more decisive effects as they become more 
generally known among the slaves. In short, the posi­
tion of Cuba, in this respect, is very critical, and she 
may soon witness tragedies not less bloody than those 
which resulted in the ascendancy of the blacks in the 
island of St- Domingo.—New- York Evangelist.

be much bcnelitted by the rain, and will consequently be 
ruther a poor crop, truite a number of fields of Full W heat 
have been much injured by the recent frosts, anil look quite 
white and withered. Early potatoes, corn, Stc-, have been 
injured to a greater or less degree. The crops generally, in 
this vicinity, do not look as promising as they did a mouth 
ago—Bathurst Courier-

cruelty.”These scenes are still fresh in the remembrance of 
the inhabitants, and there is no security that they may 
not be repeated at any hour. The tyranny ol their fo­
reign trustees is not more grievous than the tyranny of 
tlavrrjr, and between both, the white inhabitants of

EUROPEAN INTELLIGENCE.
XYe gave last week the telegraphic despatch, 

eanoiinciig the arrival of the Cambria, with some 
itees of her news. We now lay before our 
readers some further particulars.

The turbid current of political agitation in 
France, it will be seen, lias made a sudden detour. 
Louis Bonaparte, in whose favour a montli ago it 
would h ,ve Le n madness to speak, seems now to 
be the idol of the mob ; 4the claims and preten­
sions of “ moderut.se” and “ultras’’ being alike 
disregarded for the assumptions of the prince.

FRANCE.

The new phase in French politics consists in 
the sudden interest manifested for the nephew of 
Napoleon—Louis Napoleon, whose pretensions to 
the throne have twice involved him in trouble, 
•nd procured for him the suspicion of all Europe. 
In the election of candidates for eleven vacant 
•eats, Louis Napoleon was one of the returned 
The majority was not very Ittrge ; but the result 
seemed to surprise everybody—the Prince as well 
as others. lie immediately accepted the office, 
aud made his appearance in Paris with the oilier 
ten. The presentation of his name awoke great 
enthusiasm on the part of the faction known as 
Bonapaitists, and what is more significant, seems 
to have been seized upon by other disappointed 
■partisans, as a means of resisting the tendency of 
tilings now manifesting itself in the Assembly. 
Ho was not thought of till a day or two before 
election, and yet was carried in. The event, 
with all its associations, was deemed important 
enough by 'the Government, to unite them to­
gether. It is said that the dissensions which for 
some time have existed between the members of 
the Executive Government, were hushed ; and 
the Assembly, in the presentation of a financial 
scheme, passed a vote of confidence in the Ex­
ecutive Government.

During the transaction of this business, La­
martine made a brilliant and emphatic speech, 
under an evidently atrong excitement. While he 
was speaking, a shout was heard without. In 
great alarm, Lamartine ceased to speak and im­
mediately left the Chamber.

From thégreat agitation visible in the Cabinet, 
it was evident something unusual had occurred. 
After the lapse of about twenty minutes, La­
martine entered under the influence of great 
emotion, and announced that, to the cry of “ Vive 
l’Empereur Napoleor, the Commandant of the 
National Guards had been fired upon. Skillfully 
turning the circumstance to advantage, lie then
appealed to the Assembly, ia the name of the 
Government, to crush what he assumed to be the 
projects of the Bonapartists, by at once pronounc­
ing the exclusion of the l'rince. This appeal at 
the moment was apparently received by the As­
sembly with almost unanimous approval, and 
there was every appearance that the vote of ex­
clusion would be immediate. Yet chiefly through 
the urging of two of the three Bouapai lists— 
Pierre and Jerome, the vote was not taken.

Meanwhile out of doors, the indications of ih<* 
popular will became hourly more unmi.,: a liable. 
Ki've Napoleon! was heard everywhere, and ! 
Vive VEmpereur ! with significant frequency.

These indications had their elici t : and at the ; 
next mectiiig, the Assembly revoked the decrees , 
of exile, and declared that Louis Xapulvon should , 
be admitted a member.

That important results aveexpectid from this ■ 
movement, it is easy to see, from the intense 
feeling it created. Nothing could exceed the 
agitation of Lamartine during the debate. As 
the representative of the idea of a peaceful, order­
ly republic, with universal suffrage and equal 
rights, his dread of the influence of Bonaparte, 
and of the combination of various opposing fae- 
tioos with him, discloses a fearful portent lor the 
success of the great experiment will', which he is 
identified. Ledru Rolhn also strongly opposed 
the admission of Bonaparte ; while, it is signifi­
cant to observe, the legitimists, Oi luanisis, and 
communists, combine to favour his pretensions, 
Thiers, Odillou Barrot, Berrycr, Puvergier 
d Hauranne, with the ultra communist clubs, aie 
«111 in favour of Napoleon. It was reported, 
Though the report whs not credited, that on the 
vote for admitting Louis Napoleon, Ledru Kullin 
immediately resigned, and that Lamartine would 
follow. A large number of representatives met 
together, to request Lamartine, Arago, and Gar­
nier Pages to remain in the Government, < ven 
should Ledru Ilollin resign. At the last ac­
counts, notwithstanding the defeat, the Executive 
Commission still kept their ground. On the lôth 
unstaiff the Assembly was discussing a proposi­
tion for declaring Algeria an integral part of 
Franc*. Paris was tranquil.

The return of Thiers has occasioned some sen­
sation ; and a môb of ultra republicans assailed 
him, which it became necessary to disperse by 
the troops.

A placard from General Pyat was posted on 
the walls of Paris, declaring that there is not a 
word ef truth in the reports afloat as to the am­
bitious views of Prince Louis Napoleon, and that 
he has in fact, no wish but that of being a private 
citizen of the Republic. The Napoléonien, one of 
the now journals which have sprung up to advo­

cate the Prince’s claims, asserts, however, that 
the election of Prince Louis Napoleon has filled 
the Executive Government with dismay. The 
Committee of the Constitution, which had ad­
mitted the principle of a President by direct elec­
tion, is said to Lave abandoned that plan. The 
rexolutioti is expected to have an effect directly 
contrary to that intended, and to advance the 
chances of Prince Louis's election for President.

In this connection, it may be mentioned as 
quite u significant ciroumitance, that several well- 
known aspirant* to the French crown arc in Paris, 
or suspected to be there. The Prince de Joinville 
aud Duc d’Aumale,. report says, have passed 
some days in Vans, also that the Duke of Bouv- 
deaux has been there, and been received by the 
Duke de Montemart, and passed a day with his 
nurse. The Prince de Joinville, however, is said 
to have refused to encourage an attempt to over­
throw the existing government. The attempts 
of the police to arrest these dangerous visitors, 
though aware of their presence, had been unsuc­
cessful.

ENGLAND.
True bills have been found by the Grand Jury 

at the June sessions of the Central Criminal 
Court, London, against Messrs. Ernest Jones, 
Fussell, Vernon, Looney, Sharpe and Williams, 
the Chartist lenders, for sedition. On the ap­
plication of the prisoners’ council, the Court 
postponed these trials till the J uly sessions, which 
commence on the third of July.

The Anti-State Ohurch Association has closed 
an unusually vigorous and successful campaign 
by unfurling its colours in the very camp of the 
aristocracy and the Church. Not content with 
advocating its principles before large assemblies 
in the manufacturing towns, or at the London 
Taverh and Finsbury Chapel, it has this week 
veatoied on the bold experiment of bolding a 
public meeting in that resort of gentility and 
fashion, the Queen's Conceit Room, Hanover- 
equare. Not only was the audience large and 
Respectable, and the proceedings, while animated 

ear nest, conducted amidst perfect quiet ; but 
the Committee were unable to furnish tickets to 
a large number who were anxious to be present. 

U. Lushington, M. P. for Westminister, Mr.

Sharman Crawford, M* P., (both Churchmen), 
Mr, Georgu Thompson, M. P.. and Mr* Kershaw, 
M. P. were among the speakers, and Dr. Bow- 
ring, M. P. and Colonel Thompson, M. P. had, 
we believe, promised their assistance, but were 
prevented by 1‘ai liamentary engagements. These 
gentlemen, with Mr. Gardner, Mr. Burnet, Dr. 
i’iice, Mr. Archer, and Mr. Miall, madespeec îes 
marked by great point, power, and eloquence,
and whiih evidently produced a great impression 
on the assembly.

IRELAND.
The proposed coalition of the moral and the 

physical force parties in Ireland has been unex­
pectedly suspended thy a letter from Mr. John 
0 Connell, announcing that he has changed his 
mind in consequence of having received, “ from 
a most important quarter, a remonstrance against 
giving up the Repeal Association founded by 
Daniel O’Connell.’’

The subscriptions on behalf of Mrs. Mitchell 
have reached the sum of eleven hundred pounds 
sterling.

NORTHERN ITALY.
Asotiieh Italian Victout.—On the 3rd the 

Austrians concentrated themselves in the environ- 
of Casaboldo and Asola, but more particularly 
at Rivalta, where Marshal Radetsky had estab­
lished his head quarters. They had also thrown 
a bridge over tbe Mincio, to secure their retreat. 
On the 4th before daybreak, the Piedmontese 
made an attack upon them, and some cannon-shot 
were tired ; but when they arrived at the posi­
tions lately occupied by the enemy, they found 
them abandoned, as the Austrians had retired to 
Mantua during the night by concealed marches. 
The whole field was siill strewn with the dead 
bodies of those who had fallen on the 30th ult. 
About 200 Italian deserters went over to the 
Piedmontese at Asola. Charles Albert bad re­
turned to his head-quarters at Valeggio.

The Hungarians have resolved [not to fight 
ngaint the Italian cause.

The Pope has declared his willingness to place 
the iron crown of Charlemagne on the head of 
Charles Albert, if it would tend to the peace of 
Italy.

NAPLES.
The reign of terror still continues—whilst the 

energy and determination of the suppressed peo­
ple is gaining vigour. Insurgent Calabrians have 
gained possession of three fortresses j and at Ca- 
banzara, it is said, a provisional government is 
established.

At Naples their is a temporary calm, the re­
publicans awaiting a favourable rtoment lor an­
other struggle. The ministry had presented a 
programme of conditions upon which only they 
would retain office. These conditions were—The 
dismissal of the Swiss ; the reorganization as 
before of the National Guard ; the convocation 
of the Chambers with the same Deputies, and 
complete oblivion of the past.

ROME.
Liberty op the Press.— The Contemporaneo 

of Rome, of the 10th publishes the new law on 
the liberty of tiie press. The censorship is abol­
ished. Every publication to bear the name ol 
the printer and the place of publication. Clan­
destine publications are punished with line and 
imprisonment. Public journals must have a re­
sponsible editor.

Attacks against the church or its ministers, 
or against the temporal power of the Pope, or 
against foreign powers or their ministers, are 
punished with imprisonment for six months orsn 
find of from <i I to 100 seudi (GOOf.) The act con­
tains lour chapters and thirty-two articles.

To prevent this, when you go to milk the cows, 
put about the size of a bean of saltpetre into the 
milking pail ; this is all you have to do ; it will 
take away every kind of unnatural or disagree­
able taste, and will enable you to use many kiuds 
of food for your cows, which would without it 
destroy your cheese or butter.

Salt applied to Asparagus.—Salt should 
not he applied to asparagus at the time of mak­
ing the beds; but when the plants are growing, 
frequently, and in small doses. Water no sailer 
than that of the ocean is what is recommended. 
—London Ayr. Gaz.

DENMARK.
Germany and Denmark who seemed disposed 

at the time of the Britannia s sailing to “make 
up” their quarrel, have renewed hostilities it will 
be seen with more inveteracy than ever.

We have intelligence of a battle having taken 
place between the Danes and Germans on the 
Glh of June, and assigning the victoy to the lit- 1 
ter. On the fitli of June, a review of the Ger- i 
man troops took place at Hollbull, in honour of | 
the King of Hanover’» birth-day. While so en- / 
gaged, the Danes were formed in order of battle, ! 
anil attacked the Hanoverians. The Prussian ! 
troops could not be brought into the action till late 
in the evening. The Danish troops amounted to 
10,000. The German force is not mentioned. 
About 200 wounded German soldiers had been 
sent in to Flemsburgh, Nothing certain is known 
respecting the loss on cither side, but it is conjec­
tured to lave been considerable.

The adhesion of Sweden to the Danish cause 
is now certain. Troops were embarking, at the 
latest new.-, from Stockholm, and the conviction 
was general that the aid ef Russia would also 
be given.

PRUSSIA.
In Berlin some 4,000 persons from the stag­

nation of trade are thrown out of employment. 
Government with difficulty is endeavouring to find 
them work. Everything is in the most unsettled 
condition.

RUSSIA.
Proposed Abolition of Slavery.—Great 

interest was excited in St. Petcrsburgh, by a 
movement of the Emperor, sending for the Pre­
sident of the Senate, the principal dignitaries of 
the Empire, the Bishop, and the Ministers, and 
communicated to them a project which he had 
in contemplation, for immediately enfranchising 
all the peasants from personal servitude. They 
would then be placed in the same condition as the 
Poles, and the people in the provinces of the 
Baltic A ) oung Prince, who is very popular at 
St. Petersburg)!, warmly supported the plan ; 
but the hereditary Grand Duke, who was believed 
to be of a weak and irresolute character, sup­
ported bv his uncle the Grand Duke Michael 
and a great number of important personages, in­
sisted on things remaining us they are. Not­
withstanding this opposition, orders were sent by 
the Emperor to the civil and military authorities 
in the diffierent provinces to sound the feelings of 
the people on the subject.

INDIA.
The Devvan of Moultan has raised the stand­

ard of revolt, and at the present moment is %t 
the head of not less than 10,000, who are in 
possession of one of the strongest forts in India. 
Already a strong detachment of British troops, 
including several regiments of cavalry, are in 
march against the rebellious chief. If the revolt 
do not spread to the Pcshawah and the adjacent 
countries, it will be suppressed without much 
difficulty.

AGRICULTURAL.

The good 
man, a deacon of n Uaptisli elm,eh, thus found 
himself ia the pieeiueU oj t,!ie royal palace, and 
lie knew how to bch ive himself, lor the Ohvis- 
tianity of which he v.an pre-eminently subject, 
taught him how to behave tit the palace ot Prin­
ces. Some two or three days intervened, and, 
at last, lie was to tee His Highness with the 
plough. There were two or three models witlh 
which liis Royal llighne-s w: s plea -ed, and it
wu called ! u A 
over, he dr< his ]r
“Please your Royal Highness, 1 sometimes write 
it little puetrv. When Her Majesty came of ugy, 
l wrote a little about, that : when her Majesty 
was crowned, 1 wrote a little about that : when 
her Majesty was married, 1 wrote a liu’.e about 
that. 1 have had them all copied out, if you 
would please to give them to her Majesty!" 
Wiihgreat kindness, characteristic of goodna­
ture, the poetry was accepted just in the satoc
spirit in which it was presented. 1 will not 
answer for the versification, but 1 knbw that it 
was thoroughly steeped with eratigelicul senti­
ments—right evangelical loyally. The good man 
came home rather important, not improperly so, 
especially for the town where lie lived, lie had 
not been home more than a fetv days, before 
there came by the old telegraph coach, a large 
parcel with tiie royal arms. The porter Wond­
ered, and the landlord wondered that Mr. John 
Smith should have such a| parcel as that; Ljut 
there it was, and when it was opened, there was 
a copy of “ Bagster’s Comprehensive Bible," 
sent down by Her Majesty herself as a token1 of 
approval of the poetry of John Smith. This set 
him up. He and his wife looked at it, and they 
knew not how to contain themselves, inferring 
that there was in that incident mi intimation of 
what is going on in certain quarters, in which wc 
may all rejoice. In Cæsar’s household thcrvjwère 
those who served the Lord ; and 1 hope we have 
something like it in our own palace. That, how­
ever, is not the end of the ingenuity. It ocour- 
red in the year ot the Baptist ,1 ubilee, and when 
they were about building a Sunday school con­
nected with the church ol which be was a deacon. 
They were musing upon it ; and he said to liis
wife, “e we could but get Prince Albert’s name,
we could show the Bible for a shilling, and <rive 
something to the Missionary Jubilee Fund, and 
we might give something to the Sunday-school. 
He wrote a letter to ask if His Royal Highness 
would please to put liis name in the Bible,—for 
it was the year ot the .Missionary Jubilee, and he 
should like it. There came back a letter to bay 
that if lie would send the Bible it should be done 
forthwith. “ No," lie said, “ 1 shall not send 
it, I will go. ’ So to Loudon he came, found that 
the Royal Family were at Windsor, whither he 
followed them, and the old ]airier bade him 
welcome. He cmid not see the Prince for adav 
or two, but more than once lie bowed his knee 
in domestic worship under the roof of her Maj­
esty By and bye he v as told that the Prime 
would see him, and he went in with the Bible in 
his hand. The Prince put his name in it. am) lie 
then said, “ Do you think her Majesty would put 
her name in it ?” That is what I call downright 
ingenuity—that is, a liberal mind devising liliciul 
tilings—that is a heart in the right place, and 
haring its eve upon the right object. With the 
most perfect readiness, for which I to my dying 
day mil honour him, liis Royal Highness said, 
“ 1 will a>k." lie took the Bible, brought it 
back with her Majesty's signature, and gave it 
to John Smith, who returned home and asked 
his neighbours to come and look at the Bible on 
one condition, namely, that they should pay a 
shilling each, and. out of that he raised from jl40 
to £50 for the purpose to which I have referred. 
I sty, God speed the ploughman, and God juive 
the Queen ! and let us “ go and do likewise"— 
Iiev. W. lirocle, at the London Missionary Soci­
ety's Anniversary.
