4. Ev rson above twenty-one years of age residing
with his egrepzfts and being 2 ﬁ'yéeholder, shall perform six
day’s labor.

6. Relief shall only be afforded under the 18th Section of
the Act hereby amended, in case three Justices shall concur
in granting the certificate required by that section.
