Lead Bonus to Be All Paid 
to the Owners of the 

Mines.

Good Crops and Rush of 
Settlers Stimulate 

Business. TWO CANDIDATES FOR TEACH­
ERS’ CERTIFICATES IN 

THIS CITY. OTTAWA, July 6.—Finance Minister 
Fielding today gave notice of regula­
tions authorizing the payment of $500,- 
000 a year for 5 years by way of bounties 
to the lead producers of British Colum­
bia. The terms of the resolutions are 
as follows:

(1) —The governor in council may au­
thorize the payment of a bounty of 75 
cents per hundred pounds of lead con­
tained in lead bearing ores mined in 
Canada, such bounty to be paid to the 
producer or vendor of such ores upon 
evidence that such ores have been smelt­
ed in Canada, provided that the sum to 
bo paid as such bounty shall not ex­
ceed five hundred thousand dollars in 
any fiscal year. Provided also that 
when it appears to the satisfaction of 
the minister charged with the admin­
istration of this act that the standard 
price of pig lead in London, England, 
exceeds twelve pounds ten shillings 
sterling per ton of two thousand two 
hundred and forty pounds, such bounty 
shall be reduced proportionately by the 
amount of such excess.

(2) —The payment of the said bounty 
may be made from time to time to the 
extent of sixty per cent of the full boun­
ty authorized, subject to adjustment at 
the close of each fiscal year. If at the 
close of any year it shall appear that 
during the year the quantity of lead 
produced on which bounty is authoriz­
ed exceeds 33,330 tons of 2,000 pounds 
each, the rate of bounty shall be re­
duced to such sum as will bring the 
payments for the year within the limits 
mentioned in section one.

(3) —If at any time it shall appear to 
the satisfaction of the governor in 
council that the charges for the trans­
portation and treatment of lead ores in 
Canada are excessive, or that there is 
any discrimination which prevents the 
smelting of such ores in Canada on fair 
and reasonable terms, the governor in 
council may authorize the payment of 
the bounty at such a reduced rate as 
may be deemed just on lead contained in 
such " ores mined in Canada and ex­
ported for treatment abroad.

(4) —Said bounties shall cease and 
determine on the 30th day of June, 1908.

OTTAWA, July 3.—The details of the 
agreement between the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific and the government for the build­
ing of a transcontinental line are aa 
follows:

The government will build the road 
from Moncton to Winnipeg, and It will 
be leased for fifty years by the Grand 
Trunk Pacific company. The company 
will only pay operating expenses for 
the first five years, the next five years 
it will pay net over working expenses, 
but not to exceed three per cent, and 
will pay three per cent for the balance 
of the time.

From Winnipeg to the Pacific, the gov­
ernment is to guarantee three per cent 
bonds to the extent of 75 per cent of the 
cost, but the maximum amount to be 
guaranteed on the prairie section is not 
to exceed $13,000 per mile and on the 
mountain section not to exceed $30,000 
per mile. On the bonds the company 
will pay three per cent interest from 
the date of issue. As the government 
Is building part of the road, the capital 
stock of the compSny will be reduced 
from $75,000,000 to $45,000,000, of which 
$25,000,000 will be preference and $20,- 
000,000 common stock. The latter la to 
be owned and controlled by the Grand 
Trunk company of Canada, which will 
be interested in this way. Running pow­
ers are to be given to other railways 
from Moncton to Winnipeg. The gov­
ernment section will be built by com­
mission. The arrangement is regarded 
here as an excellent one.

In connection with the $15 bounty on 
lead it should be mentioned that it will 
be on smelter lead, not refined lead. 
The bounty which refiners now get will 
be repealed. In future it will go to the 
mine owners—the producers.

VICTORIA, July 6.—James Dunsmuir 
today won toe first point in the pre­
liminaries to the trial of the action 
brought by Edna Wallace Hopper to 
break the will of the late Alex. Duns- 
mnir and recall toe probate. The full 
court, represented by Justices Irving, 
Martin and Drake, upheld the conten­
tion of E. P. Davie for James Duns- 
muir that the action was one under the 
rules of the local courts that could only 
be heard by a judge without the assis­
tance of a jury. The court pointed 
out that there were really two actions, 
one against the Will and one against the 
subsequent agreement made between 
James Dunsmuir and Mrs. Alex Duns- 
muir. Both of these were to be decided 
by a judge without a jury.

The usual examination of the defend­
ant for discovery is being carried on by 
L. P. Dull for Edna Wallace Hopper. 
In this examination, the usual prelim­
inary to an action,, the defendant, James 
Dunsmuir, refused to answer certain 
questions, and today an application was 
made before Justice Drake in chambers 
tor an order compelling the defendant, 
James Dunsmuir, to answer these ques­
tions. The questions which Mr. Duns­
muir would not answer regarded toe 
interest of toe late Alex.

The 
binding should be attractive, and the 
whole publication of such a nature as 
to insure its being preserved and care­
fully read by the delegates. By this 
means it is even possible that more con­
crete results would be attained than 
by a hurried visit to the principal mines 
of the camp.

A souvenir pamphlet of this nature 
would be useful from time to time. For 
instance, two fraternal grand lodges 
meet in Rossland next year, and each 
of the delegates of these gatherings 
would be pleased and gratified to re­
ceive a souvenir book in connection with 
the hospitality which the city will ex­
tend to them.

The 
house was wiped out. and diamonds, 
silverware and clothing to the value of 
several hundred dollars were lost. It 
is estimated that 3800 will barely cover 
the loss, the jewels and silver being 
worth $360, the house $100, and furniture 
and clothing making up the balance.

Mrs. Wilson was singed slightly 
while endeavoring to save some of the 
contents of the house, and had a nar­
row escape from more serious Injury.

The fire occurred at 8 o’clock Wed­
nesday morning, and to supposed to 
have been caused by a short circuit 
among the electric wires In the ceiling. 
Mrs. Wilson had been aroused by a 
Chinese vegetable vendor, and on re­
turning from the door heard the fixe 
In the paper and cloth celling. She 
ran to the kitchen for a pail of water, 
and on returning found the flames fill­
ing the interior of the sleeping apart­
ment. In attempting to save some of 
the portable valuables she was injured 
slightly by the fire. An alarm wis 
raised, but the flames had secured a 
good start, and ran through the prem­
ises In a manner that defied every ef­
fort to extinguish them. Had Mrs. 
Wilson not been aroused by the China­
man she might easily have sustained 
grave Injury, so swift were the flames 
In their work of destruction.

The building was some 600 feet from 
the War Eagle hotel on Iron Mask 
ground, and was owned, with the furni­
ture, by Arthur A. Cole, of the War 
Eagle-Centre Star. One of the jewels 
loot was a solitaire diamond valued at 
3100. A quantity of valuable ornamen­
tal and table silver was recovered In 
the form of fused masses. No insurance 
was carried.

SOUND ADVICE FOR THE MILITIA

Lord Dundonald, chief of the Domin­
ion military forces, advocates the free 
use of the company armory. Let it be 
the men’s club-house, he says. Let its 
walls be ornamented with charts set­
ting" forth the information needed by the 
soldier. Let it be a centre of military 
acitivity. This suggestion harmonisée 
admirably with the plan we have been 
suggesting. Let the skeleton of the com­
pany—its officers, its ten or twelve non- 
coms., its few fairly well paid and! 
ged privates—use the armory as a 
he use, but let them not monopolize It. 
Let the captain enlist all the privates 
he can—a hundred, if they are forth­
coming. Let these men be what may be 
styled voluntary privates. Let the local 
rifle club members belong. Let these 
“voluntary” privates frequent the ar­
mory. Let them shoot Let them take 
ft few drills in the year. When camp 
comes, let them stay at home, unless 
the government should resolve to drih 
a larger number of privates. In such a 
case, those of the “voluntary” privates 
«ho desired would go.

That would be a flexible system and 
a good basis for a skeleton force. There 
would be four classes of soldiers. The 
officers would be the more important 
leaders. The non-coms would be the 
sub-leaders. The specially paid and 
pledged private»—few in number—would 
be ready for service at any time. The 
test of the privates would go to camp 
c-nly if the government felt inclined to 
drill the battalion in fair strength, and 
if their convenience suited. In the event 
of national danger, a company of the 
required strength would be ready and 
fairly well trained in an astonishingly 
short time. The actual workers would 
Lave been reasonably paid, and no pay 
.would have gone to Idlers.

Better pay has become absolutely 
necessary. It must come. In granting 
it the government would do well to re­
arrange the present establishment, which 
is antiquated and unsuited to present 
methods of drill, mobilization and fight­
ing. It should increase the number of 
leaders, and pay and train just as many 
privates as it feels able to afford. Bet­
ter pay and that pay spent upon work­
ers—therein lies one secret of efficiency.

Jt J IMPERIAL STATISTICS.

"Hie Royal Standard society has had 
‘Its attention drawn to the population 
of the British Empire to a paper on the 
AUbject by Mr. J. A Baines, C. S. I., 
-who gives some exceedingly interesting 
•statistics respecting the proportion of 
-whites to other races in our colonies. 
-In this respect Canada shows to ad- 
wantage (except, of course, in compari­
son with Victoria and New South 
Wales), for the population other than 
White only just exceeds three per cent, 
-and includes negroes from the States, 
Chinese, Japanese, and the scattered 
inhabitants of the west and north. In 
Month Africa scarcely more than, a 
tenth of the inhabitants are white. 
Even in Cape Colony the whites con­
stitute only about one-fourth of the 

-^population. and in Natal the ratio Is 
•About seven and one-half per cent. 
"33m population at the whole Empire 
is some four hundred and three mil­
lions, and of that seven millions are in 
America, which embraces Canada, One 
singular contrast to be noticed betwen 
Canada and Australia is in relation 
*3 the distribution of the people. In 
AJuebec and Ontario seventy-one per 
■sent of the population is classed as 
rural, and that is only about three per 
cent below the general mean of the 
Dominion, and this shows the strength 
of the country to regard to agricultural 
prospects.
And the encouragement given to engage 
in rural life to Canada, explains this. 
The tendency to Australia, on the 
other hand, is to concentration to urban 
.districts; but the movement of the to- 
oreaslng population is toward» extend­
ed agricultural development

THE PALMA TROPHY. A RAILWAY THE FRENCH PRESIDENT. THE TOWER OF LONDON.

Interesting discovegies, says the Lon- 
don Telegraph, have recently been mate 
at the Tower of London, of some in­
scriptions made on the walls by person» 
confined there In past times. In th» 
work of repairing a defective window 
opening in the St Martin’s Tower ft 
piece of deal framing had to be re­
moved. Behind this was found the name 
of Ambrose Rookwood, a wealthy young 
Suffolk squire, who was concerned in 
the gunpowder plot It was finely cur­
ed, and the surname was divided. 
"Rook-wood,” indicating the nature of 
itc derivation. The unfortunate culprit 
was drawn and hanged in the palace 
yard, Westminster, with others of the 
conspirators, on the last day of January, 
160ft. Hep worth-Dixon, in "His Majes­
ty's Tower,” gives an account of Rook- 
wood’s exciting ride to his home at 
Coldham Hall, Suffolk, after the gun­
powder plot was discovered. He covered 
thirty miles on a single horse, and by 
means of relays of animals, made the 
entire distance of eighty-one miles In lew 
than seven hours, a Remarkable perform­
ance, considering the state of the road» 
at that period.

A more remarkable inscription than 
that of Rookwood’s and one of the fin­
est of the whole series in St Martin’» 

, Tower, Is one that has been found 
through the removal of some coats of 
whitewash. Beneath an emblem of the 
Trinity appear the sacred letters of “1 
H. S.," and then the name of “George 
Beisley, Priest” On the left is a shield 
containing the fleur-de-lis. the word 
Maria, and the date, "1690.” A Latin 
iiscription which follows is supposed 
to be a verse from the Psalms, "As the 
heart panteth after water brooks, so 
panteth my soul after Thee, O Good." 
But this cannot be stated with absolute 
certainty, as several words are wanting.

VANCOUVER, July 7.—Ex-Premier 
Prior today announced that he did not 
intend to be a candidate at the ap­
proaching provincial election, and would 
not take any part in the campaign.

THE BOXER INDEMNITY.WASHINGTON. July 7.—Twenty- 
three persons were killed and nine per­
sons injured in a head-on collision on 
the Virginia Midland1 division of the 
Southern railway at Rockfieh, Virginia, 
about 3 o’clock this evening.

Passenger train No. 96, leaving Wash­
ington at 11:16 a. m. today for Atlanta, 
Georgia, dashed into local freight No. 
68. Both engines, the baggage, express 
and second class passenger 
of No. 95 were wrecked, 
was occupied chiefly by colored pas­
sengers.

It was first reported that Baggage- 
master Payne, of train No. 35, had 
met his death in the wreck. He Was 
caught under one of the coaches, but 
was rescued and probably will recover. 
It Is now said to be almost certain that 
of the killed 16 were colored persons, 
as the second class coach, which was 
telescoped, was occupied exclusively by 
them.

Later advices from the scene of the 
wreck are to the effect that the freight 
train, which was on the main track, 
had been there for six minutes longer 
than the orders directed when the col- 
1 lesion occurred.

United States Reserves Right to Claim 
Further Compensation.

OTTAWA July 7.—There was a lar­
gely attended caucus of the Liberal 
party today, when Mr. Archie Camp­
bell presided. It was generally under­
stood that the Grand Trunk Pacific 
project would come up for considera­
tion, but as the premier bad an en­
gagement and was not able to watt to 
have it discussed, it was left over un­
til Tuesday next.

The proposition to give a bounty of 
$15 per ton on smelted Canadian lead 
ores went through without any oppo­
sition. A grant of 316,000 was also ap­
proved In response to the application 
of Canadian papers for a better cable 
service. The applicants will require 
to put up a similar amount before the 
316,000 is available, as Minister Field­
ing told the delegation he would put up 
dollar for dollar with them to the ex­
tent of 316,000.

The proposition to grant $500,000 to 
the shareholders of the Chlgnecto ship 
railway was discussed, and there was 
a very strong opinion against it. The 
matter was not finally disposed of.

The discussion was favorable to the 
granting of some assistance to the Iron 
and steel industry, and will be given 
on the lines already expressed in this 
correspondence.

Senator Templeman said yesterday 
that on giving a bounty of $600,000 per 
year for five years, $2,600,000 in all, to 
aid the lead mining and smelting in­
dustry of British Columbia the present 
act giving a bounty for the refining of 
lead would be repealed. The bounty 
for refining last year was $5 per ton. 
This year it will be $4, decreasing 
thereafter $1 per year. The refinery 
at Trail generously waives its claim to 
the bounty in order that a bounty of $15 
could be secured for mining and smelt­
ing, being ready to take its chances 
In securing all the bullion it could re­
fine after the industry of mining and 
smelting was again established on a 
permanent baste. The proposed bounty 
should place the Industry on a prosper­
ous footing during the present year 
and will make good times in Kootenay 
for a good many years to come.

The World says: ‘’Lardeau is the 
name of a town on Upper Arrow lake 
near the month of Fish creek, and gives 
its name to the mining district in which 
it Is situated."

The absurdity of this statement will 
be apparent when the fact is known that 
“The Lardeau” was well known to the 
hunters and trappers of the Hudson’s 
Bay company many years ago (and in­
cluded the watershed at Lardeau creek 
from its source away to the northeast 
of Fterguaon to its outlet ah the north end 
of Kootenay lake), while the Lardeau 
townsite, which is not to the Lardeau 
country at all, was not platted until 
1893, and the following year, after be­
ing covered by several feet of water, 
it was allowed to revert to its primeval 
state, so that there was no town to 
"give its name to the mining district 
in which it is situated.”

Previous to 1892 the word “Lardo” 
was never seen in print, and it was 
during the mineral excitement of that 
period that the newspaper at Nelson 
brought the name into prominence simp­
ly to accentuate the fact tnat the easiest 
and cheapest way to reach the “Lardo” 
was by way of Nelson. It was never in 
the religions creed of Nelson to assist 
in advertising a mining section that was 
tributary to Revelstoke. So Nelson had 
its Lardo and Revelstoke its Lardeau— 
both were advertising the same district 
under different names.

Then the World says: “It is separ­
ated from the Lardo-Duncan country 
by the Selkirks.”

This is good. Does the World really 
understand anything about the geog­
raphy of West Kootenay? But while 
♦he present discussion does not concern 
the Duncan, the World ought to be able 
to comprehend the fact that the Lar- 
deau-Duncan country ia that country 
contiguous to both the Duncan and Lar­
deau rivers — therefore lying between 
these rivers, and not "separated from the 
Lardo-Duncan by the Selkirks.’*

When the new mining divisions were 
created a few years since (a little before 
the World came into existence, though,) 
the Lardeau country, which had been 
administered from Revelstoke, was found 
to be too large and unwieldy, and was 
therefore divided, the northern portion 
retaining the original name, the southern 
(or southeastern) portion being thence­
forward known as the Trout Lake di­
vision. But all this was very recent, 
and does not upset my contention that 
there is no district in British Columbia 
officially named Lardo. True, there is 
a townsite of that name, but it dates 
only from 1893, while the Lardeau was 
known perhaps half a century ago as 
the creek emptying tot» and flowing 
ont of Trout lake. It is also the fact 
that the land registry office once refused 
registration to the Lardo townsite under 
that name on account of its similarity 
to Lardeau.

No doubt there are several maps ex- 
I “»t that show the name Lardo. These 

*re not official maps. I have seen one 
or two myself. But to these the name 
it applied to the whole of the district, 
and Lardeau does not appear, thus plain­
ly showing that it was a Blunder; or, 
as is sometimes the case, the draughts­
man merely desired to save time and 
apace, and shortened the word to Lardo. 
It sounds pretty much the same whether

The disregard of post governments 

of British Columbia for the rights of 
the common people—particularly the 
prospector, the tree miner and the busi­
ness man, coupled with the fact that 
a general provincial election will be 
held next October, has caused a large 
number of Roeslanders and many other 
Kootenaians to take a decided stand 
tor the rights’ and privileges of the 
masses. They seem determined upon a 
course of action hitherto unexpressed 
by either of the old parties, and evi­
dence is not wanting to show that they 
are going to be a very important fac­
tor In the forthcoming campaign.

In Rossland the Liberals are directly 
and indirectly opposed to what this 
element la fighting for. The Conserva­
tives are (because of certain corpora­
tion influences over a few) at present 
undecided as a body, although a ma­
jority of the party are heartily in sym­
pathy with the "independents.”

These stalwart "Independents’’ de­
clare that unless there Is some reason­
able assurance from aspirants for leg­
islative honors at the forthcoming elec­
tions that there shall be a sudden and 
permanent termination of the disadvan­
tageous conditions that now obtain, it 
is their intention to deny all such per­
sons their votes and influence, and, 
furthermore, to do all in their power 
to select and elect candidates for the 
provincial legislature who are willing 
and able to do their whole duty with­
out fear or favor.

Briefly, the chief grievances under 
which prospectors, free miners and 
business men generally suffer are as 
fellows:

L The placing of “reserves” on 
crown lands for the benefit of the rail­
way and other powerful corporations to 
the detriment of the general public.

2. The refusal of the provincial au­
thorities to issue prospecting licensee 
to those who have complied with all 
the requirements of the law.

3 The failure of the provincial gov­
ernment to break the present fuel mo­
nopoly fa Southern British Columbia, 
by opening to development East’Koote­
nay coal areas now vested In the 
crown, thus providing the mineral in­
dustry with an adequate supply of coal 
and coke, which under the conditions 
Is not nearly sufficient for present 
needs

4. The persistent favoritism of the 
big dividend-paying corporations in the 
matter of taxation, to the detriment 
and Injustice of the general public and 
the ruination of the financial credit of 
the province of British Columbia 

It is commonly, reported that more 
than 120 voters In the Rossland district 
have become enrolled under the "Inde­
pendent” banner, and many more are 
likely to follow their example. Those 
who have signed the roll are severally 
and collectively pledged to hold aloof 
from either of the old political parties 
until one or the other or both shall 
evince a willingness. to endorse and 
diligently advocate the principles and 
conditions of the simple “Independent” 
platform. In the event of neither party 
complying, the "Independents” are 
pledged to put a third candidate in the 
field, not only here but elsewhere In 
Southern British Columbia.

As to well known, some four yeaes ago 
the King Mining Company, Limited, 
was-organized to take over and develop 
this property, and did so for a time, 
but like many other concerns, the 
funds ran out and for a long time 
nothing was done. Smith Curtis of 
Roesland was a large shareholder, and 
last winter succeeded to reorganizing 

Puny under the name of the 
Denoro Mine* Limited, and shortly 
thereafter set a force of men at work 
under R. H. Armstrong, the superin­
tendent of the B. C. mine to the same

This development has now been pro­
gressing most satisfactorily for three 
month* and the stripping done has 
shown up an immense quantity of ore 
that can be quarried and shipped to 
local smelters most economically. Since 
the middle of April there has been lo 
let up to this work, the work being 
confined to three large ore bodle* 
known as the magnetic iron vein, the 
No. 1 tunnel vein and the No. 2 tun­
nel veto.

The magnetic iron veto, beginning at 
the C. P. R. railway track, has been 
stripped tor a distance of 60 feet or 
more, the ore still dipping to the north, 
giving promise of still greater width. 
In Masting this vein for a railway aid­
ing a face of ore some 12 feet to height 
has been made, and tests have proved 
that practically all the ore disclosed Is 
of a good shipping grade.

A railway siding 270 feet In length 
has been graded in front of the ore 
body on the No. 1 tunnel, some 70 feet 
of good shipping ore having been strip­
ped on the upper side of the track. The 
railway siding tor the No. 2 tunnel 
veto has also been graded by stripping 
for 40 feet or more, and it is now ready 
for tracklaytog.

It Is expected that the railway sid­
ings will be put to at once by the C. 
P. R., as already arranged tor, when 
shipments of 60 tone dally can easily 
be made until the seven-drill compres­
sor to installed, some time to Septem­
ber next. Then shipments can easily 
be maintained at 200 tons dally, as 
the mining will be to fact quarrying, 
and the costs correspondingly low.
