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WEEK'S MIN-
ING REVIEW

Holidays Interfered With
Ore Shipments Quite
Substantially.

Second Half of Year Com~
mences Under Propi=-
tious Auspices.

Dominion Day and Fourth of July
holidays broke into last week's mining
operations in the Rossland district, re-
ducing the period to four days’ actual
operations, This had its effect upon
the shipments of ore, but the aggre-
gate, in view of the circumstances, is
excellent,

Moreover, the week saw important
developments in connection with the
mining industry of the camp.

With the present week the second
half of the current year opens. As will
be seep from the statement of ship-
ments for the first six months of the
year, the average for 1902 is substan-
tially increased. A total of 185,512 tons
of ore and concentrates has been ship-
ped, and if the same rate of shipping
is maintained to the end of the year
a total of 371,024 will be piled up, rep-
resenting a very handsome advance
over the aggregate tonnage for 1902 or
any preceding year. Every indication
points, however, to the probability that
the record of the first six months of
1903 will be substantially improved
upon during the last six months of the
year now commencing., It has been
reiterated in The Miner that the Le
Roi will shortly increase at8 output,
and this statement has the corrobora-
tion of the managing director of the
company. The attainment of an ade-
quate coke supply at the Le Roi smelt-
er in Northport brings this increase in
oufput within measurable distance, and
a few weeks hence will see the ton-
nage creeping up. Yesterday five cars
of No. 2 ore from the L€ Reoi d
consigned early this week., THis s the
first step toward increasing the out-
put of the property.

In addition several new mines will
be on the shipping list prior to the end
of the year, so that the probability of
the 400,000 ton mark being reached be-
fore the, close of the current year is
especially bright,

The outstanding events of the week
were the commencement of shipments
from the Jumbo mine, the resumption
of operations at the Gold Hill property,
the completion of the mechanical plant
at the Spitzee and commencement of
underground operations, and the first
shipment of concentrates from the
War Eagle-Centre Star concentrator.

It was done spontaneously
and in self-defence. The mob had been
repeatedly begged to go back. Boul-
ders and bricks were thrown long be-
fore the firing commenced, and one
soldier was knocked unconscious. The
men were given orders to fire only in
self-defence. Officers and soldiers
greatly deplore the shooting, but they
feel they acted only in the line of their
duty.”

MAY BUILD
AT TRAIL

White Bear May Build
Concentrator Out
of Rossland.

Have Applied For Water
Rights Near Smelt-
er City.

The concentrator for the White Bear
mine may be -constructed in the imme-
diate vicinity of Trail instead of in
Rossland, as was hoped when the com-
pany announced its intention of erect-
ing a mill to handle its ores. The com-
pany has applied for water rights at
a point which would seem to indicate
that their plans with respect-to con-
struction at or near Trail are well ad-
vanced and that the Trail smelter is
a consenting party to the proposal.

The local management declines to dis-
cuss the matter at this juncture.

The White Bear has applied to the
gold commissioner for 100 miner’s inches
of water, to be taken from Trail creek
at the Canadian Smelting Works com-
pany’s dam, and returned to the smelt-
er company’s flume at a point below the
dam, where a fall of fifty feet is secured. .
The ground on which the diversion is
to be made is described as Lot 367,
Group 1, and the water is to be utilized
for milling purposes. The application
will be heard by the commissioner om
the 27th inst.

Superintendent Demuth was asked yes-
terday as to the White Bear’s plans
in respect to milling, especially in re-
gard to the prebable location of its pro-—
pcsed mill, His reply was that he was
not prepared to say anything at this
juneture.

HIGH SCHOOL PUPILS WILL TRY
FOR JUNIOR OCERTI-
FICATES.

TWO CANDIDATES FOR TEACH-
ERS’ CERTIFICATES IN
THIS CITY.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The first high school examinations in
the history of Rossland will commence
here today. Yesterday D. Wilson of
Welson, inspector of education .for the
Kootenay-Boundary district, arrived in
the city to get the examinations under
way. He was accompanied by G. W.
Clark, principal of the ' Nelson high
school, who will preside at the examina-
tions. Prineipal McTaggart will preside
at the Nelson sessions, leaving last night
for the Queen City.

The examinations commence this morn-
ing and will conclude on Saturday next.

The first examination in the high
school comes after the pupils have put
in two years’ study. There are five can-
didates. “Simultaneously is a teachers’
examination for candidates who desire
to take out certifieates to teach in Brit-
ish Columbia. There are two candidates
for these certificates, both of whom
have been on the public school staff heré
on permits .Pupils passing the high
school examinations are entitled to a
third class teacher’s certifiate on pay-
ment of a registration fee -of $5. They
are then qualified to teach if over the
age of eighteen years. Teachers are in
demand throughout the province, and
if the Rossland candidates are qual-
ified to’ teach when school resumes in
Septmeber they will have little diffi-
culty in securing positions.

CONTRACTOR HARD AT WORK
SETTING UP POSTOFFICE
FIXTURES.

AUGUST FIRST BEFORE BUILD-
INGS ARE READY FOR OC-
CUPATION.

“If everything goes ahead without in-
terruption we may finish our work by
a fortnight from date, but we are likely
to be delayed by the non-arrival of a
number of brackets that seem to have
gone astray.” So says F. E. Fortin, the
contractor who is installing the fittings
' required to complete the Federal build-
ing and render it ready for occupation.
The last of the car and a half of fittings
required was delivered here yesterday,
mirus the brackets referred to. Mr,
Fortin has as many men engaged as can
be utilized to advantage; and the work
is making rapid progress,

It is probable, however, that August
1st will be at hand before the building
is actually thrown open for public use.

A start has been made in connection
with the counters, desks, ete., for the
public office in the customs department.
The fittings are all of hardwood, and
after being splaced in position will be
oiled and grained. The effect doubt-
less be excellent, as the wood /is special-
1y selected and of the finest quality. The
private offices in the second story are
most expensively and elaborately fur-
nished. The desks, chairs, etc., are ex-
pensive, and the fittings probably as fine
a3 anything in Rossland.

On the main floor to be occupied by
the postoffice, some alterations are be-
ing made about the vault. The boxes
and desks for the postoffice are ready
to be set up and painted, but consider-
ing the amount of work remaining to be
performed it seems unlikely that every-
thing will be in shipshape in less than
a month. Incidentally it might be sug-
gested that the city council turn its at-
tention to the sidewalk in front of the
Federal block. At one point a depres-
sion collects a gigantic puddle when-
ever the hydrant is opened or a showar
occurs.

The Terms Arranged Be-
tween Government and
Company.

Lead Bonus to Be All Paid
to the Owners of the
Mines.

OTTAWA, July 3.—The detalls of the
agreement between the Grand Trunk Pa~
cific and the government for the build-
ing of a transcontinental line are as
follows:

The government will build the road

from Monctor to Winnipeg, and it will|

be leased for fifty years by the Grand
Trunk Pacific company. The company
will only pay operating expenses for
the first five years, the next five years
it will pay net over working expenses,
but not to exceed three per cent, and
will pay three per cent for the balance
of the time,

From Winnipeg to the Pacific, the gov-
ernment. is to. guarantee three per ceat
bonds to the extent of 75 per cent of the
cost, but the maximum amount to be
guaranteed on the prairie section is not
to excced $13,000 per mile and on the
mountain section not to exceed $30,000
rer mile. On the bonds the company
will pay three per cent interest from
the date of issue. .As the government
is building part of the road, the capital
stock of the compfiny will be reducad
from $75,000,000 to $45,000,000, of which
$25,000,000 will be preference and $20,-
000,000 common stock. The latter is to
be owned and controlled by the Grand
Trunk company of Canada, which will
be interested in this way. Running pow-
ers are to be given to other railways
from Moncton to Winnipeg. 'The gov-
cinment section will be built by com-
rcission. The arrangement is regarded
here as an excellent one,

In connection with the $15 bounty on
lead it should be mentioned that it will
be on smelter lead, not refined lead.

Says a Nanaimo dispatch: A singular
story of forgery upon the local branch
of the Canadian Bank of Commerce
has been brought to light by the an-
nouncement in Chicago papers of the
sentence of one John Shustec, a notary
public of that city, to fourteen years’
imprisonment, the limit allowed by the
|laws of Illinois for a crime, the success
of which would have robbed the widow
and children of a miner formerly re-
giding here of their means of subsis-
tence. The forgery was committed four
years ago, and was not discovered for
over two years. It took nearly as long
for the bank’s agents to weave such a
net of evidence about Shustec as re-
gulted in his conviction.

A few years ago there worked here
Lukac Cagka, a Slavonian miner of
such thrifty habits that when he left
for Streater, Illinois, he had to his
credit in the bank the sum of $1335. On
March 17, 1900, Cagka was Kkilled in the
Streater mines, Two months later a
draft for the money, drawn in favor of
John Shustec and purporting to have
|been signed by Cagka, witnessed by
Shustec, and attested by the British

|consul with red seal and five-shilling
istamp, and accompanied by the pass-
| book, was received here. The officials
jcompared the signature with the re-
rcord signature, and so clever was the
i forgery that no difference could be de-
tected. The draft was honored and for
two years nothing more was heard of it.

Then came a letter from a lawyer
representing the dead man’s widow,
who had missed the passbook, inquir-
.ing about the money. From the cor-
| respondence which followed the bank
became aware thats when Cagka’s draft
was signed Cagka was dead, and that
Shustec had by some means got hold
of the passbook and secured the money
by false swearing and forgery.

For the second time the bank payed
,the money, upon this occasion into the
hands of the official administrator here,
who saw that it reached the widow
herself. Then began the still hunt for
Shustec, who proved to be the man of
business of the Slavomian colony in
Chicago. He was located, but was not
arrested until a few weeks ago, when
;the chain of evidence was complete, and

jcase the court gave him the severest
sentence possible,

THE BOUNTY
ON LEAD

Notice of the Proposed
Legislation Given
at Ottawa.

The Aggregate Not to
Exceed Half a Million
Per Year.

OTTAWA, July 6.—Finance Minister
Fielding today gave notice of regula-
tions authorizing the payment of $500,-
000 & year for b years by way of bounties
to the lead producers of British Colum-
bia. The terms of the resolutions are
as follows:

(1)—The governor in ecouncil may au-
thorize the payment of a bounty of 5
cents per hundred pounds of lead con-
tained in lead bearing ores mined in
Canada, such bounty to be paid to the
producer or vendor of such ores upon
evidence that such ores have been smelt-
ed in Canada, provided that the sum to

be paid as such bounty shall not ex-
cced five hundred thousand dollars in
any fiscal year. Provided also that
when it appears to “the satisfaction of
the minister charged with the admin-
istration of this act that the standard
price of pig lead in London, England,
exceeds twelve pounds ten shillings
sterling per ton of two thousand two
hundred and forty pounds, such bounty
shall be reduced proportionately by the
amount of such excess.

(2)—The payment of the said bounty
may be made from time to time to the
extent of sixty per cent of the full boun-
ty authorized, subject to adjustment at
the close of each fiscal year. If at the
close of any year it shall appear that
during the year the quantity of lead
produced on which bounty is authoriz-
ed exceeds 33,330 tons of 2,000 pounds
each, the rate of bounty shall be re-
duced to such sum as will bring the
payments for the year within the limits
mentioned in section one.

(3)—If at any time it shall appear to
the satisfaction of the governor in
council that the charges for the trans-
portation and treatment of lead ores in
Canada are excessive, or that there is
any diserimination which prevents the
smelting of such ores in Canada on fair
and reasonable terms, the governor in
council may authorize the payment of
the bounty at such a reduced rate as
may be deemed just on lead contained in
such ores mined in Canadas and ex-
ported for treatment abroad.

(4)—Said bounties shall cease and
determine on the 30th day of June, 1908.

THE DUNSMUIR CASE.

Full Court Decides that Trial Must Be
Without Jury.

VICTORIA, July 6.—James Dunsmuir
today won the first point in the pre-
liminaries to the trial of the action
brought by Edna Wallace Hopper to
break the will of the late Alex. Duns-
muir .and recall the probate. The full
court, represented by Justices Irving,
Martin and Drake, upheld the conten-
tion of E. P. Davis for James Duns-
muir that the action was one under the
rules of the local courts that could ouly
be heard by & judge without the assis-
tance of a jury.

The Sons of St. George have thrown
gp the sponge in connection with the
public library and free reading room. On

ipstitution to the corporatiod Wwith all
the reading matter accumulated since
-he library was organized. As the fra-
ternity bore the expense of the janitor
and has now withdrawn this service,
it seems likely the library will be closed
until further notice. The finance com-
mittee of the city council has the mat-
ter in hand.

The fact is that the Sons of St. George
were literally driven from the premises
by the stench from the fire hall stables,
beneath.

During the winter months the odor
frem the stables was not so noisome, but
warm weather aggravated the nuisance
to a degree that was unbearable, and
the fraternity was compelled to vacate.
The stables are kept scrupulously clean,
but the odor remains and penetrates
through the ceiling of the stables into
the library hall to an extent that makes
its occupation unpleasant. Before a li-
brary can be -successfully instituted
therein, steps will have to be taken to
prevent this nuisance, otherwise resi-
dents cannot use the library hall without
discomfort.

When the Sons of St. George under-
took to start the library their agreement
with the city was that upon vacation
all the reading matter reverted to the
corporation, and this has been formally
surrendered. While occupying the prem-
ijses as lodge rooms the Sons of St
George devoted the monthly sum they
would pay for rent elsewhere toward
raying a janitor to look after the library.
Now that no janitor is being paid the
reading room is running itself, and it
is inevitable that the institution must
be closed down at least until the city
council undertakes to reopen it and pay
a japitor. A few weeks under existing
conditions will be ample for half the
books in the library to vanish.

LARDEAU OR LARDO.

Editor Miner: There seems to be some
controversy as to whether the recent
rich gold strike has been made in the
district of “Lardeau” or “Lardo.” The
fact is there is not, and never has been,
a district in British Columbia officially
named “Lardo.” This name is merely
a corruption of “Lardeau, or “L’Ardeau”
from the French word ‘“‘ardu,” steep or
difficult), which was the name bestowed
on what is now known 4s Lardeau creek
b7 a French trapper.

In 1891 and 1892 mineral was discov-
ered in the mountains drained by Lar-
deau creek between Trout Lake and
Kootenay Lake, the prospectors going
in via Nelson and Kaslo, and in report-
ing the strikes the then editor of the
Nelson Miner, who was rather an eccen-
tric individual (so much so that he would
never use a capital m in the prefix
“Mr.”) would persist in spelling the
word Lardeau phonetically, and to him
may be aseribed the origin of the word
“Lardo.” There was probably a ‘‘me-
thod in his madness,” because Lardeau
creek and the Lardeau district had al-
ready attained a certain degree of cele-
brity on account of the rich veins of
galena found on the Silver Cup, Great
Northern and several other claims, and
that portion of the Lardeau was tribu-
tary to Revelstoke, and could only be
reached via Thompson’s Landing on the
northeast arm of Upper Arrow lake.

There was great rivalry in those days|

between Nelson and Revelstoke, and the
only two newspapers published in West
Kootenay previous to 1891 were the
Kootenay Star at Revelstoke and the
Miner at Nelson. So while the Miner
was informing the big rush of newcom-
ers that the only way to reach the new
was via
Nelson, the Kootenay Star was equally
strenuous in proclaiming that ‘“Lardeau”
was more easily reached via Revelstoke,
the Columbia river and northeast arm.
Nelson had become quite prosperous on
account of the rich strikes on Carpen-
ter creek and other places in the Slo-
can in 1891, and Kaslo had a population
of 2000 within three months of its birth.
Nelson was the distributing point for
all these new camps, and as all the in-
comers were from the south Revelstoke
was left out in the cold. This was
“growing time” for Nelson, but not for
Revelstoke.

Then a party of Viectorians, with J.
M. Kellie, M. P, P. for West Kootenay,
started a new town on the Northeast
Arm and called it “Lardeau City.” An
expensive hotel was built by Bern.
Wrede, of Vancouver, and handsomely
furnished at a cost of several thousand
dollars. 'This town was swamped out
of existence by the high water of July,
1894, since which time Lardeau City
has been the abode of the chipmunk and
the woodpecker when the finny deni-
zens of the lake have not been in pos-
session. The ancient city of Lardeau
was contiguous to the site now occupied
by Comaplix.

Simultaneously “Lardo City ”start-
ed its existence in the vicinity of Lar-
deau (Lardo) creek at the northern end
of Kootenay lake, and so far exceeded
its namesake on the Northeast Arm that
it actually had a newspaper. For eight
weeks the “Lardo Reporter” boomed and
boosted the place of its nativity for all
it was worth, but, alas, it was labor
lost, for at the end of July, 1893, it gave
ur the ghost. The last issue, printed
on brown packing paper, and with
turned column rules, thus tells the story
of its useless trust and dependence on
the word of a townsite agent: “Had the
agent of the townsite carried out his
agreement with the Reporter this step
would not have been necessary, but in-
asmuch as he has broken his verbal
contract no other alternative is left. The
publication of a newspaper in a town

is obviously not remunerative unless as-
sistance is rendered by those whose in-
terests are benefited thereby, and when
they show such a lack of appreciation
of the advantages due to the publication
of a local paper as to refuse to extend
it any support whatever it is pretty
nearly time to quit.”

As this article is much longer than
I intended when I began to write, I will
refrain from any further remimiscences
of the early days of the mineral discov-
eries in West Kootenay. . Lardeau and
Lardo are merely two ways of spelling
the same name, but the former is a
better adaptation of L’Ardeau and looks
better in print than Lardo, which is
more appropriate for the label on a can
of lard.

'FRED WILSON'S HOME ON IRON
MASK GROUND DESTROYED
WEDNESDAY.,

DIAMONDS, SILVERWARBE AND
VALUABLE FURNITURE
BURNED.

Fire on Wednesday moming destroy-
ed the home of Fred Wilson, formerly
of the city fire department and now
employed at the War Eagle mine. The
house was wiped out, and diamonds,
silverware and clothing to the value of
several hundred dollars were lost. It
is estimated that $800 will barely cover

worth $350, the house $100, and furniture
and clothing making up the balance.

Mrs. Wilson was singed slightly
while endeavoring to save some of the
contents of the house, and had a nar-
row escape from more serious injury.

The fire occurred at 8 o’clock Wed-
nesday morning, and is supposed to
have been caused by a short circuit
among the electric wires in the ceiling.
Mrs. Wilson had been aroused by a
Chinese vegetable vendor, and on re-
turning from the door heard the fire
in the paper and cloth ceiling. She
ran to the kitchen for a pail of water,
and on returning found the flames fill-
ing the interior of the sleeping aparnt-
ment., In attempting to save some of
the portable valuables she was injured
slightly by the fire. An alarm wis
raised, but the flames had secured a
good start, and ran through the prem-
isés in a manner that defied every ef-
fort to extinguish them. Had Mrs.
Wilson not been aroused by the China-
man she might easily have sustained
grave injury, so swift were the flames
in their work of destruction.

The building was some 600 feet from
the War Eagle hotel on Iron Mask
ground, and was owned, with the furni-
ture, by Arthur A. Cole, of the War
Eagle-Centre Star. One of the jewels
lost was a solitaire diamond valued at
$100. A quantity of valuable ornamen-
tal and table silver was recovered in
the form of fused masses. No insurance
was carried.

The extensive development, equipment
and successful operation of such mines
as the Homestake, Treadwell and some
of the great copper mines has stimulated
search ‘for large mines which will afford
a reasonable but assured margin of pro-
fit. Such operations as these have done
much to place mining where it belongs,
upon & legitimate basis, and on the
same plane as other investments of
equal commercial importance.

IMPENDING CRISIS REGARDING
MANCHURIA.
et e

The report from Odessa, giving the
particulars of an alleged note from the
British and Japanese governments to
China respecting the Russian ocupation
of Manchuria is important if founded
in fact. Serious doubts may be enter-
tained, however, as to the reliability of
the information wupon which the St
Petersburg newspaper quoted in the
Odessa. dispatch, bases its statement.
It will be granted that the alleged note
of the powers to China fairly expresses
the real feeling of the British and Jap-
anese foreign offices in regard to Rus-
sia’s duplicity and aggravating conduct
in Manchuria. Nevertheless such a
communication as is outlined in the dis-
patch would bring on a great crisis be-
tween Great Britain and Japan on the
one hand and Russia on the other, and
it is doubtful if the aggrieved powers
are ready for all that such a step would
involve.

There is no doubt that Russia has be-
haved badly with reference to Man-
churia. She agreed to evacuate the
province when the foreign armies were
withdrawn from China, but she did not
keep her agreement, and had no in-
tention of ‘doing so. She has attempted,
by underhand means, to secure a ces-
sion of the province, which would be a
direct breach of the agreement to main-
tain the integrity of China and would
be ‘a signal for the dismemberment of
the empire. The Russians do not favor
the “gpen door’ in Manchuria, interna-
tional agreemengs nomt}ntlnding, and
ihe design of the Russians, if effected,
would  be a hard blow to British, Jap-
anese and American commercial inter-
ests. It is not by any means improbable
that -a firm stand will eventugly be
taken against the Russian occupation of
Manchuria by the powers which are
rumored to have already formulated
their demands and mnotified China as
tc the course she should take to bring
abopt the promised evacuation.

——

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AMERICANIZING CANADA.

Merely by way of digression several
of the United States newspapers are
discussing the possibility of American-
jizing Canada by means of Immigratien.
They base their arguments on the state-
ment that 50,000 Americans have flock-
ed into the Northwest during the pre-
gent year. They display a marked ig-
porance of the strengthening of a pure-
]y Canadian sentiment which is now
taking place. There never was a time
in the history of the Canadian people
when union with the United States ap-
peared so undesirable. The majority of
Americans do not realize this. Thewe
is too much prosperity in this country
and too bright an outlook ahead for ab-
gorption into the United States to pra-
gent the least attraction. From one end
o! the Dominion to the other, the sen-
timent of the people is entirely Canadian,
and their aim is to build up a great na-
tion. The essentials are here; nation-
hood is a matter of time.

Another fact that should not be over-
looked is that immigration from the
United Kingdom is coming in increasing
numbers every year. The fertile wheat
fields of the West are just as attrac-
tive, if not as well understood, to the
intending emigrants in the old country
as to the farmers of the Western States.
The Canadian wheat fields are vastly
more productive than those of Dakota
and Minnesota, which are fast playing
out. Moreover, the yleld in the Can-
adian areas is more certain. This fact,
together with the knowledge that land
is much cheaper than south of the bor-
der, is the secret of American immigra-
tion. There is no political motive be-
hind it. American farmers, like every-
body else, go where they can reap most
success, and sentiment is a secondary
consideration. For that very reason the
American settlers will not be found a
disturbing element., Many of them are
former Canadians, to whom the change

appeals both from business and senti-
mental reasons. And the political and
social conditions which they will enjoy
under Canadian government, coupled
with material prosperity, will be ele-
ments of a strongly Canadianizing r.en-
dency.

LARDEAU OR LARDO.

Bay company many years ago (and in-

cluded the watershed of Lardeau creek
from its source away to the northeast
of Ferguson to its outlet atithe north end
of Kootenay lake), while the Lardean
townsite, which is not in the Lardeau
country at all, was not platted until
1893, and the following year, after be-
ing covered by several feet of water,
it was allowed to revert to its primeval
state, so that there was no town to
“give its name to the mining district
in which it is situated.”

Previous to 1892 the word “Lardo”
‘was never seen in print, and it was
during the mineral "excitement of that
period that the newspaper at Nelson
brought the name into prominence simp-
1y to accentuate the fact that the easiest
and cheapest way to reach the “Lardo”
‘was by way of Nelson. It was never in
the religious creed of Nelson to assist
in advertising a mining section that was
tributary to Revelstoke. So Nelson had
its Lardo and Revelstoke its Lardeau—
both were advertising the same district
under different names,

Then the World says: “It is separ-
ated from the Lardo-Duncan country
by the Selkirks.”

This is good. Does the World really
anderstand anything about the geog-
raphy of West Kootenay? But while
the present discussion does not concern
the Duncan, the World ought to be able
to_ comprehend the fact that the Lar-
deau-Duncan country is that country
contiguous to both the Duncan and Lar-
deau rivers — therefore lying between
these rivers, and not ‘“‘separated from the
Lardo-Dunecan by the Selkirks.”

When the new mining divisions were
created a few years since (a little before
the World came into existence, though,)
the Lardeau country, which had been
administered from Revelstoke, was found
to be too large and unwieldy, and was
therefore divided, the northern portion
retaining the original name, the southern
{or southeastern) portion being thence-
forward known as the Trout Lake di-
vision. But all this was very recent,
and does not upset my contention that
there is no district in British Columbia
officially named Lardo. True, there Is
a4 townsite of that name, but it dates
only from 1893, while the Lardeau was
known perhaps half a century ago as
the creek emptying inte and flowing
out of Trout lake. It is also the fact
that the land registry office once refused
registration to the Lardo townsite under
that name on account of its similarity
to Lardeau,

No doubt there are several maps ex-

| tant that show the name Lardo. These

are not official maps. I have seen one
or two myself. But in these the name
13 applied to the whole of the district,
2nd Lardeau does not appear, thus plain-
lv showing that it was a blunder; or,
a8 is sometimes the case, the draughts-
man merely desired to save time and
Space, and shortened the word to Lardo.
It sounds pretty much the same whether

WHY NARTIN QUIT

“I'HE TRUE STORY OF *JOE’S” UN-
CONDITIONAL RESIG-
NATION.

DR, SINCLAIR OF ROSSLAND LED
, THE CRUSADE IN THE EX-
ECUTIVE MEETING.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Here is the true story of *Joe” Mar-
®in's resignation of the leadership of
%he B. C. Liberals.

About a dozen of the provincial exe-
cutive were in session. Martin, of
<ourse, was present. As soon as the
aminutes of the previuos meeting had
Bbeen read and approved, the next busi-
mess called up by the chairman was
“‘communications.”” Whereupon, a let-
%er from “Joe” was produced and read.
In this epistle Martin, anticipating con-

the . leadership, wvolunteered to resign
after the next general elections; his
@uccessor to be appointed by the Lib-
®rals elected to the next legislature,

As the last words of the letter were

This was no sooner done than the ven-
wrable doctor, calm and deliberate, yet
ajesperately in earnest, again rose to his
feet. Those who were present declare
Roesland’s representative on the pro-
wincial executive of the Liberal party
“was® never in better form. He ripped
Martin and Martinism up one side and
down the other, until the redoubtable
*Joe” fairly quailed. It is said that
Dr. Sinclair did not mince matters in
wne single instance, He spoke at con-
siderable length and referred to many
of “Joe’s” innumerable shortcomings.
“When he finally took his seat, the doc-
tor was applauded very heartily by
the anti-Martin element present.

Martin put up J. C. Brown of New
Westminster to reply to Dr. Sinclair,
dut he had no sooner got started than
the Rossland man “jumped” him, too.

Then Martin,
some hard thinking, rose and tried to
placate the doctor, who, however, re-
mained obdurate. Martin then resign-
<ed unconditionally.

Dr, Sinclair was asked to affirm or
deny this story yesterday, but he refus-
ed to discuss the incident further than
to admit that he was glad Martin had
resigned the leadership.

‘When questioned about the local po-
Jitical situation, the doctor was more
communicative. He sald:

“No, I am not a candidate for legis-
lative honors. All the straight-line
Literals want is a candidate who is an
tonest man and opposed to Martin and
Martinism. I do not predict lack of
harmony in local Liberal circles, but I
do predict disaster if a Martinite is
nominated. You will always be able to
tell if a man is a Martihite by the way
Martinites work for or against him.

At a comparatively early date the em-
pioyees of the Canadian Pacific railroad
throughout the Kootenays and Boundary
will hold a big picnic at ome of the
towns or cities of the district.

Mayor Dean Tells of Ex-
pense of Fire Depart=
raent.

Argues for Decreased Pre-
mium Rates for Ross-
land.

(From Friday's Daily.)

The question of the administration of
the fire department here recently re-
ceived publicity through the publication
of a communication from the secretary
of the Mainland Fire Underwriters’ as-
sociation to the city council. It was tac-
itly intimated that a change would be
necessary to prevent difficulties in con-
nection with fire insurance in Rossland.

The matter was referred to the fire-
water and light committee, and at a
special meeting of the committee Mayor
Dean was authorized to prepare a com-
munication to the Underwriters’ associa-
tion that would present the city's side
of the question.

Mayor Dean takes the ground that the
corporation’s big outlay on fire protec-
tion merits better treatment than pro-
perty owners have received in the matter
of rates.

The communication as forwarded to
the Underwriters this morning reads
ac follows:

Rossland, B. C., July 1, 1903.
Mr, Charles R. Gilbert,
Secretary Board Underwriters,
Vancouver, B. C.

Dear Sir: I am instructed to write
you as follows:

Your letter of the 16th ult., addressed
to the mayor and council of this eity,
has been laid before the council and
carefully considered, having regard to
al! the suggestions and recommendations
therein, and whilst we would be only
‘too pleased to endeavor to meet with
your wishes, the whole question hinges
on our ability to pay for the high stand-
ard of fire protection that you natufdl-
ly desire.

As it is at present our fire department
costs over 20 per cent of our entire re-
venue, available for general purposes,
and we respectfully submit that this is
a far larger proportion than is paid by
any other eity in Kootenay, or in Can-
ada, and when added to interest on
cepital invested in the department itself,
and a fair proportion of the éapital in-
vested in waterworks, it is a great tax
on our resources and all we can reason-
ably be expected to bear.

This question
has now been in issue for several
weeks, since reasonable assurance was
had that the federal government pro=
posed to go ahead with the structure,
and after the Rossland militiamen have
examined the substantial and commo-
dious armory recently completed at
Nelson they are especially anxious to
see steps taken in the direction of get-
ting the Golden City’s drill shed under
way.

Conditions are such that Rossland
will have the crack militia corps of the
Kootenays if the drill hall is built this
summer.

Moreover the  construction. of the
armory would add another desirable
government building to Rossland’s pub-
lic structures, and place in circulation
here many thousands of dollars for
wages and material. It is known that
the department of public works, which
will build the armory, has recently
made inquiries here that justify the be-
lief that 1% contemplates calling for
tenders at an early date, but there is a
feeling locally that much valuable time
and excellent weather for building op-
erations is being wasted. In some
quarters, however, the opinion is ex-
pressed that tenders may be called for
any day.

The Nelson armory is of brick, being
‘within the city’s fire Ilimits, with
matched hardwood floor on the main
flat and Morris tube shooting galleries,

TO THE FRONT

“Corporation’ Heelers to
Be Forced into the
Back Ground.

Rights of the llasses to
Prevail Over Corpor=
ate Influence.

(From Sunday’s Dally.)

The disregard of past governments
of British Columbia for the rights of
the common people—particularly the
prospector, the free miner and the busi-

ness man, coupled with the fact that
a general provincial election will be
held next October, has caused a large
number of Rosslanders and many other
Kootenalans to take a decided stand
for the rights and privileges of the
masses. They seem determined upon a
course of action hitherto unexpressed
by either of the old parties, and evi-
dence is not wanting to show that they
are going to be a very important fac-
tor in the forthcoming campaign.

In Rossland the Liberals are directly
and indirectly opposed to what this
element is fighting for. The Conserva-
tives are (because of ocertain corpora-
tion influences over a few) at present
undecided as a body, although a ma-
Jority of the party are heartily in sym-
pathy with.the “independents.”

These stalwart ‘Independents” de-
clare that unless there is some reason-
able assurance from aspirants for leg-
islative honors at the forthcoming elec-
tions that there shall be a sudden and
permanent termination of the disadvan-
tageous conditions that now obtain, it
is their intention to deny all such per-
sons their votes and influence, and,
furthermore, to do all in their power
to select and elect candidates for the
provincial legislature who are willing
and able to do their whole duty with-
éut fear or favor.

Briefly, the chief grievances under
which prospectors, free miners and
business men generally suffer are as
Tcllows:

1. The placing of ‘“reserves” on
crown lands for the benefit of the rail-
way and other powerful corporations to
the detriment of the general public.

2. The refusal of the provincial au-
thorities to issue prospecting licenses
to those who have complied with all
the requirements of the law.

3 'The failure of the provincial gov-
ernment to break the present fuel mo-
nopoly' fn Southern British Columbia,

by opening to development East *Koote-

nay coal areas now vested in the
crown, thus providing the mineral in-
dustry with an adequate supply of coal
and coke, which under the conditions
is not nearly sufficlent for present
needs.

4. The persistent favoritism of the
big dividend-paying corporations in the
matter of taxation, to the detriment
and injustice of the general public and
the ruination of the financial credit of
the province of British Columbia.

It Is commonly. reported that more
than 120 voters in the Rossland district
have become enrolled under the “Inde-
pendent” banner, and many more are
Hkely to follow their example. Those
who have signed the roll are severally
and collectively pledged to hold aloof
from either of the old political parties
antil one or the other or both shall
evince a willingness to endorse and
diligently advocate the principles and
conditions of the simple “Independent”
platform. In the event of neither party
complying, the “Independents’” are
pledged to put a third candidate in the
field, not only here but elsewhere in
Southern British Columbia.

It is said that 60 per-cent-of. the sig-
natures  to. thé=new roll in Rossland
are Conservativés, the balance being
Liberals and “Progressives.”

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MAY APPEAL -
THE AWARD

City Council Postpones
Settlement of Arbi-
tration.

Other Business of Interest
at Last Night’s Coun-
cil Meeting.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

It is among the possibilities tliat the
©ity fathers may appeal the award in
the recent arbitration by which Blue
& Deschamps were given $1150 for a
thirty-two foot right of way across
their timber limits for the Rock creek
flume. Nothing approaching a defi-
mite decision has been reached on the

subject, but it seems to be the senti-
ment of the majority in council that
the corporation got slightly the worst
©f the deal, and might come out better
were the case reopened. 3

At present legal advice will be sougnt
as to the status of the corporation. *

The subject was broached ‘' in con-
nection with a comunication from J. A.
Macdonald, who has been doing the
«<ivic legal business since the depart-
ure from the city of J. L. G. Abbott.
Mr. Macdonald stated that he could
not advise an appeal on the evidence,
but that if certain information in his
possession could be substantiated he
believed there was a favorable chance
of setting aside the decision of the ar-
bitrators. He agreed, if instructed, to
look into the facts, and to communicate
the result of his investigation to the
council later., After a long discussion,
the council authorized Mr. Macdonald
‘to go further into the subject. Alder-
men Armstrong and Daniel opposed.
*Their ground, as set forth by Alderman
Daniel, was that it was “best to make
‘the best of a bad job.” He thought the
ity was overcharged for the land oc-
cupied by the flume, but could not cee
wherein the corporation could improve
its position by going to law over the
matter and thereby - incurring legal
costs that might easily double the bill.
Even if the arbitration was set aside
and another convened, there was 10
guarantee that the corporation would
1ot be mulcted in a sum almost as
3arge, and the costs that would be in-
curred in the meantime would assured-
iy be large. He was surprised at the
magnitude of the award, and believad
that the city was asked to pay alto-
gether too much, but was prepared as
an alderman to swallow this, rather
than to rush into litigation that could
easily pile a couple of thousand dol-
lars on top of the arbitrators’ award.

However, the reference to Mr. Mac-
donald was carried, and the matter is
in statu quo at present.

NOTE OF WARNING.
A note of warning on the city's fi-

' pancial situation was sounded by Al-

derman Daniel,c chairman of finance.
It was proposed to lay pipe along
XKootenay avenue to connect with the
line between the Le Ro6i mine and the
lower pond, Mayor Dean having made
given notice of motion to this effect
last week, The advantages urged for
the pipe line in question are that it
will give the city the use of the wa-
ter at the Le Roi mine in case of an
emergency such as a conflagration
taxing the city water storage, that it
would enable the corporation to help
out the Le Rol were the big company
hampered through lack of water for
boiler purposes, or the Le Roi Two in
case they needed a little assistance
over a rough spot In ¢onnection with
the water supply for their concentrator.
Perhaps the strongest argument was
that the pipe line would materially add
to the city’s emergency water supply
and would, presumably, be a factor
with the insurance people.

Alderman Daniel objected strongly
to the outlay. He couldn’t see where
the city would reap any revenue, and
the expenditure was serious when the
<ity was already carrying a heavy
overdraft and might find itself in a
corner if the taxes did not :ome in
quickly. It was a fact, too, that the
city had more water available now
than it could use in a conflagration be-
cause the main was of such a size that
the addition of more than a small num-
ber of play pipes reduced the pressure
to a point where it was useless. ‘He
moved in amendment that the matter
be laid over for a*future date.

ONE MONEY-MAKXKER.

The corporation has one department
that pays its own way. This is the
sanitary branch of the civic service,
administered, along with a dozen or
so0 minor branches, by Thomas Long.

TO OUST CHAIRMAN

CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION TO
DETHRONE CHAIRMAN OF
FINANCE.

HEAP OF TROUBLE COMES
THROUGH AN UNSIGNED
CHECEK.

A heap of trouble has arisen in the
city council through the refusal of Al-
derman Daniel, chairman of the finance
committee, to sign a certain check. The
latest development of the matter is a
proposition to oust Alderman Daniel
from .his position at the head of the
finance eommittee Insofar as his prero-
gatives in the direction of signing checks
are concerned. The trouble first crop-
ped up at the last meeting of the coun-
¢il .in June, but last night it took a
new form, that is likely to create a stiff
fight.

A single dollar is at issue in the whole
difficulty, and this is the way it all
came about.

Last winter the Aldermen went out
to the Rock creek flume. Two sleighs
were Becured, and the business was di-
vided between the local stables. When
the accounts came in for the sleighs,
the Montana charged a dollar more than
the Le Roi. The bill was passed through
council during the absence of Alderman
Daniel, and on his return he wanted to
know why one account was larger than
the other, and declined to sign the Mon-
tana’s check until he had investigated
the matter. One explanation of the dis-
parity was that the Montana turnout
was away from the stables three hours
longer than the Le Roi equipage, but
the check was not signed, although at
the preceding session of the council May-
or Dean demanded that Alderman Dan-
iel perform his functions.
~ The procedure in connection with cor-
poration checks is that they must bear
the signatures of mayor, chairman of
finance committee and city treasurer. .
While the question was under discus-
sion last night, Alderman Embleton gave
notice that at the next session of the
council he would introduce a resolution
providing in future that city checks bear
the signatures of the mayor, Alderman
Dunlop, representing the finance com-
mittee, and the city treasurer. In this
way Alderman Daniel will not require
to vise checks, and if he is recaltitrant
on any account his opposition will not
suffice to withhold payment.

It goes without saying there will be
a stern fight over the resolution.

NATURALIZED AT YESTER-
DAY’'S COURT,

DOCKET OF BUSINESS DISPOSED

At other times a
troublesome and treacherous creature,
it was perfectly contented when a
handkerchief soaked in lavender was
given it. It would sniff it and eventu-
ally tear it to pleces, purring all the
time. This taste was made use of
when the keeper wished for any reas-
on to enter the cage.

Dogs, on the other hand, and all
their tribe, detest the scents dear to
the cats. A drop of lavender water,
or any of the scents made with alzo-
hol, placed in a dog’s nose drives the
creature almost frantic. They have,
however, their own preferences, as
dog stealers are well aware. Oil of
aniseed, made from the anise plant, is,
perhaps, the most peculiar. By rub-

professional dog stealer can entice al-
most any dog to follow him.
