Niagara Falls LONDON, Aug. 4.—King George 
and Queen Mary have just driven past 
Pall Mall in an open carriage. The 
streets were practically empty, as it 
was a bank holiday, yet the quarter 
of the town seemed to be filled as1 if 
by magic by the Royal passage, and 
the King probably never before heard 
such hearty cheering. Crowds ran 
after the Royal carriage, which was 
unescorted, and not even followed by 
Court officials. The King bowed and 
doffed his silk hat unceasingly. As 
the Royal carriage passel the Carlton 
a group of Americans joined in the 
cheering, one stentorian voice crying 
out, “New York is with you.” King 
George smiled to the group and again 
they both responded. The New 
Yorkers saluted.

Crowd at Buckingham 
King George and Queen Mary stood 

bareheaded on the balcony of Buck­
ingham Palace last night to receive 
the homage of 10.000 subjects; mean­
while the multitude below, with wav­
ing hats and handkerchiefs, cheered 
and sang the National Anthem. 
Crowds started to come to the pal­
ace from Parliament Square as soon 
as the Government’s policy was made 
known. For over an hour the throng 
around the Victoria Memorial grew 
more and more dense until their Maj-

dashed in and cried: “Give me 20,000 
francs.’ ‘We can’t give you 20 cen­
times,’ was the reply.

“We went out and found that Hay- 
man’s antomobilev which he had en.

‘That’s the last I saw of Mr Strauss 
We finally made our way to the rail­
way station. We had to bribe porters 
and fight our way to the platform. 
The station was packed with hysteri­
cal clamoring men, women and child­
ren. I had resarved a first class com­
partment for my party. When we got 
to it we found ten persons in the car,

‘This was at 4 o’clock in the after­
noon. The corridors of the train and 
the lavatories were packed, 
compartment was a. lady-in-waiting 
to the Queen of Italy. She was crying 
in fear of being shot en route.

“The train pulled out at 9.30 leav­
ing hundreds of persons as well as 
our baggage behind. The baggage is 
registered. We had to abandon jt as 
did scores of others, 
boat was crowded. Women lay 
the decks, and men had to stand.

Mr Ralston had been at Aix-les- 
Baines before going to Paris. He was 
at the Casino, where many Ameri­
cans were indulging in high play 
when the word was suddenly passed 
that gold would be held.

“My wife, my son and his bride 
and myself were stopping at the Ritz 
and decided to leave Paris when we 
were informed that luncheon would 
be the last meal served there, as 
practically the entity staff of the 
hotel would have to reply to the 
mobilization call, 
shaved me in the morning said to 
me: ‘I’ll be with my regiment to­
morrow.'

“I had no money except useless 100 
franc notes, and did not pay for ouij 
luncheon at the Ritz. The hotel man­
agement paid for the four taxicabs to 
take us and our baggage to the raij-i 
way station.

“A1 Hayman and his wife had ar­
rived at the Ritz the evening before 
from London on their way to Carls­
bad. It seems that Hyman had not 
read the papers regarding the criti­
cal situation. We dashed to the Royd- 
Neel Bank, in Hayman’s automobile, 
in which he intended to make a dash 
to Dieppe to get back to England. 
The bankers gave Hayman 500 francs 
for a £20 note, saying: “That’s the 
last. We’re closed.*

Profoundly impressive were the

The self-restraint of the crowds 
was splendid, but everywhere there 
were evidences that deep and anxious 
interest was taken by the people, 
thought holiday-making. From early 
morning the London terminal were 
thronged with men answering calls. 
Most of the men arrived as the holi­
day-makers were leaving for the day, 
and the great stations echoed with 
cheers and patriotic songs. The sail­
ors were the men of the hour, but 
were the calmest people on the sta­
tions.

PAY IN GOLD
Government Authorizes Pay­

ments in Dominion 
Notes.

OTTAWA, Aug. 4.—The Canadian 
government has authorized the banks 
to make payment in Dominion notes 
instead of in gold. It announces that 
it will allow banks to issue notes 
against securities approved of by the 
governor and deposited with the gov­
ernment, and to issue extra circulation 
to the amount of fifteen per cent of 
theiir paid-up capital and revenue.

“Having regard to the financial cri­
sis which has developed upon the out­
break of hostilities in Europe, and in 
view of the action of the Imperial 
Government for conserving the fin­
ancial and commercial interests of

Wednesday, Old Home Week Will Be Observed 
As A Holiday—Ice Cream Merchants Want 

Street Selling Stopped—Other Features.
A rather peculiar state of affairs was 

revealed at the City Council last night, 
when the members discussed the ques­
tion of giving Dominion licenses to 
pool-room proprietors. A. Bradshaw 
and Joseph Davies had applied for 
permission to open such a place, and 
the Council was not in favor of it and 
referred the question to the Finance 
Committee. Aid. Bragg, speaking on 
the matter, said it was a funny thing 
that outsiders could come into the city 
with a Dominion license and practi­
cally run a pool-room right under the 
noses of the Council, when they them­
selves had refused, licenses to Brant­
ford citizens. The fathers referred to 
the Social Club now running on Dal­
housie street. It was a club, but Aid. 
Broadbent thought there were all 
ways and means and dodging the 
membership status. Because this pièce 
was fun as a club, it was slightly dif­
ferent from an ordinary pool-room, 
but that was no bar to those who at­
tended it. These clubs could come in 
and over-run the city because they 
held a Dominion license. It was not 
fair to the city, declared Aid. Bragg. 
The treasury reaped no revenue from 
them, and it was an injustice to the 
ordinary pool-room owners.

Aid. Broadbent was of the same 
opinion as Aid. Bragg, that the Coun­
cil should approach the Government 
and inform them that they did not 
care for this sort of thing to exist, and 
that they asked for the exemption of 
Brantford from these Dominion li­
censes. “What can we do in keeping 
pool-rooms down when these fellows 
can come in with an outside license ?”

The finance committee undertook to 
look into the question and report to 
the Council.
