Brockville Cheese Board

Asawoop Harn, May 21.—The
meeting to-day was without question
the most important one ever known in
the history of the board. It will be
remembered that at the opening meet-
ing of two weeks ago, that the repre-
sentatives of the large produce houses
of Montreal declared themselves in
opposition to_the plan of selling the
offerings by the auction system, and ac-
cordingly gave notice of war on the
plan. Consequently, Mr. Derbyshire
as anti-auction party champion, brought
forward & nicely worded resolution
to do away with the plan, und adopt
one that would be looked upon with
avor. In speaking to his motion, Mr.
Derbyshire briefly reviewed the abuse
which in his mind was carried by the
present system. He would favor the
retention of the board in so faras it
applied to the dissemination i)x;:lunble
information, but thought th t plan
was to have the selling done privately.
Mr. J. P. Redmond brought forward
a resolution to the effect that the pres
ent system of selling cheese by auction,
was good enough for all intérested. He
favored it because it was a thorough
system. The open manner  in which
business was transacted was something
to be considered. ~ He was proud the
Brockville board held such a promi-
nent position in comparison with other
boards in the country and the cheese
manufactured in this section was among
the finest. By selling cheese as hero-
tofore, it brought the board prominent-
ly before the world, He favored in-
spection at the factoriesand the weight
to he determined at Montreal. The
keen competition sometimes was all
in favor of the-salesmen. He strongly
urged that the auction system be con-
tinued.
