He recom-
mends that one of the following rem-
edies be nsed ns & precaution against
it; the first two he has by personal
test proved to be successful, and the
third is given on the authority of Mr
Worthington 6. Smith, author of

it for about 10 minutes. 2d, Soaking

the seed for about ten or fiftcen min-
utes in brine of mdinary strength for
ealting pork, then pour off the brine
and dry the seed by du-ting lime over
it until,all the graing are white, 8d,
Washing the sced with water or water
and lie.

Protocpls of the Orchard.:

Rough Sketches The Agriculturas?

The moderator in his prefatory re-
marked that a controversy had risen in
the elub velative to the pabulum of the
orchard— an apple of diseord of a threat-
enirg character ;- that he was now hap-
py to announce the gratifying intelli-
gence that the disputants had arrived at
a promise-of mutual agreement, or, to
borrow an indefiuite phrase, a modus
vivendi, a8 1o the best method of sustain-
ing the vitality of that valuable adjunct
to the farm—the orchard. That eome
very erude notions are dbroad in regard
to the usage of perennial plants, particu
larly the propagation of apple-trees;
also the peeuniary management of fruit.
That a demand of an unusual character
bad been made for the protocols although
not in good form, yet, from the intelleet-
ual ability and high “standing of the um-
pires, he felt no hesitation in indulging
the request. That be would now call
vpon Bio Peter Cooper Bush to cpen
his satchel and produce the eriginals

Protceol No. 1 has reference to the or-
igin and derivation of the word apple as
rendered i the Bible, also, whether the
word so reevided, and in the translation
of Greek authors, is applicable to the
pyrus malus or to some other fruit of
sinnlar form., The etymology of the
word is, by dietionary writers, reflerred to
several nationalities having their termin-
als in al and all, and these words are
traceable to the Celtic word ball, which
iu plain English means a round body.
The Celtic word ubhall aud the Inish
ubhald for the apple are synonomeous terme.
(The patois of the Irish is generally allow-
ed to be the purest Greek spoken. 0'Con-
nel said, “It% an illegant parenasive
tongue and wud melt the heart of a fish-
wife."”)

The introduetion of the word apple in
the Bible is thought hy somé comment-
ators to have a doubtful meaning. and
should be taken in a general sense, hav-
ing reference to some other subtropical
froit. Solomon in his devotion to tem-
poral enjoyments said, “Stay me with
flagons, comfirt me with apples.” In
several passages he refers to the apple,
extolling the tree and its grateful shade-
No doubt he was a critical pomologist
and understood the value of “old or-
chard.” His modvs vivendi must have
been exquisitely lovely. It is not at ail
probable, whatever commentators may
suggest, that he had reference to any
other fruit than the pyrus malus, for
apples and flowing flagons are insepara-
ble comeomitants, and stand outside of
all temperance legislation,

The whole pomulogieal catalogue was
exhausted and failed to furnish a sub
stitute, net even “apples of gold in
pitchers of silver” being sufficient to
establish a claim for the ciieron, the
orange, and that forbidden fruit, the
shaddock, The fruit that Eve plucked,
a portion of which she gave to her hus-
band, “and he did eat,” was, no doubt,
the pyrus malus of the orchard, in evi-
dence of which does not every born
buman male earry the rcevrd of the
core mark 7

The native country of our favorite
orchard fruits is gemerally conceded to
be the southern portions of Europe and
Western Asia. The apple is one of those
special plants of culture, and claimed
the attention of the early horticulturists
from its sueceptibility of improvement.
It is to this pliancy in , the bands of the
skilful pomolugist that we are indebted
for the increased and increasing varieties
under eultivation.

The French pioneers were noted tree-
planter-, and relics of their provident
care are conspicuous in many parts of
the Province. At the present time we
can boast o a very extensive catalogue
of varicties under cultivation, not only
extensive but expensive, four-fifths of
the list producing froit of a very low
grade. The result of such action is to
overstack the market witk disreputable
fruit, and express surprise that we don’t
realize as much as a more provident
neighbor.  Apples differ in- rize, form,
color and taste, varying withoat limit
according to soil, sitnation and climate

he whole suhjeet of variatiom in spe.
cies is a wmatter of consideration well
worth the attention of the orchardist.

As old varieties disappear, new ones are

required to fill the gas, and a careful
