The French Government, finding itself 

anahle to increase the taxation^ which 
is heavier per capita in France than in 
any other country in the world, has de­
cided, to resort to the convertion ot ns 
treasury bonds or r, utes from 3 per c.nc. 
to 2 1-2 as the easiest, and, indeed, the 
only available means of. increasing the 
revenues of the state. The ground is 
taken that ns the national er-u.c i» t>ucu 
that the government has recently been 
able to secure temporary loans at 1-4 
per cent., the interest charge on treasury 
bonds is far too high, arid that a con- 
vert.on scheme wouiu respond to the pre­
sent state of France’s national credit. 
That the latter should stand so high is 
surprising, when it is remembered that, 
although in the last twenty-six years 
France’s population has only increased 
by 208,000 inhabitants, or at the rate ot 
about 11,500 a year (England having 
doubled hers in the last forty years), i.e 
consolidated national debt of France has 
grown from $3,000,0)0,00J to $7 0>u,UK>,- 
000, while tlie taxation both direct and 
indirect, has more, than doubled.—New 
York Tribune.

Stung oy Cactus jriuuts.

Several men employed about Horti- 
ruitural Hall, in Pairmount Park, are 
nursing very sore hands, and one of them 
is not just sure that he is out of danger 
from blood poisoning from stings re­
ceived in handling prickly cactus p.ants.

IIow Dieulafoy Lends Piquancy to Pari­
sian Life

There are but three or four ladies 
In France who have availed" themseives 
of the benefits of that law which pro­
vides that women may wear male at­
tire on obtaining a permit from the 
authorities, which can be had for a 
merely nominal fee if valid reasons 
are given why the applicant wishes to 
wear male garments. Among these 
few ladies, Madame Dieulafoy, the 
wife of the well-known explorer and 
orientalist, is certa.nJy the -most ,n- 
teresting. Like Lady Burton she ac­
companied her husband on 'his voy­
ages and in order to avoid-the un* 
pleasantness always experienced by wo­
men when traveling in Oriental coun­
tries, as well as for better çrBtelrUon, 
she adopted boy’s c.othing at that time, 
being of a very slignt build. Wxitle 
Lady Burton on her return into civ il­
ized countries resumed the garb of tier 
sex, the French traveler kept up her 
habit of wearing the. male costume 
she had grown fond of, and in it she 
is to-day frequently seen in the liter­
ary and scientific society of Paris.

Not long ago a German Journalist 
requested an interview of Madame 
Dieulafoy, whom he had never sgpn, 
and received a very gracious reply to 
call the next day. He must evid.ntly 
have been under the impression that 
she only wears male attire when go­
ing out, and that she, litoe all ethers 
of her sex, would prefer the soft 
gowns, now so much in use by Paris­
iennes at their homes. When entering 
her boudoir, a charming room with a 
wainscoting of old oak and blue cloth 
draperies, be beheld a rather small 
gentleman stretched in an easy chair 
with the feet toward the open giate, 
in which a log fire was burning 
briskly. _ The reporter became con­
fused at seeing an apparently young 
man, where he had expected to meet a 
lady of mature years, and stammered: 
“Beg pardon, sir, I requested the hon­
or of meeting Madame Dieulafoy!" 
whereupon the little monsieur replied 
smilingly: "Why, that’s I!” The visit­
or was dumfounded, and In his own 
words we state his experience: . T 
could not for the moment stammer an 
excuse, nor an explanation. I mechani­
cally took thé proffered chair and sank 
into it. In silence I attemptea tc col­
lect my senses, to re-establish my pre­
sence of mind. I stared at her, and all 
•I know Is that I conttnuallly repeated 
to myself the words: "And -that is 
a woman!------”

Mme. Dieulafby was faultlessly at­
tired. She had just returned fiom a 
wedding. Her Prince Albert coat, 
closely buttoned .fitted her form wonder, 
fully well; It did not reveal even the 
slightest trace of female shape. A 
chamois colored waistcoat and a well 
tied blue bow oould be seen above the 
coat; her—trousers—thanks to God, tne 
word. Is out—her troupers,then, were of 
a pearlish grey cloth. She • wore pa­
tent leather shoes of the broad-heeled 
English pattern. Her brawn hair was 
cut short and brushed back smoothly 
like those of a man and not curly like 
those of a mannish woman. Her face 
was rather pale but expressive, and 
her piercing grey eyes seemed to 
penetrate into the inmost recesses *.t 
mine. I have seen many chess play-, 
ers who look like her, still there was 
nothing theatrical or constrained 
about her. While I was perplexed and 
could not even speak coherently, she, 
like a true woman of the world, kept 
up the conversation in order not to let 
me feel that she noticed my surprise. 
She was very much at home In her pe­
culiar attire and looked quite serious, 
almost too serious.”

Madame Dieulafoy accompanies her 
husband everywhere In the costume 
she has adopted for good, but this of­
ten results in very comical episodes. 
Not so vefy long ago they attended 
an evening entertainment in one of 
the families of the fashionable set. 
The “portier” (attendant at the door) 
who was to announce them, received 
their card, which read: "Monsieur et 
Madame Dieulafoy." He looked at the 
card, then at the strange couple, fin­
ally he turned to the door in dismay 
and called in: “The two Messieurs 
Dieulafoy,” much to the amusement 
of everybody who knew them.

1 The Cuban Trocha. •
The war reports from Cuba have a 

great deal to say about the troc via. 
It is a new term in military scien-o, 
and there is more or less confusion in 
the public mind as to what it means. 
In a general way it signifie^kp strate­
gic line across a given scop^o£ terri­
tory, separating one army from an­
other. The line in the present in­
stance extends from Havana to the 
southern coast of the Island, and its 
original purpose was to divide the in­
surgent forces, part of which were in 
the western portion of tne island un­
der Maoeo, and the rest in the east­
ern portion under Gomez and Garda­
it consists principally of ep barb id- 
wire fence 3 feet 6 inches Tiigh, with 
sentinel detachments immediately be­
hind it.

Bran a Substitute For Coal.
Because of the excessive rates charg­

ed for coal, various eel ernes are con­
cocted throughout the State o>f South 
Dakota to secure some son of a sub­
stitute for coal. The roller mill at 
Kimball, that State, is doing Its share 
toward beating the coal trust, bran in­
stead of coal being utilized for fuel. As 
it would be Impossible to feed the fur­
nace in the ordinary way without end­
less toil, Engineer Perkins invented 
an ingenious contrivance that feeds 
the bran to the fire-box automatically. 
The contrivance holds the steam gauge 
to 80 pounds for hours at a time with­
out regulating. ___________

Human Remains ÏJuz Out of the Gravel 
In England.

An interesting discovery has beei: 
made near Horntiaslle, England, says 
a correspondent. In the outskirts of 
the town jir. G. W. Smith, seedsman 
and greengrocer, was employing a la­
borer to dig gravel on his premises. 
About two feet below the surface tne 
man’s pick struck against something 
hard, which on investigation proved to 
be a leaden coffin. It was imbedded 
In the gravel, and proved to be in a 
fairly good state of preservation. The. 
sides and ends, however, had lost co­
hesion between themselves and the lid, 
the latter being, also broken in the 
process of uncovering it. Owing to this- 
want of cohesion the soil" hud fallen 
in and filled the interior. This was 
carefully removed, wl en there was dis 
closed to view a peif.ct skeleton, since 
pronounced by medical exporta to be 
that of a female. The coffin was five 
feet 2 inches in length, the body, of 
course, being rather shot ter. Last week, 
as the gravel digging was continued, 
a second leaden coffin was exhumed 
about a yard to the north of the for­
mer. This was in very much the same 
condition, the lid only being rather 
more broken in extricating It. This 
coffin was 5 feet 7 Inches In length. 
The bones were larger, and are pro­
nounced to be those of a mule. Some 
twenty-four years ago three leaden 
coffins were found within 100 yards if 
the same site while woitan u. were dig­
ging with a view- to laying the foun­
dation of a nonconformist chapel. No 
care was taken of these, and t'nep- 
were disposed of as old lead. Several 
Roman cinerary urns have been dug 
up at different times in thl3 locality, 
as well as many Roman coins and 
other antiquities. The main qu slion is. 
Were these lead coffins Roman or 
Christian? On the same site o' the 
town there Is a - public recreation 
ground called the “Wong”—an eld 
Saxon word for “field." Were they 
Saxons? From their lying cast and 
west - the correspondent is inclined to 
consider them Christian. Their some-- 
what rude construction, as-w 1! as the 
absence of any kind of inscription, also 
Incline him to suppose that were
originally inner “shells," inclosed in a 
wooden exterior, but no trace of de­
cayed wood was p;rc3ptlble.—Boston 
Herald.

.COOK’S ANODYNE LINIMENT.

Tiie Us.; <*ul Pennnt.
From all appearances the plebeian 

peanut is not .properly appreciated in 
this country as it sr.ojiu b.i. In Eu­
rope this nut has various uses which 
are only beginning to be recugnized in 
this country, the first recognition be­
ing that of a Virginia company which 
is about to handle the peanut products. 
According to the Manufacturers’ Re­
cord tbe principal products are peanut 
oil for cooking and table purposes and 
confectioners’ use, peanut cribble for 
confectionery, peanut grits for soap, 
etc., peanut flour for. baking and pea­
nut bran for stock feed. The oil is 
highly valued in Europe, and it is 
stated that fully $5,00i),000 worth of 
peanuts are ■ brought into Mus.files, 
France, annually for the manufacture 
of oil, which Is used in toilet soaps 
and for other purposes. The peanut 
flour is quite extensively used in Eu­
rope and made Into bread, cakes, bis­
cuits, etc. It is one of the favorite 
articles of food, according to consular 
reports, in hospitals'in" Germany.

The estimated product of five tons of 
peanuts amounts to 235 gallons of re­
fined oil, at $1 per gallon; 175 gallons 
of crude oil at 60 cents; 3680 pounds 
of flour and meal at two cents, and 
8300 pounds of stock feed at 60 cents 
per hundred pounds, making $415.90 in 
all.

In the mechanical handling of pea­
nuts they are first crushed and cut be­
tween suitable rollers, thin the cut 
and crushed mass is submitted to a not 
bstfcJ tc# separating the shells and 
kdrnels. and flnal/y drying the kernels 
to separate them from their, skins.

The Age of Trees.
The annular, or ring-growths, of trees 

arid their relation to the age of the 
average specimen ift the “forest mon­
arch” has been the leading subje.t of 
discussion In the scientific Journals 
for the past two fnonths. It is pretty 
generally admitted by the forestry ex­
perts that where the "zone test,” as It 
is called, can be properly app.ied, the 
age imputed to the tree will not err In 
the way of excess. It la a so admitted 
by the very best of the great facet cf 
writers upon the subject that a Clear­
ly-marked ring Infallibly denotes a 
season’s growth. Assumiiis, then, that 
these growths are true age Indicators, 
It Is plain that where there is ai un­
usually thin, or, perhaps, indistinguish­
able layer, one year's credit will re­
main unentered in the tree’s life re­
gister. On this ring basis of compu­
tation a German scientist has been en­
gaged in preparing a table of the ages 
cf certain European trees. He finds 
that In Finland and Sweden the pine 
and fir trees attain to the maximum 
age of 700 years. The greatest ascer­
tained age of the larch (this is Bava­
ria) was 274 years, while- the silver fir 
of the same locality often grc.ws un­
til after It Is 400 years old. The old­
est known German specimen of the 
oak is one of the “holm” variety, which 
formerly stood near Aschaffenburg, 
which the rltig growths proved to be 
410 years of age. The maximum ages 
of other German trees—as formed by 
counting the ring growths—Is aa fol­
lows: Red beech, 245; ash, 170; elm, 
130; birch, 200; aspen, 210, and alder, 
145.

Ten Thousand Miles in 53 Seconds.
How much actual time is necessary 

to transfer a telegraphic message from 
London to Valparaiso, Chill, was. the 
question propounded by some South 
American editors last summer. The re­
ply was furnished by a special com­
munication, when an arrangement was 
made with the telegraph and cable 
companies to keep open wires and get 
the telegraphic results of & recent 
sporting event to Valparaiso with the 
least possible delay at the intervening 
stations. Ten minutes before the mes­
sage was to be sent the wires were 
cleared along the entire distance and 
all the ordinary communications 
through the cables were suspended. At 
the given astronomical time the de­
spatch was sent from London to Car- 
cavellos, when the message was trans­
ferred through a submarine cable to 
Pernambuco, wherefrom the Brazilian 
coast cable conducted the message to 
Buenos Ayres. It was from there de­
spatched over the South American 
Transcontinental telegraph line and ar­
rived at Valparaiso 55 seconds after 
leaving the London office, although the 
distance It had to travel In this short 
space of time amounted to almost 10,- 
000 miles, and the eight words of the 
message had to be repeated four times.

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ST. JOHN LETTER.

The State of Massachusetts with about 
ten times the population of this province, 
has nearly 700 public libraries containing 
About 7,000,000 books valued at nearly 
$10,000,000. Aside from these it has 
1344 religious and Sunday school libraries 
witli a total of 856,064 volumes. There 
are only three or four towns in the State 
without a secular library accessible to all 
their inhabitants. Probably there is 
not another state or country in the world 
whose inhabitants are so well provided 
with the means of acquiring an education 
as are those of Massachusetts. The town 
of Amherst, population about 11,000, has' 
a college library containing 19,600 vol­
umes, a village library of 70,000 volumes 
and two minor libraries containing about 
10,000 volumes, a total of 99,000 volumes 
for the use of 11,000 peojde. Are the 
people of Massachusetts better citizens 
because of their extraordinary privileges? 
It is believed they are. Crime, pauper­
ism and insanity in t ho-old Bay State are 
ettremely rare (timing the native bom.

Members of the Hundred Clubs which 
At» «fringing up all over the United 
States are pledged to endeavor to live 
more than a hundred years, to strength­
en others in longevity, and to aid in the 
collection and denomination of ideas re­
lating thereto. They think with the 
w riter that if nature intended that the 
average life of man should be only about 
fifteen years after attaining maturity, the 
creation of man was a mistake.

By the death of Hunter Duvar at 
Herne wood, P. E. I. on the 25th ult., 
Canada has lost one of its foremost mon 
of letters, a poet, an essayist and a novel­
ist, who will be read and admired when 
many of his contemporaries who are now 
better known,' are forgotten. His “Rob- 
êrval” and “Thtf Immigration of the 
Fairies” will rank with the best poems of 
this generation, and in prose, his “£n- 
naltr-,[ the Court pf Oheron" ia, not a 
whit inferior to Hawthorne’s “Snow tm- 
6.. e. The wjriter was honored with ’thc 
friendship of Hunter Duvar, a polished 
gentleman of the type of fifty yptirs 
ago, and as he writes has before him a 
letter which lie penned only a few days 
previous to his death.

Landsmen have a very imperfect idea 
of the carrying capacity of ships arriving 
And departing from this port. The Am- 
arynthia that sailed for Glasgow last 
Thursday carried away 107 car loads of 
timber, 250 standards of deal, 243 head 
of cattle, S3,o48 bushels of grain, 11,596 
sacks of flour and oatmeal, 555 boxes of 
cheese, 757 barrels of apples, 1496 bales 
-of pulp, 1,114 bales of bay and quite a 
lot of miscellaneous cargo. Ninety out 
one hundred landsmen would have 
thought the timber alone a load for the 
ship.

A Salvation Army congress attended 
by about 100 officers from all parts of the 
Maritime Provinces is in progress in this 
city and will continue four days.

A furiously d:iv n hack dashed into a 
s reel carat the comer of King Street 
and Market Square last Thursday night, 
smashing the plate glass windows and en­
dangering the lives of the passengers. 
The driver escaped before his number 
could be secured. As hackmen and the 
drivers of delivery wagons menace the 
lives of pedestrians every day, it would 
be well for the latter to arm themselves 
with horse whips or revolvers.

There are no further changes in the 
prices of flout although millers claim that 
the present cost of wheat is such that they 
are selling at a loss. There is a good 
deal of speculation in Chicago and the 
market prices of wheat are very uncertain 
It seems to be almost quite in thehands 
of speculators who can force prices in such 
directions as suits their oWn interests. 
Oatmeal and commeal are unchanged. 
Beans are firmer and 5 cents per bushel 
higher. Barley and split peas are higher 
and are quoted today at $4 per barrel. 
Stocks of cheese are limited; singles are 
quoted at 9£ and twins at 10 cents. Cas­
sia and pepper have each advanced 2 cents 
per pound. New brands of soy) are con­
tinually appearing in the market. The 
latest is the “Dishcloth Soap,” for which 
George S. DeForest & Sons are the 
agents. Each four pound bar is wrapped 
in a dishcloth and retails for 25 cents. 
This firm landed on Friday 1024 packages 
of tea direct from India and Chiqa and 
have 574 more to arrive in a few days. 
The tea trade is very active.

After reciting that the provinces were 

reconquered Uj the joint military and 
financial efforts of the British and Egyp­
tian governments, and setting forth the 
desire to give effect to the claims that 
have accrued to Her Brit tannic Majesty’s 
Government by right <if conquest—thé 
claim to.share in the present settlement 
and futute working and development, ef 
the administration of'the territories— 
and pointing out that the territories of 
Wady Haifa and Stialiim may .be most 
effectively administered in conjunction 
with the reconquered provinces, rne con­
vention proceeds as follows:—“It is here­
by agreed and declared between the un­
dersigned, duly authorized, that the word 
Soudan in this agreement means all the 
territories south of the 22 id parallel of 
latitude, which have never been evacu­
ated by the Egyptian troo|>s since 1882 
or, which, having been administrated by 
the Khedive’s Government prior to the 
late rebellion, were temporarily lost to< 
Egypt and have been reconquered by the 
British and Egytian governments acting 
in concert, or which may hereafter be 
reconquered by the two governments 
acting in condert.

“The British and Egyptian flags shall 
be used together on both land and water 
thvougliout the Soudan, except in ■ Sua- 
kiui, where the Egyptian flag alone shall 
be used. " ■' '■

“The supreme military and civil com­
mand in the Soudan shall be vest ed in 
<jne officer, termed the governor-general, 
appointed by Khetlivul decree with the 
consent of Great Britain, and to be re­
moved only hy Khedivnl decree with the 
consent of Great Britain/’

The next olrfuse gives the governor- 
general absolute power to make, alter or 
abrogate by proclamation laws, orders or 
regulations for the good- government of 
the Soudan and for the regulation, hold­
ing, disposal and demolition of property, 
of every kind situated in thé Soudan, but 
all such proclamations must forthwith be.. 
given notice of to the agent of Her Brit­
annic Majesty at Cano, and to the prési­
dant of the Kliedival council. No Egyp­
tian law, degree or enactment is to ap­
ply to any part of the Soudan, save by 
the proclamation of the governor-gen­
eral.

Regarding the condition under which 
Europeans shall be permitted to trade, 
reside or. twild property ip the 8oij4Hri' 
the convention says: “No special privi­
leges shall be accorded the subject? of any 
one or more powers. Import duties shall 
not be levied on goods from Egyptaiu 
tertjjtcify, but they shall be leviable on. 
goods frqm elsewhere. In the raise of( 
goods entering dpim the Soudan at Sua-^ 
him, i or any qtjjcr ,R$d ,Sÿ.% port ,t,b^ 
duties ijiiiat not exceed the amount’ levi­
able upon foreign’ goods entering Egy^jA' 
iSotie* may he levied upon.goods .leaving 
the Soudan, the rates to be prescribed by 
proclamation.

The convention provides that the juris­
diction of the mixed tribunals shall apply 
to no part of the Soudan, except Suakim, 
and the whole Soudan, except Suakim, 
shall remain under material law untifthe 
governor-general proclaims otherwise.
No consular agents shall be accredited to 
or allowed to reside iu the Soudan with­
out the.previous consent of Great Britain.

The importation or exportation of 
slaves is absolutely prohibited, and speci­
al atention is to be paid to the enforce­
ment of the Brussels Act of July 2, 1890, 
in respect to the import, sale and manu­
facture of firearms, munitions and dis­
tilled or spirituous liquors.

The convention which is dated at Cario 
Jan. 18, 1899, is signed by the Khedival 
minister of foreign affairs, Boutros Pasha 
Chali, and by Lord Cromer, British agent 
and consul- general in Egypt.

Buies Which Will Enable You to Boy
Them Every Time.

Th» boot that la well fitted to the 
foot Is well made, 'mere are two 
kinds of boots.

The ready-made boot and the boot 
that is made to order.

Shown in the shop windows are 
shoes all of the same shape, yet no 
two persons have feet soaped alike, 
hence the more often footwear is 
made to order the better. The first 
this g to do is to examine the foot 
without a boot If it is a natural toot 
and the second toe is longer than the 
great one, it is possible to experience 
eoir.e comfort in wearing a ready­
made boot, but the greatest of care 
should be taken to insure its fitting 
snugly to the instep and to see that 
the toes are in their natural position.

The round-toed shoe is better than 
either the pointed or the common- 
eense shoe.

The natural shape of the foot is 
nearly straiight, with the second toe a 
bit in advance of the great one, and 
a rounding decrease in the length of 
each of the other three.

Now the fashion of the pointed toe, 
with its right angles from the great 
toe Joint to the tip is going to bring, 
about an abnormal position of the 
foot toy crowding the first two over 
and upon the others, which soon dis­
torts the muscles and bones and 
causes great discomfort

The round toe, which in the well- 
made boot, follows closely the outline 
of the foot, is much more shapely to 
look upon and is in reality more sen­
sible than the so-called common-sense 
ehoe. The. boot top should be high 
for wintry weather and rainy days.

For walking and general wear the 
dongola kid is the best and next comes 
the light weight calf. It is well to 
have thé uppers of a softer and less 
heavy quality thàn the vamping. 11 
makes movement more easy and , dt 
more perfectly.

Choose a boot made wholly in one 
leather rather than one with the pat­
ent leather trimmings. The paten i 
leather will wear out first and look un
tidy.

No boot is wearable that Is not hand 
eewed.

Examine closely the stitching to set 
that it joins well and that tne strip 
of leather up the back is straight.

The soles should bo thick for street 
and school wear, with inners of cork, 
so as to do away as far as possible 
with the rubber, or overshoe, \vh ci» 
et beat are most unwholesome. They 
aliow of no-ventilation whatever, and 
Lring about a process of cooking 
which when the feet are not in motion 
to keep up the circulation proves thor­
oughly unhealthful. The heel should 
be rather large, beginning, at the end 
of the boot and coining well under the 
foot. To keep a boot leather in pro­
per condition it shuld be frequently 
rubbed with some soft boot creeam; 
while polishes of all kinds should be 
avoided.

Never use the iron or crimping pin 
on the hair of growing gir.s. On n ) 
account must tue hair ce left loose 
about her face. If a nervous child 
this will make her more so. If not 
nervous it will cause her to become 
so.

If the features are any way regular 
and the forehead good then by all 
means have a part through the mid­
dle. This quaint touch always adds 
a charm to the face and If worn so as 
a child the hair is sure to fashion a 
pretty outline for the face.

If the hair Is short and Inclined to 
curl It may be tied up In a pretty bunch 
at the nape of the neck. Should it b-i 
thin, then brush it most carefully and 
let It hang in one plait down the back.

Long and heavy hair needs -smooth 
brushing and to hang in two plaits 
down the back.

Never, no matter how trying flic 
forehead, allow a bang to be worn. 
Arrange the hair loosely about the 
face Instead and with tasteful training 
It may be made to gracefully conceal 
the Imperfection.

The hair should be carefully brushed 
for twenty minutes both night and 
morning; but never with, a stiff brush. 
Shampoo with tar soap once a month.

The foundation for a coming crown

should be careful looked into. It is 
best cared for during sleeping hoiktr 
by being loosely braided.

Farm and Household.

For the Tailor- Unde Girl.
The young woman who aspires to 

nvasouline severity of attire should 
copy with the utmost fvt/.fulnesa 
masculine fastidiousness about collars 
mid ties. Many a gill spoils the ef­
fect of a tailor costume by some ridi­
culously Inappropriate tie, and there 
bave been girls who did-not seem to 
recognize that the alpha and omega 
of the law In regard to collars was 
eomprisfed In absolute cleanliness.

You cannot, however economically 
minded you may be, wear a linen 
collar two successive days. In fact, 
K Is often advisable to change It of- 
tener.

Never afccept from the hands of your 
•washerwoman or laundry man a linen 
collar which has been smudged by 
tne iron. No well-dressied man would, 
and the girl of masculine attl.-e must 
follow this custom.

Do not put on ancient and slightly 
frayed collars under the fond delusion 
that the ragged edge will escape no­
tice.

HARVESTING POTATOES.
he of Potato Forlt, Plow or Digger.

Sorting and Storing. ,
Potatoes can be dug at any time after 

they have matured, which is usually 
when the tops have dried up completely. 
Do not attempt the work while the 
ground is wet, for soil will adhere to 
the tubers and cause much annoyance. 
If the ground is in the right condition, 
the potatoes will oome out clean and 
ready fot storing after exposure to the 
air for a few hours. They will keep 
much better than if dug when the 
ground is wet, says Orange Jndd Farm­
er, which also offers the following ad­
vice about this operation and the subse­
quent care of the crop:

The method of digging will depend 
largely upon the acreage. For small 
patches a potato fork with four broad 
tines in the hands of a strong man is 
the most economical. Especially is this 
truo where the soil is sandy or light 
and is easily worked. Where a half acre 
or so is grown an ordinary breaking 
plow is very satisfactory. Use two 
horses, and the first time through the 
row split it about ,in the middle. Pick 
np the potatoes that have been exposed; 
then turn over the other half of the 
row, throwing the soil in the opposite 
direction. After the field has been treat­
ed in this way harrow thoroughly with 
a straight toothed harrow, picking up 
the potatoes that are thus brought to the 
surface. This is probably the most com­
mon method .if digging employed by the 
avertie farmer. • Of course some of the 
potatoes ore covered and lost, bnt the 
cheapness of the process more than off­
sets this. j.

Where potatoes are grown upon a 
large scale .sprue of the one horse diggers 
with metal point and rods for mold- 
board can be profitably employed. The 
large diggers drawn by fonr horses work 
welland should be1 considered by com­
mercial growers: The tubers are brought 
to the surface, where they can be easily 
picked up. An attachment for running 
the potatoes directly into the sack or 
wagon is not practicable, for the reason 
that they must dry for a little while be­
fore’ patting together in bulk.

Without question the best plan is to 
sort before storing. Remove all the 
small or unsalable potatoes and store by 
themselves. If scale or rot is present, 
throw ont all affected specimens. Some 

1 recommend dusting the potatoes with 
air slacked lime to prevent rotting in 
storage, but this plan has not been thor­
oughly tested and'should not be tried 
except on a small scale. A homemade 
sorter can be easily constructed by tak­
ing the bottom out of a long narrow box 
and substituting slats an inch wide suffi­
ciently far apart tb allow the small po­
tatoes to pass through. Cylindrical sort­
ers can be purchased and are satisfac­
tory.

The ideal place for storing potatoes 
is a cool cellar, where the temperature 

t can be kept around 40 degrees F. This 
is often difficult to secure. Place in 
bins which are at least a foot from-the 
Cellar wall and six inches off the floor 
to permit of free circulation of air. It 
is absolutely necessary that the storage- 
place be perfectly dark. The easiest 
way to get them from the field is to 
pick them into bushel boxes or crates 
made of some very light material. 
These are easily handled and prevent 
unnecessary bruising.

Where a cellar is not available pit­
ting in the open field answers nicely. 
Select a dry spot that is well drained. 
Excavate about six inches, put in the 
potatoes'as picked from the field, heap 
up well and cover with about a foot of 
straw or forest leaves. Throw on about 
six inches of soil and allow them to re­
main until freezing weather begins; 
then add earth until the covering is 
about three feet deep or sufficient to 
keep ont all frost. Potatoes stored in 
this manner usually keep well, bnt are 
more difficult to get at when wanted 
for home use or for market.

To Get Rid of Cocltle In Whrmt.
There is no fanning mill or maohine so 

far as I know that will take ont large 
sized cookie seed from Fultz or other 
wheat whose kernels run small. A 
screen coarse enough to take out all the 
cockle will inevitably reject nearly all 
the wheat. Small and broken kernels 
and the smaller grains of cockle may be 
blown out or screened ont or both by 
any good modem tanning mill, but the 
only way I know to clean ont all the 
larger grains of cockle is to nse seed 
wheat as nearly free from cockle «feed as 
possible and then early in the spring, 
while the wheat leaves lie flat and “hug 
the ground,” go carefully through the 
wheat and pull out all the cookie. The 
broad leaved plants are quite easily seen 
then and in a soft time are easily pulled 
and thrown into a basket on the arm 
and taken out of the field and destroyed 
lest they should take root if simply 
topped or ont off with hoe or "spod." 
•—Ohio Farmer.

Craeltla* of Tomatoes.
Often in wet seasons or in seasons of 

frequent showers tomatoes will crack 
badly. Dew falling on them at night 
will oanee cracking, especially if the 
fruit is very ripe. Cold or hot water 
poured on ripe tomatoes will crack the 
skin so they can be easily pared. If we 
pour hot water on the frnit when it is 
cfld, the skin will crack, and if we put 
cold water on the fruit when it is warm 
the same result will follow. Some va­
rieties are more easily affected than 
others, owing to the akin of some varie­
ties being tougher than others. I know 
cl no remedy for this trouble more than 
to keep the ripe fruit picked. I have 
sometimes saved extra specimens that I 
wanted for some special purpose by 
orvering them during wet spells and at 
night, says a writer In American Agri­
culturist.

Cook's Ponetrating Plan

A Neglected Item la the Practice of 
Good Dairying.

Mr. John Gould of Ohio says be has 
been in the habit-of paying attention to 
the window lighting of the many stables 
which he sees, wherein dairy cows pass 
most of the winter, and under the title 
of “sunlight in the stable” he records 
in The Country Gentleman impressions 
received: I am struck times without 
number with the little regard which is 
paid to the proper lighting of a stable, 
and the little attention these men seem 
to pay to the value of sunlight in their 
stables. The usual rule is to put'in a 
few small windows along the northern 
wâlls—few of any kind .or size. In a 
large new barn which I recently visited, 
the semibasement stable in which more 
than 40 cows were tied had no light 
admitted from north, east, or west sides 
save when doors were open and only 
four small windows on the south side. 
There seems to be a prejudice against 
admitting light fail and free into a sta­
ble, a belief that comfort in a stable 
consists of making it dark and Without 
ventilation, and then the owners wonder 
about a great many things that happen 
while their cows are in the winter sta- 
blea

A stable should be as light as the sun 
can make it and the windows so large 
that the sunlight can fall on the cows 
and floors, and if one is afraid that 
there will be too much falling of tem­
perature during the cold nights by re­
fraction put outside storm windows on, 
the air space inclosed by which is a 
sufficient protection. One of the finest 
dairy herds I ever saw was actually 
basking in sunlight. There were large 
windows with outside storm sashes. 
The temperature was kept very even, 
and ventilation was secured by flues 
and dampers, not by either cracks in 
the walls or open windows.

The testimony everywhere is that the 
men who have these well lighted stables 
are warm in their praise. In niy barn 
I would no more think of going back to 
the dark little windows than of readopt­
ing the 1850 plan of letting my cows 
sleep in the wood lot in winter. The 
verdict everywhere is that-the cows are 
better cared for, do better and are in 
better health and strength for the abun­
dant light. A oow with the sunlight 
falling on her in the stable is having 
all the advantages of a sun, bath, and 
thus escapes zero weather.. "In the well 
lighted, sunny stable there are a dryness 
to the air and freedom from staleness 
or disagreeable smells which repay one 
over and over for the little outlay.

I emphatically believe that the cow 
stable should never be a subbasement 
affair or be walled in on the north side 
with a windowless stone Wall. Stables 
should run north and south and be so 
arranged that the morning: sun comes 
in on that side, the noon shines in the 
sonth end window, and in the afternoon 
the west windows should, get their 
share. My dairy barn is bMt -this way, 
and I regard it as a capitalnfhui, though 
the windows are not extifmely large. 
With sunlight and absorlants I have 
not the lead; difficulty ija keeping a 
warm, dry stable.

These statistics, with those on the im­
ports and exports of animals and animal 
products for the years 1892 to 1896, in­
clusive, make the volume valuable to all 
who desire to have such tacts in form 
for ready reference.

It also contains a comprehensive il­
lustrated article on “Sheep Scab; Its 
Nature and Treatment,” by Dr. D. E. 
Salmon and Dr. Oh. Warden Stilea 
The article gives a brief history of sheep 
scab, as well as a full description of the 
four kinda All the methods of treat­
ment are considered, including the for­
mulas of the different kinds of dips in 
usa The various dipping plants are ful­
ly illustrated and described.

Do not grow the plant in flower gar­
dens or carry the flowers home for bou-

Do not buy hay or straw from farms 
known to be infected with it.

Do not mix the hay from infected 
patches with clean hay. It would be 
better to burn the hay from infected 
patches' cut after the seed is mature 
rather than run the risk of scattering 
the seed by hauling, feeding or in ma­
ure.

Agitate the necessity of destroying 
patches of weeds growing along road- 
tides, on abandoned or neglected farms 
and on waste places in towna

Learn to recognize the plant, so as to 
early detect its presence on the farm 
and destroy it

Agricultural Bre-vltle».
At the Ohio station ground manured 

during the winter direct from the sta­
ble for corn and another piece just be­
fore plowing in the spring1 gave higher 
yields of oats for the earlier applica­
tion and lower yields of wheat the fol­
lowing years.

Borne Objection» to Deep Fall Plow­
ing—Security Against Drought.

Every farmer woo has cultivated land 
where an underlying oed of rock comes 
near to the surface knows what a dis­
advantage such soil has when a drought 
comes. It is hardly less a disadvantage 
to have only a few inches of fertile soil 
near the surface while all below is a 
bard clay or saud tbat contains little of 
the elements of fertility. To make such 
Boils deeper is the first wish of the 
farmer. But it is a mutter that is not 
always easily accomplished. Merely 

"plowing up some of this subsoil and 
bringing it to the surface may or may 
not be good policy, according to what 
the subsoil is. Most clay soils have some 
potash, and some have phosphate also. 
To turn up a little of this to be acted 
upon by frost and air will help make 
these mineral elements available. But 
if done it should be always plowed in 
fall, so that the subsoil may be on the 
surface, where it is sure to get repeated 
freezing and thawing.

The most common objection to fall 
plowing, that it merely brings to the 
surface a larger amount of rich soil to 
be acted upon by frost and either blown 
away by winds or washed away during 
winter, is wholly done away with if 
the plow is run an inch or two deeper, 
bringing up soil that will not be washed 
away, because until winter’s freezing, 
it has no soluble plant food. Some of 
this soil made into fine dust will be 
blown away into adjoining fields, bnt 
if they .are in grass, this ttip dressing of 
subsoil tbat a few months before had 
no fertility, will produce remarkable 
résulta If in spring this inch or two of 
subsoil can be cultivated in so as to mix 
with the richer soil beneath, both will 
be benefited. The fertility is of differ­
ent kinds, and both are needed for most 
kinds of crops.

Some farmers still plow to a depth of 
seven, eight or nine inches for their 
corn. If the land has been used to this 
deep plowing and has grown several 
crops of clover, this will not. probably 
injure their corn crop even if done in 
the spring. But it is far better where 
such deep plowing is contemplated to 
do the work in the fall, letting frost go 
through the entire furrow, as it will, 
and mellowing it to the full depth it 
has been plowed. Deep plowing in the 
fall allows the water from rains and 
snows to sink into the soil, so as to 
store a much greater amount than the 
soil conld receive, if the plowing had 
been deferred until spring. Hence, The 
American Cultivator, which .advances 
the foregoing view," concludes' tbat the 
deepening of soil by deep fall plowing 
is one of the best securities that crops 
on land thus treated shall not suffer 
from drought the following season.

A Philadelphia Institution.
Lettuce is fall sown and grown with­

out heat in the fanions Philadelphia 
truck gardens. The following informa­
tion about the “shanty house,” an in-

SHANTT HOUSE FOB LETTUCE.
stitntion of high repute among Phila­
delphia gardeners, is quoted by Rural 
New Yorker from an extensive grower:

” Both frames and shanty houses are 
built right on the ground. There is no 
hotbed foundation or anything more 
than field cultivation. Owing to the 
way the structures are built we can re­
move the whole thing and work np the 
ground with a horse and plow or cul­
tivator. The frame is built.with boards 
laid right on the top of the ground, the 
sashes over them. The shanty houses 
are built just like the frames as to the 
bed, bnt a ridgepole and rafters are set 
np, and, instead of a single line of sash, 
there is a double row meeting at (ho 
top to form a high pitched roof. The 
roof is much steeper than that of a 
greenhouse, having a pitch of about six 
inches to the foot.

“The sides are formed with a single 
board one foot high, this being nailed 
to short posts in the same manner as 
one would do for a cold frame. The 
center posts and ridgepole are made of 
8 by 4 scantling. The roof is composed 
of 6 by 3 foot sashes nailed or screwed 
to the sides and ridge. The ends are 
closed in with barn boards, or any kind 
of cheap lumber, and a door about 2 by 
4 feet 6 inches for entrance. There are 
no raised lieds, the lettuce being plant­
ed on the ground level. The shanty 
houses catch and hold a greater body of 
heat than the frames and hurry the 
salad along. ”

New» and Note».
So far as heard from, the rate of yield 

at potatoes in different sections varies 
greatly.

The last crop report of the depart­
ment of agriculture gives no average 
condition of tobacco for the whole coun­
try, but reports for nearly all the im­
portant tobacco growing states from 89 
per cent (as in the case of Kentucky) 
to 98 per cent (as in the case of Ten­
nessee) of a full crop.

In regard to clover seed the govern­
ment’s crop circular states that it is 
manifest from the reports that have 
been received that the acreage is less 
than it was last year, and tbat the con­
dition is in the ma’ln unfavorable. In 
many states there has been a more or 
less extensive conversion of clover fields 
to pasture, owing to the poor prospects.

The Ohio station concludes from 
wheat tests that Velvet Chaff is best for 
black lands, Valley for strong bottom 
lands and Poole for lighter soils.

In comparative tests of 11 varieties of 
rape at the Minnesota station Dwarf 
Essex produced the laiaest yield.

TEMPERANCE COLUMN. TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN.

Contributed by the I. O. G.

Co-operative Dairying.

The question- has often been asked, 
why not have a creaniry in this section 
of’country? /

This subject has been discussed by our 
farmers at locÿtl meetings and elsewhere, 
but no definite or good reason appear* to 
have been stated why it could not be a 
success. §ouie may raise the objection 
that thjs soil here is not suitable to the 
pruj&ablejfeeding of dairy cattle. But 
o'ther sections with equally as poor a soil 
have made dairying a great success. Then 
why not here?
' The first thing to be considered is, can 
the farms support more and better cattle 
than at present? It has been proved 
that this is possible

First, by the raising of: proper fodder, 
This does not mean hay alone, as to 
many of our farmers depend upon, thus 
incurring too much expense,. Cheaper fod­
der must therefore be raised to make 
this business profitable.

As the soil is usually well adapted for 
the proudetinn of corn, this must neces­
sarily be the main dependence.

Such a large quantity can be grown on 
so small an acreage, that a small farm 
would feed quite a sufficient number of 
cattle.

Of course the farmer would require a 
silo, which would enable him to keep his 
stock cheaper than any other way.

It would not do for us to attempt to 
raise the same variety of crops as formal­
ly, as it would require most of the man­
ures, etc., for the growing of fodder 
-crops

In speaking of fertilizers, we might say 
that % valuable fertilizer lies within reach 
of nearly every fermer, being in the form 
of peat or muck, which, abounds in vast 
quantities in our swamps and ponds. 
If properly handled it is almost as valu­
able as barn-yard manure. The com­
mercial fertilizers being expensive, it 

. would be wiser and more to the advan­
tage of the farmer to use muck, which 
oan be had for thé digging. This has 
been experimented with to some extent 
with good results, especially in the pro­
duction of corn.

Dairying under these circumstances 
ought to be successful, and would be, if 
the farmers would engage in co-operative 
dairying. Then our farms would become 
riclier, and the farmers more prosperous 
and contented to remain in the country.

This question should be of more inter­
est to farmers than the production of 
vegetables, which bring such a low price 
in our local markets.

We would like to see this subject dis­
cussed through the columns of our valued 
paper the Gazette.

STORING ROOT CROPS.

A. Modified Form of a Method ITaed In 
Europe.

A method of keeping mangels, beets 
Snd turnips for stock feeding, which 
the one who describes it says he has 
never seen equaled for cheapness and 
convenience, has been presented in the 
Iowa Homestead.

Select a plt*e that will be convenient 
lor feeding and open a trench 6 feet 
wide at the bottom and 20 inches or 2 
feet deep. Let the sides be sloping. A

TRANSVERSE section. 
plow and scraper will do the work well. 
Leave the dirt excavated along the sides 
of the trench.

Take a spade and In the bottom of 
the trench cut a smaller one of a spade’s 
width and a foot deep from end to end. 
Lay sticks or short strips of board across 
this narrow trench and on these lay a 
common fencing board. This will leave 
the small trench sufficiently open for 
ventilating purposes. In one end of the 
ventilating ditch pat a square pipe 
made of boards, six inches inside, and 
let it slope outward from the eiid of the 
ditch at an angle of 45 degrees". Now 
commence piling in the mangels and fill 
the ditch, beginning at the ventilating 
pipe already set, and fill till they rise 
in the shape of a neat rick 8 or 8 % feet 
above the ground. As soon as you have 
a few feet in length of the trench so 
filled shovel on dirt sufficient to cover 
the mangels so that none can be seen 
and continue so bnilding and so cover­
ing till all are stored.

At the last end of the rick put in a 
pipe set at an angle like the one above 
mentioned. If yonrrick is more than 80 
feet long, set one up in the middle, con­
necting it also with the narrow ditch in 
tbe bottom. Use no straw or litter of 
any kind, between the dirt and the man­
gels. After all are stored and covered 
have straw convenient, and when the 
ground is about to freeze for the winter 
put on a coat of straw that when pressed 
down will be about six inches thick and 
cover with a light coat of dirt. When 
the weather is cold, shove an old gunny 
sack down the ventilators; when warm, 
take them ont and let the wind blow 
through the «tenting ventilators to 
change the air, By this method I have 
kept mahgels till April as fresh as when 
first pulled—not wil*id in the least.

Commence feeding from one end 
vGhen not too cold, and the dirt and 
straw are at hand to close it up with. 
It is easier to put them up in this way 
than to get them to and from a cellar. 
Yon have complete control of the tem­
perature and can place them wherever 
it will he most convenient to use them, 
This is not my invention, but is a modi 
fled form of the method used in some 
parts of Europe for keeping sugar beets. 
Try it, farmers who have large quanti­
ties of mangels, beets or turnips to feed,

Seaweed as a Manure.
While seaweed is not strictly com- 

parable with farmyard manure, it has 
abont the same vaine per ton. It is an 
all round manure, specially rich in pot­
ash and specially poor in phosphate. 
While, just as in the case of farmyard 
manure, it is difficult to place an exact 
money value per ton on it, it has a- con­
siderable value for all round manuring 
if supplemented with some phosphatio 
manure, and in special cases by some 
sulphate of ammonia or nitrate of soda, 
and it has a special value for all soils 
deficient in potash and for all crops 
which specially require potash. Its rich­
ness in potash partly explains why it is 
so largely used for potatoes and why 
when used on pasture it is said to cause 
such a marvelous growth of clover. A 
subsidiary but by no means unimpor­
tant advantage which seaweed has over 
dung is that it does not carry the germs 
of diseases or the seeds of weeds, says 
Professor J. Hendrick, a Scotch agri­
