It was recollected that only a short time 
before the Secretary of War and 
General Sheridan had together visited 
the military posts at various points in 
Texas, and that extensive preparations 
along the Mexican border had been or­
dered. What the Mexicans might do 
about it has been the subject of specula­
tion, but so far it is not publicly known 
that any official 'remonstrance has been 
made. But meantime something else 
has been made public, which, is likely to 
make the Mexican border troubles a 
prominent public question, and to force 
matters towards a crisis.

Although it was a certain tribe of In­
dians, originally from the United States, 
who were the occasion of the late raid, 
the pillage of the Texas border has been 
earned on for years by Mexicans, Indians 
and mixtures of the two in various de­
grees. Law and order do not much pre­
vail in Mexico, and any band of armed 
men who happen to think that stealing 
hones and cattle is their vocation, may 
take to the same without much risk of 
being interfered with by the authorities. 
In consequence of this state of things, 
and also on account of extensive 
smuggling of European goods up the Rio 
Grande and over to the American side, a 
Mexican Border Investigating Committee 
was appointed, and, having just returned 
to Washington, will in two weeks or so 
make formal report of the work in which 
they have been engaged since January 
10th. They have heard evidence in 400 
cases, and have received, in addition, 
1,300 ex parte affidavits. Their report, 
it is said, will disclose startling facts re­
garding the depredations upon the bor­
der, and will set forth the outrageous 
Abuses of the “ Free Zone.” The Com­
mission found that it was unsafe to travel 
without protection. They were accord­

Some breeders fenoe in a field of five or six 
acres foi* a bull lot, in which they have a 
abed and water, and where they keep the 
breeding bull summer end winter. Th* is e 
very excellent plan; and with » strong post 
and rail fence, 5 the bull is never allowedto 
be taken out, he will sometimes behave him­
self quietly for five or six years.

In the winter bulls are generally kept in 
stables, bat should always be taken ont 
daily for exercise,—if only a few rods to 
water, it wil l be a great help.—National Live 
Stock Journal.

Cows usually become addicted to kicking 

when heifers, from bring milked by abusive 
milkers. I have never seen an old cow be­
come a kicker unless abused. Instead of 
oows being adverse to being milked when 
giving a large quantify, I have ever found it 
the reverse. When pasturage is good, end 
sows come home at night with udders dis­
tended with milk, they seem grateful to 
have it removed. Milting a heifer for the 
first time requires patience, for they will al­
most invariably tick In such a case, put a 
broad strap around her body, joe* in front 
of the udder, and buckle it up moderately 
tight, and ae soon as eheg^e quiet (for she 
may danoe around a little at first), take 
your pail, rit down and go to milking, for 
•he is as helpless as a kitten. Do not at­
tempt to use a rope instead of a strap, for it 
will not answer. This is a much better 
method than tying the legs, etc., as it does 
not hurt the animal in the least. A few 
applications of the strap, with plenty of 
patience and kindness, will cure the most 
obstinate com.—Correspondent Rural Home.

One or the grandest naval displays ever 
held in British waters was made on Monday 
in honour of the Shah of Persia, at Ports­
mouth. The town was ornamented with 
streamers and triumphal arches. The fleet, 
drawn up at Spithead, consisted of forty- 
four vessels, the finest and largest 
in the British navy, comprising the entire 
Channel Squadron with numerous additions, 
and nearly all great iron-clads. The train 
bearing the Shah arrived at Portsmouth at 
noon, and was received with cheers by an 
immense assemblage in and around the 
depot The Royal yacht Victoria and 
Albert was waiting with steam up and the 
Shah immediately embarked, accompanied 
by the Prince of Wales, Prince Alfred and 
the Czarowitch. The yacht steamed slowly 
ont of the harbour, and arriving in front 
of the fleet was greeted with saintes 
from the iron clads. The fleet was drawn 
up in three long lines. The Shah took a 
conspicuous position on the yacht,surround- 
ed by the Princes, and proceeded to inspect 
the fleet, passing up and down in front of 
and between the lines. Yards were man­
ned and salutes fired as the Royal yacht 
passed. When the inspection was com- 
plated, the Victoria and Albert steam­
ed to the front again, and the re­
view terminated with a grand sainte 
fired simultaneously by all the vessels of the 
fleet.

A despatch to the London Post from 
Paris says Prince Jerome Napoleon, who is 
now in that city, has had interviews with 
Ollivier, who was President of the Council 
and Minister of Justice and Religion daring 
the last days of the Empire, and with a 
number of Republican leaders.

•oil In the list of plants to plough under in a 
green state for manure, besides buckwheat 
and clover, we might name oats, rye, com, 
turnips, Ac., any of which will answer a 
good purpose ; but not so reliable as the 
two above named, owing to the super­
abundant saccharine matter they con­
tain, which is apt .in certain stages of growth, 
and the circumstance of two.mnch moisture 
or coldness of the earth when ploughed un­
der, to make the land sour ana to do more
hSM^t£uiï£uid be to plough and harrow 

the land fiqe and {mellow, then saturate the 
buckwheat seed with stale chamber-lye or 
greasy pickle from tte mackerel barrel, then 
dry with hickory ashes, a peck or a half 
bushel to every bushel of buckwheat, which 
will be pabulum to the infant germ, directly 
in contact to give it a vigorous start. After 
tte buckwheat is a few inches high sow a 
bushel of gvpeum to the acre as late in the 
evening as possibly can be sown ; or sow a 
compost over it made with slacked lime and 
swamp muck or road scrapings, three parts 
of the earth to one of the lime, either of 
which will make buckwheatgrowonpoorland. 
In case the soil-is very dry at seeding time, 
it is best not to sow tte prepared seed m 
the hot earth in the morning or the middle 
of the day, bat wait till the evening and let 
it lie all night, then harrow it and roll it with 
a heavy roller very early in the morning 
while tte soil is wet with dew.—Ex.

There was intense excitement in Passaic,

The principal loser is Herman Schulting, 
owner of the Acquackwonk House, and ad­
joining buildings.

year, offered to do the service between 
Zanzibar .-and the Cape for as additional 
£16,000 jdd. The Union Steam Company 

rfrhich took the mails from England to the 
Cap» offered to take the Zanzibar mails 
from the Cape for £29,000; but this being 
much in excess of the other offer, the Union 
Company, on tbe rejection of their offer by 
the Colonial Office, said that if their con­
tract for the English mail was extended to j 
embrace eight years, they would do the ex­
tra service for £15,000 a year. This offer 
was accepted, but afterwards the Ouvern- 
ment deemed it advisable to rescind the 
provision respecting the extension of time. 
Thereupon the Union Company sai.l that, as 
they had been deprived of their English 
contract, they should require £26,000 for 
tiie conveyance of the Zanzibar mail; and. 
regardless of the offer of £10,000 made by 
the rival Company, the Government conced­
ed the terms demanded. Supposing this to

A despatch from Belfast, Maine, says :—
“ At daybreak this morning, Almon Gor­

don, a farmer, living near Thorndike Sta­
tion, and his wife and youngest daughter, 
were found murdered in one" bed. His little 
eon, six years old, who slept in a crib in the 
same room, was also fearfully wounded, and 
the house set on fire. All the bodies were 
much mutilated. A bloody axe, wjth wMch 
the slaughter was dene, was found near at 
hand. A younger brother of the murdered 
maa is now under arrest charged with the 
crime. The alleged cause of the bloody 
work was a dispute about some property. 
The suspected man appears perfectly calm, 
and manifests no anxiety. The agony of the 
father and brother of Mrs. Gordon is des- 
cribed as heartrending.

Latxr.—John Gordon, a man of seventy 
years of age, had recently, conveyed to his 
sen, Almon M., his farm, worth $5,000, 
taking back a mortgage for life for the sup­
port of himself and wife.

(From a pamphlet just published in Nebraska.)
Spending some days lately among the 

Otoe Indians on their reservation on the Big 
Blue, in Sonth Nebraska, I saw quite a new 
phase of life. The Otoes are still ‘1 blanket" 
Indians—wearing breechclout and leggings 
—but neither coat nor breeches. .No whites, 
except Government officials, are allowed to 
hunk °r fish, or lodge, or trade among them. 
Their lodges, dances, games, dress and gen­
eral habits, and especially their burial rites, 
interested me exceedingly. But I am now 
unable to describe my experience in regard 
to these matters. For years the Quakers 
have had the Otoes in hand, and have la­
boured to elevate them with a zeal worthy 
of better success than has crowned their ef­
forts. One anecdote told me shows plainly 
enough that their zeal has not always been 
according to knowledge. Last yearnews came 
to Philadelphia Quakers from their Quaker 
missionary among the Otoes that their 
squaws were all destitute of bonnets. This 
destitution horrified the Quakeresses. A 
subscription was started. A hundred bon­
nets were bought and straightway despatched 
by express to the Otoe Superintendent. 
Next day after the bonnets arrived the 
squaws were all congregated, and a bonnet 
was nicely fitted on the head of each by the 
wife of the missionary. But this head-gear, 
was speedily taken off to be looked at, and 
then no Indian belle knew how to replace 
her bonnet the right side before ; nor was 
this the worst of it. But the sequel of the 
story is not to be understood withont a 
reference to a singular Otoe idea regarding 
the point of honour, which was first dis­
covered by Major Long on his expedition 
and councils among this peculiar people 
in 1819. No Otoe brave can sit 
down between sunrise and sunset without 
disgrace. He may lie, or lean, or 
kneel, but he must not sit any more 
than a Moslem may eat between sun and
