Count KEdoardo Solderini has contri-
buted a paper to the Rassegna Italiana
on the question which has recently been
the subject of discussion, namely : “Leo
XIIL, Ireland and England.”" It is a
sort of apology for the Propaganda
Circular, which certainly speaks for
itself, and ought to be interpreted only
by the Bishops to whom it was addressed.

It must be confessed that the
appreciation of the Anglo-Irish question,
as expressed by the journals of Rome,
was not satisfactory either to Irish or
English minds.

A Visit to Lennox Island

| As it
majority of t
little is known concerning Lennox Island,
it occurred to the writer that a few
| words about the said Island and its in-
| habitants might not be wholly uninterest-
ing to your readers. Lennox Island, or,
as it is sometimes called, Indian Island,
is situated in Richmond Bay, opposite
| Port Hill, on the northern coast of Prince
| County. It contains one thousand five
| bundred and twenty acres, and was set

the Indians of this Province. There are at
present living on the lsland about twenty
families. These all have farms and
small wooden houses. Generally speak-
ing, they do not cultivate their farms to

raise a considerable amount of produce;
one last year had three hundred and fifty
bushels of potatoes Some of their
houses are comfortable, but, on the whole,
being Indians, they are indolent, and do
not conform very readily to the usages
of civilized life. The chief of the Indians
of this Province resides here; baut, to all
appearance, his office seems to be merely
nominal, nor would it appear to be a sine-
cure, for his residence is in no way palatial
in appearance, nor are his surroundings
such as are the general concomitants of
royalty. There is an Indian commis
sioner or superintendent appointed and
paid by the fk;miumu Government, who
spends a great part of his time on the Is-
land. His duty is to attend to the wants
of the Indians, and obtain for them from
the Government such supplies as he may
deem them entitled to. 'lll.i~ office is at
oresent filled by John A. Arsenault, of
ngumnl Bay. In addition to the build
ings enumerated above, there is on the
sland a school house where children are
taught. The superintendent, for the
present, discharges the duty of school-
teacher. There is also a Catholic church
here, and the poor Indians are visited
two or three times a year by the priest
having charge of them for the time being.
They are at present attended to by the
Rev. L. J. McDonald, of Grand River. In
the language of the Indians the priest is
called Padliasse. St. Ann's Sunday, or
the Sunday nearest the Feast of St. Ann,
is the greatest feast of the Indians, and
it is to the courtesy of the above named
Revd. gentleman that the writer was in-
debted for his visit to Lennox Island on
St. Ann's Sunday, which occurred this
year on the 29th ult. On the yearly re-
carrence of this teast the Indians from
the different parts of this Province, and
even from some of the other Provinces,
assemble on Lennox Island, which to
them is, as it were, the pilgrim's home.
The sick, the infirm, the lame and the
blind come. What strikes one most on
these occasions is the faith manifested
by these poor aborigines. Those stern
men, unrelenting to their enemies, who
know not what it is to quail before a foe-
man's steel, are often moved to t#ars
during the service of the church. It is
surprising to hear them sing Mass and
Vespers. The priest generally remains
with them two or three days. during
which time they have Masses of Requiem
offered for their departed friends; have
their children baptized. marry, and ap-
proach the Sacraments generally. On
this occasion the writer was much edified
to observe nearly all present up)rmavh
the Sacraments of Penance and Euchar-
ist.  After the morning offices they
amuse themselves by dancing, and some-
times feasting, then in the evening they
repair to the church to offer the evening
prayers. During the yecar, when the
priest is not there, the chief harangues
them regularly every Sunday in the
church in their own dialect. ~Viewing
all these facts, one cannot help ‘meditat-
ing upon and admiring the constancy
and universality with which they cling
to the faith which was first implanted in
the midst of the rude savages of North
America by a Jacques, a Brebseuf, or by
the numerous other missionaries who
sealed their faith with their blood amid
the snows of a Canadian forest. These
festivities also engender in the mind their
train of sad thoughts; for who can wit-
ness these poor aborigines, on these joy-
ous occasions, doing everything on their
part to uphold the traditions of their
forefathers, and not be moved to sorrow
when he considers that they are but a
mere remnant of a once great and ‘war-
like people. Yes, their ranks are yearly
becoming thinner and thinner by the
hand of disease, and the day. no doubt,
is not far distant when they will cease to
exist as a separate people. But the
shades ot evening are deepening ; in the
distance is heard the sound of the bell
from the tower of St. Ann's, and looking
across the bay can be seen a motly
crowd slowly wending their way towards
the chapel to offer their evening orisons
to the Great Spirit.

He bad a shrinking horror of the dangers
to which a popular preacher is exposed,
and valued in proportion the peace and
security of his beloved convent home.
The secret of Father Burke's power lay
in his extraordinary love for souls. On
his voyage to America, he chose, not the
line of steamers which afforded most
comforts, but that which carried many
steerage passengers. He exhorted, in-
structed, and cheered them through the
voyage. When they approached the
shores of the new country, they sssem-
bled on deck for his last AdJrul;, and
with many tears all knelt for his bless-
ing.

only thing he valued was a * beautiful
soul'—no matter where he found it, in a
duchess or a beggar, it won his friend-
ship and appreciation. I have seen many
instances of it. As usual, he was, of
course, most attracted by the poor. He
considered the highest piety was found
amongst them.

His genial
and effectionate sympathy with those
around him, and his innocent enjoyment
of mirth and amusement, made him the
most delightful of companions. “ At
Rome, during the Council,” writes one
of his l‘n’onjn, “he went with a large
party of us, and séveral bishops, to a pic-
nic at Ostia, where we talked of St
Augustine and St. Monica, of the Roman
antiquities, dined under the pines, and
then strolled to the lovely beach, where
he sang ‘I Saw from the Beach,'&c., and
a duet.

Father Burke certainly realized the
truth of what Faber had said, of the
advantage of sense of humor even in the
spiritual lite. All barriers of stiffness,
human respect, self-consciousness and
conceit, broke down at once before the
tide of his exuberent and overflowing
spirits. The perfect confidence he in-
spired, as if by magic, brought many to
higher things, who were at first only
attracted by the charms of his wit and
humor.

The
people of the United States will not
have Free Trade or anything resembling
it, and even the “tariff for revenue
only " ery is growing fainter among the
Democrats, who are casting about for
all mavner of platform planks in its
stead. It is notorious also that our
Canadian Grits talk less of Free Trade
then they used to; they have discarded
Mackenzie as their leader, and have
adopted Blake, who is not so thoroughly
committed against Protection, and who,
if he were in the States, would go in for
The leaders
of Free Trade in both countries have
been dazzled by the theories of Cobden
and the Manchester school of philoso-
phers ; they imagine there is something
broad and generous in being Free
Traders.

There are numbers
of them in the great manufactaring cen-
tres of England, but it seems in order
that they might become s0 it was neces-
sary that a thousand Hindoos or so
should suffer famine for each ome of
them. India has been a regular slaugh-
ter market for English goods, snd is
now. Its once immense wealth has long
ago gone into the coffers of English mer-
chants. It is no wonder these latter took
to the Free Trade doctrines of Cobden
and Bright so enthusiastically. The Hin-
doos raise cotton and send it to England
on board English ships; numbers of
people in Manchester work it into fabrics
and textiles at small wages, but the pro-
fits of the cotton lords are enormons.

He is a central figure in public affaire,
and it looks as if he were to be
the next Premier of the Dominion.
He is, unquestionably, ome of our
ablest public men ; indeed, it is doubt-
fal if he has any superior as a
statesman in Canada today. His
character is solid ; his knowledge of pub-
lic affairs is profeund. }e has not at-
tained to his present eminent posi-
tion at a bound, nor by force of any
particalar quality, for, though he is a
keen and forcible writer, and a vigor-
ous orator—even in English—it is his
persistence, his patience, his untiring
industry, his grasp of a difficult State
problem; in a word, his entire mastery
of what is known as state-craft that gives
him such power in the country, and such
a high position among his colleagues.
Indeed it is only lately, comparatively
speaking, that Sir Hector has distin-
guished himself so prominently as to
draw the eyes of the people towards him.
It is true that, as a lawyer, a journalist,
and essayist, ho has been before the pub-
lic for many years—ever since, as a
very young man in 1847, he edited the
Melanges Religeuse in-Montreal, and more
recently guined first prize for an essay
upon “ Canada and her Institutions.” It
is also true that as far back as 1867, the
year of Confederation, he was Secretary
of State in Sir John's Cabivet, but never-
theless it is only since the general elec-
tion of last year that he became famous,
if we may say so, and for the reason, per-
haps, that he exhibited so much foresight
and ability as Minister of Public Works.
a department usually given to foremost
members of the Cabinet, as to stamp him
at once as a man of genius. This de-
partment is, in Canada, bestowed upon
men enly who are essentially clever
Ministers, and while it has wrecked the
reputation of not a few, it has developed
the latent powers in Sir Hector, and
placed him in his true position as one of
the great men par exeellence of the
Dominion. Sir Hector is fortunate in
more things than a successful Minister
of State. While leader of the Conserva-
tives of Quebec he has, at the same time,
become immensely popular in Ontario,
a task his predecessor, Sir George Car-
tier, failed in, desyile his many efforts
and very great abilities. There may be
many reasons advanced for this flattering
success of Sir Hector in contrast to the
failure of Sir George. While the for-
mer is just as intense a Canadian as the
latter, he was only in his ecarly boyhood
when the rising of 1837 took place, a
rising which, although now looked back
upon with complacency, if not with
pride, by the majority of Canadians, was
the principal cause of the dislike against
Sir Gveorge Cartier by the premier Pro-
vince. Since then Confederation has
been brought about, and Sir Hector is
looked upon as more ofa Canadian than a
Quebec French Provincial. Then, again,
he emjoys the advantage of speaking the
English language with fluency, an ad-
vantage lacked by Sir George Cartier.
But perhaps the greatest secret of his
popalarity in Ontario is his broad views,
his bomhommie, his knowledge of affairs,
and the solid patriotism that distinguish-
es him, a patriotism as broad as the great
Dominion itself. After a battle in which
they had been the victors, it was the
custom to ask the Athenian soldiers who
had done most to bring about the grand
result, and it was also the custom for
each soldier to mention himself first, and
the real hero of the day second.

(three feet); so that if those cars are suit-
able for them, there can be no doubt but
that they will give satisfaction on a road of
three feet six guage. The outside length of
the “Summerside " is fifty-four feet; inside
length, forty-seven feet six inches; outside
width, eight feet ten inches; inside width,
soven feet eleven inches; height from rail to
top of car, twelve feet eight inches; height
from floor to roof, eight feet four and a half
inches ; total weight, seventeen tons. The
frame is strong and built from the best
material, and the trucks are of the latest
pattern. The “Bummerside” is supplied
with the patent platform, couplings and
vacuum brake. The work on the inside of
this car is really artistic The top is
beautifully ornamented, as are also the glass
ventilators on either side. The windows am
large, and admit far more light than the
¥ nger car, thereby giving the
interior a very nt appearance. The
panels between the windows are of polished
ash, and look very neat. The seats, twenty-
nine in number, are made of rattan, the
arms being nickelplated; they will each
easily ac date two The bas-
ket racks and other fixings are all nickel-
plated. The car will be heated with hot air ;
still, the pipes runni al the sides
are so arranged that either hot or cold air
may be admitted, as passengers desire, by
touching a small spring near each seat. In
fact, nothing appears to have been omitted
in this new car that could make travelling
comfortable. After dinner at the Clifton
House, kindly provided by the Superintend-
ent, the party went a short distance inland
to have a look at the country, and left for
Charlottetown at 5 p. m., which was reached
about seven, over lﬁﬂy miles an hour hav-
ing been made on some parts of the road.
