the town is concerned, notwithstanding 
the praiseworthy efforts of the talented 
quill-driver of The Signal, who presides 
on the editorial tripod, to lick things 
into shape. There’s trouble in the 
camp, wolves in the fold, sheep in the 
clover, and a "‘nigger in the fence," all 
all along the concession line, up the side 
line, down the blind line, around the 
court house square, and away to the 
south boundary. What’s the matter, 
eh 1 Why, where have you been that 
you didn’t hear of the railway agitation 
which threatened us with three 
rival routes, and which haa failed to 
materialize because some of our able 
councillors don’t know what to do or 
say on this great public question. They 
are afraid to take a decided stand for 
fear that, although they believe it to be 
right, it would not suit ul fellows on the 
back streets who have votes ; but I want 
to tell them here and now, that we—and 
we’re numerous too—would rather see a 
councillor come out flatfooted against 
us than sit on the municipal fence and 
count noses before casting his influence. 
The great, broad, enlightened, intelli­
gent, educated, observant, progressive, 
onward-actioned public don’t like cow­
ards as their representatives, and much 
prefer men with nerve, power, vigor, 
gall—if you will have it so—than miser­
able, mealy-mooted, whimpering, no­
account, spiritless, fear-to-do-evil, and 
never-do-well alleged public servants, 
and we’ve a healthy grist of the same 
pusillanimous gang misrepresenting us 
et the council board for the year A. D. 
1888.

—We understand an effort will bo 
made at an early day to call a public 
meeting to discuss the route question In 
all its bearings, and I and the neighbors 
hope that when the meeting is called the 
opponents of the northern scheme will 
come boldly out of their shells, and ad­
vance their arguments against the route 
io a clear and logical manner, and in the 
face of day. So far as our town council 
is concerned, every man should at the 
earliest date be placed on record as to 
the matter of route, and the question— 
which is the most important, so far as 
Goderich is concerned of all that have 
come up in many years—should, if not 
definitely settled before, be made the 
question at the municipal polls. I re­
gret to have to say it, although 
it is a true bill, but some of the mem­
bers of the present council have out­
lived their usefulness as public men. 
There are those among them who have 
fallen behind In the march of progress, 
and although credited with years of mu­
nicipal experience, have only succeeded 
in obtaining the failings, frailties and 
weaknesses that long service brings,with 
out the compensating benefits of wisdom 
and knowledge in things that pertain to 
the welfare of the community. The 
public should relegate them to the in- 
fimary for played out municipal hacks 
at the earliest possible season. There 
be others, young at the business ■ muni- 
cipal colts, so to speak—who were ear­
ned in on the wave of popularity be­
cause, being without a record, it was 
thought that, after being broken, they 
would be able to keep up with the Age 
Ot Progress that was apparently about to 
dawn for our town. But the colts in­
stead of going gracefully to the lead, 
soon tepased with some of the old stagers 
and learned their gait, wfth the resuit 
that instead of egging" on their mates, 
■they tailed the course with them. There 
ia no use on a good track for a spoiled 
colt. Trot them back to the stable next 
January.

—But while I’m on thie subject I 
might as wall aak a question. Why are 
■ao many members of the town oouncil 

u members of the citizens’ railway 
committee, and who had the impudence 

I *o pitchfork the town clerk upon the 
1 board t It’s • well-known iset that the 
■ eiuzena’ railway committee wae started

some four years ago, because the town 
council could not be got to move in the 
matter, and that one of the planks in 
the platform waa that no councillor or 
hanger-on of the councillor, or any pro­
spective council, or prospective hench­
man of the council, or any man with an 
axe lo grind at the council, nr any one 
else in eny way under the influence of 
the Oouncil, ehonld be eligible for mem­
bership. In these days the present 
Mayor Seager, and councillors Morton 
and Radclifle were plain everyday ordi­
nary citizens like ourselves, end didn’t 
have an alarming quantity of municipal 
greatness thrust upon them, and council­
lor Col borne and Clerk Campbell were 
holding up the municipal end of the 
stick. But things have changed since 
the citizens’ railway committee started, 
and now what was once a derided and 

! low-down organization, sneered at by 
| dor!. Campbell, and looked at askance 
by the councillors as a questionable in­
stitution and a purposeless interloper, is 
now sought in its membership by 
all the high and-mightiee that are or 
hope to be. As I said before, we all 
know that Messieurs Radcliffe, Seager 
end Motion got on by straight appoint­
ment, but will anyone tell 01 when Mr 
Colborne became » member, or how Mr 
Campbell slid in ? I have been 
told that one evening when Mr Camp­
bell was doing the work of the janitor, 
somebody noticed him standing lone- 
eomely outside the rail, and suggested 
that he take a seat at the board, but I 
can’t vouch for the truth of that yarn. 
One thing it certein, he's there, and he 
chews up a good deal of time at every 
meeting io endeavoring to earn hie mun" 
icipel salary by choking off any work 
that ia likely to be done of which sp­
rite town council would not ap­
prove. Now, I’m for rooting out the 
whole gang of councillors on the board. 
There isn’t any nae for a citizens’ rail­
way committee if the town council was 
to do its duty. It’s because the council 
ia each a slow coach that the citizens’ 
committee is wanted ; and it Is absurd 
that its action on public matters should 
be nullified owing to the fact that coun­
cillors who have no right to ait at its 
meetings endeavor to whitewash the 
actione of the council. I have raised the 
question so that my octogenarian 
friend, Mr Thomas Kydd may jump on 
them with both feet at the next meet­
ing, as it would be imposai ble for me to 
work the oracle, owing to there being no 
such name on the citixeni’ railway com­
mittee roll as Ajax.

Ottawa, June 5.—Mr Charles Tapper, 

the senior member for Piéton N. S. who 
has been appointed Minister of Marine 
as I predicted last week he would be, 
is the youngest man who has entered 
the cabinet since Confederation. H» is 
in his 33rd yeir. Sir John Macdonald 
was just of this age when he was sworr. 
of office. Mr Courier was 35 when he 
took office in 1877 under Mr Macken­
zie. Mr Tapper has keen ten years at 
the bar and was first returned to Parlia­
ment in 1882.

GENERAL SIR JOHN ROSS.
Mr Topper waa sworn in as a Privy 

Councillor at Halifax by General Sir 
John Rom, commander-in-chief of the 
British forces in Canada, who is now ad­
ministering the government of the Do­
minion. He has just come out from 
England. Gen. Ross is 59 years old, and 
entered the army in 1846 and distin­
guished himself in the Crimea, in India 
and in Afghanistan in 1880, when Sir 
Frederick Roberts captured Csndahar 
and for hie services received the thanks 
of both Houses of Parliament,

THE FISHERIES TREATY.

The rejection of the Treaty by the 
United States Senate is now quite cer­
tain, as it requires two-thirds majority 
to ratify it end it ctn only get at the 
beet a small majority.

IMMIGRATION OF CHILDREN.
The department of agriculture haa 

made regulations governing the landing 
of juvenile immigrants in Canada. The 
children before being sent from Greet 
Britain must be furnished with a medi­
cal certificate that they are free from 
disease and recently vaccinated. If 
they reach Canada without these recom­
mendation» they will be sent back. 
Ninety Scotch Crofters paeeed Ottawa 
last week for the Northwest and 90 more 
will be here in a few daye more. They 
get free land in the Northwest and ire 
sent out under the scheme aided by the 
British government.

A NEW SENATOR.
There are three names prominently 

mentioned for the seat in the Senate 
made vacant by the death of Hon. Mr 
Farrier, Richard White, Hon. Henry 
Starnes and Mr Desaulniere, inspector 
of penitentiaries. It would be rather 
absurd to appoint Starnes who ia 72 
years of age. If Richard White will 
take it he is the moat likely men, He 
it 53, managing director of the Mon­
treal Gazette, brother of the late Hon. 
Thoe. White and prominent in munici­
pal and business circles.

To the Editor of the Signal.

Dear Sir.—Do no? for one moment 
think that I quote the above lines as a 
sham, for it is my purpose in what fol­
lows to stick literally to the spirit of the 
preceipt. This course may possibly be 
unpleasant to some parties, bat I sincere­
ly feel that oar circumstances at the 
present time require some plain speak­
ing, and while I adhere strictly to the 
truth, I shell hold myself biameleas in 
the matter, as I think it may ultimately 
be beneficial to the town. F r a long 
time air it haa appeared to me, a* well 
aa to others, that such an amount of 
partyiam, inaincerity, double-dealing end 
a species of “sharp practice" has crept 
into the management of our Citizens’ 
Railroad Committee, aa to destroy all 
confidence among the members, end 
render it almost utterly useless for the 
purpose for which it was orizinally in­
tended, and 1 shall now proceed to lay 
before your reader» a few of my reasons 
for saying so. You aro aware air that 
Mayor Seager, on every available occa­
sion, makes the atatement that the com­
mittee has done “good work," and the 
council have done “good work" in rail­
road matters, thus insinuating from the 
civic chair to all outsiders that the two 
parties deserve equal credit for what has 
been accomplished within the last four 
years ; whilst all he haa ever shown that 
the council have yet done in the matter 
is some eight or ten letters written to 
and received from sundry parties on the 
subject ; and to explain the result of their 
several delegations to different placet. The 
labored report however, of their last trip 
to Ottawa published in the Star reslly re­
mind» one of the shearing of the P17 re­
sulting in “much cry and little wool.” 
Now, air, I pledge myself to prove to any 
one who will spend a very few minutes 
with me, by documentary evidence now 
in my posaesaion that Ebenezer Wood­
cock alone did mere by intelligent labor 
in four months to secure competitive 
railroad accommodation for the commer­
cial interests of the town, than the town 
council have done within the last twenty 
years ! And, if the people of Goderich 
do not award that gentleman some slight 
acknowledgement of hie services to cheer 
him a little under the afflicted circum­
stances of hie family, they do eternal 
discredit to themselves and raise s bar­
rier to prevent any one of energy and 
ability ever again volunteering hi» aer 
vices in their favor. When Mr Jen­
nings the C. P. R. engineer waa expect­
ed, an arrangement was made between 
the mayor and Mr Woodcock that he 
should be introduced to him, aa he would 
be able to give information or explana­
tion open such points concerning the 
railway aa might have passed between 
the General Manager and himself,as secre­
tary of the committee ; but no one out­
side the council waa introduced to Mr 
Jennings, and councillors Bingham and 
Jordan were selected to accompany him 
during his stay ; while Mr Woodcock 
sat in hie room in the Huron hotel 
about midway between the residences of 
these gentlemen ; and, the excuse given 
in my presence waa that it waa ao late—
9 o’clock—that his worship could fiud no 
other than the two above named ! 
When—at the meeting of 23rd April—
I waa expressing my disapprobation 
of the indignity put upon Doctor 
Holmaa — • and through him upon 
the committee — by the council io 
excluding him from the delegation 
to Listowel, a muttered dissenting 
commentary on my statements, was 
Kept up behind me ending with “the 
poor old man." And when the Mayor 
in reply threw a doubt on my veracity 
on some points, my baok-biting critic 
clapped hi» hands in applause of what 
hia worship had said, and jumping on 
his feet assured the meeting that though 
not a councillor now, he knew that they 
had always entertained the most friend­
ly feeling toward the. citizens committee 
&c Ac ! !—There haa been no such dis­
play of partyiam and forwardness—it 
was his first appearance amongst us— 
shown at any of the meetings in the four 
years of the committees’ existence ! ! 
But, I submit sir, that the man who has 
been graciously permitted to pass the 
eighty-fifth mile-stone on hia homeward 
journey, in good health, strength snd 
with, I think, an unimpaired intellect, 
is no tit subject fir the pity of eny one, 
and much less 10 for the mock com­
miseration of even a druggist—There 
was another incident occurred that even­
ing, which I cannot yet account for, i e 
that Mr Mitchell, one of our oldest 
members, after proposing that we should 
send three delegatee to Listowel to be 
equal with the council, and after I had 
eecended his motion, suddenly with­
drew it,and proposed that we ehonld only 
send two delegates, and without a word 
of . explanation walked out el the room !
—B ia well known, however, that the
opposition of the council to Doctor 
Holmes aa a delegate is that at the 
public meeting in Nov. he declared him­
self in favor of the northern route, 
whilst the policy of out town father» ie 
always to wait, and see If something 
good won’t turn up,—the very worst 
policy that soy corporation can be guilty 
of. Y'et, the Star continues to beck 
them up in thie impolitic eoone, not­
withstanding that I have repeatedly 
heard Mr Mitchell state that it would be 
immensely to hia advantage if the rail­

road ci-mes by Blyth instead of through 
Clinton, but it would appear that ho haa 
not the courage to hack up hia convic­
tions even in hie own paper. Dies it 
not appear to you, sir, to lie very ex­
traordinary that not one "f our Crown or 
county officials, except the county treasur­
er seems to take any iifterest whatever in 
matters of such vital importance to the 

I town, as are the railroad and water­
works, yet one is unwilling to believe 
what almost every bony is really say­
ing that their own bread and butter be­
ing sure they care not a cent whether 
our good town inay oink or swim. There 
is no doubt, however, that we shall see 
them all mi the show ground on Do­
minion day wearing Tanvo-Shamer bon­
nets—and perhaps kilts—listening to a 
“skirl on the bag pipes," juat as if that 
were the greatest event of the age. 
When I remembered, sir, the remark 
made by Mayor Seager in Mr Wood­
cock’s office some eight months ago, 
wherein he said that “as the Clinton 
people seemed determined* to have the 
railroad he thought that we must just 
let them have it,” or words exactly to 
that effect, and taking I hat in connec­
tion with the position which he and the 
town clerk took at the packed meeting 
in Clinton, where they took part in 
drafting resolutions in which it was left 
an open question as to wheio the Lake 
terminus ia to be ; and further, that ac­
cording to the report of the Listowel 
correspondent of the Globe, of the meet­
ing on the 24th of April, they voted for 
the line from “Guelph to Elmira and 
thence to Gederich via Listowel, Brus­
sels, Blyth and Manchester,” while the 
report of this meeting given in the Sfar 
says, “it was agreed by the meeting that 
Guelph and Goderich could hardly be 
expected to commit their respective 
municipalities to this northern route, aa 
against that urged by Seaforth and Clin­
ton, and vico versa, and the vote was 
taken wi'hout including these dele­
gates."

But, for argument’s sake - 
air, take the Star’s report as correct, 
and tell us what all these expensive dele­
gations mean 1 If they are not prepared 
to represent the wishes of their constitu­
ants, what do they go for, or rather, 
why have they not long ago made them­
selves acquainted with what these wishes 
are ? that could have been done in an 
afternoon or evening. But no, they, as 
usual prefer to leave the matter open 
and have the chance of a few more jolli­
fications at the public expense.” The 
Listowel Banner of 25th May, says that 
“the fate of the railway line projected 
from Guelph to Goderich largely de­
pends on the people of Guelph. The 
stand taken by them so far is that they 
do not much care what route the line 
takes to the lake. On the other hand we 
in the north are united, Goderich haa 
fallen into with ue." The Banner then 
copies the two resolutions given in yoor 
issue of the 18th as approved of by the 
meeting referred to. But, air, out comes 
the Star the same date aa the Banner, aa 
follows :—“There appears to have been 
an error in the report of that citizens’ 
railway meeting which appeared In the 
local papers last week. It was there 
stated that the motion to aak the town 
council to join with Blyth, Brasilia and 
Listowel in procuring a survey of theig
proposed nolfiem route was carried, but 
explanations since made by thuae who 
were at the meeting show that this was 
not correct, the motion being voted 
dawn." Now, sir, what in the world 
can the intelligent people of Listowel 
snd the other municipalities along the 
line think of the people of Goderich, in 
thus alternately playing fast and loose 
with them in this all-important matter 
of the railroad Î Will they believe that 
there is a thoroughly reliable man 
amongst us t May they not possibly 
follow the course still threatened up by 
Clinton, and look around them for some 
other lake port end then where shall we 
be Î But, elr, it is full time the citizens’ 
railroad committee was dissolved, for its 
unprecedented number as a committee 
renders it utterly unfit to either do good 
to the town or credit to itself. At all 
events, sir, so long as one or two of it» 
members are permitted anonymously to 
give the lie to the chairman and secre­
tary of any of its meetings, in a local 
newspaper, It cannot include in its 
ranks, its founder.

-ing tail-on toward» the steps, with their 
motley crowd of driven expectantly 
awaiting some one to employ them. 
Every donkey rejoice» in a more or leaa 
immortal name. You may for a couple 
of franc» have the exquisite pleasure of 
atriding George Washington, Stonewall. 
Jackson, Abe Lincoln, UeLe»ee;te, Mo. 
h.iitet Ali, Garfield, Gladstone, Dtsrasli, 
Napoleon, Jay Gould or any other 
"man of mark," and be chattel through 
the streets at a gallop by two Arab 
boya with long «tick» incessantly apply­
ing these gentle persuadera to the backs 
of these illustrious named animais, Ur 
it my bo Mary AuduTsnu, Lily Langtry, 
Qjeen Victoria, E npreka Eugenie or 
the Sultana are highly re fun. mended as 
beasts of burthru and last goers. It 
was an amusing sight to see ui next 
morning scurrying through the

NARROW STl'.EBTS AND BAZAARS, 
each on a miserable rat of a donkey re­
quiring two boys to keep it running, cur 
legs now and again humping against the 
rough pavement or our heads striking 
aome low arched passage-way in the 
labyrinth of foul alleyways and streets. 
But it is the proper tlnug to do in Ciiro, 
and everyone who has visited the old 
city and has not hid a sail on the Nile 
and » ride on a donkey has 
riot fully don» Egypt. Here in 
this famous Oriental city, so often 
mentioned in the Arabian Nights', we 
have nearly five hundred thousand 
people, about oue-tciitli of whom are 
European».

THE MODERN PART OP THE ' ITT 
is very French. The .houses are high 
and ehowy and somewhat Parisian in 
architecture ; the city abounds in cafes, 
where iu the night luusio and dancing 
resounds till morning. The dieu of 
the better class Egyptian is of the latest 
Parisian style except the head gear, a 
ouud sugar loaf shaped article of a dark 

red color called a ftz ; the principal 
business places are French ; and next to 
Arabic, French is more widely spoken 
than any oilier tongue lit this poly gl it 
city. While wandering about in Cairo 
streets the traveller has many golden 
glimpses into the mysteries of Oriental 
life ; Moslem tradesmen going to or re­
turning from their work ; a gorgeous 
turbaned fat and fuming old Arab, dress­
ed in eupero silks and golden curded 
raiment ; a Turkish lady «stride her 
donkey with a pulled out balloon shaped 
dress of bulky blackness, closely veiled, 
but her large black eyes shining forth 
in liquid lustre ; the waterman with a 
donkey-skin flung over hia ahnulder, 
fruit-pedlara carrying their grapes, tigs, 
watermelons, lime» ; or the flower seller 
Ilia rosee, each one surpassing the other 
in the poetical description i.f hit goods ; 
the watermelon is “the consoler of the 
embarrassed," flowers are “odors of 
Paradise,’’ or the rose is s thorn, fiom 
the flesh of the prophet it bloomed, 
meaning simply, fresh ro«us, for the as­
sociation of poetic names sheds a silvery 
sheen over the articles for tale ; the 
probability of teeing some one shake 
hands over your head as you pass by in 
the narrow streets. The hundreds of 
donkeys passing and repeating you with 
their gaily colored and embroidered 
saddles ; the numerous goldsmiths' 
open stalls w.th rich wares displayed for 
sale on either side of you, and the ad­
vantageous display tf the stock iu trade 
of the beggars—a withered arm, sight 
less eyes, legless, armless, noseless, or 
deformed in body, which to them is s 
h'essing bestowed by Nature or chance, 
for they need never do further work- 
all these sights and picturesque Oriental 
wonders create a fresh surprise st every 
step. The princpal place of historic 
note iu the city is

THE CITADEL

built nearly 800 years ago from stone 
brought from the outer cuing of one of 
the pyramids. The citadel la in itself » 
smalt town and is overshadowed by one 
of the largest end finest mosques in 
Egypt. It was Built by Mohammed Ali 
about the beginning of this century, and 
is named after him. From the elevation 
on which the citadel and mosque stand a 
magnificent view is obtained of the Nile 
valley, the city and surrounding coun­
try. The city looks a perfect wilderness 
of flit roofs, palm trees, minarets, mov­
ing donkeys and camels, and away to the 
west the glistening sands of the Lybisn 
Desert stretch as far as the eye could 
reach. Close to the citadel is what is 
claimed to be Joseph's Well, hewn in 
the rock to a depth of 300 feet, and on a 
level with the water* of the Nile. It 
was, doubtless, hewn out by the ancient 
Egyptiens, but there it no proof that 
Joseph had anything to do with its 
origin. The citvhas some ten palaces, all 
of modern date, built by the later rulers 
of Egypt for their relatives and favorites. 
Uno of the principal attractions to the 
traveller is

THE BOOLAK MUSEUM 
where is to be found the largest, most 
valuable and most instructive collection 
of Egyptien antiquities in the world. 
Colossal sphinxes, lions, obelisk», sacred 
bulls, jackals, ibis-headed men, ram- 
heeded men and a thousand and one 
statues and statuette» emblematic of 
ancient Egyptian diTiuitie», are all worthy 
of notice for the fineness ef workman­
ship, the vHiie of the material of which 
they are composed as well as their pecu­
liar symbolical meaning. I noticed a 
dog composed entirely of agate, a cow ef 
a peculiar red jasper, and fish, geese, 
frogs and monkey» of lapis lozoli. All 
thee» monument* Beer hieroglyphic» such 
as* the mystic eye ; triangle», symbolical 
of equality ; oxen, of eaorifioee ; moun­
tains, ef the place of the blessed ; rings. 
Of eternity ; a beetle, of the resurrec­
tion,purity,stability and divine life, and 
other strange symbols that weald take a

lifetime to understand |n the mummy 
hall I counted seventy four mum­
mies, the' esses of which are In a 
perfect state of presevsti ..u and which 
1 eve depicted in flaming colors the 
hieroglyphic history ol the occupants. 
Here are also collections of corn, wheat, 
bread, raisins, eggs and ricn which were 
foqnd in the mummy cases and were 
doubtless Disced there !.. satisfy the 
hunger of the frevel-stained pilgrims on 
their way to the the brighter world.

THE OLD YARN
that wee •<> often sprung on the un- 
inspecting farmers in Canada a few years 
ago about the wonderful Egyptian wheat 
that was found iu the tombs with the 
mummies and had rested there for 
thousands of years awaiting the hand of 
modern husbandry to bring it forth and 
sow it in fertile eoi1, when it would ger­
minate and bring forth a thousand fold, 
proved to be without foundvtion. Oi 
the various kinds of grains found in the 
mummy cases so long deprived of light 
and air, experiments show that not 
o.io has ever been made to sprout. 
Modern Egyptian wheat can be puichss 
ei in quantities of truin ten to ten 
thousand bushels at about 80 cents a 
bushel, and its a bad line to pay two 
dollars a pound for it, as I have known 
iu some instances. L living the mummy 
hall we reach the jewel hall where is 
seen a magnificent collection of gold 
bracelets, chains, charms, small axes, 
daggers, breas: pistes, ear rings head 
dresaee, golden beetles, considered as a 
symbol ef future life.audjgenerelly fouud 
inside the luummiedMicdy, well formed 
figure» representing kings and queens, 
and models of beats and barges manned 
by rowpra wail helmsmen in gold. But 
leaving the city, along an excellent road, 
we find ourselves, after an hour’s drive, 
on the site of

THE ANCIENT CITY OF HELIOPOLIS,
known in Scripture as the City of Oif.
It is supposed that Moses here studied *re 
the wisdom of the Egyptians, and in 
later times Plato and Solon received a 
part of their education, and here it was 
that Joseph was given Aaenith, the 
priest's daughter,»» a wife (Gen. xli,43j.
If such things ever happened on this 
dreary looking spot nothing now remains 
to show that it ever boasted of a single 
dwelling. A thousand acres of plain 
fertile looking ground, a patch of wheat 
cr barley, a clump of trees, an abundance 

f wild geraniums, a luxuriant growth of 
weeds and nettles, a mound Showing 
small fragments of broken pottery, a 
shattered and battered sphinx, knocked 
out of all recognition as a masterpiece of 
man's handicraft—as it, doubtless, at 
me time was—and one solitary, grand, 
towering, obelisk are all that can be 
seen of the mice famous scat tf learning, 
the “City of the Sun," We tied our 
horses to a tree under the shade of the 
obelisk, known as

PHAROAIi’s NEEDLE, 
and wandered about the plain in quest 
of something that might strengthen cur 
belief that here at one time was the great 
seat of learning, the only plaoe in the 
then known world for the study of phil­
osophy and astronomy, but the only evi­
dences of its existence were the few 
pieces of colored glass and pottery ware, 
the size of a penny, and the one great 
landmark seen from all parla of the 
plain, the tapering obelisk, composed of 

i one solid mass of granite. This is iden­
tified by its hieroglyphics with Osorchon. 
one of the thirteen Pharoshe mentioned 
in scripture, and it ia shown that 
Osorchon corresponds with the Zerah of 
IlChron., xiv, making the monument 
to date from about 1000 B. C., or nearly 
3000 years old. The face» of the obelisk 
are 6 feet et the baie end gradually 
taper to i point at a height of 05 feet.
Each face is covered from the top to 
bottom with hieroglyphics, and hat been 
deciphered to mean about the aame at 
most of our modern monument», “ A 
loving friend, a husband true, etc , eta”
Un our return we visited the identical 
spot

WHERE THE HOLY FAMILY RESTED
in their flight from Palestine down into 
Egypt. There ia the self same sycamore 
tree ; of course it is a little gnarled and 
agec and not so green and pleasing to 
l he eye at a bright-leafed budding 
blooming young ten year-old, but we 
must remember it has stood there for at 
least 1888 years and of necessity a few 
years longer in (order to give reel and 
shade to the weary-worn fugitives It 
is carefully fenced in, and two men 
always stand guard over it for fear the 
irreverent American tourists with their 
usual vandalistic propensities would 
whittle it up and carry it away piece­
meal. Not even were we allowed to 
pluck a leaf from its over-hanging 
boughs, the guardians informing us we 
might have some of the fallen leaves if 
we had some hacksheehe to part with.
The ignorant Copts fully believe in the 
miraculous staying powers of that tree, 
but only through their traditions is this 
father of perennials known as the Holy 
Tree. Nearer, on our return to the 
city, we pass off the main road to the old

Farm and harden.

One of the most successful helps in 
farming or, in fact in any business is an 
exact knowledge, at near as can be ob­
tained, of tiie business as laid out in 
one's own mind, before operations actu­
ally commence with the hands. And, 
therefore, a journal of one's own actual 
work and of his men, as worked out day 
by day, if honestly set down every night, 
becomes of great value to himaelf, and, 
aa the years go by, of more and more 
importance. It is a chart of his life, of 
his farm and of his financial standing, ai 
written out by his own hand. Some 
year» ago such a journal in a neighbor­
ing county, kept oy a painstaking and 
accurate fermera, settled a very impor 
tant law suit, and thus saved hundreds 
of dollars and much anxiety of mind.

Keep a journal, therefore, I urge upon 
every farmer. It will only require» five 
minutes’ time every night, and aa the 
season will opon now—the first of the 
coming month—is the time to begin. 
First give a history of the weather- 
clear, cloudy, hot or cold—then write 
down what work you do yourself, and 
then what your hands do. If you make 
a sale put it down ; if you pay anything 
note that ; if ycu sow a crop or p’ant, 
set down. Take an account of the differ­
ent trees as they leaf out and hloom, 
note when the different variety of birds 
put in an appearance. It will be inter 
eating to you in a short time and very 
useful. Such a journal have I kept for 
some twenty odd years and my parents 
before me, and I prize it highly.

By keeping zuch an account, and hat 
ing your fields all numbered, in a few 
years you can tell how many days it will 
require to prepare each field fur a crop, 
and the yield (approximately depending 
upon the season) from each field. Your 
farm work will be lifted above mere 
drudgery into the realms of active 
thought, and it becomes brain work, and 
brain work pays.

For instance, turning to my journal 
for last year I find 1 planted corn the 
3rd, 4th and Oth of May ; ground mellow 
and in good order On the 7th, being 
showery, set out cabbage and tomato 
plants, each with a ball of earth attach 
ed. On the 12th of the same month 
worked early peas and potatoes, and so 
on throughout the year.

And |»s you work you can note any 
little experiment as to sold, as to the 
character of certain manures, the value 
of lime, either on sod, or on plowed 
land, etc., etc.

A farm scales is also valuable, coating 
a trifling sum aa compared to its useful 
ness. It also tends to make one parti 
cuiar, accurate, and thoughtful, If 
pig or calf is to be sold you can kno 
in a few minutes what its weight may 
be, and by reading the market reports 
you can figure out its value in a few 
momenta. You will thus saw, maybe, 
a» much as what otherwise would cost 
you several days work to obtain.

Keep a journal. Be accurate to note 
down what transpires. Be honest with 
yourself and your farm, snd at the end 
of each month earn op the work done, 
and at the end of the year add the en­
tire months together, grouping the 
several items together, to that at a 
glance, one can know what has been 
done—what profit, and if a failure, how 
it may be overcome.—Baltimore Arner- 
can.

The Farmer ■ 'Irish (Josette gives the 

following different „s,s of treating 
balky horses, which are recommended 
for trial : First, pat the horse on the 
neck, examine hun carefully, first one 
tide, then the other if you can get 
him a handful of grass, • give it to him, 
and apeak encouragingly to him. Then 
, ump into the wagon, gu-e the word go, 
and he will gen-rally obey. Second, 
take the horse out of the shafts, and 
turning him around in » circle until he 
ia giddy, will generally start him. Third, 
another way to cure % balky horse is, 
piece your hand over hia nose and shut 
off hia wind until he wants to go. 
Fourth,'then, again, take a couple of 
turns of stout twine around the fore legs, 
just below the knee, tight enough for 
the hone to feel it ; tie in a bow knot. 
After going a short distance you can get 
out and remove the string, to prevent 
Injury to the tendons. Fifth, again, you
osn try the following : Take the tail of
the horae between the hind legs, and tie 
it by a cord to the sadillo girt. Sixth, 
the Let remedy that I know ie aa fol­
lows : Tie a string around the horse's 
eir, close to head.

Hybrid Khodedrndrims.
If on wishes a single shrub to orna­

ment a front yard or court, the most de­
sirable is a hybrid rhododendron. A 
good plant of thia will cost more at the 
nursery than a cart load of lilacs and 
snowballs—aud is worth it. Fur such a 
use as the above, where it is to he seen 
every day and several times a day, it 
should be worth looking st. These rho­
dodendrons are evergreen, hardy, fine iu 
form, snil will succeed in any locality 
where there is not lime in the soil. If 
there ie s limestone soil, dig out a large 
place, and fill it with good pasture toil. 
Those who have written about the cul­
ture of the rhododendron have made it 
appear that such a preparation of soil 
was needed as to discourage all but the 
wealthy, while in fact there are excell­
ent sorts that will flourish in any good 
pasture or garden soil. If any one 
wishes to grow the finest and most cost­
ly he must have a gardener to grow 
them. But cue goed enough for ordin­
ary mortals, thet will be a mass of ver­
dure all the year, and during 
some weeks in early sumSner, a 
glory of bloom quite good enough 
for moat of us.

Death of Mr James Fahey.—The 
Toronto Globe ha* the following about 
the death of a gentleman who wa* well 
and favorably known to many of our 
readers :—At eight o'clock on Saturday 
evening Mr Jas. Fahey, a well-known 
Canadian journalist,and late a member of 
the World editorial staff, died unex 
pectedly at his residence, 172 Liegar 
street, of congestion of the lungs. Mr 
Fahey complained of feeling unwell last 
Thursday and was confined to the house 
the following dsy and Saturday, but 
none of his.lriends had any idea that his 
illness was as serious as it was. His 
wife died about three years ago. He 
leaves seven orphan children, totally un­
provided for, the eldest of whom ie only 
sixteen. Mr Fshey was a brilliant and 
forcible writer and poeeeeied a wide 
knowledge of affaire. He was born at 
Smithfield, in the county of Wentworth, 
and was in his thirty-eight year at the 
lime of his death. The last twelve or 
fifteen year» he has been actively engag­
ed in journalism, having been connected 
with The Toronto Mail, Toronto Newt, 
Hamilton Spectator, Winnipeg «Sun, 
Stratford Herald and Guelph Herald, 
besides being a contributor to several 
Provincial papers. He twice ran as a 
Conservative candidate fer a seat in the 
Ontario Legislature, once in the county 
of Grey and again in the county of 
Perth, but was defeated on both 
occasion* Mr Fahey waa a warm heart 
ed man, making many friends and very 
fow anomies, and hie death ie a painful'
shock to numbers who were unaware 
that he was ill. He was a member of 
the Roman Catholic church.

SOMETHING HISTORICAL REGARDING 

THE MILITARY ACADEMY.

Commencement Time Causes the Minds of 
Americans to Tam Toward Tills Heauti- 
fnl Spot on the IInelson—Some Interest­
ing Old 1 telles Illustrated.

NOT HER year 
has rolled 'roim<L 
and West Point is 
about to send out 
a new crop of 
embryo heroes. 
There are the 
usual examina- 

tlions, the art il- 
"lery, infantry and 
cavalry drills,

' bridge building, 
signaling, exer­
cises theoretic, 
with a slight 

sprinkling of the practical thrownrin, by 
which soldiers are made. Once a year 
some half a hundred of these young men 
are turned loose, some to go at once into 
civil life, some to spend a few years in 
sleepy forts and garrisons, and then 
make a break for activity, while others, 
after passing a lifetime in the military 
service, at. 64 are retired with the rank of 
major or lieutenant colonel. If they are 
very fortunate they may reach to the com­
mand of a regiment, a position attained 
in war time by many a youngster of 23 or 
24 years of age.

Much interest attaches to West Point 
beyond that felt in the Military academy. 
Every schoolboy lingers over the story of 
Arnold and Andre, “Gustavus” and “John 
Anderson,” and the three Continentals 
who captured Andre, and their noble self 
sacrifice in not selling their country for 
the yellow metal. Perhaps not one in 
twenty who have read the story of Ar­
nold's treason, of the capture and execu­
tion of an accomplished young British 
officer, really understands the strategic 
importance of West Point to both the 
British and the Americans during" th? 

. revolutionary war. # ^
At the time of this struggle the Hud­

son's river, as it was then called, was the 
main .tvry of communication link in cr the 
southern, the middle and New England

colonies, forming, with Lakes S*. George 
and Champlain and the St. Lawrence, an 
-almost continuous waterway to the great 
lakes. From the first both sides appre­
ciated the'Importance of this line of com­
munication. Tim British were very de­
sirous of getting ossession of it; for once . 
having it they could not only prevent 
communication along its course, hut their 
ships, patrolling the river, could even shut 
off communication between New England 
and the west and south. In short, they 
could cut the colonies in two in the middle, 
and their subjection would be inevitable. 
It became at once an object with the 
Americans to blockade the river to the 
enemy's ships. Engineer officers'reported 
that for this purpose the highlands about 
West Point furnished admirable gr und. 
<The hills on either side are very high, the 
river much narrower than at any other 
point, and taking a sudden bond between 
Constitution Island and West Point. This 
bend would force a deflection in the course 
of a ship, and was thus extremely favor­
able to the colonists’ plan for obstruction, 
which was by means of a bourn and a 
chain stretched across the river, for in 
turning much of the headway of a ship 
brought to bear on the obstruction would 
J>e lost.

The first place, however, fortifiai bv the 
Americans was at Fort Montgomery .* sev­
eral miles below; but one morning the 
British walked up to the fort from their 
ships lying in the river below, overpow­
ered the garrison and destroyed works 
that had cost the Americans $’50,000. 
After this disaster Washington urged 
forward the work at West P int. Fort 
Constitution ha 1 been built on Constitu­
tion Island opposite, and Fort Arnold— 
afterward Fort Clinton—wr3 built on 
West Point. Higher up beyond the plain 
other works were constructed, the prin­
cipal of which was Fort Put rim. A chain 
fwas laid and a boom placed just below it. 
Sections of the b<x>m have been preserved 
and a portion of the chain, a cut of which 
is here given, is now preserved as* a relic 
at West Point. The links average 114 
jpounds each in weight, and emiside 
the size of the wooden ships of that 
would doubtless have formed an effective

Congress 
paid no attention to the matter, imd 
Thom a- Jefferson doubted whether the 
gover toeiUhadâconstitationnl auî hority 
to establish an academy, and the embryo 
critdl»1 or heroes came very near being 
snuffed out altogether.

Hnxvew the cradle kept a reeking, 
though, during the first fifteen years of 
its history, there were but few infant 
prodigies of war to be rocked. After that 
the academy took a start, and under the 
management of its first superintendent, 
Col. 1 hoyer, became at once an excellent 
institution. Utile Is left of the buildings 
in which the cadets, who were there be­
tween 1902 and 1850, slept and ate and 
rest*-d. The old South barracks and North 
barracks and mess hall have passed away, 
and in their stead have risen buildings of 
a in11re modern appearance and more dur- 
ablBooks, philosophical instruments, 
re.ii s, portraits of West Point’s great 
generals, are now collected in these build 
ings. while without more than one monu­
ment has been erected tp point, to her 
past A soldier’s life is made up of long 
.periods of quiet, brok<£i by intervals of 
in reuse activity. His peace is more peace­
ful, his activity is more active than that 
of other men. It Is these brief periods of 
..rivity when the eyes of all have been 
turned upon the sons of West Point, that 
have suddenly lifted them to tower over 
those educated by other methods and for 
other paths. Most of the regular officers 
who participated in the Mexican war were 
young- and held low rank. It was only 
when the civil war came on that names 
of those who had been entered on the 
academy books as boys suddenly shone 
7Vt with dazzling brilliancy and passed 
■ rectly into history. It is this that has 
riven West Point, though but a youth in 

mparlson to many American universi­
ties, a niche in history so much larger, or 
it least filled with figures so much mom 

illiant, than her rival institutions of 
learning. #*#

For many years during the month of 
June there has been a gathering of 
tranger» at West Point. It began bv a 
ongregation of the relatives of the cadets 

who were passing through their graduat­
ing exercises. Then West Point became 
a summer resort, and for thirty years her 
hotels have.been filled with young girls 
and their mammas who attend them to 
this paradise for women under 20. Those 
who are attracted by the Military academy 
go to the West Point hotel, built very 
near the spot where stood Fort Clinton. 
There on the piazzat.be young girl dreams 
away tha summer afternoons with some 
youngster who, with a shingled head and 
a wasp waist, lias been given a short leave 
of absence for the purpose. There they 
listen to such sounds as float over the 
>iain—the handling of muskets, the ruli­
ng over the ground of artillery’, or the 
tramp of horses in drill, the strains of 
martial music. They may dream of the 
old chain and boom of Fort Constitution, 
the site of which is in view directly across 
the river, and fancy they can see the 
antique looking Continental sentinel 

back and forth ; of Fort Putnam up 
on the hill, with its magazines once full 
of pork and powder, now a ruin.

We have made testa with roots against 
grain for milk production within the 
laat trvo years, but never ao thoroughly 
as during the paat winter. Our objecta 
were, (I) cheaper production of winter 
milk, (2) to get milk equal at least to 
the average Ontario summer records, (3) 
the use of a large quantity of roots with­
out tasting, and (4) to maintain milk 
flow and cendition of cows without 
groin.

The plan adopted was to feed one 
week on each ration previous to exact 
testing during the second week, and 
thus changing every two weeks through 
March and April. Ordinary Shorthorn 
grades were handled, milking twice a 
lay. What are the facts so far ?

Moved by Mr Kelly, seconded by Mr 
Manning, that a special commi'tee con­
sisting of Messrs, Johnston, Milne, 
Morton, Kelly and Manning be appoint­
ed, to whom shall be referred all demands 
now made for funds in regard to the 
Canada Temperance Act, the accounts of 
the Commissioners,the PoliceMagist rates 
statement, &c, and who shall report at 
this session, and h«vo power to consults 
solicitor, and examine the P. M., the 
Clerk of Peace and other persons, if 
necessary.—Carried.

mixed with the hay. The grain ration 
waa 12 lb. of similar cut hay, 7 lb. oats,
7 lb. pease, and 7 lb. barley, all ground 
and mixed dry with the hay. Feeding 
at 6 a. m., 11 30 a.m. and 6.30 p.m.

The nutritive ratio of the root diet is 
1:7.4, and of the grain 1:5.4, thns 27 
per cent, higher for the grain ration 

The daily milk per head from roots 
averaged 20.9 lb. over the whole period, 
and 224 lb. from grain.

On roots the animal weight was re­
duced 14 lb., and on the grain 121 lb. 
over the period—practically nothing in 
the scaling of cows ; nor had we to 
credit any left food after each feeding ; 
ueither was milk spoiled by root taste.

Now, what are the practical and 
scientific deduction! from these simple 
facts I

1. That 81 lb. of a mixture of roots, 
an unusually large quautity per head 
per day, with 12 lb. of hay gave almost 
as much milk as did the unusually large 
quantity of 21 lb. of a mixture of grain 
and 12 lb. hay.

2. That this result was accomplished 
—(1) without spoiling the milk, (2) with­
out reducing enimal weight, (3) at 30 
par cent, less cost, end (4; even though 
the root ration was ecientificilly 37 per 
cent, lower in nutritive vslue.

3. Thus, food of a succulent character, 
four times more btilkg and much less 
value proportionately than dry groin, de 
mands a very high place in winter dairy 
ing.

4. The root ration was pitted against 
an unusually large quantity of ground 
grain, enough to fstteu two store cattle, 
which also represents with hay the ac 
knowledges! scientific and practical 
standard (1:5.4) of a ration for the best 
results in animal growth and their pro 
ductiona. But, even though the roots 
were four times more in bulk, the cow 
had nearly twice aa much digeetibte ma­
terials per day from grain,

5. The relative percentage of water in 
roots seems to possess an influence in 
the production of milk which, if not ex 
act!y understood, yet seems to depend 
for its effects upon the fact that the 
natural food of milch cows contains » 
larger proportion of water than is found 
in the more highly nutritious grains.

6. Thirty-three pounds of Swede tur­
nips per day if fed whole and separately 
will taste milk, but when sliced and mix 
od with au equal quantity of mangels, or 
when pulped and mixed with hay, will 
not give a bad flavor.

7. The manure values scientifically re­
sulting from the consumption of these 
rations are about four cents for roots and 
nine cents for grain per cow daily ; thus, 
in balancing all the points of this expert 
ment, that tf manure must not be lost 
sight of.

8. Take two such cows as we have had 
in this test over a winter of 180 days, 
one upon each of these rations, and all 
other conditions being alike, we obtain 
the following comparison :
