Gains 40 Votes.,

Prince Albert, Oct, 17.—Assuming
that either party has supported votes
which are marked for the opposite
side, Attorney-General Turgeon has
made g gain of about forty votes as
the result of decisions rendered up to
the present time in the court of revi-
sion. In poll 4, a big majority of tied
up votes were Liberal, and this gave
a net gain of about a dozen to Tur-
geon. -Neither side is sparing trouble
Or expense to get its voters into court,
and a supporter of Bradshaw has
twice driven in from his farm twenty

miles out, to prove his qualifications.,

Striking Telegraphers and Their Pre-
sident Fighting Each Other.

Chicago, Oct. 17.—President Small
of the Telegraphers’ Union this morn-
ing, accompanied by the city detective
and two private detectives, stole a
march on the general executive com-
mittee by getting into the union head-
quarters and taking complete posses-
sion.

Steel King Champions Negro.

Edinburgh, Oect. 17.—Andrew Carne-
gie, in an address at the Philosophi-
cal institution, appeared as the
champion of the negro in the United
States. Lord Rosebery, who spoke
on the same question, said he doubt-
ed the wisdom of enfranchising ne-
groes. Ninety per eent. of them, he
believed, were illiterate when enfran-
chised, and Carnegie’s showing was
that 47 per cent. of them were still
0. It seemed to him a period of tu-
telage might have been wisely impos-
ed. Things were sometimes done un-
der generous impulses’which were af-
terwards regretted. He was inclined
to think fhere were some persons iff
America who regretted suffrage being
given to negroes.

HON.: MR. BORDEN
SPEAKS IN REGINA

He Deals With Ownership of Western
Lands, Transcontinental Rail-
way and Other Questions.

Regina, October 16.—R. L. Borden,
Conservativé leader, delivered an ad-
dress before a Regina audience in the
auditorium this afternoon. Mr. Bor-
den was escorted to the rink by a
band and torchlight procession, and
spoke for an hour and 10 minutes on
federal interference in provinecial
affairs, ownership of western lands,
transcontinental railway reform, civil
service,s national  telegraphs -and
telephones, contrél of publie utilities,
tariff and his theory of demeocratic
governmeént. Mr. Borden, though
slightly indisposed, improved in
voice as he proceeded and was fre-
quently greeted with applause. W.
Whitmore presided, and on the plat-
form were J. H. Bergeron, Dr. Reid,
F. W. G. Haultain, Senator Perley.
R. 8. Lake, M.P., and other promrin-
ent Conservatives. The attendance
was about 2,500, among whom were
many ladies. The rink was decorat-
ed with banners proclaiming ‘‘We
want a square deal and no coercion
from Ottawa.” “The lands and
minerals are ours and we will get
them yet.”” = “We stand for public
ownership and clean elections,” etec.

Presented With Address.

W. 8. Ball, on behalf of the Regina
Conservatives, ptesented Mr. Borden
with an address endorsing the Hali-
fax program and especially the part
dealing with the provincial lands and
minerals and government control of
publie utilities.

Mr. Lake spoke first, welcoming Mr.
Borden. He said autonomy had been
granted to Saskatchewan by Premier
Laurier when urged by Mr. Borden.
At that time Mr. Haultain had been
thrown down in the matter of the
premiership. Sinee then the govern-
ment had squandered the public do-
main in the west, favoring partizans,
as instanced by the Saskatchewan
Valley Land Company and the Blair-
more townsite case.

He had been
criticized for the attitude taken on
his western tour, first, regarding the
part the Prime Minister had taken in
provineial affairs. He read a letter,
purporting to come from Walter
Scott to Premier Laurier, regarding
the choice of a premier for the pro-
vince. Premier Laurier had claimed
he had not made any effort to bias
the mind of the Lieutenant-Governor
in choosing a premier. That may
have been so, but, nevertheless, the
| Liberal machine had selected a pre-
mier and constitutional government
{in the province had been prostituted.
| Mr. Haultain had stated that if re-
! turned to power he would test the
constitutionality of the Autonomy
Act. Hence he was put aside.
Regarding Western Lands.

As regards lands, he (Mr. Borden)
had said in the House oi Commons
that the people of tWe Northwest,
cap-
able of dealing with the lands and
entitled to control them. They were
not likely to suffer from land grabbers
as ‘much as when the lands were un-
der federal control. Objection had
been made to prowincial ownership on
the ground that it would invalidate
the aetion of the provincial poliey.
That was not so. The West was
more interested in immigration than
any other part of Canada, and the
other provinces that owned lands
were getting immigrants. The Con-
servative party. if returned to power,
would entrust the public domain to
the provinces.

Mr. Borden then compared the an-
nual subsgidy with the revenue re-
ceived by other provinces from lands,
showing an obvious disadvantage to
the new provinces. “When the ques-
tion of restitution comes to be con-
sidered by the  Conservatives,” he
said, “it will be considered on  .the
ground that part of the domain has
already been utilized for national
rather than provincial purposes.”

On the G.T.P. Question,

When - the new transcontinental
railway was under consideration the
Conservative party had said that the
people of Canada were providing nine-
tents of the necessary money and
getting no control in return. To go
a step further was now their policy
and to provide all the cash and make
it a nationgl highway for all time.
Nowadays railways were great modzin
highways, and in most "countries own-
ed by the state. This should be the
case in Canada. The Laurier govern-
ment had permitted the issue of fitty
million of watered stock, which was a
fatal error, because in future this
watered stock ould be referred to the
Railway Commission as a reason why
rates should be kept up. The inter-
est-would have to be paid on it, by
gemeration after generation of Cana-
dians. The Conservative party . de-
manded halt of the  profits for the
people, but had been unsuceessful.

As to the In?rcolonial.

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CALGARY TO HAVE
NEW WATERWORKS

Large Brewery to be Erected—Drug
gists will Insist on Cash
System:

Bulletin Special.

Calgary, Oct, 18—The contract has
been let for the new brewery which
will be ereeted across the Bow in the
Nose Creek district. The brewery
will- be known as the Golden West
brewery.

The building is to be of solid brick.
There will _be very hesvy . concrete
footings and sohid conmstruction, It
is to be three stories in height 'and
60 to 61 feet in dimension. It is to
be built so that it can bs extended
at any time, The proprietors are
Messrs. Rakow and Pouplier.

The druggists of Calgary are geing
to make an effort to introduce the cash
system into their stores. The druggists
complain that in their business many
of the  accounts are small and for
that reason the difficulty of collecting
is' very great. The amount outstand-
ing by most of them is very large,
making business more difficult than
it should be. Few purchases are of
a very large amount or involve en-
ough to make it a hardship for any-
one to pay right down.

Oct. 18—A speecial meet-
ing of thé board of control was held
this morning in connection with the
despatches from Regina regarding
statements made by G. T. Decarie re-
flecting on® the good faith of the con-
trollers.* The board has issued an
absolute and unequivocal denial of

HARRIMAN ASKS AID.

From the Press to Show Injustice of
Interstate Commission.

Chicago, Oct. 17.—Harriman to-
day through the reporters, appealed
to the people oi the United States and
their representatives, the public press
to aid the railroads in the fight for a
greater measure of justice before the
Interstate Commerce Commission. He
suggested a meeting of the represen-
tatives of the press association, the
leading metropolitan dailies and the
leading magazines of the country to
devise just regulation for the rail-
roads. Harriman said the railroads
suffered injustice through ex-parte
hearings before the commission. He
says the railroad men by this time
understand there must be government
regulations of rates, but the present
agitated  state  of public mind gnade
it impossible for them to get justice.

Arrested for Hazing Student.

Minneapolis, Oct. 17—“Arrest four
young men on Omaha train; hold un-
til my arrival.” This telegram, which
was received by the chief of police
and signed by H. W. Morrow, sheriff
of Pierce County, Wisc., startled the
deteetives into a sensational dash
for the Union depot. They had sev-
eral minutes in which to make it. The
arrests were made and the quartette
of visitors was hustled to police head-
quarters, where, for the first time the
cause of their detention was explain-
ed, one of the young men under arrest
speaking freely. The boys claim River
Falls, Wis., as their home. According
to the story told the young men be-
came involved in a sort of a hazing
expedition, a mnormal student being
the vietim, The normal student, it
appears, was relieved of all the. but-
tons on his clothing and then while
the frost was sparkling in the mocir
light, made to disrobe, stand on his
head and sing, “Waltze me Around
Again Willie.”

LLOYDMINSTER’S
ANNUAL FAIR

Enterprising' District Where the Barr
Colonistsare Located, Holds
Splendid Exhibition

Bulletin Staff Correspondence.

Lloydminster, October 17. — The
third annual exhibition of the Lloyd-
minister and District Agricultural
Society was held here today and was
in every respect a pronounced sue-
ccss in the essentials of any {fair.
namely, agood crowd, a well filled
entry 'ist and exhibits of wide variety
aud excellent quality. The weather
was bright and fine and favored a
good attendance. The judges did
their work faithfully and efficiently,
and were kept busy all day, because
almost every section in every class
was filled with a large list of com-
$etitors that often required the most
cgreful comparison and discrimina-
tion to place the red ribbon in the
right place.

The exhibition was held in the
school grounds this year. The fine
new brick school, which has just been
recently finished, afforded superior
accommodation as’ an exhibition
building, the several rooms being oe-
cupied by the exhibits of the different
departments. - Next year the Agricul-
tural Society will be established in
the new exhibition park, situated at
the north end of the town and con-
taining 40 acrves, a free grant from the
Dominion Government to the town of
Lloydminster and the Agrieultural
Society for exhibition purposes. The
society has $1,200 on hand® at the
present time to commence the work
of improvement on the new park.

The wide variety and number of the
exhibits in each class, the general ex-
cellence of each section, and the keen,
intelligent interest evinced by the
visitors in the judging at the stock
ring indicates at once the resources of
the district and proves that- the
original Barr colonists hgve ‘‘ made,
good ” in the west and succeeded in
founding one of the most advanced
settlements in-Western Canada.

The cattle exhibit was one of the
largest seen at any of the fall fairs
this season. The number on the
grounds aggregated 125. principally of
the heavy pure breeds and some very
fine grade stock.

In horses, the light - breeds pre-
dominated, while the general purpose
elass wag represented. by -about: two
dozen teams. In the light horse
classes—drivers, saddle horses, car«
riage horses and roadsters—the dis-
trict of Lloydminster is well supplied
and bears favorable comparison with
any community in Alberta in this
respect. In the saddle class no less
than 21 horses took the ring and an
exceptionally large book were on hand
among the carriage teams and single
drivers.

SERIOUS FAILURE OF A
BANKING FIRM IN GERMANY.

Haller, Soehle & Co. Suspends Busi-
pends Business With Liabilities of
$7,000,000.

Hamburg, Oct. 18—The oldest bank-
ing firm of Ha! ¢: Soehle & Co. failed
o-day. The 1l abilities of the firm are
variously stated, and it was estimated
carly in the day that they were in
the neighborhood of $5,000,000, but
the Hamburger Nachrichten says this
1fternoon that it is informed by a
banker who is in a position to know
he facts that the liabilities will
reach $7,500,000. This will make the
collapse of this firm the biggest bank
failure in Germany since the famous
breakdown of the Leipziger bank in
June, 1901. The assets of the firm
have not yet been ascertained, but in
panking circles the capital of the
partners is declared to he $2,250,000.

Many" Companies Affected.

Nearly all the joint stock and pri-
vate banks in Hamburg are affected
n varying degrees by this failure, but
i number of them say that their
laims are adequately secured. Among
the firm’s liabilities are acceptances
of $3,750,000. The largest amount
neld by any individaal seems to be
$175,000, in the hands of the Vereins
bank.

Mining Speculation Caused It.

The difficulties of the firm arose
chiefly in connection with a mining
company at Teplitz, Bohemia, in
vhich much capital was locked up

In addition the firm had interests
n several coal mines in Austria, and
was concerned -in several real estate
ventures. Near Vienna it had estab-
lished the so-called ‘‘Caumacite
works, designed to exploit a new
method of developing unusually high
temperatures in furnaces. In connec-
sion with this enterprise was a glass
factory. It is also declared that Hal-
ier Sohle & Co. had put considerable
sums in real estate, All these assets
ire hard to convert into cash without
aeavy loss, but the bankers holding
the paper of the firm believe the lia-
bilities can probably be met_if ‘liqui-

3

lation is not oo much hurried.
A Very Aristocratic Firm.

Haller, Soehle. & Co. had been in
existence for seventy-seven years, and
‘anked as one of Hamburg’s old pa-
trician houses. It had long enjoyed
a high reputation. and its paper was
evetywhere regarded as gilt-edged and
was willingly discounted. Latterly,
nowever, the credit of the house had
been on a less assured basis. Two of
the older members ®f the firm died
within a rather short period. The
present partners are Dr. I. C. Soehle
ind I, W. Luebbers. Both men hold
positions of frust in other financial
institutions oi this ecity. Dr. Soehle
18 a director of the Woehsler bank,
and the Carbomite Explosives com-
pany,

It Is probable that the position of
the firm had been partly weakened
through settlement with the heirs of
decreased members. This absorbed
considerable capital. tI had been
known for some time in a narrow cir-
cle of bankers that Haller, Soehle &
Co. was in a rather precarious posi-
tion, and yesterday one of the fore-
most Hamburg banks dnstituted an
investigation of the financial position
of the bank.

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STANDARD OIL LEADER.

Strong Case Against Motion to Dis-
solve the Company.

New York, Gctober 18.—Counsel for
the Standard Oil Company have pre-
pared an elaborate defence in the
government’s suit for dissolution of
the oil combine, which they say will
be developed in its entirety when the
government’s attorneys have con-
cluded taking their testimony. The
Standard’s lawyers say today that
they had not sought to adduce testi-
mony on: cross-examination of officials
and employees of the so-called 'oil
trust which would refute the allega-
tions made in the federal complaint,
but had deferred bringing out much
evidence until later, when it could
be produced continuously in bulk.
No intimation was given of the nature
of the testimony which counsel for
the Standard - Oil Company would
bring out.

A telegram was sent to Wm. G.
Rockefeller, assistant treasurer of the
Standard Oil Co., of New Jersey, last
night by counsel for the Standard,
that the government desires him as a
witness before the adjournment is tak-
en on next Friday for a month.

Frank B. Kellogh, counsel for the
United States, spent the entire day in
placing on the record statements sub-
mitted by several witnesses showing
the profits made by the Standard in
various localities of the country,

Statements were ' also produced
showing the Standard not only secur-
ed information ‘concerning competitive
shipments in the United States, but
in foreign countries,

IMPRESSIONS OF A VISITOR.-

Vietoria, Oct. 15.=—~The flag at the
Hudson’s Bay company’s
ment in this eity is flying full mast
Cunliffe,
one of the diractors of the ancient and
honorable company -of .gentlemen ad-
venturers, Mr, Cunliffe has been tour-
ing * Canadd  .fof the past” few weeks.
He has visited ‘the :éompany’s posts
at Fort William, Winnipeg, Calgary
and other points: in the west and has
freached the western Hmit of his tour
by his visit te this city. He hds been
staying at the Oak Bay hotel for the
Ppast few days.

Twenty years ago Mr. Cunliffe paid
a visit to this-eity. - He was then en
route home %0 England from China.
When asked with regard to the im-
pressions he had formed of Canada
and the Canadians, he démanded more
time to digest the information he has
gained.

“Progress and development are in
the very air,” he remarked, however,
“One cannot help seeing the advance-
ment which you are .aaking-and which
you are bound to make.”

When asked with regard to the pol-
icy of the Hudson’s Bay company,
Mr, Cunliffe expanded just a little.

“The companfy hdas never pursued ‘a
selfish policy,” he remarked. ‘It has
always .considered the in%erests of the
country, the people who fall within its
sphere and interest, and its own fu-
ture.” He believes that much of the
sSuccass of the company te this present
day was due to this temperate, sane
policy which had been always pur-
sued.

The company was exeeedingly fortu-
nate in its early officials. Guided by
what seemed like: an umnerring judg-
ment, they locatdd posats at nearly
eévery point where populatien now has
gathered, and which are bound to de-
velop into important centres . from
their geographieal connedtion. ‘He in
stanced Winnipeg, Fort Williapé and
Edmonton in this connection.-#ictoria
was also a-ease in peint, and he be-
lieved that the judgmrent of the pio-
neers of the company in lecating a
post here would be. borne out by the
progress -and - development of . the
eity.

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ESKIMOS LEAD THE
“SIMPLE LIFE.™

Dawson, Y. T., Oct. 14=—The Yukon
World publishes an interview with V.
Stefansson, ethnologist, of the Mik-
| eleen Arétie party, who recently ar-
rivedin Dawson dfter a winter spent
in the Aretie, which he was forced to
nndergo owing to the nomsarrival of
Mikkelsen’s relief schooner.

“You see, when I struck Herschel
[sland~and found the’ schooner had
not reached there,” said he, “the only
thing for me to do was to sit there
and wait with as muech patience as I
could command, The season passed
rapidly, no bodt put in an appearance
and almost before T was aware of- it,
the freeze-up came.

“Owing to the ice blockade at the
straits, as we learned later, none of
the supply ships had been able to
reach the island, consequently there
was no grub to be had there for love
or money., What little there was left
over from the previous season had to
be husbanded religiously, as there
was another winter to be faced before
any relief could- be expected. One
more ‘mouth to feed made a difference
of just so much, and I concluded very
quickly it was up to me to travel.

“Like the ‘Eskimos of other lands,
those along the Arctie live in families
rather than communities or villages.
Three or four familie comprising
probably twenty souls, will live to-
gether in one large smow house, and
these houses will he all the way
from ten to twenty miles apart. In
the years past di se and starvation
has greatly decimated the race, and
where - formerly, aceording to the
stories told me, there were thousands
I found less than 300 covering a
stretch of country from Herschel Is-
land to- Bailey Island, a distance of
400 miles,

“I tock up my abode with them
early in November, and with™the ex-
ception of one trip made back to Her-
schel 1 remained with one or other
of “the families until the following
February. They for the most part
have had little or no associatien with
the whites, not even contact with any
of the missionaries, and are as primi-
tive today as they were a thousand
years ago. TPhey never use salt and
rarely cook their food, the exeeption
bzing when the woman has been the
common law wife of a white man fo:
a time and he has taught her how to |
prepare food according to the white |
man’s-ideas.

“During the three months and a
half T was with them I never tasted
salt norrtes; and at= most of my food
uncooked the same as the natives. I
finally got to prefer it raw rather than
cocked, particularly if it was frozen,
as it always was in the winter. Our
menu consisted of whale, seal, fish,
and two polar bears that were killed
luring the winter.

“In some respects/the lives of the
Eskimosg -eon:e as near being Utopian
as could be expected anywhere on
arth.  They have no money, have no
umbition beyond getting enough to|
2at and. wear for themselves and fam-
lizs, have no worry as to the future,
as they know no religion, and, as I be-
lieve, ate better off without it, and
wwerything possessed is community
propertiy. ’

“If three families are living tcgastheW
what i3 killed or captured by the head
of one family is owned and enjoyed |
aquaily ag mueh by all the ochers,
Widows and orphans and the old aré
looked after just the same &s a man’s
own family. They all have ihe same
to eat and the same to wear, There i3
no difference.

“One thing about the Eskimos that
may appear shocking to civilization is
their codz of morals; or, rather, their
laék of a code from our standpoint:
They have no gueh a thing as mar-
riage, as wea understand it, and di-
vorce is equally as simple. A man and
woman are attracted toward each oth-
er and conclude to live together. That
iz all there is to it. If children come
they are a part of the community and
are fed and eared for by the mother
until they are able to rustle for themni-
selves,

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Divorce Just as Easy.

““Ag to the matter of divorce, it is
equally simple. If either one tires of
the other, or his or her faney is taken
by.another, they merely quit. The one
deserted finds another mate and life
goes on as though nothing had hap-
pened. Everyone is fed out of the
common fund, go te speak, and if one
starves they all starve.

“The natives are invariably good-
humored and are always smiling. I
den’t reeall ever Having séen one of
them angry, The youngsters resemble
nothing so much as a ball of fur, roi-
ly-polly and fat, but generally are so
encrusted in whale grease and seal oil
that several layers would “have to b:
penetrated before the wolor of flesh
could be seen.

“Yes; I am free to confess, I did not
have a bad winter at all. In fact, I
am so taken up with the work that I
am coming up again im a year or two
and will be prepared to stay several
seasons, KEthnology is a fascinating
study and never more so .than when
the subjects are a primitive peaple
living practically the same -as ‘they
have for untold centuries.”

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MARINE ENGINE CAFABLE
OF 100 MILES PER HOUR

British Admiralty Asked ' to Investigate
_An Invention Which May be
Used for Torpedo Boats.

London, October 18.—The Britigsh
admirality has now under considera-
tion a new form oﬁmarine engine and
propeller which, the inventor claims,
will revolutionize not only naval war-
fare, but the navigation of the while
world.

The invention is the fruit of nach
ingenuity, labor and expenditure on
the part of F. Maltman, of Chelsex.
who has devoted te it years of studv
and experiment. At first signt tne
engine resembles a turbine, but ciose
inspektion Teveals important -differ-
ences. Steam fromy any type of
boiler is brought to bear wupon a
shaft fitted with twelve chambers.
Shait and chambers are a'l ¢f st.el,
east in one piece, and of great
strength. Exactly what the arrange-
ment of these chambers is the inven-
tor deems it imprudent at present to
disclose, but it is such that the ad-
mission of steam through the orifiscs
at their ends'causes the shaf: to 1c-
volve at a tremendous speed.

So great is the power of the new
form of engine, indeed. that the in-
ventor considers it useless to apply it
to the ordinary screw propeller .est
the terrific pace should result in the
formation of a complete or partial
vacugm in which the screw would
“race” without exerting its propul-
sive force. He has accordingly de-
vised a modification of the screw .pro-
peller which will make a 1eéturn
speed for all the power tha: can o
applied to it.

Another party will push nerth from
Southern Keewatin, and traverse huu-
dreds of miles of practicaily un-
known territory on the west side of
Hudson Bay. It is also proposed to
send a detachment into Southern and
Central Wngava. In all these dis-
tricts there are bands of Indians and
Esquimaux, who to all intemts and
purposes, are free to do as they please
without any regard for law or order
or for preservation of forest areas
from filres. Comptroller White states
that the Mounted Police are always
eager to engage in experiences of th
kind, which promise plenty of adven-
ture and give many opportunities for
display of ‘bravery and hardihoed.

Since
the desecration, in 1904, of the grave
at Pretoria of Prince Christian Vie-
tor of Schleiswig-Holstein, who died
of fever in South Africa, while serv-
ing in the British army, police have
paid nightly visits to the cemetery.

Three Killed, 37 Injured.

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HUGE WARSHIPS
TO MANOUEVRE.

London, ' Oct. 14,—AIthough it has
been known for some time that a se-
ries of fleet exercises would be car-
ried out iin the North Sea this month
similar to that which took place off
Lagos in February, the only official
statements on the subject ore those
which were made in the House of
Commons in August,

It was there said in reply to various
interrogations, that such exercises
would take place, that the scene
would be laid in the North Sea, and
that thirty-two vessels of the home
fleet, including all the north division,
with the exception of the Dreadnought
would participate. The Dreadnought,
it appears, is needed for further ex-
perimental work, and for this reason
is not to be included. Altogether one
hundred pennants will be flying, un-
der the supreme command of Lord
Charles Bereford, a constderably lar-
ger fleet than was assembled off the
coast of Portugal.

Wil Be Realistic,

As was the case when the last series
of exercises was directed by Admiral
f the fleet, Sir Arthur Wilson, the
war ‘game in the North Sea will be
played with as fuch realism as pos-
sible. Also, as was the case then,
the details of plans and operations
are to be kept secret,”and no newspas
per correspondents or other visitors
will be permitted on board any of the
vessels to watch and report the pro-
seedings.

The results will be awaited ‘with
much interest in professional circles,
not only because special importance
attaches to the faet that this is the
first time exercises of this magnitude
nave taken place in these waters, but
also for the reason that it is the first
time Lord Charles Beresford has un-
lertaken the handling of so large a
fleet. After Sir Arthur Wilson there
Is probably no officer who has had so
many opportunities afforded him for
Zaining experience in this 'direction
as the present commander in chief of
he Channel fleet, nor anyone who has
made better use of the practice in war
‘raining which has fallen to his lot.
tn-dash, initiative, and -tactical abil-
ity, he has shéwn himself second to
aone, while scope will now be.given
1rim for a larger exhibition of discre
tion, judgment and strategical capa-
city. f
Nine Flags Besides Commander’s.

In addition- to that ofi the com-
mand in chief there will be no less
han nine flags flying in the fleet, as
wvell as the broad pennant of a com-
nodore. The vice-admirals are two,
sir Reginald Custance and Sir Asshe-
ton Curzon-Howe, the former being
second in command of the Channel
deet, and the latter commanding the
Atlantic fleet. The rear admirals are
seven—Frank Finnis, who commands
the Nore division of the home fleet;
Sir Percy Scott, commanding the first
cruiser squadron; Charles H, Adair,
commanding the second cruiser squad-
ron; Robert A. J. Montgomerie, com-
nanding torpedo and submarine flo-
tillas; George A. Callaghan, com-
manding the fiith c¢ruiser squadron;
Francig John Foley, rear admital of
the Channel fleet, and Sir John Jelli-
coe, second in command of the Atlan-
tic fleet.

In charge of the destroyers of the
aome fleet is Commodore Lewis Bay-
ley with his distinguished broad pen-
nant on one of the scouts. Commo-
dore Bayley, it will be remembered,
commanded the Talbot at Chemulpo,
and it was due to his friendly offices
that -the fight between the Russians
and the Japanese took place outside
the harbor, and that the neutrals, as
it were, kept the rink and succored the
urvivors.

The number of flag officers who are
thus given practice in hagdling and
2xercising ships in battle formation,
and who will be able to acquire valu-
able experience in gea opcrations, is
considerably larger tHan was the case
in similar cireumstances a few years
ago. This change is brought about
by the declared policy of the present
board of admiralty, which regards
these exercises as a school where gys-
tematic training should be given ‘ to
the younger fiag officers and captains,
some of whatm must in time take the
places of those now in the higher
posts.

Scheme of Operations  Secret,

Although the scheme of opeigtions
is & seeret; there can be no doubt that
if in part it takes, as it may be as-
sumed to do, a strategical form, this
part will be based upon the possibil-
ities of war with Germany. The un-
ferlying ‘motive of the organization
ior nagval war in this eountry is the
maintenanee of sea command against
attack from any quarter.

Just as Germany in her land pre-
parations may be said to have one eye
m Russia and the other on France,
30 the British naval authorities -take
thought not only of what is going on
1erogs the North Sea, but also of pos-
sible movements in the Mediterran-
an.

In February, Sir Arthur Wilson
linked up the Mediterranean fleet with
the Channel and Atlantic fleets under
his immediate command, and carnied
out his training in waters the strate-
gical signifieance of which is shown
in the history of the sea fighting of
the eighteenth and early nineteenth
centunies,
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In October a complementary course
of instruction will take place in waters
the historical significance of which in
this respeet will-be found in the naval
histories of the seventeenth century.
Similarly also the Nore division of
the home fleet will be linked up with
the Channel and Atlantic fleets now
commanded by Sir Arthur Wilson’s
successor.

The problems awaiting solution are:
Could Great Britain maintain a com-
mercial blockade until such time as
Germany would be unable any longer
to stand the stagnation of her trade,
or could the German small craft by
the use of mines and torpedoes bring
about such a difference in the situa-
tion as would admit of their fleet be-
ing used with hope of probable sue-
cess,

Important Exercises Planned.

Apart, however, altogether from the
strategical exercise, there . are other
essential parts of the higher naval
training to be carried out on these
occasions of concentration, Many im-
portant drills and exercises, in addi-
tion to the gunnery and torpedo prac-
tices; are undertaken by the ships of
the various fleets and squadrous be-
fore this assembly, which affords op-
portunities for competition on a large
scale. In the preparation for this
competition; and in its undertaking

the greatest emulation and keenness?

are displayed by the various
companies.

Among other drills which it is the
custom to have on these occasions are
such as taking another ship in tow,
for which the record time is about
lwenty-five minutes; clearing ship for
action, where the record is about thir-
iy seconds; getting out the collision
mat and placing it in pesition, laying
<ut an anchor and sending the fire
engine: or a wire hawser to the flag-
shup

Still more important is the working
out of problems connected with tor-
pedo attack and defence, the use of
mines against ships in harbor and at
sea, practice with ‘“wireless,”” and
last, but not least, exercises for the
tactical training of divisional com-
manders in manoeuvring for position
of advantage, when the movements of
from a ship stationed between them
the opposed squadrons are plotted
and atterward commented upon and

criticized by the ecommander-in-chief.

WAR TALK IN UNITED STATES.

Washington, Oct. 16th.—Prepara-
tions ior a hostile emergency in the
Pacific' is occupying the time of mili-
tary and naval authorities to such an
extent that all other work has been
suspended in some branches of the
two services, The war fever is spread-
ing through the personnel of the
army and tht navy. Many officers
are. now aware of the circumstances
which led to the decision to send-the
battleship fleet to the Pacific, and,
with their eyes opened in that respect
they are watching the trend of events
with absorbing interest.

Looking for War,

The idea that war is coming is ap-
parently firmly fixed in the minds oi
some of those having superior means
of obtaining information as to the
government’s attiture. Others, while
deprecating the talk of war and in-
clined to the belief that there will be
noconflict contend, however, that the
preparations now under way are justi-
fied by the situation g5 they under-
stand it, and commend President
Roosevelt for what they regard as
admirable foresight on his part.

Under orders from the navy depart-
ment the entire working forece at the
navy yards on the Atlantic coast is
being employed in making ready the
vessels of the battleship flect for the
so called practice cruise to the North
Pacific. Every class of labor that can
be utilized in getting the fleet into
condition for its long voyage has been
withdrawn irom its usual duties at the
vards and put to work n the ships.

Letting Everything Else Go.

The authqrities of the army signal
corps are devoting themselves exclu-
sively to arrangements for the instal-
lation of electric fire control appara-
tus in the fortifications of Subig Bay,
the new naval station established in
the Philippines. The work -is being
conducted to the detriment of other
projects, but the orders to complete
it, which are understood to have come
directly from President Roosevelt, are
imperative.

Under equally imperative directions
new fire control systems are being in-
stalled on the battleships which will
go to the Pacific. A torpedo company
of the army artillery corps has been
gent to Subig-Bay to chart and mine
that important body of water, and
engage in torpedo practice.

Transporting Equipment.

Army- rifles of six, ten and twelve
inch calibre,- and 12 inch mortars are
being sent to Subig Bay as fast as
they are completed. The transporta-
tion of these is being accomplished
with significant despatch. Contracts
have been let for 50,000 tons of coal
to be delivered in the Philippines.
The nawvy department, once liberal in
the treatment of the press, discourage
inquiries pointing to the active pre-
parations now in progress,

Japan Preparing for War,

The decision of the president to
send the battleship fleet to the Paci-
fic had its inception, at least its ap-
parent ineeption in the disquieting
information furnished to the military
department of the government by con-
fidential agents abroad. There is no
shadow of a doubt that the navy de:
partment reeecived reports to indicate
that Japan was making active efforts
to place its military and naval forces
on a war basis, and that reports of
the same general tenor eame to the
war department. The agents of both
departments told of heavy purchases
of war supplies by Japan, guns, shells
and torpedoes, etc., in England,
France and Germany, Naval officers
sent to Europe to make purchases of
torpedoes for the United States navy
found that Japan had placed orders of
startling magnitude for similar mate-
rial. The Phillipines, for the military
branches of the government were no-
tified, were being flooded with Japan-
ese spies, many of them women of the
demi monde type. There was feverish
activity on the part of ‘the Japanese.
Camps of instruction were establish-
ed in .romote parts of Japan, and
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troops were being drilled incessantly.
There was no cessation in the receipt
of these advices.

Riots Inflamed Feeling.

At the time of the latest revival of
feeling against the Japanese on the
Pacific coast, which resulted in at-
tacks upon' Japanese subjects in San
Franecisco, and brought the anti-Amer-
lean agitation in Japan to its highest
point of feverishness, the stories of
Japanese military activity assumed a
character which apparently gave
great concern- to the president, and
certainly alarmed some: of the mili-
tary and naval authorities, These
reports were all placed before the pre-
sident for his perusal. At Mr. Roose-
velt’s instance, or of-its own wvelition,
the general board of the navy gave
consideration at hand that Japan was
getting ready for- another hostile
struggle. In the minds of numbers
of the board there was only one an-
swer to the question: Why is Japan
making all these preparations? The
outcome of their deliberations was a
recommendation to the president that
the Atlantic battleship fleet be sent
to the Pacific on June 27. The secre-
tary of the navy took a record of the
general board’s- views to Oyster Bay
and laid them- before the. president.
Before Metcali left Sagamore Hill, the
president had directed him to order
Admiral Evans’ battleship to proceed
to the western coasts: of the United
States,

Carnegie Predicts Financial Crisis.

Queenstown, Oct. 18—Carnegie pre-
dicts a financial erisis in Ameriea and
bzlieves it has already begun, in fact.
It wil lextend to England, _too, he
says. He regards the coming flurry
with composure, however, because he
thinks its ultimate result will be
good by restoring actual values and
putting :top to the general craze
for speculation.

BUYING TOWN SITES,

C.P.R. Getting Hold of School Lands
At High Prices.

Winnipeg, Oect. 18 —William - In-
gram, inspector of school lands, has
returned to the city from an official
trip to Saskatchewan. During his ab-
sence he conducted two sales of
school lands at Davidson and at Bat-
tleford.

At both places all the land offered
was bought by the C. P. R. At Dav-
idson "a section situated about thirty
miles south west of that town, was
put up at auection, and. was bought
in by the railway presumably with
the intentiorr of making it a townsite
on the Moose Jaw-Lacombe branch.
The prices obtained per acre for the
four quarter seetions .were  $16, $20,
$20.50 and $26.

At Battleford a quarter section on
the line of the Wetaskiwin-Saskatoon
railway was knocked down at $25 per
acre to the C. P, R., also, it is under-
stood, for townsite purposes.

TRAIN DISASTER ON
AN ENGLISH RAILWAY

Nineteen People Killed in London &
Northwestern Wreck at Shrews-
bury—Thirty-nine were injured.

Shrewsbury, Eng., October 18:—A
train made up of passenger coaches
bound from Scotland and the North
of England to Bristol left the rails as
it was entering the station here at an
early hour this morning.

Sixteen persons, including ten pas-
sengers, were killed and many others
were injured.

The London and Northwestern Rail-
road, on which the train was running,
curves sharply as it nears Shrews-
bury and there is a standing order
that the engineers must not exceed a
3peed of ten miles an hour at this
point. Disregard of orders is be-
lieved to have been the cause of the
accident. The engine and all the
cars with the exception of the last
one left the rails. and when the offi-
cials from the railroad station reach-
ed the spot, the cars were a tangled
mass of wreckage, beneath which
were the bodies of the dead and in-
jured. Fortunately the wreek did
not cateh fire, and the doetors “and
salvage crews, who soon reached the
seene, did not have this added dan-
ger to fight in  the darkness and
pouring rain, which, however, retard-
ed the work of resewe, and several
hours elapsed before the last bedy
was taken out. The killed include
the engineer and fireman and the
guards and postal elerks, who were
in the mail ear immediately behind
the tender of the engine.

The latest report irom the scene of
the wreck says that nineteen persons
were killed while 39 others were in-
jured. There is still no explanation
of the cause of the accident. It is
suggested that as this is the third
accident of a similar kind within a
year to a train entering a station on
the curve, the cause may be found
in failure of the vacuum brakes to re-
spond. Rumors are ‘current here that
the locomotive of the passenger train
was making its first trip on this line,
and that the driver had a pilot driver
with him because- e was not fully
acquainted with the road: Tt seems
certain that somebody blandered for
the engine was going at a tremendous
speed when the aceident happened.

Several of the morning papers in
editorial articles call attention to the
similarity between the Shrewsbury
disaster and the Grantham accident
of last year. They demand a search-
ing government inquiry to ascertain
the cause of these repeated accidents
in cases where the regulations enjoin
a slow rate of speed on curves.

An indication of the terrible charae-
ter of the catastrophe is found in the
fact that nine out of the ten men who
occupied ohe compartment were kill-
ed.

The board of trade has alveudy ap-
pointed,Colonel Yorke to hold an in-
quest into the cause of the accident.
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THE NATURAL GAS FRANCHISE

A company has applied to the city
eouncil for permission to lay maing
and supply natural gas within the
city. The first conditidn of any such
concession should be that the com-
pany maust supply gas. Otherwise
the franchise would become mere-
ly a hindrance to any other company
which might be prepared to supply
natural gas, and would result most
probably in giving the artificial com-
pany an undisturbed monopoly.

From the city’s standpoint and the
standpoint of the citizen, the purpose
in granting a natural gas franchise
would be to secure competition with
the proposed artificial gas company.
+The ends sought by securing this
competition would be to hasten thein-
stallation of the artificial plant and
to exert a healthful influence on the
company toward efficient service and
reasonable rates, Aside. from these
ends there could be no object in per
mitting a second company to tear up
streets and lay mains parallel to those
of the artificial coneern. But if the
natural gas franchise were given to a
company which could not supply the
gas there could be no competition and
the purpose of granting the franchise
would be lost.

Whether or not a natural gas fran-
chise were exclusive in form and pur
pose, it would be se.in practice and
effect. Two c¢ompaniés tearing up
streets and installing parallel mains
are sufficient, but if one of these com-
panies were unable to supply gas in
sufficient quantity to make it a live
compatitor, either the other company
must become the controller of the ga:
business or /a third party must be
permitted to install mains. This an
exclusive natural gas franchise would
prevent,and even if the franchise were
not exclusive it is exceedingly doubt
ful if a third company eould be found
willing to install a system where twec
were already installed.. Whether ex-
clusive in word or not, the Iranchise
would in all likelihood be so in effect
and would result in throwing the con
trol of the city’s gas supply altogeth-
er into the hands of the artificial
company. An exelusive natural gas
franchise to a company unable to sup-
ply gas could have no other result,
and it does not appear practicable tc
grant a franchise which would not pe
exclusive.

It is to the interests of the citizens
that competition in gas supply be lim-
ited to as few companies as will pro-
vide competition, The only purpose
in introducing competition at all i:
that one company may not be able to
determine absolutely both the char-
acter of the servic? and the price of
gas. Properly a gas supply should be
oparated as a monopoly, for the rea-

som that each additional competitor in}

the field means an added burden to
be borne by the consumers. Gas can-
not be peddled from a wagon like gro-
ceries, neither can a merchant lay in
a stock, sell it out and go out of busi
ness without suffering loss. The first
step in starting business is the per-
manent investment of a large amount
of money in sinking wells, or estab-
lishing plants, and in laying mains.
On every dollar so invested the pat-
rons of the company must pay inter
st and must also provide a deprecia-
tion fund sufficient to maintain and
replace the plant. If therefore, such
enterprises were operated solely on
the basis of earning reasonabls divi-
dends on the investment, the inter
ests of the consumer would be served,
best by having only one gas plant
Each additional plant means an add
«d investment on which the consumer
must pay interest, dividends and de-
preciation.

When, however, it is not practicable
to create a monopoly on the basis of
supplying service at the cheapest praec-
ticable pric2, the alternative is to se-
cure competition enough to regulate
the prices without burdening the con
sumer with the charges on unneces-
sary plant and equipment. In suck
circurnstances it is usually found that
the patrons fare better by paying divi-
dends on two competing plants than
by paying the extortionate charges «f
one company enjoying and abusing
the privileges of a monopoly. Ed
monton is not in a position to under-
take the supply of gas as a municipal
monopoly, There remains, therefore
only the course of sgeuring enough
competition to guarantee good service
and reasonable prices without load-
ing down the consumer with charges
on unnecessary plant and equipment.
This can be done only by granting a
natural gas franchise to a compan¥

which has natural gas to supply.

the company now applying for the
franchise, The enterprise of that com-
pany i€ in every way commendable
the success they have met gives splen-
did promise of their future opera-
tions, but neither to them nor any
other company should the natural gas
franchise be given except on condi-
tion that they deliver the goods.

THE WINNIPEG SHOOTING.

The :shooting of an allaged thief by
a Winnipeg dectective from whom he
was fleeing is a regreftable circum-
stance and worthy attention. The
cause of his shooting was not the rea-
son for which his arrest was sought
H> was shot not for stealing nor be
cause he was accused of stealing, bu/
for fleeing when th2 officer called on
him to stand. Legally, therefore, the
officer may have been justified.
But back of this lies the fact that
his arrest was sought on a charge of
petty theft only and that he was le-
gally innocent of this, having beer
neither proven guilty nor arraigned
on the charge. Whether or not he was
really guilty does not affect the fact
that the first cause of his deah was
a charge of a comparatively trifling
character. That the charge was petty
increased his folly in risking his life
to escape, but it also lessened the
moral justification of the officer in
shooting at him. If he was guilty hi:
offenca deserved. no .such punmish-
ment; if he was not guilty and simply
obeyed a foolish impulse to flee from
the officer his folly was not criminal.
Better for society, for the law and for
its “officers that a hundred petty of-
fenders should escape than that onc
man, guilty or innocent, should be
shot down without a trial. L

DEFENDING THE LAND GRAB.
The Edmonton Journal is displeas-
ed to the point of fury that the Min-
ister of the Interior should have
criticized the policy of the late Con-
servative Government in squandering
32,000,000 acres of western land in
land grants to railways. Moved . by
its fury at the Minister the Journal
essays the somewhat comprehensive
task of defending the ' land. grant
swindle,informs the west that it would
never have amounted to a row of pins
but for the C, P. R. and castigates
those impudent Liderals who have
dared question the ineffable wisdom
of turning the West gagged and
bound over to the tender mercies of
rail;\'ay monopoly.

That eur Opposition friends should
suffer spasms whenever allusion . is
made 30 the land grant swindle is en-
tirely natural,. They can neither deny
it nor evade it,  All that remains is
to defend it and malign those who
call attention to it. For years they
have prayed that the public would
forget it, but a robbery of those di-
mensions is not easily forgotten. The
public will not forget. The spectre
of the land grant policy hovered about
the ruins of 1396, has perched on the
party grave ever since and persists
in bobbing up inconsiderately at the
most inconvenient junctures. It is
conspicuous enough, Heaven knows
without any one calling attention to
its presence. No wonder the Opposi-
tion grow wrathy when some Liberal
points to the shade!

Its reappearance at this time was
mor> than usually appropriate and
more than usually inconvenient for
>ur Opposition friends. Mr. Borden
has been touring the West speaking
in. halls decorated with the mottoes
designed to recall the glory of by-gone
days. His speeches have been so free-
ly interspersed with allusions to Sir
Jorn Macdonald that a stranger
would conclude the chieftain gone
was still on deck. What more appro-
priate therefore than that the ques-
tion which more than any other con-
tinues the memory of Sir John in
the public mind should be interjected
into the political arena at this mo-
ment? But also what more inconveni-
ant for the Opposition, for it is as
true as unfortunate that the enter-
embalms S8ir John’s
memory also perpetuates the memory
of one of his greatest mistakes. What
wonder therefore that the Minister
who suggested this shining example of
the traditions to which Mr, Borden
appealed should be assailed in bitter-
ness by the followers of Mr. Borden?

A defence of the land grant policy
cannot be other than weak and the
present apology appears to combine
the weaknesses of previous efforts
with the omission of their stronger
points. No one today questions what
the C. P. R, has -done for Canada,
but neither does any candid minded
man deny that the C.P.R. has “done”
Canada to a still greater extent, with
the open consent and gecret conniv-
ance of the party now in opposition.
Liberals today are not concerned i
defending those members of their own
party who thirty years: ago failed to
appreciate the greatness of the West
but they are justifiéd in saying that
had the Government of that day done
its duty by the West there would have
been no occasion for lack of informa-
tion or appreciation on the part rf

prise which

This, of course, without prejudice tc ]mly member . of Parliament conce n-

ing this country. Neither are the Lib-
erals of today called on to justify the
failure of their predecessors to recog-
nize the enormity of the wrong thal
was being inflicted on the West by
turning over -one-half ite best land to
railway corporations and by -debar
ring the people of the West for twenty
years from all possiblity of railway
competition; but they are justified in
pointing out that the first transcon.
tinental railway was begun mnot by
the Conservative Government but by
the Government of Hon. Alexander
Mackenzie; that the road begun by
them was to be comstructed, and sev-
eral hundred miles of it were con:
sructed, by the Dominion of Canada
as a public undertaking; and that this
road, constructed absolutely by the
maney of the people of Canada, was
turned over to the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company by the Government
which brought it into power and 1c
which it returned the compliment on
several subsequent occasions. That
Western Canada it was singularly slow
advanced today if the C. P. R. had
not been built at the exact time it
was built is a matter of opinion and
there are by no means badly-informed
residents of this country who believe
it would have been quite as far ad
vanced today if the construction of
that road had been delayed for ten
years. Certainly if the C. P, R. made
Western Canada it was sigularly slow
in getting the process under way, for
it had been in operation more than
ten years before the real making of
the West showed any signs of begin:
ning, and then only when the era o’
railway monopoly was doomed and
the advent of railway competition be
came a certainty under the energetic
policy of the present Government.

There is more than hostility toward
Mr. Oliver in this defence of the land
grab poliey and this eulogy of the
C. P. R. There is also the testimony
that the followers of the successor of
Sir John stand still in living alliance
with the corporation which Sir John
permitted to loot the public domain.
To the well-informed people of the
West the testimony was unnécessary
but it is proffered voluntarily and will
be accepted as a word of defence in
theshour of need for the ally on whom
the opponents of the Government
have relied and rely today for political
success.

DEAR GOODS AND CHEAP LABOR
Oriental labor is the one commodity
that the Canadian Manufacturers® As.

sociation want imported into Canada
free of duty.

The annual meeting held in Mont-
real last week was characterized by a
demand that foreign manufacturers o
all kinds bo debarred from this coun-
try and by another demand that Asi-
atic laborers be admitted without let
or hindrance.

This from the organizatiron that has
presumed to teach loyalty te the Can-
adian farmer and urged him to vote
for protection unless h= wished to see
Canadian factories closed, Canadian
workingmen idle and Canadian wo
men and children 'in misery and
want-

These dual announcements write
down the ideals and objects of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
in characters that cannot be obscur
ed by professions of loyalty to Can-
adian interests, or appeals to the pa-
triotism of Canadian citizens. An or-
ganization that demands first that the
Canadian = consumer be prevented
buying foreign goods and second that
the Canadian workingman be brought
into competitionn with the cheapest
labor in the world, will be excused
from reading lectures on commercial
patriotism to the consumers and work-
ers of Canada.

The standing defence which the
apologists for high protection offer for
taxing the people of the country for
the benefit of the manufacturers is
that the manufacturers out of their
increased earnings would pay higher
wages to the men who worked in their
factories and thus provide a better
homz market for the produce of the
Canadian farms.

The only purpose the Canadian
Manufacturers ean have in desiring
the free impodrtation of Asiatic labor-
ers is to bring that labor into compe-
tition with the Canadian workingman
to the end tnat the Canadian work-
ingman may be forced to work for less
wages, It -should not be difficult for
the Canadian Workingman to eee
where he would get off if the party
which represents the views of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
succeeded to power in Canada.

The Canadian Manufacturers” As-
sociation is an organization which at-
tends strictly to the business of its
members, When subjects of general
or public import receive attention in
its conventions the standpoint from
which they are discussed is the stand-
point of the manufacturer and the
conclusion reached is the conclusion
that appears most likely to advance
the interests of the manufacturer,
against all others. When therefore the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
resolve that Asiatic labor should bLe

introduced freely into Canada they
mean simply that the manufacturer
sees an opportunity to profit by the
introduction of that labor. And he
Feould profit by the introduction ct
that labor only by engaging that
labor to displace workers who de-
mand higher pay. [

If the Manufacturers’ Association
were a debating club whose purpose
were limited to the cultivation of the
oratorical and mental powers of its
members it would be entirely in order
in coming to this or any other con-
clusion to which the trend of academic
debate might lead. The Association
s nothing cf the kind. Its members
are inspired not by any desire to move
men along a line of supposed pro-
gress, but by the laudable but more
comimon desire to move money along
the avenue that leads to their own
private domains. Carnegie and not
Demosthenes is their patron saint,
and from the resolution of last week
they are quite prepared tc adopt the
methods of Mr,Oarnegie to accomplish
his results.

Those who have dared to question
the wisdom of high protection doc-
trine and ventured to express a pref-
erence for a low tariff or for free trade
have been ridiculed and belit{led by
the high protectionists as the advo-
cates of lew wages. Low tariff, we
have becn told, and told at each suec-
ceeding election campaign, means low
prices and Jow prices mean low wages.
With equal unction are we periodic-
ally assured that if the manufacturers
were given the chance to make larger
profits,they from the plenitude of their
wealth and the goodness of their
hearts would pay higher wages to
their employees, these would thus be
enabled to pay the farmer more for
his produce, and so by the simple
process of taxing ourselves high en-
ough we should make ourselves all
rich and happy.

The Manufacturers’ Association rise
now to confute the favorite doctrine
of their political allies. They demand
not only high tariff but cheap labor
—the highest kind of tariff and the
cheapest kind of labor. They want
aot only a tariff that will exclude all
foreign made goods but a policy that
will admit all foreign makers of goods,
and all foreigners who might become
the makeis of goods. To the consum-
ars of gonds they would-deny the pos-
sibility of importation; but to them-
selves as the ‘“‘copsumers’” of labor
they demand the :ireest kind of free
trade, ‘o

This demand of 'the manufacturers
is no innovation—it is merely a con-
{ession of what is-on the other side
of the high protection banner. High
protection as we have it preached in
Canada means the commercial slav-
ery of the consumer to the proprietor
of the factory; on the word of the
manuiacturers themselves the other
motto in the banner is the slavery
f the workingman to the proprietor
of the factory. The ideal then is a
condition of affairs in  which the
manufacturer would be monarch of
all he surveyed and the remainder
of the populace would live on such
wages and in su¢h fashion as his
bounty might decrce or his indulg-
nce permit,

Why or how should it be otherwise
if the high protection principle is
sound? If the manufacturer is to dom.
inate all the people in the country
why not a particular: section of the
pzople who are employed ‘n his fac-
tory? If he may display his sover-
eignty by taxing all classes in one
way why not by taxing one class in
another way? Ii he may decide how
many articles the people of the coun-
try shall buy and what they shall pay
tor them, why not as well the con-
ditions under which jthose articles
shall be produced, what class of lab-
or shall be employed in producing
them and what wages shall bz paid
for their production? If the manu-
facturer should be made the absolute
monarch of our commercial realm
on what ground could his power be
limited in one direction?

That the manufacturer does not in-
tend to be limited in any direction he
has made clear in the dual resolutions
calling for the exclusion of all for-
eign’ manufactures and the wholesale
admission of the cheapest known lab-
or. These are the terms on which ne
would be King. If the consumer and
the workingman fancy the terms they
should proceed to his coronation,

THE PEOPLE’S PARTY.

A convention of Alberta Liberals
will be held in Calgary on Wednesday
next which promises to ©e one of the
most important political gatherings
aver held in the Province. Ten dele-
gates are expected to be present from
each provincial electoral distriet and
all Liberals who desire to attend will
be welcomed and entitled to every
privilege save that of voting on a di.
vision. The attendance is likely to
be large therefore and thoroughly re-
presentative of all interests and.sec-
tions of Alberta. The convention
should be both well attended and well
worth ' attending.

The purpose of the convention is
to arrange a basis for _holding nomin-

ating conventiens in the various
Federal constituencies. Under the
act passed at last session of Parlia-
ment Alberta becomes entitled to
seven members of Parliament in place
of four, as at present. This necessi-
tated a re-arrangement of constitu-
encies and one purpose of the present
convention is to appoint a convenor
in  each new Federal  district
whose business it will be to call a
convention of Liberals in his constitu-
ency to select a candidate for elee-
tion.

By this means the Liberal voters in
the varicus constituencies are assur-
ed the fullest opportunity of selecting
their own candidates and it will be
difficult for aspirants not generally ac
ceptadle to those voters to get them-
selves in the field under the pretence
of being Liberal ngminees. The dele-
gates to the present convention have
been selected at meetings of the Lib-
erals of the various constituencies
These delegates in turn will choose
convenors who alone will be entitled
to call nominating conventions, Any
convention for the selection of a can-
didate not called by such convenors
will not have the authority of the
Liberals of the iding; while conven-
tions called by the convenors will have
the authority of the voters of the con.
stituency and the nominees of such
conventions will be the Liberal can-
didates.

This is as it should be. Liberalism
is of the people and for the people,
It originated as a movement among
the people and of the people for the
overthrow of abuses from which the
people saffered. The genius of Lib-
eralism is the spirit of democracy.
The Liberal party has triumphed in
the past because it has been the
political agency of the people against
the classes and has represented the
interests of the people against the in-
terests of all others.  So it stands to-
day. It depends for success upon the
faithfulness with which it reflects the
judgment of the people, and aside
from the betterment of public condi-
tions has and can have no business in
life. The Liberal party is the people’s
party.. The people created it and
have sustained it; to the people it
acknowledges sovereignty and upon
them it relies for power to make war
on their enemies.

LET US HAVE A MARKET.
Several prominent business men, in-
cluding two city raldermen,’ expressed
themselves yesterday in favor of con-
verting the market site into a market

place. There can be little doubt that
the ratepayers 'generally are of like
mind and the city council would be
consulting the public interests by tak-
ing up this work at an early date and
pushing it to completion.

While for the present an open mar-
ket would be an improvement the er-
ection of a buildinig is necessary to
make it useful in cold weather, That
the entire buildinig could be complet-
ed this fall is doubtful but a very con-
siderable portion could be completed—
enough to enable the citizens to receive
very material benefit. If the building
is planned as it should be planned—
to permit extension whenever neces-
sary, the erection of haif or quarter
the proposed structure this fall would
in no way 4dncrease the entire co;t
while it would confer a decided bene-
fit on the citizens during the produce
purchasing season,

At present the market sit represents
an investment of capital from which
the citizens are mot receiving the
service for which they made the ins
vestment. This is a parallel case
to a private firm purchasing a factory
site but not erecting the factory. In
either event the investment may be a
good one but the ground is not being
used for the purpose for which it was
bought. In neglecting to provide.the
necessary buildings and establish ‘a
market the city in the past has been
simply ignoring the fact thatv the rate-
payers have in part paid for some-
thing they have not received. The
best amend that can be made is 10
neglect the matter .0 longer,

The council need have no fears that
the ratepayers would refuse to pro-
vide the means for completing the ex-
penditure necessary. The need cf the
market is felt at present as probably
never before. 1f the ratepayers were
willing to provide the site when the
need was far less apparent, they cer-
tainly . would not now refuse to fanec-
tion the erection of the building and
the mnecessary improvements. The
more so that markets arc wusually
self-sustaining enterprises and that
there is every reason to believe the
fees from the Edmonton market would
defray all the running expenses and
the charges on the investment, By
all means establish the market and
convert the vacant site into its preper
and intended use.

Edmonton, the World’s Greatest Raw Fur Centre, Written by Angus
Dean Cameron, in Burr-Mcintosh Monthly,

When you listen to the Russian
Doukhobor talking prices to a Scot-
tish hulfbreed outside a real estate
office with a French name kept by an
rishman from Jamaiea you acknowl-
edge that Edmonton on the Silver
Saskatchcwan, eight hundred miles
north of Winnipeg, 1s cosmopolitan.
When the vociferous jehu at the rail-
road station yells accommodatingly,
“Drive you to any hotel or any tent
in town for a dollar!” you realize that
the city is growing and growing
apace. When you read the sign, “The
Honorable Hudson’s Bay Company
established 1670 you remember that
here was “The Last House’’ spoken
of by the few missionaries and ex-
plorers who passed this way a hun-
dred years ago, partakers from post
to post of the hospitality of the An-
cient. Company.

Seeking -Edmonton today the travel-
er arrives luxuriously in the parlor
car of the Canadian Northern dazzled
somewhat with the panorama of new
raw towns and intervening stretches
of wheat which mark the whole
stretch from Winnipeg.

Edmonton’s Contrasts.

Edmonton is unique. Street cars
and electric lights and automobiles
and Worth gowns, and, in equal evid-
ence with these, the Stetson hat of
the cowboy and bezaded moccasin of
the Blackfoot., There are four-story
public buildings of stone and down
in the coulee fifty families are liv-
ing in tents because carpenters and
builders cannot keep pace with im-
migration. - The whole thing is a bit
disconcerting. When you stop to lis-
ten to the strains of the Moonlight
Sonata drifting out from a tent and
see the owner of a lean-to shack step
from his shabby roof-tree into a five-
thousand dollar auto, you rub your
eyes and wonder if you have found
Topsy-Turvy Land.

Our city sits high up on the north
bank of the North Saskatchewan down
whose wide stream, to barter at her
gates, trader and trapper have float-
ed their furs for a century.

End of the Trail.

For many decades Edmonton was
the end of the.trail; at this outpost cf
Empire the Hudson’s ‘Bay Co. acting
as middlemen passed the products of
the chase from Cree to Christian, the
produets of civilization from Chris-
tian to Cree. Up to her front door
came trader and adventurer. Away
from her back door once a year groan-
ed the wooden wheels of the Red
River ox carts-on their grand voyage
into an unknown North., This beau-
tiful, and perhaps the most progres-
sive, of theé cities of Western Capada
has>a history - ancient -and a -lineage
of romance. Old.are. the trails that
lead to her doors. An honorable
daughter of the Hudson’s Bay Co.
and the ‘greatest of its" raw fur cen-
ters, the history of Edmonton can-
not-weéll: be étudied -apars: from that
of the parent company, the world’s
dldest existing chartered trading con-
gern.

Fascinating is the story of the rule
of the fur traders.

Old Fur Days,

In these old fur days the trade be-
tween, Edmonton,and Winnipeg, the
present bustling capital of Manitoba,
was by bull traih. Freighters lelt
Edmonton as spon as the grass was
green, and the oxen,with their clumsy
Red River carts, took two months to
leisurely cover the eight or nine hun-
dred miles to Wimupeg.

These carts, forerunners of the
palatial parlor ears, were built, by
the halibreeds, of oak, and no iron
entered into their construction; the
wheels were without tires, an extra
axle being lashed beneath the car by
shaganappi (rawhide), aiter the fash-
ion of the extra wheel of the automo-
bilist of today. An ox could drag hali
a ton fifteen miles a day, in oné of
these creaking carts, and often Ma¥,
June, July, August and September
were occupied in the round trip from
Edmonton to Winnipeg and back to
Edmonton again.

For the eonsumer it was eostly
freighting; a 200-pound barrel of salt,
which at the works cost, pehraps, a
dollar, would have its value increased
twenty or thirty dollars by the time
it creaked and jolted and rattled its
summer journey from Winnipeg to
Edmonton.

Inside the old Fort incredible numb-
ers of buffalo robes were bought from

ackfoot and Cree who warred and
h¥nted on the Great Plains while the
Wood Indians of the Peace and Atha-
basca brought in princely packs of
fox, fisher, marten, lynx, beaver and
bear skins.

Precious Pelts.

From the mighty waterways of the
Far North those precious pelts were
carried on snowshoes, in dog sleighs,
and by canal and river portage to the
gates of Old Edmonton,.thence down
the Saskatchewan in York boats by
lake and river to Hudson’s Bay and
the company’s sailing ships to Lon-
don—a far call ‘from the MacKenzie
«nouth within the Arctic Cirele to old
Father Thames, from the back of a
gilver fox to the back of a dowager
duchess.

In the bronze and green days of
oarly autumn still, as of old, the In-
(lian trapper with hig wife and dogs
and babies, his winter’s. provisions
and his household gods, tarns his
paddle northward to match for half
a year his cunning and endurance
with that of the furry brothers of the
|ace, ‘ f

Qutfitting is a family affair; the
squaw assists her spouse to wisely
choose bacon and beans and blankets,
big traps for the bear and little ones

for the muskrat; and even the brown-

faced, big-eyed babies have a voice
in the yearly purchase. All this the

orekeeper furnishes on the credit of
'g;Ie furs that &te”$0, come. The In-
dian’s promisSory. note * is: the un-
spaught fox, the endorsement his ré-
‘eorded skill as a mighty hunter.
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Starts With Priestly Blessing.

No trouble for the good trapper to
get unlimited credit on the books of
the company; with smiles and Gud
speed the factor sends him forsh.
Most of the Indians are good sons .
Mother Cruich and seek a prieviv
blessing ere starting on the long
journey. Itinerant priests visit the
1iost remote posts about the time of
the autumn’ butfitting and the trapper
compresses into a few days his hali-
year’s devotions. The family finery
is collected and impartially distribut-
ed, and when silk hat divides chie,
honors with moceasins of the moose
and leggins of the deer, Solomon’s
glory fades. It is all very impressive.
A bell rings and the odd procession
winds out from the wigwams, dogs
and babies and mothers and fathers
and blind, bent old grandfathers;
preceded by the good priest, they
move on in- silence and gathere in a
group where a white cross rises from
the’ blueberries. Babies are christen-
ed, the young hunter is joined by the
church to his chosen maiden, high
mass is sung, and the last sacrament
administered to that tottering ~old
chief. before whose unseeing eyes
opens up the last journey, the journey
from which there is no fur-laden re-
turn to camp watch-fires.

Confusion of Gods.

The holy father holds sway in the
fort and the  open, but within the
dark forest the Manitou of the In-
dian is still god of the chase and has
to be soothed by sacrifice.” The poor
Cree is within a cleft stick. The
Manitou demands that all bones of
animals killed in thév chase shall 1
lodged high in limbs of the pine.
The priest threatens the hunter with
condign punishment for his ‘‘super-
stition” if he does as the Manitou
directs, and himself complicates mat-
ters by throwing to the dogs the veni-
son bone presented him by his last
Indian penitent. Poor Jumping-Bull
and Many-Moons. In a multitude of
counsellors there is  wisdom, in a
multitude of gods lurks confusion and
undoing. The whole Indian village
sets out together, soon to separate,
each family striking out its own trail
into the wilderness, for the whole
north courtry is by the Indians divid-
ed into ancestral hunting preserves,
handed down from sire to son by
strict law,of primogeniture, and no
man must impinge on the domain of
another.

Poling, paddling, packing, up lone-
ly rivers they go, scudding before the
wind across unnamed:lakes and mak-
ing portage from water to water, to
reach the fur country just as winter is
solidifying the -uniwerse. The six-
fathom or north canoes of the old
days held ‘three tons each and ‘on
starting - out' were loaded to the gun-
wale with flour. and tents and guns
and babies, not forgetting gum and
spruce-roots for hurried repairs to a
crack in the birch-bark.

Dangers of Winter,

It is. but a.thin gheeting - hetween
Indian and water and even the
babies learn to tread gently. When
the earliest frosts crisping the lakes
and rivers make a knifé-edge that
menaces the birch-bark the canoes ars
discarded for snow-shoes and sleighs,
and the long jourfiey is continued.
Arrived in the fur country, wigwams
are built, ‘and from these * domestic
and strategi¢ centers the trapper
works. . As the beaver dams and fox
trails play out, the family altar shifts
to fresh woods and pastures new, and
within the wigwam the precious pile
of skins, the Indian bank account,
‘ildds to goldén numbers golden num-
)ers.

So the winter weais away dnd the
summer sun slants strong among the
pines; the rills' and" river sing again
the anthem of the free; it is time to
turn south to Edmonton.

Sled and snow-shoes are cast aside,
the old canoes brought out of winter
cache and the homeward journey be-
gins, the journey: toward ‘the Fort,
where sum#her pléasures succeed win-
ter vigils and fhe trappér reaps for
skin' of marten and beaver, all the
tawdry sweets of civilized life.

Home-Coming of Hunters.

The hunter was sent forth with the
blessings'of the priest.. . His . home-
coming is looked for by those who
would fatten on his spoils. About
the coming-home time seductive “‘free
traders”” and greedy- Jews go up
twenty or thirty miles into the wilds
to greet the return of the native,
carrying with them the choicest lures
of civilization—cowboy hats and won-
derful striped trousers, sow-belly and
baker’s bread and squeaky accord-
eons, and, most potent bait of all, the
vilest of bad whisky.

It often_happens that the Indian
sells for this mess of pottage his whole
season’s furs, becoming for the sum-
mer a pensioner at the mercy of the
storekeeper who outfitted him, and
imperilling his credit for all seasons
that are to come.

Not all the bead-rolls of Christen-
dom can show a record of devotion
worthy to stand by that of Robuscan
old Robuscan, chief of the Abitibis.
When he was still a young man an
accident and unskilled surgery made
of his squaw a cripple for life. ““For
better, for worse,” had been the vow
made before the priest that day, long
ago, when the young trapper and his
bride started off for ‘the first hunt of
their married life, “For better, for
worse, in sickness or health till death
do us “part,” echoed the young brave
and with stout heart he took up his
burden. The traps must be tended,
the iGtchie Manitou had sent him a
helpless wife who needs be waited on
day by day, Robuscan would combine
the duties. So a pack was fashioned
and the wife lifted on to the shoulders
of her stout-hearted husband.

Old Robuscan,

And for nineteen long years old Ro-

buscan, as aytumn painted its wizard-

Ipictures of gold and deepest blue and

the berries on the mountain ash hung
like drops of coral, pushed off his can-
oe for the northern journey and all
through the long winter carried his
crippled wife with him as he went the
round of his traps. All the lessons
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are not taught by the Christian to the
pagan.

{ No trapper ever is induced to give
jup his work for the tamer toils of civ-
{ ilization.

Trapping is hazardous and lonely
and tries the soul of a man, but it
has the perpetual charm of the ele-
| ment oi chance, and:looking at traps
is like looking at the tapes of a tick-
er. KEvery pearl-diver dreams of find-
ing the wonderful pink pearl, so every
trapper cherishes visions of a silver-
fox that will bring to him kudos and
riches, Every great World’s Fair gives
an impetus to the fur trade. One
dealer paid $3,000 fo- a Canadian sil-
ver iox two and a hali feet in length
for the Paris Exposition, the fact was
chronicled by the press of two con-
tinents and sent the heart of the trap-
per beating in excitement and antici-
pation. Might not he hope to find a
skin to rival this?

As there are cu'lectors of valuable
laces and rare jewels and Indian
shawls, so there are those who gather
for the pure joy of ownership beauti-
ful furs from the world’s four corners.
Of these, James J. Hill, the railway
king, has, perhaps, the most princely
collection, and is an acknowledged ex-
pert on fine furs. He has the pick of
seyeral northern packs, and always
does his own selecting.

Boer War and Furs.

A few decades ago every western
man owned a buffalo coat, its warm
waterproof. protection was something
he could not do without. And when
the ‘buffalo passed, a substitute was
found in the Australian wombat. The
smallness of the world and the inter-
dependence of its parts were striking-
ly shown when the price of rought out-
door fur-coats throughout the world
went climbing sky-high at the time
of the Boer War. The reason was
not far to seek. Many of the Austra-
lian wombat-hunters enlisted- as vol-
unteers to help the mother country in
South Africa, and the supply of skins
for two years was almost lacking,

But the good old days are gone, the
days when an Indian hunter could
kill his 700 or 800 beavers in a season,
carrying only the choicest to the doors
of -the trader, using some as rugs and
mats and piously hanging a quota on
the trees to commemorate the death
of parent or child.

In the Oid Days.

The beaver was always the unit
of trade value. In 1742, according to
Joseph la France, the Hudson’s Bay
factor gave two fish-hooks for one
beaver, an axe or a pound of ganpow-
der for four beavers, a checked shirt
or a common straw hat for seven
beavers, a gain of two thousand per
cent! This was a liberal translation
©of the company’s motto “Pro Pelle
Cutem’ (skin for skin), what Presi-
dent Roosevelt calls ““the motto of the
square deal.”

GEORGE A. GOUIN VICTIM
OF SHOOTING ACCIDENT.

Many citizens of Edmonton were
shocked yesterday to learn of the
death of George A. Gouin by acciden-
tal shooting at Cooking Lake on .Sat-
urday afternoon. The party who were
with him at the time, composed of H.
N. Lane, H. J. Helliwell and Dr. Har-
rison,. drove. the twenty miles. from
the lake yesterday forenoon, bringing
with them the body, which was at
‘onte “taken “to the ‘uhdertakifig “Tooms
of Mofiatt, McCoppen & Bull. 4

Mr. Lane, who was the accidental
cause of the fatality, at once reported
to Coroner Dr. Braithwaite and the
Mounted Police Barracks, giving the
details of the tragedy.

This morning a jury was empannel-
led with A. E. Jackson as foreman,
and an inquest held at the police court
rooms.

The Story of Mr. Lane.

The following is the account of the
accident as told by Henry N. Lane,
the unfortunate principal in the tra-
gedy. ¢

“When we left Dr. Harrison and
Mr. Helliwell, we ran the launch
across to a point where we intended
shooting. He steered the boat, and:I
ran the machinery. We ran in among
the reeds, and after being there ten
or fifteen minutes, we noticed that the
ducks were going in an other diree-
tion.” 3

“Gouin remarked if we went down
to the bay where the ducks were ﬂyi\g,g
in we would get better shooting, &
ran down to this point mentioned\-and
poled into the reeds, where we got the
best cover we could. He was sitting
at the bow, and I was at the sters,
both on the left hand‘side of the boat
on the same seat.

“We shot this way three or four
times, and we got one bird that he
shot. We were in such a position that
we could both shoot from the side at
birds coming up the channel, but at
birds over the bow or stern we would
have to shoot lengthwise, i

“After a short time I saw a flight
coming over the bow, and I called
Gouin’s attention to them, At the
same time, I crouched down a little
lower at the stern, and held my gun
pointing towards the birds. When ‘I
saw them coming close enough for a
shot I put the gun to my shoulder
and waited several seconds for them
to come still closer. The way my gun

was pointing it would go over tHe
centre of the bow of the boat, I don’t
know what angle upwards the gun wis
pointing, but the birds were about 25
yards above the water, £

“Just as I pulled the trigger I saw
his hat rise in front of my gun, and
he fell backwards. I saw that he was
dead, so I poled the boat out of the
reeds, and ran over to the point where
Dr. Harrison and Mr. Helliwell were.

“I think, though it is only a theory,
that he had not seen the ducks at
whiech T was aiming, and when Hhe
heard their whistle he instinetively
jumped up in the excitement of the
moment not thinking of me.”

Dr. Harrison’s Evidence.

Dr. Harrison was the first witness
called. H& stated that on Saturday
last Mr. Lane and himself had been
invited by deceased down to his shoot-
ing camp at Cooking Lake. In the
afternoon about three o’clock, the
party started out in. Mr, Gouin's
launch to go to the shooting grounds.
They divided into two parties, Mr.
Helliwell and himself going to a point
near the narrows, Mr. Lane and de-
ceased going in the other direction By
the launch, out of sight, but not out
kOf hearing, ;

e

They heard them firing several shots,
and it was about half an hour later that
witness heard the launch coming and
soon it rounded a point'into sight. Short-
ly after his attention was drawn more
clesely to it by hearing moans and he
saw only one man in the boat. He went
down to the edge of the lake feeling
there had been an accident and that
someone was badly wounded.

The boat ran up on the shore at full
speed and Lane jumped out crying “Dr.
Dr., I’ve shot George”’. The witness im-
mediately jumped into the launch and
found the man quite dead. Mr. Lane was
terribly worked up and the sight was
enough to unnerve any one.

From his examination then made the
witness stated that he found deceased
lying on his right side with his head
in the stern of the boat. A rubber coat
had been thrown over the head and on
removing the coat the witness found a
pool of blood mixed with shreds of gray
matter. The top of the head was blown
off and the skull cavity was empty. On
the seat a short distance away was an
old sack and upon it was the brain al-
most intact which had evidently been
thrown out by, the violence of the fall.

The witness then covered up the body
and went back to the club house. He
afterwards fixed up the body and it was
brought to the city Sunday morning.

The witness produced for the inspec-
tion of the jury the soft hat worn by the
deceased which ‘he found about two feet
from the body. The whole back of the
hat was blown out and corresponded
to the wound on the head.

Mr. Helliwell’'s Evidence.

H. J. Helliwell was the only other wit-
ness called. He corroborated what Dr.
Harrison, who was with him, had said
with reference to the accident, Mr. Lane
he said, was terribly worked up as. the
result of the shooting. He stayed with
him severdl hours afterwards. He stat-
ed that he had previously done consider-
able shooting with Mr. Gouin and he was
always very careful. He had also seen
Mr. Lane shooting and always thought
he was careful.

The Verdict Reached.

Before asking the jury te bring imn a
verdict the Coromer said that if they
arrived at the verdict of accidental shoot-
ing they should make such very clear
in order to relieve Mr. Lane of any re-
sponsibility,

The following was the finding of the
jury.

After summing up the evidence in ref-
erence to the death of the late George
Gouin who met his death from a gun-
shot wound caused by the -discharging
of Mr. Lane’s gun which resulted in his
death, the finding of the'jury is that
the death was purely accidental and they
unanimously exonerated Mr. Lane. And
the jury would further strongly impress
on all future shooting parties the danger
of two parties shooting from the same
boat,

The Late Mr. Gouin.

The late Mr. Gonin has lived in the
west for a quarter, of a century, resid-
ing at times in Calgary and the Yukon
as well as Hdmonton. He was abont
forty-five years of @uge, a native of I'hree
Kavers, Quebec and was a cousin of Hon.
Lomeér Gouin, premijer of Quebec. For
the past year he was a member of the
firm of Gouin, Palmer and MclIntyre
and previously was associated in busi-
ness with G. W. R. Almon. He was
unmarried but was engaged to a Toronto
lady to whom his marriage was to take
place shortly.

PROSECUTIQON. QF LUMBER
COMBINE WAS RESUMED

The preliminary trial of the mem-
bers of the executive of the Alberta
Retail Dealers’ Association, which
began on September 5th before In-
spector Worseley, R.N.W.M.P., at the
barracks in Edmonton for alleged
conspiracy to unduly enhance the
price of lumber and restrain trade in
this commodity, was resumed this
morning in the barracks before In-
spector Worsley.

Mr. W. H. Clark, who is being
specifically tried in the case, was pre-
sent, as well as other members of the
exec¢utive, including Messrs. D.
Gourlay, Lacombe; W. Stuart, Cal-
gary; A. G. Gross, Wetaskiwin; J. W.
Davidson, Calgary; 8. A. Skead, Cal-
gary, and J. Macdonald, Edmonton.

Mr. R. B. Bennett, K.C., appeared
on behalf of the lu rmen. De-
puty Attorney-General’ 8. B. Woods
conducted the prosecution.

Mr. Bennett raised the ordinary ob-
jections'and did not conduct any
cross-examination. The ' case - was
adjourned at 12.30 to 2 o’clock.

Lacombe Dealer Examined.

Mr. D. Gourlay, of Lacombe, was
the first witness examined. He had
been a member of the lumber associa-
tion since it had been organized in
the west; first in the Western Lumber
Dealers and then in the Alberta Re-
tail - Lumber Dealers’ Association.

Mr. Bennett objected to the evi-
dence on the same ground as in the
previous witnesses at the former sit-
tings of the trial.

Mr. Gourlay stated how he became
a member of the Western Lumber
Dealers” Association, which was on
the solicitation of the secretary of the
association while passing through
Lacombe. He met Secretary Cock-
burn at the train. He thought it
would be a good thing to join such an
organization. Witness admitted he
got letters from Secretary Cockburn,
but did not keep them after cleaning
up each year. He destroyed no let-
ters from Cockburn since February,
1906.. That was since the Alberta as-
sociation was formed. Cockburn
wrote witness about. Folger & Co.,
of Lacombe, in 1902 asking witness if
it was right for Folger & Co. to be-
come members of the Alberta associa-
tion.

Witness in reply to this letter said
that there were three yards in La-
combe, and as one was about to be
sold he recommended that Folger &
Co. buy the third yard. In this way
they became members of the Western
association.

“Did the Western association super-
vise the number of yards in one
place?”’

“They spoke about it.”

Here the witness sexplained that
there was an attempt to supervise the
number of yards in a place in order
to maintain the price within legiti-
mate bounds. &

Witness never attemdeéd:a meeting
of the Western association. When
Alberta was taken into the association
the Alberta’ members used to meet in

Calgary. They had a secretary’ at
each meeting.

Witness was present at the organ-
ization meeting in Calgary in 1906,
when the Alberta Retail Lumber
Dealers’ Association was formed. The
Alberta members of the Western as-
sociation broke away {rom - it and
formed an independent association,
namely the Alberta Retail Lumber
Dealers’ Association.

Mr. Woods then read a list of those
present at the above organization
meeting.  All these, the witness re-
membered, were members of the Wes-
tern association.

Questioned upon the substance of
the discussion which took place at
this meeting, witness stated that the
members wanted an association that
was alive to the interests of Alberta.
The Alberta members of the Western
association felt they were not getting
efficient service. Jones, of Golden,
B.C., advised the formation of the
Alberta association. Mr. Rogers, of
Lethbridge, opposed this, and witness
supported Rogers, as he thought ne
would get better insurance in the Wes-
tern association.

Letters From Grogan Destroyed.

Questioned as to his correspondence
with Secretary Grogan, of the Alberta
Retail Lumber Dealers’ Association,
witness stated there had been several
letters passed between them. He de-
stroyed them from time to time. The
last ones he destroyed was on Febru-
ary 28th, 1907. He has received a
few from Secretary Grogan since that
time, a few of which have been de-
stroyed.

“It was in February 28th you de-
stroyed the last bunch of letters from
Secretary Grogan?” said Mr. Woods.

“Yes,” replied witneéss.

The copies of letters he sent to Gro-
gan were destroyed in the Lacombe
fire in the office of Durie & Mac-
donald.

Witness stated he never canvassed
for members in his district: Certain
gentlemen had asked him if it was a
good thing to join the association.
One was Nicholson, of Morningside.
Witness told him he saw nothing
wrong in the doings of the associa-
tion. Witness had no documents in
answer to his subpoena except his in-
surance policy from the Western
association.

Wetaskiwin Dealer Next Witness.

Mr. A. F. Gross was the second wit-
ness. He submitted a bunch of
papers. He gave an account.of his
trip with McNieol, of Lethbridge,
through the Wetaskiwin distriect to
get the lumber dealers to join the as-
sociation. . It was arranged in Cal-
gary at the organization meeting.
McNicol came up by appointment,
and witness and he went to the dea-
lers in Bawlf, Daysland and Camrose,
several of whom became. members.

In inducing the dealers to join the
association, Mr. MecNicol generally
gave the “‘sum and substance” of the
aims of the association, which was to
place the wants of the retailers in
better form before the mills. He re-
membered no discussions or proposals
about protection for the retailers or
restriction of wholesale supply . to
Tegitimate "dealers. . Nothing, he re-
membered, was .said about preventing
shipment to consumers. There might
have -been, he admitted.

In a letter to Grogan on August 5th
this year witness gave a list of mem-
bers and non-members.

Witness. was allowed to go until Mr.
Woods had an opportunity to examine
the documents submitted to the court.

Calgary Witness Takes Stand.
Mr. W. Stuart was next called. He

also submitted a bunch of papers in
answer to the subpoena.

“Did you destroy any letters?”

“I destroyed the circular letters.”

“Did you have a house cleaning?”

“No, sir.”

Questioned as to the application of
Rodney & Oldmark to the association,
witness said he knew nothing of it.
That had b2en dealt with by Mr. Mec-
Nicol.

Witness said that the Calgary mem-
bers of the association often had
meetings. On' one occasion a meet-
ing was held to consider the discounts
on finishing stuff to contractors, and
Mr. Becker invited the Western Plan-
ing Company, though non-members of
the association, to be present.

“What contractors would get the
discount?”’

“Contractors that had the money to
pay.”’

Witness could not remember any
other meeting of the Calgary members
of the Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers’
Association. at which non-members
were present.

Mr. Woods then wanted to proceed
against another of the defendants, Mr.
Macdonald, the director of the Ed-
monton district, and to put Mr. Clark
into the box. A dispufe arose be-

tween the counsel, and at the solicita-

tion of His Worship the point was al-
lowed to stand.

Another Calgary Witness.

S. A. Skead, of S. A. Skead & Co., of
Calgary, was the next witness. He is
also managing director of the Hosmer
Co., of the Mountain Mills Association.

Mr. Skead had not produced all the
documents called for by the Subpoena,
covering certain communications be-
tween The Hosmer Co. and the Mills.
He did not think these letters appertain=
ed to the case.. Mr. Woods asked that all
the letters be produced to which Mr.
Skeard assented.

Witness stated to the court that he had
been informed by the Elk Lumber Co.
that the Mountain Mills Association had
complained that he (Skead) had. been
getting lumber without being a member
of the Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers’
Association.

Mr, Miers replied that he was a mem-
ber of the Alberta Association. His name
had been misspelled as read in the list
of members. He was present at the or-
ganization meeting of the Alberta Asso-
ciation in Calgary in February 1906, and
took an active discussion in the matter
of line yards. He opposed Grogan’s ap-
pointment ad the insurance plan at
this meeting. He left that meeting and
never attended another meeting of the
Association. He had no use for Grogan
and Becker, though he considered he was
a member of the Association.

Skead’s evidence was important in that
it indicated that pressure was brought
to bear upon the Elk Co., by the officials
of the Alberta Association had attempt-
ed to prevent him from getting lumber
from the mills on the ground he was a
non. member. Though he.had been in
the lumber business for 30 years.

J. W. Davidson Gives Evidence.

J. W. Davidson, vice-president
Staples & Co., was next sworn. His
company had 16 vards in Alberta. He
had attended meetings of the dealers in
Calgary in the office of Staples & Co.
He was not present at any meeting of the
Alberta Association except the omne at
Red Deer in connection with this case.

He admitted that he had written to
the Mountain Mills Association about
the Riverside Lumber Co. cutting prices.
He could not remember specifying to
whom he had written. He might have
written to Mr. Staples and Mr. Ludgate
of the Big Bend Lumber Co. These let-
ters were merely personal and in no way
official.

Discussing the question with Mr. Lud-
gate Mr. Davidson said that the River-
side Co. was not doing business in a legi-
timate way. Their practice was to quote
a low price to a customer and when de-
livery was made feign the excuse that a
mistake in the quotation had been made.

Edmbnton’s Citizens Voice the One Sentiment that a Market
Necessity—Would Bring Farmers and Consumers Directly Togeth-
er—Give Housekeepers a Wider Selection and Benefit City Gener-

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A< brief article upon .the pressing
seed of a market in Edmonton, pub-
lished in Wednesday’'s Bulletin, has
aroused considerable interest among
various -classes of citizens. Several,
when ‘asked by the Bulletin to give
their opiniom for publication, com-
plied willingly, in the belief that any-
thing done to hasten the project of a
market could only be beneficial. And
almost invariably those interviewed—
men and women—declared themselves
ready to support any movement to ad-
vanece ‘the market ‘project.

¥n addition to' a number of ‘mer-
chants and houseKeepers, Alderman
Picard, the senior member oi the city
council, was intérviewed on the sub-
jeet, as one familiar with Edmonton’s
growth from the wvillage status, and
with the council’s attitude toward a
market place:

Alderman Picard Approves.

“The establishment ol a market
can only result im good. I have al-
ways believed in§it,” he said to the
interviewer, “as a means of bringing
directly together the man with the
produce and the consumer.

“In fact, the council has always
been in favor of the proposition whéeh
it has been brought up. Last year
the council practically decided to
erect a temporary building for this
purpose, if better could not be afford-
ed, though there was a division of
opinion as to the advisability of erect-
ing a temporary building or waiting
until’ a permanent one could be erect
ed. So many things ‘were pressing for
attention, however, that the matter
has been allowed to drop.”

L ‘Where was it planned. to erect’the
market building?”

“On the present .narket square on
Queen’s avenue, That brought up a
difficulty, the need of securing anoth-
er place for g-hay market, hay, coal
and wood now being offered for sale
on the Queen’s avenue squdre. Prop-
erty was held at such a high figure
at that time that the committee ap-
pointed to secure a site would not re-
eommend buying any. The city owns
a few lots on Syndicate avenue that
might- have been suitable for the hay
market. But in any case, the plans
did not mature.”

‘What legislatign or administration
would be necessary on the part of the
city?”

“It “entails Little, A market by-law
would govern its running. That in
effect is simple. A nominal fee of five
or ten -cénts is .charged each farmer
‘who finds a placd for his team and
produce -on. the_market. Civic police
maintain order, and the health inspec-
tor has the right to examine any or all
produce offered.”

‘““What, in your opinion, is the
greatest benefit-a market would con-
fer upon the city?”

Would Centralize Business,

“It would help effectually to cen-
tralize here the “business of the dis-
trict, and that means just so much
toward the building up ef Edmonton.”

“Would the erection of a market

“It certainty “would entail - a fair
sum, but we must not forget that it
also brings in a revenue. The renting
oi stalls to butehers, fruiterers_and
such farmers:as have suffigient pro:
duce to keep @ permanent stall, means
just so much ' meniey to help pay fon
the building, or meet the interest on
the loan.”

The article, in Wednésday’s Bulletin
which revived' the issue of a market-
place, and constituted the basis of the
following interviews runs in part:

“Why not Edmonton a market-place
where the farmers may come in and
ecomfortably * display their waggon-
loads of vegetables and other farm
produce, serenely conscious that Ed-
monten housewives will know where
they are, and come to them for their
weekly or semi-weekly supply of these
necessities.

“Why may not the Edmonton hs
keeper go down direet to a market-
place of one sort or another, and en-
joy all the fine pleasures of a market-
ing tour from waggon to waggon in
the fresh morning time, as she used
to do “back home”? Then her choice
would be wider, the produce c¢heaper
and the marketing in every way more
satisfactory to the woman who has a
real women’s love of doing this im-
portarit duty, herself.

Benefits To Many.

“One scarcely needs to enumerate
the benefits that would assuredly re-
sult to the housekeepers of Edmonton
from & general market-place. From
the farmer’s viewpoint there are al-
most as many, and the thain one per-
haps is that he would receive some-
what higher ‘prices for his produee
than at present, when he sells them
at wholesale rates to the dealers and
“takes it out in trade,”

‘““He would also be saved from the
wedarying and wunpleasant proeess of
peddling frém door to door, a method
that in the east is only employed as
a last resor¥ to get rid of ‘the portion
that hag 'stayed unspld” all moraing,
Wet weathér need not then defer him
g0 frequently in coming, for onece in

building . entail . much expense uponﬁq answer to the Bulletin’s

town_he could ,ap‘ble his, team, bring
his preduce infothé market-hall, and
in that place 6f shelter await his cus-
tomers,

“Under such conditions, with a pro-
per ‘place for selling his wares, and
direct contact with the consumer who
pays ‘the highest prrce, there would be
much more encouragement than now
exists for farmers to go more exten-
sively into gardéning; That” would
mean more and cheaper vegetables
and small fruit.”

P. E. Lessard Favors It.

Mr. P. E. Lessard, of the firm of
Gariepy & lessard, whose business
life has made him thoroughly familiar
with ‘the economic conditions of Ed-
monton eity and distriet, says:

“Assuredly, g well-conducted mar-
ket would 'be a benefit to the entire
city, In fact, you cannot have a real
city without a market.

“It would be a real boon to the
farmers, 100. They would know where
to go when they came to town, aad
not as now have to peddle a little
produce about from store to store, or
nouse to house without striking upon
the person who wanted it. We mer-
chants would like this arrangement.
[t would :mot hurt our trade at all. In-
stead it would send the farmers to us
with eash instead of produce.. Some-
times that would be a great help, for
«f a farmer who is a goed customer
comes in with some produce that is
gone too good, and imsists it ig Al—
well, oiten we have to take it at that
rather than offend a good -customer.”

“Would a covered market be neces-
sary?”’

“It would be desirable, of course,
but scarcely necessary. Only last
summer I saw business being actively
carried on at a couple of outlying
Montreal markets that were uncover-
ad. It was a rainy day, too, but the
ladies had umbrellas and sensible
dresses; and did not seem to mind the
rain,”

“What benefit would
housekeepers?”’

“It would first make them get up
earlier in the morning,” said the
genial merchant, unable to refrain
from a joke., “It would also mean
that they would have a better selec-
tion, and as they know more about
butter and vegetables and things of
that sort than we do, their criticism
of a farmer’s supply might be help-
ful.

“From the farmer’s: viewpoint?
Why, he would naturally be encour
aged to come in often.r, ‘o “oms Tiore
regularly, and probabiy rezise incre
and better produce.”

Campbell Approves Also.

Mr. White, of the 'C. W. Campbell
Company, béing asked for his opinion
said promptly :

“A market is needed here. At this
stage at least it would not interfere
much with our trade, Now produce
brought from the country, if good, is
usudlly sold to private customers.
Fhe other is brought to the retail
stores, and the owners ask as much
10r any quantity as for as No. 1 article.
It_is not easy for us always to make
distinctions in this line with good
customers. At the market the house-
keepers eould get what they wanted
from a wide selection. A share of the
cash the ypaid the farmer would come
to usefor goods instead of produce as
now.”

“Do you
necessary?”’

“I do. It is a necessary protection.
Though there would be; of course, dis
play tables in the open for fine_weath-
er, as well as the waggons, Taken as
a whole, a market is a great benefit to
any city, and I am only surprised we
have not yet got one in Edmonton,” —

‘“WHho are‘chiefly: benefited?”

‘““The farmers and housekeppers,”
he answered promptly. “I am sur-
prised there is no market here. Every
town of 3,000 0 4,000 in the east has
its market. - A big building is not ne-
cessary.. THe main thing is to bring
the citizens and the farmers together.

“A market here would save the
farmers irom travelling all round the
town ;. it- would make prices uniform
and people could get more general
satisfaction by selecting {for them-
selveg at a market place.- As it is now
half the housekeepers of Edmonton
never ‘see the farmer’s waggons pass-
ing along the gtreet.”

What the Women Say.

The women oi Edmonton are out-
spoken-on the matter. They want a
market, and are ready to advocate its
establishment.

“I cannot understand,” said one
pleagant old-timer, who remembers
the days when everyone depended up-
on their own gardens for vegetables
—~“T eannot understand why there is
no market here., It is a matter of
neglect in some quarter that we have
none.

“It is very mecessary indeed, offer-
ing advantages as it does to both
farmers and housekeepers, We are
sure to get our vegetables at a more
reasonable price,"and to have a wider
gelectidn, Then, as I recall market-
ing at Ottawa, we women rather en-
joyed the morning’s walk or-ride down
to the market-place.

“Of course, we want one here, and
the sooner -we have it the better.”

The wife of a prominent alderman
was next interviewed, and she stated
her arguments for the early establish-
ment oi a market gs capably and con-
clusively as her husband marshalls
facte before the-conneil,

-Conclusive .Anguments.
‘“Do we need a market? Certainly,

we do. Why, just to-day I telephoned

:'this without any thought of smart

. with us,

for some onions. - When they came up
they had about as much fleshy part
five inches up from the bulb as direct-
ly at it. I would never have taken
them home from a market;

“And of course I should enjoy going
down' to ‘market a eouple of times a
week. It is a real pleasure. One can
select just ‘what one wants for the
table, getting a heaithful, outing at
the same time, meeting many of one’s
friends on ‘a similar ‘érrand, and all

dressing, which is a conifort in itself-”’

“Can you see any benefit to the
farmerg®”

“Assuredly. They would know just
where to go without waste of time to
sell their produce. Last summeér don
our country-place more butter was
made than was used in July, before
we wamnted to have butter packed
down {for our winter use. Twenty
pounds was taken into town and out
again, because no grocer at that par-
ticular day wanted any more. butter,
It was good butter, and if it had
been taken to private houses could
have been sold, but there was no time
or desire for peddling like that, and
in the end the butter simply could
not be used for table butter.

“I can understand why produce is
so dear and so scarce, It does not
pay a farmer to raise much if = he
would have to waste time peddling it
all about town, Moreover, the farm-
ers do not get anything like the prices
we pay in the city for many things.
I know of one man who sold cream tq
a dealer in town last summer for 50c
to 75¢ a gallon. That was sold at 30c
to 40c a guart, Tne middleman got
good profit there.

“Of course, I should like to see a
market .here. It would benefit both
the farmér’s wife and the women in
town. Many of those women irom the
country round about Edmonton are
refined, clever women, who should not
be obliged to peddle about their pro-
duce in that fashion.”

Supply Irregular Now.

“I certainly believe @ market would
be a benefit to us,” said one woman,
who has known ‘the ‘benefits of good
markets in old Quebec. “We would
have a much ‘better choice of vege-
tables and could get everything fresh.

“It would be a benefit To the farm-
ey, a pleasure to the woman who went
marketing, and a benefit to her house-
hold. At present the farmers come in
8o irregularly’ you ‘ean not quite rely
upon their supply, and when we tele-
phone down town, we are only some-
times satisfied—very often we are not.

“Yes, I think it better to have a
building at the market placé. We
could market more comfortably in bad
weather.”

A woman, who is none the less ex-
cellent housekeeper that she is promi-
nent ‘as a society wwoman, willingly
added her plea for a market,

“We need one very much indeed.
Always—previous to my coming west
—I1 did the buying of produce for our
table, .on the market. I invariably
found I could get a better choice there
and at more reasonable prices, . You
save the middleman’s profits, you see,

“Here iis ope little . matter that
would be changed by the establish-
ment. of a market. It is one of many
small things. Ac¢ording to, the mar-
ket by-law in our city in the east, no
sowl. could be offered for sale unless
it were drawn, Here the fowl are
never drawn. The butchers leaves the
ingides and head and feet on. It is
weighed -and you pay for all. After it
is weighed the head and feet are cut
off.”

Would Encourage Farmer,

“Do you think a market would stim-
ulate higher production?”

“Yes, I believe it would. ‘Women
going weekly or bi-weekly for their
produce, examine the different loads
offered, and if one does not suit, they
pass to another. The farmer soon
realizes that the best sells most quick-
ly, and at higher prices. They either
have to sell the poorer quality at a
reduced price, or take it back héme
again,

“There would be encouragement for
them; too, in having regular days and
a regular place for selling their pro-
duce. As it is ‘now, many of them
must drive miles through the town
before they get rid of their loads.

“Then, too, the markét is all over
by noon, and the farmers have the
rest of the day to make their own
purchases,

““At present many of them-call from
houge to house on Saturday, but as
surely as you want some particular
article badly, either the ‘man does not
turn up or he eomes without that.
You run-chances, 8o does the farmer
who finds you perhaps with a supply
from the grocer. He gets disgusted
with the irregularity of the trade, and
goes off with his stock next time to a
dealer.”

“Do you consider a covered market
necessary?”’
Not Afraid of Rain.

“No, I have marketed at open mar-
kets frequently, and with satisfaction.
If the day is rainy you can simply
yedr stout garments and carry an um-
brella. On fine days; it is a genuine
pleasure to walk down to the market,
to make your seleetions and trudge
home again with yeur bargaing in
your baskeét. It does not take more
than two "hours to do it in, so that
is a saving of time for the housekeep-
er as well as for the farmer.

“I eertainly hope we are to have a
market«place here soon.”

What Butchers Say,

The butchers interviewed were per-
haps less enthusiastic than the others
who expressed their opinion, yet all
agreed a market was a necessity in
any town or- city. Mr. Williamson
believed if the farmers had regular
market days, and a settled place for
a market, they could do business more
expeditiously.

The manager of one big firm said it
would interfere little with their trade,
and it would save them some trouble
in handling vegetables, in which there
was little profit, but which they must
keep to supply their customers. Al-
ready, in. the winter time, the farmer
brings -in dressed beef and competes
He needs pay no license for
that either..’

Still anothez-manager of a big house
could mot see what advantages there
would ‘be for the housekeepers in gen-
eral in a market, as someone wonld
have to consnme the poorer qualities
of produce as i3 the ease now. +He

further believed many farmers would
still prefer selling their produce in
bulk to dealers rather than to indi-
‘vidual buyers:

Consider the Waste.

““As far as beef and mutton is con-
cerned the housekeeper who expects
to .get it more cheaply from the farm-
er, should rem®mber the amount of
waste, When she grumbles at paying
16c a pound ior sirloin steak, she does
not remember all - the. necks and
shanks that sell at from 3¢ to 6c a
pound.

An interesting item of information
‘was gleaned from Alderman Daly be-
fore the close of the hunt for knowl-
‘edge. It is that New Westminster’s
market is so good and go well known
on ‘the coast, that it draws many peo-
ple from Vancouver to-do their mar-
keting there, the benefits 1o New West-
minster from this being quife obvi-
ous, At this market $1 per day is
charged for each stall, let to a butcher
or dealer. The farmers, as elsewhere,
pay a merely nominal fee for the pri-
vilege 6f selling on the market.

The main benefit arising from ' a
market here would be, he believed, the
equalization of prices. - Both consum-
er and producer would benefit by it,
the former particularly.

Many other interviews, showing the
need of a market here could be ob-
tained. These are offered as represen-
tative of the city in general, and all
seem to agree that Edmonton needs a
market.

With the Farmers

HON. MR. OLIVER’'S
OPINION ON CROPS.

Minister of Interior Is Now at Indian
Head—He Will Proceed to Ottawa
From There.

Winnipeg, Oct. 18.—Hon. Frank Oliver
Minister of the Interior, left for Indian
Head to look over the Forestry larm;
after which he will go to Ottawa. In-
terviewed before departure, the minister
said that, while the crop conditions were
not as good as they were expected to be
in August, they had turned out very
much better than they were expected to
be in the latter part of September. The
favorable weather had permitted of the
grain being cut and threshed with de-
spatch, so that there had been no extra
expense in the cutting except in south-
ern Alberta, where the fall wheat was.
The grain was being threshed in excellent
condition,

The Hon. Mr. Oliver also stated, n
regard fo the fuel situation, that it was
reported to him at the mines that there
had been a full supply of. cars all the
summer. The C. P. R. had, moreover,
promised a good supply in the fall. There
was a shortage of men in the summer;
but in the autumi the conclusion of
harvesting was expected to release many
men for the mines. The Crow’s Nest
and Lethbridge mines did not give the
impression that there would be any pau
city of coal this winter. There was no
prospect of labor troubles.

Immigration Prospects.

As to immigration; the minister of the
interior said the department would con-
tinue to push their propaganda in the
United States, England, Scotland and
Ireland. The indications were that
there would next year be a larger move-
ment of people from Great Britain than
in 1907; and he thought Canada would
also get a full share of the emigration
from the countries around the -North
Sea.

Mr. Oliver reverting to the subject of
the crops, said the wheat-growing parts
had suffered least damage. Where the
damage had been considerable, the
crep was mainly oats; and where oats
were raised, the farmres also reared cat-
tle, horses, and stock. So that, while
there was disappointment in regard to
the harvest there was a very fair con-
dition of things throughout the country.
In some parts, the farmers had the best
crop they had reaped for years,

SLUMP IN WHEAT.

Winnipeg, October 18.—Minneapolis
took an off day and prices tumbled
like a pile of cards. Cash wheat in
the mill early was reported very sick,
No. 1 Northern offering at 2); over
December and very small mles at
that. All options were off between
2 and 3 cents. Chicago showed near-
ly as much of a break, but with more
tendency to recover. Tightness of
money was the cause of the decline.
Winnipeg again did a fair export
trade, but the wheat is mnot being
taken fast enough to absorb the re-
ceipts. 288 cars passed inspection
vesterday, and over 500 were received
at country points. Prices dragged all
morning, though decline was com-
paratively small after yesterday, be-
ing % for October, ) for December
and % for May. Trading was active
and a good many limited orders un-
loaded- who would have hung on if
they could. There is alarming news
of stock affected wheat, and if Wall
street slump keeps up wheat must go
with it. But should stocks = rally,
wheat might get another upturn any
time. The extent of the present
slump is not warranted = by the
world’s conditions. - Winnipeg cash
wheat closed, $1.08%, yesterday’s
close 1.09.

MINNEAPOLIS MARKET.

Minneapolis, Minn., October 18.—
Tha downturn in wheat continued to-
day and from all indications the bulls
have surrendered to the bears. Early
there was a show of resistance to the
onslaught, but wheat was for sale
in large chunks and nobody felt em-
boldened to 'stand under the avalan-
che of selling orders that came into
the pit in a steadily increasing
volume. The international markets
were all lower, with Eurqpean cen-
tres as demoralized as the domestic
trading points. A sharp break of a
cent in the local market at the
opening and a full recovery inside of
10 minutes raised teh hopes of the
bulls that the worst was over. It was
as elusive as the rainbow, however,
and on a second charge of the bears’

brigade prices melted away as fast as

the ticker could record trades. The'

only firm spots in the day’s session
were when the more timid of the
bears gathered in their profits.

SUICIDED BY STEPPING IN
IN FRONT OF TRAIN.

George Dias’ Was Instantly Killed at
Gladstone, Man., by Alberta Ex-
press.

Gladstone, Man., Oct. 18, —George
Dias deliberately commltted suicide
last night by Qteppmg in front of
the C. P. R. Alberta express, He
had been drinking and was at the
home of his sister about two miles
from Katrine, and wanted her to
accompany him home.

Before this, he re-
marked that this was his last might
on earth, The express appeared in
sight, and he scuffled with the girl,
catching the sleeve of her jacket,
which she left in his hands and fled
into the bushes. Shortly after she
heard the express, and knew that
scmething had happened, but being
all alone she continued her flight
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'homeward. The engineer whistled and
about fifty feet away applied the
brakes, but was unable to stop the
train, the engine passing over the body
and mangling it horribly. The unior-
tunate man’s brother, Albert Dias, is
here looking after the remains, which
will be taken to Portage la Prairie for
burial, where Mrs. John Wild, his sis-
ter lives. The coroner is investigating
the case,

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
o1 a .amily, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application  for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency
or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy may
however, be made at an agency on
certain conditions by the father, mo-
ther, son, daughter, brother or sister
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella-
tion -made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
land applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held -until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail.

In case of “personation’ or fraud
the applicant will forieit all priority
of claim or if entry has been granted
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must
pe made in person. \The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for cancella-
tion will be received from an indivi
dual until that application has been
disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse-
quent to dmstitution for cancellation
proceedings, the applicant for cancel-
lation will be entitled to prior right
of entry,

Application for cancellation must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default,

A homesteader whose entry is not
the subject of cancellation proceedings,
may, subject to the approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, mother, son, daughter,
brother -~r sister, if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to
perform the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
npon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) A homesteader may, ii he so de-
sires, perform the required residence
dutieg by living on farming land own-
ed solely by him, not iess than eightv
(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of
his homestead. Joint ownership in
land will not meet his requirement.

(3) If the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by him, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a
homestead entered for by him in the
vicinity, such homesteader may per-
form his own rasidence duties by liv-
ing with the father (or mother).

(4) The term vicinity in the two pre-
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean-
ing not more than nine miles in a
direct line, exclusive of the width oi
road allowances crossed in the mea-
surement,

(5) A homesteader intending to per-
form his residence duties in .accord-
ance with the gbove while living with
parents or on farming land owned by
himself must notify the Agent for the
district of such intention.

Before making application” for pa-
tent the settler must give six months’
notice in writing to the Commissioner
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his
intention to do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN MNORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be

leased for a p€riod of twenty-one

vears at an annual rental of $1 per
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres
shall be leased to one individual or
company. A royalty at the rate of

Give cents per ton shall be collected

on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of
age, or over, having discovered
mineral in place, may locate a claim
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a-claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lieu thereof. . When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a survey
made, and upon complying with other
requirengents, purchase wne land at
§$1 per acre,

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12:-per cent. vn
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years, renewable
at the discretion of the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in
operation within one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles.
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceeds $10,000.

YALE APPEAL- DISALLOWED.

LEDUC’S FIRST BIG FIRE.

A few minutes before two o’clock
last Saturday morning,: Mr. W. H.
Stonehouse discovered the grist mill
opposite his residence to be on fire.
He quickly gave the alarm, and in
five minutes irom the first tap of the
alarm, Fire. Chief Washburn and his
men were on the scene with one of
the engines, the other following a few
minutes later,

Though the brigade made every ef-
fort it was plain enough to all that
all the fire fighting appMances in ‘Al-
berta could not have saved the mill.
The building was cased. with metal.
and when the brigade arrived the ele-
vator inside was ljke a mighty fur-
nace.

When: first discovered, the fire was

showing ‘through the window over the
gangway between the elevator and the
mill. ‘Luckily, the night was perfectly
calm, otherwise the town would likely
have been partially wiped out.
There was $9,000 insurance on the
buildings and $4,000 on stock, but this
iatter will be practically nil, as there
was no stock of any account in the
mill; The origin of the fire is, as
usual, a mystery, as the mill had not
been running for a fortnight or more.
Messrs. Findlay & Townsend, the pro-
prietors, ‘'were both in Edmonton at
the time of the fire.—Leduc Represen-
tative.

The principal
matters that came up for considera-
tion was  the  propdsition eof Mayor
Griesbach for a meeting to distuss thé
street railway franchises, and the es-
sablishment of a public library. With
reference to the former, it was ordered
that the seeretary-treasurer reply,
Stating the Strathcona council would
‘be glad to heat any proposition Ed-
monton” had -to-offer; and with ‘reier-
ence to the library a committee were
asked to report at next meeting.
Communications,
From Short, Cross and Biggar, rep-
resenting the American-Oanadian Oil
eompany, applying for a charter to
iay mains on the streets, alleys and
lanes, for the purpose of supplying
natural gas to the city of Strathcona.
The matter was referred to the indus-
trial committee to confer with the
‘tompany.
From the Winnipeg Rubber Co.,
Calgary branch, to George .A. Groat,
with ‘reference to shipment of hose
waggon'and as to what had been done
by the council with reference to fur-
ther supply of goods. These commu-
nications were filed.
From Short, Cross & Biggar with
Telerence to lots, on which they wish
lo know the taxes; from the Goldie,
McCulloch, Co., Galt, Ont., with refer-
ence to a bill due; and from J. G. Tip-
ton & Sons with reference to unpaid
insurance' on - the public hospital.

.. From George Harcourt, deputy min-
igter ~of agriculture, asking if a by-
law had beén pasdéd to prevent cows
roaming at large in the city; and if
Such were in existence, that the pound
keeper’s name be forwarded to thé de-
partment, The secretary treasurer
was instructed to’ reply.
From Mayor Griesbach, stating tha#
a cofimittée had” been appointed by
the Edmonton couneil, composed of
himself, Alds. Manson and Gariepy,
to meet the Strathcona council, or a
committée thereof, with reference to
the street railwdy, and asking if it
were the pleasure of the Strathcona
couneil to .meet such a committee,
~When this came mp for considera-
tion, the mayor inquired what should
berdone with it: One alderman curtly
replied: “File it,” but others thought
that it at least deserved a reply. ‘and
the secretary-tréasurer was instructed

to write stating that if Edmonton has

a propesition to submit, Strathcona
would be glad to hear it.

From A. Mitchell, provincial weed
inspector, asking that a by-law be
passed to provide for the destruction
of noxious weeds. This was left over
for later consideration.

From John Fraser, - Immigration
agent, calling attention to an unde-
sirable in the person of an old man
that had recently arrived in the eity,
and was now being housed at the
hall, He suggested that he be de-
ported. This was left over for further
consideration.

From A. T. Mode, secretary of the
school board, inviting the courticil to
attend the laying of the corner stone
of the mnew  collegiate institute next
Friday afternoon.

The Pdblic Library.

Rev,  W. R. George addressed the
counecil with reference to the public
library.: He had seen that.the peti-
tion asking ior such had been refer-
red to a committee, but had heard
nothing of ‘it since. On: the petition
were about 200 ratepayers, asking the
city to take steps under the Public
Libraries Act, and he would like now
to know if steps could not' be taken
before the winter. He understood
there was a suitable room in the Dun-
can -block, “which would be procured
at.the small rental of $70. The ser-
vice of a caretaker could-be procured
for about $20 a month—and the prim-
ary cost of establishing a. library
would be a mere trifle compared with
the benefit that it would be to the
city at large.

The mayor stated that the matter
had been reported on before, and the
only delay was owing to the financial
situation.

In answer to further questions, Mr.
George gaid it would not be well into
the winter before the library would
now be started.

It was “agreed- that steps be taken
to organize a library, and a committee
was appointed composed of the mayon
and the city solicitor to bring in a re-
commendation at next meeting of the
council.

Electric Motor Rates.

J. H.,McDonald asked . if it were
the intention-of the council-to charge
the same for power for electric motors
as for -electric lights. He had un-
derstocd - that the charge for motors
was  to-be less as it is in Edmonton.
This question was referred to the fire
and light committee to bring in a re-
port at-the mext meeting of the coun-
cil.

There was some discussior of the
taxes that would be charged to the
C: & E. and what exemptions should
apply and the letter of the City Seo-
Hcitor, stating that it was probable
that taxes would be expected on their
land not in aetual use for railway pur-
poses, was confirmed.

The hospital committee reported
that the difference in the amount of
the grant from the govérnmient for the
hospital and the amount of the bill
sent in was on account of a claim of
50 cents per patient being made in-
stead of 25 cents.

It was agreed with reference to the
letter of Weed ~TInspector Mitchell
that a bylaw to destroy noxious
weeds be“passed; and with refererice

to the letter of John Fraser re tlre
undesirable it was agreed -that the
question be referred to the health and
relief committee to report.

It was agreed that the new map,
which has just arrived be sold at the
rate of 75 ‘eents per copy.

A Public Meeting.

It was decided that a public meect-
ing be held to discuss the bylaws to
be submitted on October 31st and the
date was fixed for Monday, Octobey
28th at eight o’clock in the Council
chamber.

The question of the appointment of
an auditor was considered at some
length and it was. decided that the
matter be left over till ‘next meeting.

A notice is being issued - by Dr.
Archibald, medical health officer of
Strathcona, instrueting all household-
ers using city water to toil it be-
fore using pending a bacteriological
examination.

DR. McINTYRE’S TRIP.

Dr. McIntyre returned on Monday
morning over the C. N. R. from a
week’s visit to the eastern part of his
constituency. He visited the Viking
agricultural fair -in company with J.
B. Holden, M. P. P., and traverséd
many miles of-the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific construction between Tofield and
the crossing of the Battle River.

The Doctor speaks of the Battle
river crossin gas one of the great
feats “of the road construction, not
so much because of engineering prob-
lems but because 'of “the immense
amount of weork and costly materials
required to maintain the grade which
as is well known must not exceed
four-tenths of one per cent. The bridge
proper is 2,770 feet long and the steel
trestle approaches are 2,600 feet long.
The concrete abutments of the bridge
will be 30 feet high and the steel to
the rail level 150 feet. The west end
approach up Gratton cooley is five
miles to the level of the country. In
all the bridge and its approaches cov-
er eight miles and involve the ve-
moval of 800,008° yards of earth. For
a distance of 45 miles the line east
of Tofield is absolutely straight and
almost perfectly level,
