Since Fri-
day he has lain at the point of death,
but hundreds of anxious friends hop-
ed against hopé that a change for the
better ‘might be reported.. Last eevn-
ing an. operation was decided upon
as a last resort, ‘and he was’ removed
to the  Strathcona Hospital,’ where
skilled’ physicians did éverything pos-
sible, ‘but without avail.

In the demise. of Dr. MecIntyre,
Strathcona losses one of her best and
most highlv  respected citizens, ' one
whose death will bring pain .to all
with whom he was acquainted. = To
political friends and opponents alike
he waa ever the courteous gentleman
and even in the midst of the bitterest
political campaign, when a man is
put to the hardest test, his' opponents
paid - high tribute to his Ppersonal
worth. It was ever his custom to
treat all in a gentlemanly way and
no discourteous act in public or pri-
vate. life was ever charged . against
him.

As a man engaged in active political
life, Dr. McIntyre ever stood for what
was best in the polities of today. In
his homé city he was personally one

Only a few weeks ago e purchased
a handsome residence and early last
month entered upon the work of
building up a home.

When engaged upon a tour of profes-
sional calls early last week the first
symptoms of his illness appeared, and
in the midst of -his work of giving the
physiciad’s help to others, he was
laid low as the result of the disease
which had gained a foothold upon
him.

The, late Dr." McIntyre was born at
Rosedale, Vietotia county, Ontario,
on July 15th, 1867. He thus last
Thursday entéred upon his 43rd year.
Hé was éducated at Owen Sound
Collegiate Institute and the Univer-
sit- of Toronto, from which he re-
ceived his degree.

About eight years ago he removed
to Strathcona, wheer he entered upon
the pragticé of medicine.  In 1904 he
was elected to the presidency of the
Strathconia Board of Trade, and in
the same year was chosen president
of the Northern Alberta Medical As-
sociation. :

In 1906 he first entered political life
and on April 5th of that year was
 chosen to succeed Senator Talbot, of
Lacombe, as the Liberal representa-
tive ‘of the Strathcona Federal con-
stituency. At the general election
last fall the peoplé showed their in-
creased confidence in him by re-elect-
ing him with a majority of over 1,000
votes,

| FRENCH CABINET
1" HAVE RESIGNED

President Fallieries Holds Confer-
ences With Leading Statesmen
as to New Government.

Paris, July 21.—Efforts to form a
new ministry to take the place of
the Clemenceau regime, which sud-
denly terminatéed last night began
today. President Fallieres was vis-
ited by the resigned premier, M. Cle-
menceau, and further conferences
held by the president with M. Bris:
son, president of. the ighamber  of
députies, and M. Dubos, president
of the senate. It is assured three
membérs of the old cabinet will be
retained in the new ministry, but
agide from the quéstion of personnel
the government advisers are interested
principaly in solidifying the Repub-
lican party, so that its policies may
be continued both at home and
adroad..

It is generally believed that it
M. Bourgeois, former  minister of
foreign affairs, can be persuaded to
adopt the task of forming ‘a new
ministry, a prompt selution of the
erisis can be feached. BSounces of
news close to President Fallieres con-
tinue to believe the president regards
Bourgeois as best able to reunite
the discordant elements, The ap-
proaching visit of the Czar to Cher-
bourg makes an immediate solution
of the crisis imperative, as President
Fallieres cannot take members of the
retiring wcabinet with him to Cher-
bourg when the official greeting ‘s
extended.

Some of the bear
professionals continue to put ot a
short line of wheat, corn and oats
from day to day and they dre obliged
to put up additional margins or run
to cover. . With new wheat and oats
moving and beth crops large and the
corn erop: outlook the most promising
in years, the situation as viewed from
the standpoint:of a bear ought to
favor that side of the markets.” The
bulls, however, seem to. hold the
whip hand. Why? Because they be-
lieve that there must be an aecumu=
lation of stocks of all kinds of grain
before prices suffer severe declines
and before it is safe to put out short
lines. . The wheat king, James A.
Patten, is now looking on and trad-
ing very little in wheat. He sees his
pet future, July, kicked and cuffed to
a lower level, and this, too, without
extending 4 hand to help steady it.
This is:the twenty-first day of July
and the month js rapidly passing
away. There is only & little over a
week of it, and when the month has
grown old -and feeble there is likely
to be seen an uprising of the bear
shorts and an -attempt on their part
to even up their contracts. Will
they be able to secure the wheat for
delivery or will they have to go into
the pit and take the grain thrown at
them by the bull longs?

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| FARMERS GATHER

AT MODEL FARM

Large Crowd Took in Excirsion to
Lacombe Tuésday-—What is
Being Done at the Farm.

'

To do the pioneer work in -agri-
culture, to experiment with all the
forms of vegetable growth, to deter-
mine the varieties of earliest ma-
turity, to prove those most.suitable
to the Alberta climate and to demon-
strate the proper time of seeding—
this is the justification which the
f provinee of Alberta seées in the Do-
minion Experimental Farm at  La-
combe.

In the early days when agriculture
was geting a footing in the province
every farmer did his own experi-
menting. He was an agriculturalist
of the hit and miss wvariety. He
chose his grain more or, less by guess
work, sowed it omr_a speculation and
harvested it by ‘good fortune.. That
he learned how ‘to farm and how not
to farm was due to his own intelli-
gence and observation and often ue
found experience a dear teachér.

Two years ago the Dominion. de-
partment of agriculture established
a farm at Lacombe with the object
of teaching by actual experiments the
principles of agriculture which . are
applicable to this province. In this
period of time great progress has been
made under the direction of Geo. Hut
ton, the superintendent. The farm
was an old neglected homestead, but
now almost the entire acreage is Je-
voted to experimental plots of grains,
grases, trees, fruits and plants. Beaa-
tiful lawns and ornamental trees find
a place on the farm and the build:
ings themselves are constructed with
the dual object of beauty.of archi-
tecture and usefulness, In short tne
farm can be'said to be modal as weli
as experimertal.

It is well stated that the farmers 2
the. provinee get in touch with wae
work being done at the Lacombe
farm. If the experiments gre f{o
benefit them they must know of the
results that have been attained.
Realizing the necessity of this the
provincial department of agriculture
organized an -excursion te -Lacombe
and set the date for Tuesday, July
20th. The day was periect and fully
500 peaple took advantage of the ops
portunity. The train from the south
as _far as. Calgary brought 150 and
all the traine from the north brought
250 visitors to the farm . imeluding
scores from points-along the Wetaski-
win branch. Forty pasengers were
on-the special which left Strathecns
in the morning, and gredt numbers.
were taken_ aboard at . every station
along the line.  :The gpecial from Stet-
tler also brought a goodly number of
visitors. Equally encouraging, how-
ever, was the interest taken in the
excursion by the local farmers. They
drove into Lacombe for fmiles
throughout the country atid contribut-
ed in no small degree to the suecess
of the day. ¢

Tour of the Farm.

The latge crowd arrived shortly be-
fore twelve o’clocx and had luncn
on the grounds.. Early in the a‘ter-
noon they were divided into grodps of
five and headed by an experienced
assistane were taxen on a tour of
inspection over the farm.

Those who saw the farm six wéeks
ago were surprised at the wonderful
growth which the vegetation  has :e-
quired. All the grain, including rear-
ly two hundred separate plots of
wheat, oats, barley and rye, is well
headed out; and some plots are be-
ginning fo .show signs of ripening.
The ornamental trees are looking ve-
markably well and the potatoes, coran
and vegetables would be hard to sur-
pass in any quarter. Delicious straw-
berries are a delectable product of
the farm which has already reacher
the stage of fruition.

* CORRESPONDENCE. s
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THE AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE

(Editor Bulletin:

8ir,—The excellent statement of the
board principles upon which a fa2-
ulty of agriculture should be includ-
ed in a modern university is given in
your editorial column of July 3rd,
causes me to feel that any special
contribution I can make Tregarding
the experience of a. single state is
almost unnecessary. Still, as con-
crete evidence - sometimes  appeals
more effectively than the egneraliza-
tions ‘based upon it, perhaps your
readers will be interested in a short
account of my recent interview with
D. E. W. Hilgard, Emeritus Professor
of Agriculture in the University of
California and ex-dean of the College
of Agriculture. Professor Hilgard
has spent practically all ‘of his long
life in the service of agriculture and
is generally looked to in this state
as the leading authority 'on most
topics connected with that important
industry.

Just a word here on Dr. Hilgards
main work as an agricultural expert.
It has been in the line of soil analy-
sis, a peculiarly technical branch,
requiring the highest specialized
training of the university man in or-
der to secure accurate results. When
Professor Hilgard began his work in
California 35 years ago, and talked cf
soil analysis, he was regarded in the
farming districts ag an aimiable luna-
tic. Today, now that his work-in the
laboratories of the wuniversity has
added millions of aollars to the an-
nual inecome of the state, his lunacy,
is considered to have been more prac-
tical than the sanity which condemn-
ed it.

Professor Hilgard informed me that
the College of Agriculture had Leen
operating as an integral part of the
university for forty years, during
thirty-five ‘of whicm he had himseif
presided over the work of the college,
He was surprised to know that 1t
should have been stated” that the
union was a failure and had had ‘o
be dissolved. It was true that oeo-
casional attempts at separation had
been made, but they had always been
connected with some movement in
“practical polities,” and had never
been endorsed by the sound thought
of either the rural or urban popula-
tion. The familiar arguments, said
the professor, upon such occasions,
were: (1) That the members of the
faculty of the College of Agriculture
were dreamers, romancers, and not
‘“‘practical’’ men; (2) that the stu-
dents graduated from the College - {
Agriculture and went into any profes-
sion rather than agriculture; (3) that
the students of the College of Agricul
ture were looked down upon by the
other students. With regard to (1)
the single work of Teclaiming  hy
scientific methods the alkali lands of
California “had shown how practicai
the so-caled dreamers were. As for
(2) the records of the college showed
deciseively that an overwhelming per-
centage of its gradmates took up agri-
culture as their life-work, not al-
ways upon the farm, but more es-
pecially in different lines of scientific
agricultural investigation, for workers
in which there was a demand quifa
beyond the supply. The third argo-
ment, that of snobbishness manifest-
ed by other students towards those
in the College of Agriculture, seemed
to him a very strange reason to advo-
cate for separation, as any class “eel
ing which ‘might wexist would only
be officially sealed by differentiating
the colleges.

Professor Hilgard did not think the
fact of the Agricultraral College being
combined with the general scheme of
a wuniversity located in or near a
city had anythinz to  do with the
movement citywands from the coun-
try. The real rush away from th2
farm to city life, he believed, oc-
curred not among college-trained agri-
culturists, who #%ook back to their

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portunity, and so, wearying of farm'
routine, dropped the solid substance
of an honorable employment for per-
carious livelihood in the fowns.

When asked as to the true aim of
a modern college of agriculture, Dr.
Hilgard stated that in his opinion
it should be to produce leaders -f
scientific' agricultural thought, quali-
fied to ‘instruct and to advise, men
thoroughly acquainted with the prac-
tical details of agriculture (preferably
through early training on the farm),
but beyond that experts in the most
modern methods of scientific- agricul-
tural’ = investigation. Great care
should be taken to have people under-
stand clearly the distinction between
a university faculty of agriculture on
the one hand, and a school of techni-
cal agricultural ingtruction on the
other. ;

Profesor Hilgard summed up for
me briefly the work of the College of
Agriculture under these heads: (1)
Instruection to regular students in the
college; (2) Addresses and ‘short
courses at farmers’ institutes; (3)
Maintenance of experiment stations
at strategic points in the state; (4)
Experment by collaboration with in-
dividual “armers; (5) Correspondence
with “farmers on special proolems;
(6) Soil, water, and fertilizer analysis.
It is interesting to notice here that
the agricultural department of the
wniversily last year printed 70,000,000
pages of literature for the instruction
of the farmers of the state and an-
swered 15,000 letters of inquiry. The
satisfaction of the farming commun-
ity with the work of the college, said
Professor Hilgard, was amply demon-
strated by the very cordial resolutions
of appreciation and confidence whica
the institutes invariably passed befo 2
dissolving.

I asked Professor Hilgard in the
last place what in his opinion was
the trend of modern scientific agricul-
tural thought with regard to tnis
question of amalgamation or separa-
tion. He replied that the trend was
all in the former direction, or, where
that was not taking place, in the, di-
rection of an expensive duplication
of educational facilities. He quoted
the example of Iowa, a state which
established her wuniversity in one
town and her college of agriculture
in another considerably = removed.
Owing, however, to the complaints f
the farming community, that the gen-
eral education given at the College of
Agriculture was inferior and insuf-
ficient, the state had found it neces-
sary to duplicate in effect, the work
of the state university by establish-
ing parallel departments at the agri-
cultural college down (shall we say)
to Latin. Professor Hilgard thought
experience and economy  were .all
against separation.

This ig a very brief resume of a
most interesting conversation, Profes-
gsor Hilgard supplying the interest..
I trust it has not lost two much ia
the process of reduction jo written
words.

SENATOR TALBOT DISCUSSES
AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE.
Editor Bulletin:

Dear Sir: —In your issue of 10th inst.
there appears a letter from Prof. Alex-
ander relating t¢™ our proposed agricul-
tural college and which calls for a reply
from me.

Prof. Alexander tells us he was a re-
sident of California for some years and
is an alumnus of her state university.
He also says he is going to ascertain the
facts regarding that agricultural college
He says, “1 am already, with that end
in_view, seéking to arravge interviews
with the dean of the college of agricul-
ture (at Berkeley) and the director of
the state farm (at Dairs).”

For my part’'I want no clearer proof
than the above statement furnishes of
the failure of that agricultural college.

‘When a clever man like the professor
can spend seven years ‘there and be an
alumnus of the university, and then
have to make, apparently, a special trip
there and have special interviews with
the dean of the college and the director
of the farm in order to learn something
about that college I am convinced that
the agricultural college at Berkeley has
not occupied that prominent position in
California that the farmers of that state
would like 1o see itr occupy. I thank
the professor for this dalightfully con-
vincing proof of the truth of my aseor-
tion that an agricultural college design-
ed to directly benefit the farmers can-
not be a great euccess if closely connect-
ed with the university proper.

But, I do not wish the professor, nor
other readers of my letter:to the mem-
bers of the, legislature, to think that I
was manufacturing “facts.” “It is not
my habit, nor was it necessary to do €0.”
I sought the “facts’’ from the class to
which I bélong, viz, the agriculturalists.
The professor seeks the facts from the
class’ to which -he belongs, viz, the pro-
fessors ,the deans, and other paid em-
ployees of the university, whose admis-
sicn cf failure would be suicidal,

I have before me a letter from Prof.
Alfred Atkinson of the agricultural col-
legs at Bozeman, Montana. Notice he is
an agriculturist. He says:

“The question of establishing the in-
stitutions of higher education is juset
now before the pecple of the province
of Alberta. This is an important ques-
tion and ought to be dealt with slowly,
in order that no serious mistakes may
be made. The suggestion that comes to
those connected with taking up a pro-
blem’ of this dort is that it will be more
economical and effective if the institu-

“The best guide for the future is the

THE ALBERTA HOG.

By Lew Hutchinson, Duhamel, Alta.,
in Northwest Farmer.

This is quite a wide subject, as the
Alberta hog is a very much diversi-
fied animal and is found in all
shapes, sizes, colors and conditions
of thrift.

This is not the hogs’ fault, neither
is it the fault of the country.

The hog raisers, like the hogs, are
rather a mixed lot.

Most of us who came up here from
the corn states, where they do raise
hogs, while admitting that we don’t
want the lard hog here, still refuse
to take speed and the ability to dig
two rows of potatoes at once, into
the consideration in the breeding of
swine.

The up-to-date man from Eastern
Canada, where they appear to want
a hog which in close confinement can
be fed all he will eat without getting
fat, is trying to produce the extreme
type of bacon hog.

There are a great many farmers
from all parts of the universe who
raise hogs largely because they con-
sider that it is the proper thing for a
man on a farm to do.

They have no particular type in
mind and a.very hazy idea as to feed
and management, arguing that any
kind of a hog brought into connec-
tion with a limited quantity of grain,
should prove a money maker.

They try crossing with one breed

tions in farm practice,” “What!” cried
the learned gentleman, “Remove the
agricultural college from under the in-
spiring influence of this great institu-
tion of learning?”’ “The experiment sta-
tion,” I mildly suggested, ‘“was the
place to thresh out all fads.” “Well,
things are coming my way. The Cali-
fornia legislature of 1905 made an ap-
propriation of $150,000 for the purchase
and equipment of a university farm and
to provide instruction in agricultural ‘n
connection therewith.”

Surely, Mr. Editor, when I took for
my authority such an eminent agricul-
turist as Prof. Atkinson and euch a
prominent agricultural paper as Hoard’s
Dairyman, I was justified in making the
statements I did in my letter of 15th
ult

That letter was ~written
consider the agricultural interests »f
this province.

Some critics accuse me of “bucking”
the university and of being opposed to
higher education. Nothing is faither
from the truth. In my youth I prepar-
ed for matriculation into Toronto uni-
versity and it has been the greatest re-
gret of my life that circumstances did
not permit me to complete the course.
I claim that the scheme 1 have advo-
cated would do more for the university
than any other single influence, Tt
would aleo be of inestimable value in
the immediale future to hundreds cf
young men who came to this province
as boys and whose education has been
interrupted. Among them, there is no
doubt a considerable number who are
clever, and who if once started in such
an institution as 1 have advocated
would be inclined to continue their
studies, to enter the university and gra-
duate. from' one of the faculties there.
It is from just-such stuff that the ma-
jority of the medallists of all our uni-
versities are made. T must apologize, Mr.

PRESTON T0O ANXIOUS
- TO CAPTURE TRADE

Worked Too Hard for Development of
Canadian Trade With the Orient—
Other Powers Complain.

London, July 20—The Canadian As-
sociated Press understands that very
strong letters have been sent from
the Colonial office to the British am-
bassador at Tokio pointing out that
the advocacy of a T. R. Preston, late
Canadian commissioner for =irect
trade between Canada and Japan
without the intermediary of the for-
eign middleman, has had a very die-
turbing effect in commercial circles
of the Orient. These representations
the C. ‘A. P. believes have been trans-
mitted to Ottawa as complaints
against Preston making (Canadian
trade interests of greater impontance
than the general interests of foreign-
ers in the east.

Ottawa, July 20—Complaints. have
been received by the government from
the British colonial office and British
ambassador at Tokio regarding the
methods adopted by W. T. R. Preston
lately Canadian "trade commissioner
in' the Orient, while working to es-
tablish and develop Canada’s trade
with Japan. Mr. Preston, who is at
present in ‘Ottawa, when seen this
orning, said that when he went there
he began to push Canada’s interests,
which was his “business. He found
himseli up against the whole foreign
commercial element, particularly that
of Great Britain, Germany and the
United States. It was not only, he
said, that they objected to Japan buy-
ing from Canada what she had ibeen
purchasing from them, but that they
lieared the application of larger prin-
ciples to the disturbance of the pre-
sent condition of trade. Mr. Preston
said the agents for foreign commercial
powers indulged in a campaign of
abuse of himeelf which lasted  for
months, and also complained to their
several governments but the Japanese
got tired oi it and the only result was
good for anada in that this country
got enough advertisement to make her
as well known from Tokio to Hong
Kong as any other commercial power.

one year, and i: the pigs fail to thrive
in willow brush and stagnant water
while waiting for a crop to mature
and be threshed, try another mnext
year. A few years of this lack of
method produces a hog beside which
an ArKansas razorback looks proud.

Then there is the ‘bonanza’ hog
raiser who, having failed to market
his crop at a satisfactory figure, de-
cides to go into hogs. He goes in
with a plunge and buys up all the
brood sows he can find. Having poor
accommodation for ten, he buys fifty;
his feed is about in ‘proportion to his
accommodation, and he expects to
feed 300 pigs on it. By the time his
pigs are weaned he is out of feed
with all summér and a squealing
meb of pigs ahead of him. He buys
and borrows enough feed from the
neighbors to starve them along on.
until he finally gives up and throws
them on-the market for what he can
get, thus lowering the price of decent
pigs.

Now, dear reader, don’t draw the
conclusion from this rather doleful
outset that there are no good hogs
or hog men in Alberta; there are, and
lots of them, but, as I said before,
our type of hog right through, if we
may be said to have a type, is rather
mixed. 3

The men who are making the most
money out of hogs and are best satis-
fied with the business are those who
are producing a thick-fleshed, easy
feeding type of hog and are feeding
him. In stead of trying to plan how
little grain he can get along on, they
are trying to see how much they can
get him to consume in the first six to
eight months of his life.

On the other hand, the gentlemen
sent out by a paternal government
to judge our shows and to incidentally
let a little of the sacred stock lore
of Ontario ooze out and trickle gently
over us benighted individuals who
were ‘either not fortunate enough to
have been raised within those sacred
boundaries, or have been away 1011g
enough to have contracted various
heresies in regard to the feeding of
stock, are turning down this class of
hog wherever met with.

They seem to think that because
in the east their market demanfls a
hard feeding, unprofitable type of hog.
we should be compelled to produce
the same. They don’t seem to be
able to distinguish the difference be-
tween thick fleshing and fat. If a
hog shows any of those characteris-
tics which they describe in their lec-
tures as being essential to any easy
feeding, profitable type of meat pro-
ducing animal, such as shortness of
head and legs, thickness of flesh and
reasonable width, they promptly turn
him down as too fat and lardy.

As an instance of this at one of
our fat stock shows, there were en-
tered among others in the carcass
competition, eight pigs abeut six
months old weighing from 170 to 190
Ibs. live weight. They had been fed
from their youth up but with lots of
exercise and were nice, tidy, thick-
fleshed youngsters, greatly admired
by the packing house butchers who
described them as just the typ(l; of
hog they liked. : ;

There was some delay in getting
the animals to the slaughterhouse so
that they were not cool enough to
cut up when the judging began, and
they were judged without even being
split.

IWhen the judge came to the above
pigs he, without hesitation, pronounc-
ed them too fat and gave the thinnest
one third place. ;

Now the exhibitor of those pigs.
just to satisfy himself as to the kind
of carcass they would make, killed
one of the same lot that had }md
exactly the same chance as the eight
and was litter brother to four of
them, just before the show. There
was not ¥ of an inch of fat any-
where along the back and it was a
beautifully fleshed ecarcass with no
surplus fat.

Thus on the one hand we have the
practical man who is making money
out of his hog in spite of a rather
unsatisfactory market at times, pro-
ducing one type of hog, while the
scientific man whose busingss it is to
instruet us in such matters, tells us
we must raise another.

1s it any wonder that our hogs are
a little mixed or that a novice in the
business should be a little uncertain
how to start?

As an instance of the difference of
judgment between the judge and the
practical farmer, might be cited the
case of two sows exhibited at the last
Dominion fair. The one was an On-
tario sow 2 years old, long of snout
and leg, and quite narrow; while the
other was a 4 year old Alberta bred
sow, ehort legged, short nosed, long
bodied, low down and thick fleshed,
a typical sow of her breed. They came

brought $30 while the other sold for

When the market demands an un-

profitable type of -hog and. demands
it to such an extent that the buyers
will pay enough more for such a one
to mpake it worth while for us to raise
him, then we Albérta farmers may
consider the proposition. But until
then the majority of the pork pro-
ducers will be found turning off the
thick fleshed, easy feeding kind. This
is the only argument that will pre-
vail, and all the lecturing and judg-
ing that can be put forth will not
change a man’s ideas in regard to
hogs half as quickly as a few cents
difference in the price.

It will be many years before our
market does call for such a hog, if it
ever does.

British Columbia is our chief out-
side market, and, together with the
other vast mining and lumbering re-
gions to the west and north of us.
as yet scarcely touched, will be for
many years. Now, if British Colum-
bia wants the extreme bacon type of
hog, why does she buy most of her
pork in Chicago?

That we have as fine a country for
raising hogs as there is anywhere is
never doubted for a moment by those
who have given it a fair trial. We
can raise almost anything we want
for pasture, and any quantity of grain
and roots.. Although our winfers are
rather long and sometimes a little
severe, there are comparatively few
days in most of them when a hog can-
not: feed outside quite comfortably.
We are so far free from disease and
almost so from vermin. Of course.
our friends from the corn-belt are
rather prone to “sigh for the flesh
pots of Egypt,” so to speak, and wish
that their granaries were full of the
‘‘golden ears,” insteads of oats and
barley, but if they will give it a fair
trial, they will find that they can
have their pigs weighing just as much
at six or seven months old .as they
did on corn. No one will deny, I
think, that corn will put the fat on
a mature animal. quicker than almost
any other grain, but fattening up ma-
ture hogs is one branch of the busi-
ness that should be eliminated as
soon as possible. Keep the young-
sters always fat, and when they are
six to eight months old they will go
to market and make money.

In regard to the profit on hogs in
Alberta, perhaps a leaf from my own
book might not come amiss. I once
kept strict account of every pound
of grain I fed my hogs for fifteen
months. I kept no account of *in-
terest on investment or labor, but
starting with four sows and a boar I
kept a record of all grain fed until
the second litter was marketed. Ove!
against htis, I placed the amounts re-
ceived from all sales and> the oats
and barley I fed made 65 cents per
bushel. T still had my original five
head ' and their keep for the period
free. The highest” price I got for
pork was 5 cents. I have mnever
kept very strict account since, but as
long as my pigs are thrifty and fit
for market under eight months, I

CHICAGO. URDERER
MAKES CONFESSION

Reveals Something of History of So-
Called “Black Hand” Gang—Is
No Really Organized Body.

Chicago, 1Ills., July 19.—By the
confession by a murderer the police
today obtained for the first time ac-
tual first ‘hand details on the man-
ner in whieh the “Black Hand”
hounds its vietim and kills them.
1‘0ny Baffa, a prisoner in the county
jail, made the confession: and ihe
implieated 'five other men . in ‘the
killing of Guissreppe Fellippelli, who
Was shot-on the night of April :12
last. One of the men he mamed is
in jail, ‘having been arrested-. with
Bafta at the time of the crime. Three

other 'ig"‘being sought by detectives.
The confession ‘is hideous. *n some
of its revelations. It ' confirms :the
belief of the police officialg all «ver
the ‘world that the “Black Hand™ is
not* a' large. and concrete organiza-
tion, but that the depredations of
[talian’ extortionists are commilied
by small and isolated bands of the
lowest social type, who prey upon
their industrious countrymen. B.fia
who ig only 19 years of age, says
Fellippelli was carrying a baby when
he was set upon after his igniring
a demand for $2,000 and that the gang
went after him with a club, a ham-
mer, a revolver and several stillettoes.
The vietim was cut down before the
eyes of his mother, who -also was
carrying a baby, and five older chu
dren. Nor was Fillippelli, who was
a grocer on Greenwood avenue, _:hc
only victim of the organiza®on
Baffa tells ‘of many other persons
who fell befofe the stilettoes of ‘Lim-
self and his 'companions,- because
they refused to be blackmailed. For
a strange Teason, whieh probably bas
its root in the etiquette of' extor‘inn-
ists murderers, Baffa’s gang ol)]e(‘l‘.o‘!

“Black Hand” was applied to them.
The band’s name was “The Society
of Justice,” and one of their iea-
sons for hating Fellippelli was thm'
he called them “Black Hands
when scorning their demands icr
money.

Workmen Allege They Had to Buy
Positions in the Pressed Stec' Car
Plants.

Pittsburg, July 15.—Scandal "= de-
veloped in connection with’ the stiiice,
and an investigation of su interra-
tional aspect is now beiag urged by
friends of the foreign :worxmen whc
clainr that they have been beaten :.ut
of -all their earnings and their labor
for years’ by under-officia 3 ot this<
great plant. 'Close investizations of
conditions that have turned the 1( 000
workmen into so many beas‘s }vipes
to light the fact that workmen h-ve
been .compelled on application to puy
to some one from $10 to $50 for a juh
at the McKee’s Rock plant and tiat
even after 'paying this their posiii 'ns
were not immune, but in most cases
they 'would be discharged at th. end
of a few weeke to make way for some
fr(n:‘h fellows with the entrance fen.

Nor was any discharged . priicnat
barl;ed from re-applying for work
again at the plant, according to the
workmen who are striking. They .1-
lege they could get their old jobs back
Or a new position just as often as
they had the money to pay for it. Who
got this .money is the question that
the workmen ask and is to be investi-
gated. Tt is alleged that when the
| plant was running full time and over-
{1111()_t111> graft from the workmen want-
ing jobs amounted to as high as $1,000
a month.

The pool system which has so en-
raged the workmen is admitted today
a8 but a plan to make the workmen
pay the wages of each foreman. TUn-
til' 1907 the company- paid the wages
of the foremen, but sinece that time
the 25 to 40 cents per hour for fore-
men has been taken out -of the pool
formed out of the workmen’s wages.
The workmen also aver that they have
been compelled to ‘deal at the com-
pany’s store,,practically inside the
grounds, that if they dealt elsewhere
they were discharged at once. The
store is owned and operated by the
 Pressed Steel Car Company, evidently
1'tlmugh in a roundabout way, for there
is a law in Pennsylvania against com-
pany stores.

Taking advantage of the
strike promoted by this American lab-
or organization ‘in Nova Scotia they
arc’ endeavoring' to steal dway this
market dnd their*efforts in this direc-
tion have been quite apparent for
soine months past, . The danger
of the situation to our coal interests
is #11 the Nova Scotia mines becomes
vary evident. If the Americans can
¢ot into the market by reason o'f'the
Nova Scotia supply - being impaired
or cut off by the strike, the injury
done in a iew weeks will take years
to eradicate,and the miner who strikes
today may feel by reason of a crippled
output and a lessened market the con-
sequences for many a long day. When
no wage question is at stake the ae-
tion “of the aggressive American at
Montreal should cause every thought-
ful man to pause who has any interest
in our Nova Scotia industries. Coal
miners and coal operators have for
thirty years insisted in eeason and
out of season that the Montreal mar-
ket is absolutely necessary, as it is.
The men who have made this claim in
the past can not shut their eyes to-
day and disregard all the claime that
have been made for governmental in-
terference by duties and otherwise to
keep out American coal. The issue.
therefore, is a larger one than the
recognition of a labor union. It is
the preservation of Canadian " labor
and Canadian industries from being
injured, if not destroyed, by aggres-
sive American coal owners anxious to
seize and obtain Canadian markets
for their produets.”

This feature of the sitnation would
ibear a sharp investigation. Jf the
strike is a ‘bona-fide. -strike it is fair
that the causes and conditions should
be ‘mhade ' known fo the' public, the
party most wconcernéd. . Tf ‘on the
other hand it -were found: that the
alleged strike. is really a conspir-
acy, organized and financed by foreign
capitalists, and ecarried ‘out through
the agency of an international 'labor
organization for crippling a <Can-
adian industry and capturing
the <Canadian market, parliament
would be justified in providing the
legislation necessary to prevent simi-
lar outrage c¢n Canadian industry and
enterprise in future.

ROBBING THE LAND.

Jas. J. Hill, the Canadian manager
of one of the great United States rail-
ways, speaking recently of the neces-
sity for Canada conserving her re-
sources, dealt with the question of soil
exhaustion in' a way that should eclaim
attention in parts of the West where
the sole and orflly gim of the farmer
is to “skim” the soil of its witality by

unceasing wheat-cropping. He said:— |’

“The farm.ts of the Canadian North-
west. are bringing under the plow the
last considerable area of unoccupied
arable land in Noith America. Here-
after the landless man and the man
who has exhaustéd the land’s produe-
tive power must seek elsewhere for
virgin soil. ‘Because fertile unappro-
priated land could not be found else.
where in large quantities nearer than

Argentina, immigration has increased’

very greatly within g few years the
population. of ail the provinces be-
tween Ontamio and British Columbia,
and drawn from the United States
money and effects t0 the estimated
value of a million dollars a week.

“This fact should be no more a
cause for present congratulation than
a stimulus to prudent care for the
future. It is easy to raise from twenty
bushells of wheat per acre upwards on
the unexhausted plains of the Can-
adian Northwest. 8o it used to be
in Minnesota. But now farmers from
the. United States have ‘been taking
up land 'in Canada because they had
80 misnsed their -own that the yield
fell to fifteen, twelve, or perhaps only
eight or nine bushels per acre. And
the same is true of other crops. If
the Canadian farmer pursties the same
policy ten years more may find him
fixed on a soil returning only a bare
living for his Tabor, and with no place
to- which he can move on. Already in
some places there has been a marked
deécline of productivity.

“Ontly inexcusable ignorance or folly
refuses  to profit by the wisdom or
the mistakes of ~thers. We profit and
progress by applyiing the experience
of one generation to the life of the
next.  That is what, above all other
things, the farmers of Northwestern
Canada should ‘do. Starting in a new
a promising country, they have a
unique opportunity. Will they, too,
join the army of spoilers against
which every country is now beginning
to feel the need of some defence?

“The most important movement in
the United States today is that for
conservation of natural resources. Af-
ter culting down forests and squand-
ering mineral wealth-and impoverish-
ing the #0il through less than half a
century oi feverish growth, the people
are now beginning to repair the mis-
chief done. It will take yeanrs, it in-

value. The foreign trade of Canada
amounts to about $650,000,000 a year,
and the people watch its increase as
if the national life depended upon it.
But of the $280,000,000 of exports last
year, agriculture yielded nearly $250,-
000,000. SixtyXwo per cenit. wf your
pecple live on or near the farm. Your
farm crops last year were more than
$450,000,000. The total value of ani-
mals on farms and those killed or sold
was $530,000,000. Between the middle
of April and the middle of December
last year, there were shipped ‘from
[Yort William amnd Port Arthur over
68,000,000 bushels of grain. Here is
your real wealth. Are you going to
keep it, and to save the source of it
from slow decay?

“Northwestern Canada is developing
wonderfully and will continue for
many years te be the scene of great
activity. There were about 9,000
miles of railway built or under con-
struction in 1908. The railroads bring
the people and the market %o your
vacant lands. (Canada has been as
prodigal as the United States in seek.
Ing population. ‘A million a year’ is
her cry, and land has been given to
everybody who would take it. So it
was with the United tSates only thirty
years ago. Now it has become a prob-
]gm to check immigration, and mil-
lions are being spent every year to
reinforce with reclaimed land the
vanishing public domain. If you are
to adopt wiser methods, they should
be considered at once. Where the
United States had good land to give
away for fiity years, Canada’s smaller
store will be exhausted more rapidly
owing to the coneentration-.of immi-
gration. If not safeguarded, in. a few
years it' will fbe gone.

“The greatest danger of all, soil im-
poverishment, already threatens the
farmer of Canada. The rich lands ‘of
its eastern provinces have suffered
the samie abuse as those of our east-
em and middle states, with like re-
sults. The agricultural college at Win.
nipeg exists mainly to correct the
same bad methods that reproach the
agriculture of the United States and
raise concern for its future. When its
QOors were first opened, it proclaimed
its mission in these words: “Tt is
evident that something must be done
to call a halt in our wasteful prac-
tices; and an effort 'be made to intro-
duce, generally, methods of cultiva-
tion and ‘other fanm practices that
would increase both the quantity and
quality of our products, and at the
same time conserve the fertility of our
soii.’

“That confession gives a test for
the future of the Canadian farmer. His
watchword must be ‘conservaftion:’
and in applying this policy he should
begin with his own famm. Canada,
with its immense unexhausted stores
of mineral and forest wealth, with its
large expense of fertile soil, with its
intelligent and - industrious people,
with its strong and capable govern-
ment, with more railway mileage per
capita than any other civilized coun-
try in the waorld, with the ,wealth of
an empire and the experience of cen-
turies at command, must realize the
responsibility imposed by its. adwvant-
ages. It can show the world what
may be done for the increase of
wealth, of progress and of happliness
by a people who adhere from the be-
ginning to the policy of conservation
of all forms of national wealth.”

A body of Canadian troops have in-
vaded the Bisley district and at last
reports were capturing all the silver-
ware in sight. They.annexed the Mac-
kinnon trophy on Thursday and gath-
ered in the Kolapore cup the day aft-
er. If this keeps on—and every Can-

EARLY CLOSING LAW

Montreal, July 19—The city council

Officer Were to Have FOught Duel.
New York, July 17—An Annapolis,

London, Dr. Distaso, of Paris, says lre
has verified the theory of Professor
Methnikoff that old age can be warded
off. It will be: recalled .that Pro-
fessor Methnikoff declared it to be his
conyiction a.couple of years ago that
the large intestine was.the breeding
place. of. the majority-.of - harmful
germs in _the human body, and when
this intentine was removed the ma-
jority of germs remaining in- the
body. were beneficial, with the result
that life was prolonged. Dr. Dis-
taso’s convietions were directed to
comparing the germs found in the nor-
mal indiwviduals and in those whose
large intestine had been removed by
operations..’ - He so satisfied himself
by his studies of the truth of Pro-
fessor . Methnikoff’s theory {that he
unhesitatingly says that every chiid
ought to have its large intestine and
appendix removed when two or-three
years old.

WESTON’S WONDERFUL WALK.

New York, July 17—Although taking

“from the Atlantic to the Pacific cocean,

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for the {rans-continental trip, Edward
Payson Weston’s long walk from this
city to San Francisco, which he finish-
ed last night, ranks as one of the most
notable pedestrian feats ever accom-
plished.

RAILWAYS MUST
FENCE PROPERTY

As Construction Proceeds and Put
in Gates and Cattle Guards—
Twenty Foot Crossings.

Ottawa, July 20.—In view of ‘he
complaints against railway companies
for non-compliance with the pro-
visions of  the statute respecting
fences and cattle .guards and public
highway crossings, -the railway com-
mision today issuea an order to the
effect that all railway companies >n
or before January 1, 1911, shall erect
and maintain on each side of the
right of way iences of a minimumn
height of our feet, =1 inches, with
swing gates at farm crossings, and
cattle guards on each side of a high-
way at every highway crossing at the
rail level. The fences at every high-
way crossing shall be turned into re
spective cattle guards on the side of
a highway.

As to lines not completed or open
for traffic or in the course of construe-
tion, the, companies shall ereet
fences, gates and cattle guards as
rails are laid. Ii not yet open for
traffic these fences shall be erected
and maintained before the railway
shall be open for traffie. Exceptions
may de made as railway board order,
Approaches to rural crossings must
be 20 feet road surface on concessions
and main roads and sixteen feet on
side and bush roads.
