Elsewhere in this issue will De
found a newspaper report emanating
from Gloucester, which states that a
New Fisheries ~Dispute has arisen.
The circumstances given are as fol-
lows:—

“The schooner Blanche left there on
November 14th, for a cargo of salt
herring. On the way down she encouan-
tered 'a storm, and some of her sails
were hlowh away. On arriving at Ray
of Islands, Capt. Smith telegraphe:l
home to the owners, Fred L. Davis &
Co., and new sails were sent in aun-
other vessel.

The Blanche secured a fare of her-
ring, and was ready to take aboard
the new gails, but the Newfoundland
customs authorities refused to pernit
it unless duty is paid. ' Acting under
instructions from the owners, Cap:.
Smith refused to pay.”

We learn that the Blanch¢ was pur-
chasing herring under the privileges
which have been allowed to continu2
this season. She was not exercising
the fishing 'liberties conceded by tne
Convention- of 1818, It may be ve-
membered that the Arbitrators at the
Hague expressed in their award the
unanimous opinion that Americans
“cannot at the same time and during
the same voyage exercise their Treat«
rights and enjoy their commercial
privileges, because Treaty rights und
commercial privileges are submitted
to different rules, regulations and re-
straints.”

Capt. Smith was exercising a com-
mercial privilege. In doing so ™ he
was in the same position as if he had
been in St. John’s buying a cargo of
dry cod, and whilst doing so had im-
ported new sails. Had he done so, ne
would have to pay duty on them here
In other words, Americans are sub-

Ject to all restrictions imposed on the
importations of goods as any other
persons would be, and, indeed, if they
were exercising the fishing libertv
under the Convention, that would not
free them from any light, harbour, or
other duty imposed upon Newfound-
land fishermen, nor from any custom
duty if they were allowed to exercis?
the eommercial privilege cof import-
ing goods; and the ' importation of
sails is undoubtedly a commercial
privilege.
