Famous Abbey Singer
Lovers of cathedral and oratorio 

music will hear with regret of the 
death of Robert Hilton, the veteran 
bass of Westminster Abbey, which oc­
curred recently in London, at the age 
of seventy-three.

Mr. Hilton’s grandfather and father 
had been notable church basses, and 
Hilton soon became principal bass at 
the parish church of his native town
_Preston. At twenty-nine he gave up
his local appointment (uniting it with 
a railway clerkship), and went to 
Salisbury Cathedral as chief bass. On 
the death of William Machin, In 1870, 
he was elected to Westminster Abbey 
as vicar choral. Thence onwards he 
was one of the principal figures in 
cathedral and oratorio music, and be­
came associated with the chief historic 
events at the Abbey.

At the first Jubilee service to 1887 
the solo was entrusted to Hilton, al­
though it is no secret that Sir Fred­
erick Bridge received applications 
from nearly every great European 
singer of the day.

As a glee singer Hilton was unrival­
led, and he was a leading member of

Messrs. Cunningham and Jackman 
came on board and lunched with the 
Bishop, several calls were made, and 
in the evening, an addition to the 
graveyard was consecrated, followed 
Immediately by the service of Confir­
mation. The Bishop prefaced his ad­
dress by speaking with much feeling 
about the present condition of Tilt 
Cove. Owing to the Cape Copper Co. 
closing the mine hundreds of people 
found themselves without employment, 
and as soon as possible, left the place 
some going tto Grand Falls," ntbers to 
Bell Island and still others to Syd­
ney. The result of this migration is, 
that Tilt Cove is practically abandon­
ed. and there is only a very small 
number remaining, so small that 
there is no possibility of keeping a 
doctor, while it is quite possible that 
the headquarters of the mission may 
now Jiave to be removed to some set­
tlement where it is possible to get
together a congregation.

Ing Mr. Robbins' motor boat convey­
ed the Bishop, the Chaplain and Mr. 
Pittman up the Arm. What a glori­
ous “run” it was: the run not more 
than half a mile wide in many places 
with sides thickly wooded, slooping 
down to the water’s edge looked very 
pretty as we passed up mile after 
mile. Three and a half miles brought 
us to Green’s Point, South West Arm. 
Mr. Lind met the Bishop and party 
and kindly invited us to his house. 
After satisfying the "inner man" with 
the good things which Mrs. Lind had 
provided, we .proceeded to the school- 
chapel where a goodly number of 
candidates were presented for Con­
firmation. Immediately following 
this service a. cemetery was conse­
crated, and then we left this-charm­
ing place returning In the motor 
boat to Nipper’s Harbor, where the 
ship had remained ail day.

Bucharest" July 21.
It is officially confirmed here that 

Bulgaria has accepted the conditions 
laid down by Roumanie, and has also 
agreed to terms of peace with Ser­
vie and Greece.

MIDLAND, Ont., July 21.
Earl and Harry Hill, brother and 

sister, with their cousin, Velma 
Ward, between 10 and 16 year? of 
age, were burned to death in a fire 
which destroyed the Hill residence 
on Sunday morning.

LONDON, July 21.
The Telegraph’s correspondent, 

describing Bulgarian atrocities, says 
that his inquiries lead him to believe 
that during the past three months 
about 60,000 have been done to death, 
of whom the vast majority are Turks.

HAMBURG, July 21.
The German sailing ship Kilo, with 

a crew of 20 men, has been given up 
as lost by her owners here. She 
sailed from Talcahuano on May 11th, 
for Meyillones, and has not been re­
ported since. She is believed to 
have gone down off the coast of Chili.

LONDON, July 21.
A Belgrade despatch to the Tele­

graph, says that Premier Pashitch 
has agreed to receive the Bulgarian 
delegates at Nish. It is probable the 
Greek Premier and a Roumanian 
delegate will also meet them. Peace, 
adds the despatch, may be -signed in 
three days.

LONDON, July 21.
Whether officers shall or shall not 

wear a moustache is agitating army 
circles. Officers and men are agita­
ting for the abolition of the regula­
tion which calls for the appendage, 
on hygienic grounds. If an officer 
shaves his upper lip it is treated as 
a breach of discipline.

WASHINGTON, July 21.
Alarming reports of an approach­

ing crisis in Mexico have been re­
ceived here by high Government offi­
cials. It Is authoritatively stated to­
day that developments will be forth­
coming within the next two weeks of 
tremendous importance to the Huer- 
pL Government.

MEXICO CITY, July 21.
The United States Embassy, act­

ing under instructions from Wash­
ington, made representations to the 
Mexican Foreign Office, to-day, rela­
tive to the dangers in which a num­
ber of Americans in the town' of Ma- 
deral, in Chihuahua Province, were
placed and urging the despatch of
troops there tor their protection.

BUCHAREST, July 21.
A despatch to the Telegraph says 

that Bulgaria has agreed to cede to
Roumanie the territory within the 
Turtukai-Dobbritch Baltchik line, and 
the new strategic frontier now oc­
cupied by Roumanian troops. Bul­
garia also asks for the immediate 
withdrawal of the Roumanian Army. 
This Roumania refuses to agree, to 
until peace has been concluded by all 
'.he belligerents.

HALIFAX, July 21.
A wireless from Bonne Bay, re­

ports the s.s. Beothlc stranded off 
Port aux Choix. She left here on Fri­
day afternoon with a crew composed 
if 33 Newfoundlanders, for Hudson 
Bay. and carried 50 passengers and 
a cargo of supplies for Port Nelson 
the future terminal port of the new 
Hudson Bay railway. The Fiona is 
going to her assistance, and thr 
Seal, which is about 70 miles from 
the scene, is probably also going to 
the stranded ship.

WASHINGTON, July 21.
One policeman is in hospital and 

two others are nursing bruises, 
whilst part of the Union League 
Baseball Park is a wreck to-day, the 
result of a riot on Sunday at a base­
ball game, when 4,000 enthusiasts 
discovered that a team of bloomer 
girls was really composed of men in 
disguise. The team was taken to an 
east-bound train under police pro­
tection. Half an hour before the 
storm broke out the managers of the 
“girls" aggregation acquired the gate 
receipts and disappeared.
