great German offensive against Calais 

’appears to have failed. There is no­
thing else to explain thle dying down 
of the attacks, the minor key in which 
the Berlin wireless operator is in­
structed to sing, and the steady gain 
of ground by the Allies. The ques­
tion now is what the Kaiser’s suite of 
princely and other advisers proposes 
to do. The German casualty lists for 
the past ten days must have exceeded 
all precedent. Equally beyond pre­
cedent have been the barren results 
of this relentless sacrifice of Ger­
mans which has worked down to 
youths from school and old gentle­
men and hunchbacks. Very soon 
every house in Germany will be a 
hospital. Defeat In both frontiers 
stares the Kaiser in the face. The only 
German arm which has not yet been 
employed is the navy,- and with the 
worst outlook’on land, it is more than 
probable the German navy will be 
called upon, and sent to covefl if pos­
sible, the delivery of quarter of a 
million Germane on British soil. The 
writer is not much impressed by the 
arguments which would make us sup­
pose that because invasion is difficult 
it will not be attempted. We must 
place ourselves In German skins and 
consider the cost of the war, the 
paralysis of German sea bornm»tnade, 
the growing unemployment, tfte in­
creasing anxiety and the utter home­
less outlook, If the German armies 
are driven back within German front­
iers.

PRINCE LOUIS
OF BATTENBURG

Many will remember the visit of 
H. S. H. Prince Louis of Battenburg, 
when as read-Admiral in command of 
the Second cruiser Squadron he visit­
ed St. John’s. At that time he had 
gained great reputation as one of the 
leading scientific officers of the Royal 
Navy. From 1902 to 1904 he had been 
Director of Naval Intelligence to 
which post of responsibility he had 
risen after going through the usual 
routine and obtaining promotion from 
midshipman to Sub-Lieutenant, Lieu­
tenant, Commander, Captain. As 
Lieutenant he served in the Egyptian 
War. From 1906-8 he was second in 
command of the Mediterranean Fleet. 
For the next two years Commander- 
in-Chief of the Atlantic Fleet. In 1911 
he was given command of the 3rd and
4th Division of the Home Fleet. Later 
he became Admiral and was made
First Sea Lord of 4the Admiralty. The 
Admiralty is a Commission Vhich has 
charge of the Navy. It is presided 
over curiously by a civilian. That 
civilian at present is Winston Church­
ill There are also two other Civil 
Lords. In addition there are four 
Sea Lords who rank immediately after 
the presiding officers. The most in­
fluential of these Sea Lords is the 
First Sea Lord.

The report says Prince Louis has 
fesigned because of newspaper com­
ments on his German connections. 
There have been comments of this na­
ture, and it is by no means unlikely 
that the Prince has been occupying a 
very uncomfortable position. His re­
putation as a sailor is considerable, 
but unfortunately he Was bom at 
Gratz in Styria, Austria, and he is 
Hcssean by blood. He is the eldest 
son of Prince Alexander of Hesse, 
and grandson of Louts II., Grand 
Duke of Hesse. Hesse is one of the 
Principalities of Central Germany. 
When he was a boy of 14 he became a 
naturalized British subject, and en­
tered the British Navy as a naval 
cadet, and he has worked his way np

during his 46 years service in the 
Navy to the rank of Admiral and to 
the most influential position to which 
a British sailor can aspire, viz., that 
of First Sea Lord of the Admiralty. 
Thirty years ago he married his cous­
in, Princess Victoria, daughter of 
Louis IV., Grand Duke of Hesse, and 
of Princess Alice, daughter of Queen 
Victoria.

Time works wonderful coincidenc­
es, and it is more than passing 
strange that a German by birth and 
blood should by accident of time, na­
turalization, ability and iroyal con­
nection, be the chief Sailor in charge 
of the British Navy which is to main­
tain British supremacy at sea against 
a Germap Navy built expressly to 
wrest the trident from Britain.

As Prince Louis became a British 
subject a generation before German 
sailors began to drink to “Der Tag”; 
as he joined the British Navy thirty 
years before the Kaiser declared at 
Cologne that the Trident must be in 
a German fist; and as he began his 
naval career almost thirty years be­
fore there was a German Navy, dis­
loyalty cannot well be imputed to 
him. Moreover, he has done excellent 
work for the British Navy in his time; 
and the causes which led to his resig­
nation can only be regarded with re­
gret, but these causes are all power­
ful and cannot be disregarded, and
Prince Louis in resigning has crown­
ed his services to the Navy by a 
splendid act of self sacrifice.

RESIGNATION OF PRINCE LOUIS.
LONDON, To-day.

The announcement of Prince Louis’ 
resignation was made known last 
night in a Court circular which re­
corded that the Prince had been re­
ceived in audience by the King on re­
linquishing his appointment. There 
were rumors some time ago that 
Prince Louis had been confined in the 
Tower of London, but these werp too 
ridiculous to be given serious consid 
e ration, although the authorities 
deemed it expedient that he should 
apepar more in public instead of 
confining himself to the Admiralty 
where since the outbreak of the war 
he had been working day and night 
directing the strategy of the navy. 
The Prince has been considered one 
of the most noted strategists of the 
Admiralty. Following this, some of 
the less influential papers took up the 
matter and asked that some statement 
should be made regarding that fact 
that an officer of German birth should 
he retained as a professional head of 
the Navy.

The Admiralty J?a® issued1 the fol 
lowing correspondence between 
Prince Louis and Winston Churchill. 
Prince Louis in a letter to Churchill, 
dated October 28th, said: “Dear Mr. 
Churchill I have lately been driven 
to the painful conclusion that at this 
juncture my birth and parentage have 
the effect of impairing In some re­
spects my usefulness on the Board of 
the Admiralty. In view of these cir­
cumstances I feel it to be my duty as 
a loyal subject of His Majesty to re­
sign my office of First Sea Lord hop­
ing thereby to facilitate the task of 
Administration of great service to 
which I have devoted my life, and to 
ease the burden laid on His Majesty's 
Ministers. I am, yours very truly. 
Louis of Battenburg, Admiral.”

Mr. Churchill, under date October 
29th, replied a® follows: “My dear 
Prince Louis,—This is no ordinary 
war but a struggle between nations
for life or death; It raises passions 
between the races of the most terrible 
kind; it effaces old landmarks and
frontiers in our civilization. I cannot 
further oppose the wish you have dur­
ing the last few weeks expressed to 
me to be released from the burden of 
responsibility which you have borne 
thus far with so much honour and 
success. The anxieties and tolls 
which are placed upon the naval .ad­
ministration of our country are in 
themselves enough to try a man’s 
spirit, and when to them are added 
the ineradicable difficulties of which 
you speak, I could not at this junc­
ture in fairness to ask you to support 
them. The navy of to-day and still 
more the navy of to-morrow bears the 
imprint of your work. The enormous 
impending influx of capital ships, the 
score of thirty knot cruisers, the de­
stroyed land submarines unequal­
led In modern construction which are 
coming now to hand, are the results 
of the labors which we have had in 
common and in which the Admiralty 
owes it concentration of the fleet was 
taken by you. I must express pub­
licly my deep indebtedness to you and 
pain I feel at severance of our three 
years of official associations, in all 
the circumstances you are right in 
your decision, the spirit in which you 
have acted is the same in which 
Prince Maurice of Battenburg has 
given his life to our cause and in 
which your gallant son is now serv­
ing in the fleet I beg you to accept 
my profound respect and that of our 
colleagues on the Board. I remain, 
yours very sincerely, Winston. S. 
Churchill.” The King has1 appointed 
Prince Louis of Battenburg a member 
of the Privy Council.

SEAFISHER APPOINTED FIRST 
LORD.

LONDON, To-Day.
The Times in an editorial, protest­

ing against what it terms an unjust 
campaign which has driven Prince 
Louis from his post, says: The fact 
that his resignation follows the news 
of Prince Maurice of Battenburg’s 
death should be sufficient to kill once 
for all the suggestions involved in the 
malignant scandals. The appointment 
of Lord Fisher as First Sea Lord of 
the Admiralty will undoubtedly meet 
with the Nation’s approval; it puts in 
possession a man who more than any 
other is the creator of the British bat­
tle fleet of to-day and who stands to 
the navy in the same relation as does 
Lord Kitchener to the army.

Two bombs were 
also dropped at Dunkirk on the same 
day. Women ând children were kill­
ed and all windows in the neighbour­
hood were smashed.

SANK RUSSIAN GUNBOAT.
BORDEAUX, To-day.

It is officially announced here that 
two Turkish torpedo boat destroyers 
entered the port of Odessa on the 
Black Sea, yesterday, and sank a Rus­
sian gunboat. They also inflicted 
damage on the French liner Portugal.

OETTCIAL, Oct. 30.—No notable 
change to signal on battlefield. The 
President of the Republic, accompan­
ied by the Ministers of Finance and 
Public Works, arrived at Paris this 
morning. The President shall go and 
render visit to the armies. The mili­
tary situation is favourable.

NISH.—The Austrians have again 
tried to invade Sërvia. They crossed 
the Save under protection of their 
artillery and went towards Ravgne 
and Radenkavitch, where their efforts 
were smashed against Servian resist­
ance. They had to retire, leaving 200 
dead. General Dobell, commanding the 
forces operating against the Germans 
in Cameron, informs that on the 26th 
two columns of the.

HARCOURT.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
Official, Oct. 29.—Action continued 

to develop yesterday in the same 
manner as on the preceding days, and 
was characterized by good progress 
on our part on several points of line 
of battle. Around Ypres and south of 
Arras and more particularly between 
Aisne and Argonne, we have taken 
possession of several German trench­
es and none of their attacks were suc­
cessful. There has been equal and 
fresh progress on our part in Apre- 
mont Forest even against very strong 
difficulties owing to the nature of the 
ground. A series of operations along 
the frontier between Moselle and Vos­
ges allowed us to dislodge several ad­
vance guards of the enemy. Prison­
ers were taken everywhere.

Russia.—In Poland the centre Aus­
tro-German line had to fall back be­
fore Russian offensive and retreated 
on Ladinsk, Rodom, and Ilza, losing 
prisoners and material. In Galicia 
fighting continues on the whole front 
successful for the Russian troops.

GERMANS BETBEATING.
WASHINGTON, Oct 29.

An official despatch made public by 
the French embassy here, to-night, 
announced that the Germans were re­
treating before the Russian armies in 
Poland and are now basing on 
Edlinsk, Radon and Ilza. The Ger­
mans are said to have lost their pris­
oners and ammunition. In Galicia the 
combat continues in the whole front 
with success for the Russians.

In a series of operations along the 
frontier between Moselle and Vosges 
we were able to dislodge some out­
posts of the enemy. Prisoners were 
captured almost everywhere.

GERMAN REPRISALS.
LONDON, Oct. 29.

What the London press describes as 
reprisals in Berlin, in the matter of 
the vigorous handling of English in 
that city, are related in a Reuter's 
despatch from Berlin. The police 
authorities there, says the message, 
are preparing to take even more dras­
tic and oppressive measures against 
the British. The authorities are tak­
ing a revised census of British resi­
dents, with a view to facilitating ar-

rests. Word has gone forth that a
clean sweep will be made. It is con­
sidered possible that every English­
man in the German capital will be 
under arrest within a short time. The 
Germans, it is stated, are taking ad­
ditional precautions against spies, 
and are curtailing the privileges of 
English civilians, already interned. In 
some concentration camps in Ger­
many, Englishmen, it is said, are forc­
ed to sleep on straw.

GERMAN CRUISER SUNK.
PARIS, Oct. 29.

A squadron of British torpedo boat 
destroyers in the Adriatic Sea,, sunk 
a German steamer Which had been 
converted into a cruiser. The de­
stroyers rescued 86 members of the 
crew of the German vessel.

BELGIAN PARLIAMENT MEET.
PARIS, Oct 29.

Newspapers in Paris say to-day 
that the Belgian Parliament will be 
called into session at Havre sometime 
during November.

During the great retreat he 
had strayed from his comrades and 
fallen exhausted from fatigue. Un­
able to find them he took up his 
quarters in an abandoned carriage, 
but thirty-six hours later the Ger­
mans appeared on the other side of 
the^ Aisne and fired at him. Undeter­
red by the fact that he was utterly 
alone, he replied, and such was his 
determination and accuracy of aim 
that the villagers declare he account­
ed for six German officers, one of 
them a General, before he fell under 
a volley. The French buried him 
where he had fought, erected a cross, 
and in honor of his gallantry lay 
fresh flowers each day on his grave.

WELL FIELDED!
There is a cricketing flavor, too, in 

a story illustrating the coolness of 
one of the Gloucester. While a cer­
tain company- were having some food 
in the trenches a shell fell in the mid­
dle of them. “It didn’t explode,” says 
the private who tèlls the story; “so 
Cjne of the chaps just dropped his 
biscuit, got up, and threw the shell 
out of the trenches, just as you might 
pic.k up a cricket ball that had come 
over your garden wall at home. Then 
he went on with his meal.”
WITH LANCÉ, SABRE AND FIST.
A graphic description of hqw the 

Cossacks charge and fight is given in 
the story of an Austrian Hussar' who 
was captured in Galicia. “Our caval­
ry advanced to the battle with ar­
dour,” he says, “but the Cossacks 
fell on us like a whirlwind. Hardly 
were we in - touch than a Cossack 
deal me three simultaneous blows 
dealt me three simultaneous blows 
he did it I do not ki/ow, but he did 
not even give me time to fall. He 
seized me by the collar, lifted me on 
to his horse ,and carried me off. His 
comrades acted, similarly, and a good 
number of onr Hussars were thus 
taken prisoners."

“Stick it, welsh!”

These were the last words of gal­
lant Captain Haggard, ÔÏ ’ the 2nd 
Welsh Regiment (a nephew of the 
famous novelist), who met his death 
in the desperate fighting at the begin­
ning of the Battle of the Aisne. With 
his regiment he had reached the crest 
oi a bill ,and there caught sight of

the Germans. "Fix bayonets, boys— 
here they are!" he cried. But a
storm of Maxim fire chocked the
charge. Bullets came from the front 
and both flanks. Qfcficers fell rapidly, 
Including Captain Haggard, mortally 
wounded, who, as the shells burst, 
would occasionally open his eyes and 
call out—but very - weakly—“Stick it, 
Welsh!”

Perhaps I am wrong in thinking 
that this type is common, but as I 
have several in my own acquaint­
ance I assumed that It might be.

There Is such a thing as thinking 
too little about ones health—not 
knowing or heeding the common dan­
ger signals. And tbhere is such a 
thing as thinking too much about 
diseases, being too ready to expect 
them, too eagerly fearful to detect 
them. Don’t? think too much about 
disease. It isn’t a pleasant subject. 
Leave that to the doctors. Have a 
good trustworthy family doctor and go 
straight to him when things get out of 
order in spite of you. It’s cheaper in 
the end. But for your part think 
about health. Study preventive medi­
cine all you want. Study how to make 
your body strong and able to throw 
off disease. That’s the best way to 
“know thyself.”

We had gone some distance, having 
been driven out of our position by the 
Germans, when Sergt.-Major Smith, 
seeing what had happened, returned, 
and under heavy fire, with shells 
bursting around him, picked up my 
comrade, placed him across his horse, 
and brought him back into safety.”

CANDLES IN THE TRENCHES.
Hardly a night passes in the trench­

es without an alarm, a Times corres­
pondent says, yet the men coolly nap 
by candle-light. They dare each oth­
er to do mad deeds. One stole forth 
on a dark night to carry off a German 
Maxim. He wriggled on his stomach 
to within a few yards of his object. 
He surprised the guard of five Prus­
sians, Slew them, and returned in tri­
umph to his trench with the Maxim 
slung like a sheep across his shoul­
ders. Rendered brazen by his suc­
cess, he sallied forth again to èollect 
the ammunition and belt which he 
had left behind on his first journey.

HIS LAST FIGHT.
There is a solitary grave

Drummer H. Savage, 1st Battalion 
IRoyal Berkshire Regiment, relates 
the story of the heroism of Corporal 
Brindall, of the same regiment. The 
British forces, he says, were attack­
ing a bridge held by the Germans 
near Cambrai, and several men fell 
into the river and were in imminent’ 
danger of losing their lives. Brindall,. 
who was an expert swimmer, rescued 
four of them, and was endeavoring to 
reach the top of the embankment 
when a German shell exploded, killing 
him instantly.

“OUT L. B. TV.”
It is a private in the Royal Irish 

Fusiliers who tells of the cheery re­
mark made by an officer of the Ches- 
hires, who is a bit of a cricketer, who 
was wounded in the thigh by a piece 
of shell. The officer had incautiously 
raised his leg above the trenches to 
ease the cramped feeling, when the 
shell hit him, and as he fell back all 
he said was, “Out, by George, l.b.w., 
as the umpire would say. Better luck 
next innings.” A phrase like that 
should be remembered in any history 
pf the war .

Private Tell,'of the 5th Dragoon 

Guards, describing a small engage­
ment on September 1st, In which the 
British captured several German guns 
says: “It was just at dawn when the 
Germans opened fire.

How the ‘Undaunted’ 
Sank the Destroyers.

London, October 24.—The first good 
description of the sea fight last Satur­
day which resulted in the sinking of 
four German torpedo boat destroyers 
off the Dutch coast by the British 
cruiser Undaunted and the torpedo 
boat destroyers Lance, Lennox, Legion 
and Loyal, Is given by an officer of 
the Undaunted.”

“When heading northward,” the 
officer said, “we saw the smoke of 
four German vessels. The captain 
immediately ordered us to clear for 
action and to chase them. We steam­
ed at top speed with the destroyers in 
chase of the Germans. It was an un- 
forgetable sight. Our nerves were 
strained and everybody was as keen 
as mustard over our luck.

"The Germans turned about and 
fled, but we had the advantage in 
speed and soon they were in range 
of our six-inch bow chasers. Seeing 
themselves cornered the Germans al­
tered their position, and answered 
our fire, aiming mostly at our destroy­
ers.

Lusty cheering rang from our ships 
as the first German destroyer disa-p-
peared* A shell struck Her just below
the bridge and she toppled over on
her beam ends like a wounded hire 
then righted herself to a level with 
the surface and finally plunged bow 
first beneath the waves. It was over 
with her in two minutes.

“In less than an hour after we had 
sighted the Germans the second des­
troyer was out of action. She was 
ablaze fore and aft, showing what the 
fearful shell work was doing. As 
one shell hit her the funnels, bridge 
torpedo tubes and deck fittings all 
disappeared like magic.

“We actually passed over the spot 
where the first vessel was sunk and 
for the space of a couple of seconds 
as we tore through the water at the 
rate of over thirty knots an hour, we 
saw poor wretches floating about, 
clinging to charred and blackened de­
bris and other wreckage. It was 
pitiable sight, but we had two more 
combatants to put out of action and 
were forced to speed along and try to 
.forget the sight.

“The second ship, still a mass of 
flames, had sunk to the level of the 
water, and we soon had the remain­
ing two holed and maimed. Their fir­
ing was poor, though several of their 
shells flew around and cast shrapnel 
bullets about us.

“The enemy fired many torpedoes, 
one of them missing the Undaunted’s 
stern by only a few yards. Fortun­
ately we saw the bubbles it made as 
it approached and thus avoided the 
fate of the Aboukir (a British cruiser 
sunk recently by a German submar­
ine) .

“An hour and a half after the Ger­
mans were sighted all was over with 
them and the order was given to save 
life.”

Held Oil Five Days
BY FOUR HUUNDRED AND FIFTY 

IN FORT.
Paris, Oct. 23.—It has already been 

related how gallantly the little Fort 
de Troyant defied the Germans on the 
Meuse, but it is only now being rea­
lized what a service its garrison ren­
dered the Allied forces.

For five days, four hundred and 
fifty of them kept ten thousand Ger­
mans at bay, notwithstanding their 
awful pounding from the guns that 
overthrew Liege, Namur and other 
strongholds.

After two days’ bombardment the 
Germans tried to take the fort by 
storm. They got within ten yards, 
but fell back in such numbers that the 
survivors had to withdraw. The next 
day they summoned the garrison to 
surrender. “Never,” was the reply.
Then we shall shell you with our 

heavy guns until your fort is only a 
heap of cinders.”

When the siege was raised, practi­
cally nothing was left of the forts, 
while more than half of its defenders 
had been buried alive in its ruins. 
The captain in command was wound­
ed in 28 places, and his lieutenant 
lost a leg.

The Governor of Verdun came in 
person to congratulate the garrison 
on its magnificent defence, and, ever 
since, a stream of generals and high 
officers from all sides has come to 
see the damage done.

Every regiment that passes has or­
ders to halt and render the garrison 
military honors. The defenders are 
being loaded with presents in recogni­
tion of their bravery.

Germany’s Big Canal.
Up to the present the Kiel Canal 

has .proved a much more profitable 
investment for the German people 
than the vast fleet which is at pre­
sent hiding.

For many years Prince Bismarck 
had cherished the idea of connecting 
Emden with Kiel Harbour by means 
of a great waterway, which would en­
able squadrons of warships to tra­
verse the whole coastline free from 
external interference. The construc­
tion of the canal was begun in 1887, 
and after eight years’ work—in 1895 
—it was formally opened to commerce 
in the presence of a large interna­
tional fleet.

The length was sixty miles, and it 
then had a normal width of 72 feet at 
the bottom and 220 feet at the water 
level, with a depth of 29% feet. Al­
though it is a sea-level canal, twin 
locks were built at each end, those at 
the western entrance to rectify the 
large tide variations of water-level 
due to gales in the practically tideless 
Baltic. These locks were 492 feet 
long, 82 feet wide, and 32 feet deep. 
Those at Kiel remained open most of 
the time, while those at the mouth of 
the Elbe did not need to be used at 
certain tides.

By saving a dangerous voyage 
round the stormy coasts of Denmark, 
the canal proved of. great value to 
trading vessels, but, as recent events 
have demonstrated, its strategic value 
is even greater.

With the coming of the Dread­
nought type of battleship it was 
found necessary, however, to recon­
struct the canal, in order that it 
might accommodate these huge ves­
sels.

The normal width of the canal is 
now 335 feet at the surface, and 144 
feet at the bottom, with a depth of 36 
feet. New twin locks have been built 
alongside the old ones at each end. 
They have an available length of 
1082.6 feet and width of 147.6 feet. 
Intermediate gates may be used to 
cut off a chamber 328 feet long.

The work of reconstructing the 
canal cost about £11,000,000. The 
new locks were formally opened by 
the Kaiser last June by the Emper­
or’s yacht Hohenzollern breaking a 
ribbon of black, white, and red 
stretched across one of the new locks.

The German
fit Machine.

Kaiser Wilhelm’s apparent faith in 
the strength of Germany’s battle arm 
in the contest with three mighty na­
tions. is in no small degree founded 
upon the wonderful German military 
system, the like of which the world 
has never seen before.

On January 1st of the year of bis 
twentieth birthday every male Ger­
man citizen - must report to the mili­
tary head of his district. If not ex­
cused because of some physical de­
fect he serves two years in the infan­
try or three years in the cavalry or 
artillery. For his services he re­
ceives a small compensation, hardly 
more than pocket money. Then he is 
transferred to the first reserve, which 
requires that he serve a month or two 
each year for a period of five years. 
The next five years are served in the 
Landwehr. and he is required to drill 
at the order of.the military authori­
ties. From the first class of the 
Landwehr the German soldier gradu­
ates into the second class, where he 
remains until he is thirty-nine. At 
that age he becomes a part of the 
Landsturm, «to be called out. only in 
the event of great national need. At 
the age of forty-five his military ser­
vice ends.

The German standing army consists 
of about 600,000 men, and the first re­
serve about 1,500,000. The Landwehr 
totals 2,200,000, and the Landsturm 
brings the -grant total ~to more than 
6,000,000. -,

May Bring Charge 
of High Treason 

Against Captain.
Ottawa, Oct. 23.—A charge of high 

treason may be lodged against the 
captain of the British ship Lowther 
Range, brought into Esquimault by 
the cruise!- Rainbow and suspected of 
selling coal to German warships on 
the Pacific.

The Naval Service Department was 
notified to-day of the seizure and a 
prize court will be held at Victoria. 
The ship and cargo may both be con­
fiscated, as well as the captain being 
prosecuted.

The ship took on a cargo of coal 
at Rockhampton, an American Atlan­
tic port, and sailed around the Atlan­
tic through the Straits of Magellan, 
ostensibly hound for Australia. She 
was found by a British cruiser off Cali­
fornia, and the captain was unable to 
account satisfactorily for his actions 
and how the coal cargo was much 
smaller than shown by the ship’s pa­
pers.

A prfee crew was placed on the 
ship, which was brought north and 
handed to the Rainbow, and is now 
detained at Victoria, pending investi­
gation.

As another political campaign
