Bolcke, Fokker Star.

(By Captain Bolcke, of the German
*  Imperial Flying Corps.)

Captain Bolcke, the Fokker airman;
who has brought down 26 aeroplanes.
bas given an interview to-Mr. Herbert
Bayard Swope, of the New York
‘World (reproduced in German news-
papers), in which 'he discusses not
cnly his own metheds, but also those
of the British airmen, whom he has so
often met in aerial combat,-

My fwentieth victim was Captain
/Wilson, of the British Royal Flying
Corps, attached to 2 division stationed
near Pozieres. Wilson was flying
over the German lines when I rose to
meet him. I not only contrived to
outguess him by divining his inten-
tions, but was also lucky enough to
outmanoeuvre and outshoot him. The
Fnglishman dropped te the . ground
safely, landed with a broken propeller,
while I ¢ame down in his immediate
proximity.

As Wilson surrendered he asked for

the name of his captor. ‘\‘Bolcke," I
replied. The chagrin and humiliation
of defeat and capture disappeared for
a2 moment, as the Englishman put out
bis hand. 'As I shook it my prisoner
said: “If I had to be shot down, I'm
pleased that it should have been by so
good a man.”
. Wilson was sent back to Cambrai,
and the next day I invited him to
lunch at the officers” ‘mess! The cap-
tured flyer expressed his appreciation
of the exceptional treatment  he had
received and told of the high regard
in which the English held the German
fiylers.. That night-he was sent to a
German prison camp.

Only two of-the twenty enemy air-
men I have fought, unfortunately, liv-
etl after the fight. ‘They all fought so

them. I think most of the eighteen
were killed by bullets from my ma-
chine, or died in the fall, @ few meet-
ing death in s'{nashing on the ground.
One Englishman, Wilson, and one
French officer remained alive; the
others died for their countries.

That is not tnue as reza.tds the ob-
servers, They have done much g
work over the enemy’s forces, but it
‘used to be ‘true in part about the
fighters. It was due at first to the
fact that there were several parts of
our new Fokkers we wanted to keep
secret; second, hecause it was import-
ant that we should remain on guard
in our own territory to prevent the
enemy observers from gaining infor-
mation.

Of late circumstances changed, and
we fly everywhere. Obviously it al-
ways is the best tactics to bring your
man down behind your own lines so
he can be made a prisoner if alive,
and his machine kept from the enemy
for repair. But each follows a  fight
through now, no matter where it takes
us.

I mse no special formula, except to
try to get my man before he gets me.
Almost all the fighting aeroplanes are
similarly rigged, with a machine gun
fixed in front of the pilot. Being sta-
tionary, it is necessary to bring my
gun into position.

" I.have had five maehines smashed
under me, but always .vol-planed to
earth successfully. My favourite ma-
chine has the lines of a bird. Even
clese.at hand it looks tiny, being much
smaller than the English or French
ones. -

On the day following my twentieth
prize two of my companions were
killed trying to stop an English raid-
ing party ef eight aeroplanes that
flew over the German lines bombard-
ing railroad stations. The fight was at
5.30 in _the afternoen, and showed the
exceptional courage of the Germans
in taking on a fight with such a su-
perier force.

I hope to see you again in happier
times. We Germans don’'t want to
fight, but so long as we are forced
to, you may be sure we will, and figh
S0 we shall never be beaten. This
thought and certainty is in every Gex-
man’s bosom.

Where Bolcke was there were three
English prisoners, Lieutenant Ronald
Walker, March Rectory, Cambridge;
Second Pieutenant Smith, Cemetery-
road, York, and Captain H. G, Sal-
mond, Bedford, the last "named very
slightly wounded. His eyes were sav-
ed by the pair of heavy flying goggles,
he wore, a bullet cracking the glass
but.not splintering  it. Captain Sal-
mond’s observer was in hospital with
a bullet through the neck. Salmond
said:

“We all of us think the German fly-
ers are very good, and that this chap
Bolcke is tophole, but I'm bound to
say it’s jolly hard to get a fight out of
them. We've got to hang over the
German lines for hours at a time be-
fore we can tempt the Germans to
come up and have a go. I had bad
luck in being bagged, though I must
say ‘my man was game. One of his
shots glanced and broke a wing frame.
1 almost keeled over, but righted and
managed to get down without hurting
myself much, except for the wound
and bruises I got in landing.”

They have
passed now, beyond all doubt, forever
into the hands of our Ally. It will give
Berlin pause in its jubilation over the
Roumanian successess. Even the Ger-'-
man memory cannot be so short as
have forgotten that Verdun was .
great victory, though it did not exa.ct
run according to
France altogether prostrate.
day’s performance does
much of victory;
strategic retreat.

Pages could be written of the mean-
ing of this French come-back. It seems
almost fantastic to connect it with
affairs in Roumania, but one who
thinks it so has not yet fully compre-
hended the unity of action and con-
tinuity of front of the Alies. Its ef-
fect may not indeed extend all the way
to Roumania, but it will be felt far
along the line and is' certain to in-
fluence the disposition of the enemy
troops, which is now so important a
matter. That France could so abruptly
switch her offensive from the Somme
io this distant area, or rather dupli-
cate it there, speaks volumes for the
strength of our Western armies, and
her sweeping success speaks more,
Further, it seems to have been com-
passed with relatively light losses and
an invaluable bag of pnsouers has
been taken.

Meanwhile matters are going none
too well for our new Ally, and her
troops are falling back on both sides.
In Dobrudja she is safe as long as she
holds Tchernavoda, to which anxious
eyes will be turned. Predeal, which
Berlin claims to have fallen, is another
important place, south .0f Kronstadt
and on the railway to Bucharest. But
it is to be observed that the Germans
vre for the moment winning in Rou-

‘nia by dint of an enormous concen-
i. ‘tion; they are winning nowhere
i.8e. Verdun shows how thoroughly
the British and French can control the
Western front; Italy daily registers
gains in the Trentino or on the way to
Trieste; Russia, if she does not move,
is herself immovable; and in Mace-
donia the Allies are slowly overcoming
not so much the Bulgarians as the
formidable mountain barriers that
block their way. With November near-
ly here, military commentators are
busy forecasting the course of the war
during the coming winter. When offen-
sive operations are held up everywhere
ini the East, as past experience has
shown to be almost inevitable, Hind-
benburg will then probably transfer
his divisions once more to the West,
when we may look to see the Somme
offensive die down. There will thus be
a marking-time until spring, and dur-
ing the interval the last great weapon
will be forged that will bring Germany
to her knees. Germany herself and
her allies on the one hand, and Britain,
France and Italy on the other, will ob-
tain a corresponding lease of strength
and renewal of preparations, but from
Russia’s millions will come the tre-
mendous force that must finally over-
whelm the enemy. We have seen how
wonderfully last winter ‘revived her
strength and healed her wounds; much
greater will be the effect of the en-
forced breathing space this year, and
when Brussiloff takes the field again
in the spring it should be at the head
of an army such as the world has
never seen and such as will sweep ir-
resistibly through Poland and across
the plains of Hungary.

In the valley of Buzen there was
artillery fighting at Table Butzs, Calm
reigns at Bratocea and Predeal. Ar-
tillery fighting has become less vio-
lent. The enemy launched three at-
tacks at Predeal. Fighting continues
along the border in this location. In
the region of Dragoslave the enemy
attacked violently. Our troops main-
tained the position in the valley, and
we attacked and repulsed the enemy
on the left bank of the river. In the
Juil wvalley there were violent enemy
attacks, which made slight progress
at Fulghes and Bicaz- and Frouber
valley. The situation is unchanged in
Azul valley. The enemy is driven
westward, and fighting continues with
viclence. In Dobrudja the enemy con-
iinues attacks. Our left wing .was
obliged to retire toward Tzara Murat.
Constanza has been occupied by the
enemy.

GAINS SECURED.

LONDON, Oct. 24.

The ground gained by us yesterday
in the neighborhood of Gueudecourt
and Les Boeufs, on the Somme front,
has now been fully secured, the war
office announced to-day. During the
night there was nothing ‘to report ex-
cept intermittent shelling on both
sides. In answer to the enemy’s claim
that the gains of Saturday ' between
Schwaben redoubt and Le Sars were
won only at the expense of heavy loss
on our part, it may be noted that the
troops engaged, which took over one
thousand prisoners, had only ‘about
twelve hundred casualties.

SOUTH OF THE SOMME.

PARIS, Oct. 24.

French and German artillery forces
were busy last night south of the
Somme, where an artillery duel raged
in the Biaches-Ablaincourt Tregion.
