Finds U.S. Worker
Lives Far Better

DEMAND FOR SKILLED AND SEMI- 
SKILLED LABOR GREATER 

THAN SUPPLY.

LONDON.—American labor may 
have to cope with the world’s great­
est system of national Industrial 
"trusts,” but It gets away s^ith It, and 
manages to live more comfortably 
than most—at any rate, British— 
workers.

Such is the opinion of À. B. Swales, 
Chairman of the General Council of 
the British Trade Union Congress, and 
leading official of the British En­
gineering Union, who has just re­
turned from America wherè he was 
one of the British fraternal delegates 
to the convention of the American 
Federation of Labor.

“I learned quite a Ibt from the 
visit,” said Mr. Swales. “America and 
capitalism are regarded here as 
synonymous words, but I noticed 
while In America that the American 
worker, In the main, is able to live 
properly and decently on what he re­
ceives in wages, in contrast to the dull 
drudgery and sçmi-starvation of most 
of the workers in England.

"Mass production, gigantic com­
binations of employers—trust—and 
the ruthless oppression of large num­
bers of unorganized and Ill-organized 
workers are features which strike the 
Inquiring trade unionist from Eng­
land,” continued Mr. Swales. "Much 
British gold lies safely guarded In 
American vaults—the price of our 
victory in the war, paid for in direct 
and indirect taxation by British work­
ers. But it does not belong to the Am­
erican workers, although It does ease 
a little the flhrden of their Industrial 
slavery by lessened taxation.”

“This,” said Mr. Swales, “Is typical 
of the difference between the two 
countries. It Is not, .however, an ar­
gument for wholesale emigration of 
British workers to America, for al­
though the people look happier and 
more contented than they do. In Eng­
land, and while there is- a lack of that 
black, tragic look of despair on their 
feces, one so often sees in industrial 
England, it is only because there is 
still a greater demand for skilled and 
semi-skilled workers than the sup­
ply, caused by the boom In trade Am­
erica has been experimenting,” hut 
which Mr. Swales thinks Is rapidly 
falling.'’

The British trade union visitor re­
gards as a significant factor "the 
many demands being made by the em­
ployers for a review of the wage 
agreements, and for wage reductions 
in many Industries." It is the usual 
method adopted, he says, "such as we 
have experienced in England these 
last few years, of cutting wages, to 
maintain dividends and profita, when 
a fall In trade happens.

Prepared For Attack.
"The American workers are pre­

pared for the attack, and these at­
tempts will be met with stubborn re­
sistance. British workers should be 
alert and watch developments in Am­
erica, tor any lowering of their 
standards will, without a doubt, have 
serious effects in this country. We 
must be ready and prepared to sup­
port our brothers across the Atlantic."

Capt. Whiteley stated that had the 
accident happened to his ship two 
hours earlier than it did, the chances 
for their rescue would have been 
very doubtful ,as at that time, the 
dynamo fuse in the wireless set blew 
out, and no power was available un­
til repairs were made which was just 
before the mishap. Capt. Whiteley 
lost all his nautical instruments. It 
was a miraculous éecapÿ, and all are 
thankful that they escaped with their 
lives.

Winter for the Government.
The action is taken to recover 

damages to the amount of $150,000. 
The Government has a counter claim 
for $57,000 alleging that the company 
failed to take delivery of 11,500 cords 
of wood.

The first contract, Mr. Higgins ex­
plained, was made in May, 1922, be­
tween Mr. Rogers and Sir William 
Coaker on behalf of the Government.

The Company claims that some of 
the wood was not rossed, or clean 
peeled as agreed, that quantities were 
not ready for shipment and the steam­
ers chartered by the Company were 
thereby delayed in loading, that a 
large quantity of the pit props was 
not delivered by the Government with­
in a hundred feet of highwater mark 
as agreed and that a quantity of the 
wood had been sold and delivered by 

o’clock ! the Government, to parties other than 
Mr. Rogers. The contract stipulated 
70,000 cords of wood at $5.00 for hand 
peeled and $7.00 for rossed, with a 
rebate to Rogers of $1.00 per cord for 
wood not properly peeled. Rogers 
had to pay $26,000 as a guarantee of 
fulfilment of his obligations. In April, 
1923, the contract was cancelled by 
the Government on the grounds that 
no wood had been taken delivery of 
during 1922. In June, 1923, negotia­
tions were opened between Rogers and 
and the Government and a second 
contract was entered into in which 
the Government was to deliver 18,000 
cords cleaned pealed at $5.00 per cord, 
to'be delivered between July and 
October. Rogers claims that only 
eleven thousand cords, the greater 
part not rossed, was delivered. 
A company to whom Rodgers had a 
contract to deliver the wood, has 
sued him for $19,000, and $2,000 was 
stopped by another customer on ac­
count of the bad condition of the 
wood.

Department of Bowring Bros., was 
the first witness called. Examined 
by Mr. Higgins, he said that in Oc­
tober, 1922, his firm made some pur­
chases of wood from the Government. 
Mr. Winter objected that the evidence 
was not révélant and Mr. Higgins 
pointed out that it had reference to 
the Government’s counter-claim. Mr. 
Winter held that the wood Which 
is the subject of the counter-claim 
was that in the possession of the 
Government In 1923, gave a brief re­
view of the first contract, after which 
a lot of cable and letter correspond­
ence between parties was put in evi­
dence, These documents had refer­
ence to the quantities of weed avail­
able, the location of the plies, and 
of inspection, Witness In reply to 
Mr, Higgins, said be did not take 
delivery of the wood because the 
market was bad and he was uncer­
tain of its condition, as the depart­
ment delayed in sending him particu­
lars. Recess was taken at 1 p.m. 
until 2,30.

“Aggrieves” U.S.'

Federal Authorities Appeal Boston
Court Decision—Interesting Angle.
Bqston, March 9.—(Star Special.)— 

United Statee. Attorney Harold P. 
Williams, by Assistant United States 
Attorney Laurence Çurtls 2d., has i 
filed in the Federal Court here an j 
appeal in the Supreme Court from 
Judge Morton’s recent decision dis­
missing the Government’s libels 
against the British rum ship Marjor­
ie E. Bachman, and her cargo. At­
torneys William H. Lewis and Mat­
thew L. McGrath, represent the ves­
sel’s owners.- The petition for ap­
peal says the United States feels “ag­
grieved’' by Judge Morton’s degree.

The Bachman was seized more than 
20 miles at sea last October, under a 
pre-arranged plan, by the revenue 
cutter Tampa, after a sea-sled, capa- : 
ble of 40 knots speed, had ’ made a j 
trip to the vessel and ^purchased ! 
liquor for purposes of entrapment i 
under the provisions of the British j 
treaty/in which the speed of the pur-1 
chasing vessels is, the controlling i 
factor under which seizures of rum- j 
runners may be made.

Judge Morton found that the sea- j 
sled expedition was not within the J 
intent of the treaty makers, and he ; 
ruled that the expedition was in in- ; 
tent and accomplishment an entrap­
ment. The vessel was illegally seiz­
ed, lie ruled. He criticized the treat­
ment of the Bachman's captive crew j 
as outrageous and declared that i 
members of the crew of the Tampa J 
misconducted themselves while on ; 
board the Bachman as a prize crew.

The Bachman and her cargo are 
held in Federal custody at the Army 
base, where they have been kept 
since October. Attorneys Lewis and 
McGrath have made claim upon tile 
Government for $25,000 for demur­
rage, compensation for articles al­
leged to have been stolen, 250 cases 
of champagne and liquors alleged to 
have been stolen, and other items. 
The demurrage claim will increase at 
the rate of $200 daily as long as the 
boat is held. If*the Government fin­
ally loses its case, the defense bill 
will be a huge one it is predicted by 
the vessel’s counsel.

Nothing in the servicé 
produces such feeling as this chant.
