Slid Ending.
We copy the following from the Gan- 

anoqne Reporter of May 23rd. The facts 
as here stated have been corroborated by 
private letters, one of which we have 
seen, and therefore in the interest of the 
people of this Town we do not hesitate 
in giving them publicity. We think it is 
high time that our Board of School 
Trusteës should take some action in the 
matter, ond free themselves from the 
odium of having in their employment a 
man who would be guilty of the heart­
less and shameful conduct brought home 
to him in the following paragraph. Our 
only surprise is that Cullen has been 
so long retained, with the knowledge of 
his antecedents that they had, but now 
that all the facts are come to light, it is 
expected that they will take prompt and 
decided action in tho matter :—

Something over three years ago the 
School Board of this Village gggaged the 
services of a man named J. F. Cullen 
and, we believe, as a teacher he gave 
satisfaction. But he had not been long 
here before strange stories were’ whisper­
ed about in regard to his antecedents, 
and it soon became apparent to those 
who had dealings with him that he had 
an utter disregard for truth, and was de­
void of principle. Among his pup^s was 
a Miss Jennie Scott, who had come out 
from Scotland to live with her aunt ; she 
was a young woman of much promise,and 
her friends were doing everything in 
their power to make her a good and ac­
complished woman. Unfortunately for 
the success of those efforts, Cullen came 
in her way, and before any suspicion 
was. entertained by her relatives as to 
the true state of affairs, she had become 
infatuated with him, and was entirely 
subject to his control. She asked per­
mission to visit some friends at Kingston, 
which was freely given, and she depart­
ed. At the same time Cullen informed 
tho Board that his xt other was dead, and 
asked leave of absence, which was grant­
ed ; it was afterwards discovered that 
they went west from Kingston, in com­
pany, and she did not return, her friends 
being ignorant of her whereabouts. This 
was the first intimation of anything 
being wrong, and on securing positive in­
formation that. Cullen had gone with 
her from Kingston, her aunt made a 
complaint to the Board. Cullen was 
cited to appear at a meeting of the Board, 
and tried by numerous excuses to escape 
the examination, but being hard pressed, 
ho atjength came to tho meeting, and 
denied all instrumentality in tho disap­
pearance of Jennie Scott, but admitted 
knowing where she was, and agreed to 
bring her to Gananoque, in three days’ 
time, to corroborate his statements. He 
went away, and sure enough in three 
days he came back having her with him. 
She bore out all his statements, and ex­
pressed a determination to be guided by 
Jiim in all things. The reasonings and 
entreaties of her friends were without 
avail ; she still clung to him, notwith­
standing the fact that he had a wife liv­
ing in Toronto. The School Board hand­
led the affair very gingerly, and allowed 
Mr. Cullen to “ resign,” which was 
thought by many at the tifne to be not 
much to their crédit, considering all the 
circumstances of the case. And so they 
left together ; she turning her back on a 
comfortable home and loving friends, to 
follow the fortunes of a comparative

PiioTOcitArinv Convention.—In July 
next the photographers hold their sixth 
annual convention and exhibition at the 
Exposition Buildings, Chicago.

send samples of their productions. This 
should give une of the finest displays of 
pictures ever seen together. The object 
of the convention is two-fold. One in­
tention is to educate photographers and 
improve their art by the interchange 
ideas, practical experiences and discover­
ies, and by comparing and. examining 
each other’s pictures. Another result 
aimed at is to educate the public in what 
photographers are doing, and to show 
them what photography can accomplish 
when manipulated by men of science and 
art culture. With this view all the ma­
terials used in photography will be dis­
played. A large amount of capital and 
varied industries are employed in the 
production of a photograph, though few 
tersons, not actually in the business, 
tave any idea of its nature.

A Relic of Old London. Another 
relic of old London has lately passed 
away. Tho holy well of St. Clement 
Danes Church, lias been filled in and 
covered over with earth and rubble, in 
order to form part of the foundation of 
the Law Courts of the future. It is 
said that penitents and pilgrims used to 
visit this well as early as the reign of Eth- 
olrcd, and it was well known from time 
;rr nemorial as “St. Clement’s Well." 
Fit/. Stephen spoke-of it as one of those 
excellent springs about the metropolis, 
“whose waters are sweet, salubrious 
and clear, and whose runnels murmur 
over the shining stones,” and to which 
the scholars from Westminster School 
and the youtfy from the city used to 
saunter in the summer evenings, when 
yet the Strand was a country road, with 
noblemen’s mansions on either side. 
Charles Knight, in his “London,” pub­
lished in 1841, mentions the well as

The Pope-Macdonald Letter.

1 who had taken the Pope-Macdonald 
I letter. An answer was to be sent to 
' the Herald by the 25th May mst. If 
I no answer was then received, he 
would make a full confession in writ 
mg, and leave the country. He stated 
that he had his confession written at 
that time.

I The evidence of Col. Bacon throws 
considerable light on the aflair, and 
leads one to believe that the late 
Government had been made cogni­
zant of the iaet that Boyes had ab- 
stracted the letter and sent it to 
Mr. Young, and that no action was 
taken by them to let the facts be 
known, or to bring the culprit to 
punishment. Colonel Bacon says 
that when he first saw the fa* 
similes of the writing on the envelope 
and slip sent to Mr. Young, he at 
orice recognized the handwriting as 
being that of Thos. Boyes ; that he 
acquainted Mr . Ohapleau, Solicitor. 
General for Quebec, of the conclu­
sion be had arrived at $ and that that 
gentleman, having charge of the 
enquiry concerning the abstraction 
of the letter, thanked Loi. Bacon 
for the information and gave him to 
understand that he would act on it. 
Mr. Chapleau never did act on it, 
however, the enquiry was not made, 
but the cry was raised and persis­
tently reiterated that- either Mr. 
Young or his friends had stolen the 
letter, and the whole Reform party 
were made responsible for the theft, 
and branded as the letter stealing 
party.

What earthly object could the 
then Ministers have in witholding 
the truth—in covering up the facts 
from the light—than to blacken the 
character of their opponents and 
keep up the accusation of letter- 
stealing as a set-ofl to the well- 
founded charge of charter - sell­
ing which Reformers preferred 
against the Government and the 
party that supported them. The 
sham charge was kept afloat by every 
Conservative paper in the country, 
it was made to do duty at all the 
elections, and it would have been 
upheld with the most barefaced 
effrontery for years to come had the 
guilty person not made a voluntary 
confession, and had other corrobora­
tive evidence not established the 
truth off that confession.

The policy of the.late Government 
in this matter is proved to have been 
mean, contemptible and dishonour­
able in the^highest degree, and is.of 
a piece with their course in 
other transactions which have lately 
been brought to light. Their 
statesmanship is proved to have been 
•but a series of sharp tricks, which a 
shyster would delight in, but which" 
a high-souled statesman would shirk 
from as from theft or disgrace. 
Thank heaven, their day of power is 
over, but the shame, which attaches 
to these acta will cling to them for 
many a day to come.

A Startling Prophecy.
A writer in the New York Daily Gra­

phic who aims himaelf “ Jeremiah,” 
makes the following startling prophecy :

“I warned the people through your 
columns some weeks ago that a financial 
panic and failure of the crops waa sure 
to como to pass before the end of the 
present year. And now I make the fur­
ther prophecy that pestilence and vast 
and terrible convulsions of nature are at

‘ It is given to me to see thçgp things 
clearly ; but I fear the people will not 
believe in them till they have actually 
arrived. And yet how can they fail to 
read the signs of the times ? Look at 
the great temperance revival sweeping 
over the country. It means that there 
is somethmg in the air that stimulates 
men and women to a strange exaltation 
of the moral faculties. We see the same 
tiling intensified in North Carolina, in 
the region where the earthquake is shak­
ing the country. History tells us that 
these spiritual disturbances are closely 
connected with the unknown force that

Çroduces the earthquake and the volcano.
ho earthquake is close at hand, and it 

will surpass that which terrified the 
people in 1775. The breaking out of a, 
volcano in North Carolina may probably 
avert to some extent the ruin that is 
otherwise impending, but, nevertheless, 
our whole Atlantic seaboard is to be 
shaken to its foundation* and New York 
city is to be destroyed, either by the 
earthquake or the equally terrible tidal

The pestilence will follow the earth- 
qmke. Before the summer is over the 
cholera will stalk through the crumbling 
ruins of our seaboard cities. It is com­
ing, and no precaution of quarantine will 
be able to stay its march.

“ Though these things are the punish­
ment of a wicked nation, they will come 
through natural causes. The early spring, 
followed by a late frost, will cut off the 
crops. The subtle presence in the at­
mosphere of. a strange element connected 
with the earthquake will produce reli­
gious excitement. The poison let loose 
by the opening earth will breed the pes­
tilence. But let not people fancy that 
there is nota power that controls nature. 
The nation that forgets God will be 
chastised—whether by war or famine or 
earthquake or pestilence. We have 
fought Him and we shall be made to 
suffer. You scoff at me to-day as a re­
ligious fanatic. I summons you to meet 
me six mouths "hence. You will not 
scoff then, but you will comprehend the 
heavy burden that is laid upon the man 
who forsees these calamities in the near 
future, and know's that no power can 
stay them. ”

It was pur­
chased in L’Orignal, and evtry persôu 
who has eaten it has shown symptoms 

• of poistming. Tho other evening Dr. 
Hall wa5 called to visit two children who 
had eaten some of it ; they were suffer­
ing severely, but he administered an 
antidote iu time to save their lives. 
Last Sunday a child died from eating 
some of this sugar. The attention of 
the authorities has been called to the 
matter. It is supposed the sugar was 
boiled in copper kettles and allowed to 
stand long enough for verdigris to become 
jawed with it.

It was also resolved, that as a large 
i (number of teachers are likely to be pre­
ssent, Dr. Sangster be invited to hold a 
Teachers’ Institute during the 5th and 
following (lays, and that Mr. Boyle, of 
Elora, communicate at once with Dr. 
Sangster in reference to the proposed 
Institute.

As Rev. Jas. Kilgour, P. S. I., has 
kindly consented to grant the teachers 
in his division of the county a holiday, 
should Dr. Sangster find it convenient to 
hold an Institute in Fergus, it is hoped 
that as many teachers as possible will 
avail themselves of the advantage-of at­
tending lectures which have been re­
ceived with so much enthusiasm in al­
most every county throughout the Pro­
vince.—Com.

Thé Fastest Steamer in the World. 
—Such is the title claimed by her build­
ers, in England, for a boat they haw 
just built to tho order of the Govern­
ment of India, for service in tho Orissa 
canals. The dimensiôus of this extra­
ordinary little vessel are:—Lergth 87 
feet ; beam, 12 feet ; draught of water 
3 feet 9 inches. Tho speed contracted 
for was 20 statute miles per hour. The 
hull, the working parts of the engines, 
and the propellers (Thorncroft’e patent) 
arc of Bessemer steel, and tho woodwork 
of teak. The official trial of'the boat was 
made on the 14th ult., under the in­
spection of Col. Haig, It. E., Chief En­
gineer of the Bengal Irrigation Works, 
and the results were :—With tide, 25.- 
08 miles per hour ;a against tide, of 24.61 
miles per he ur. In another official trial, 
subsequently, it was shown that the boat 
could keep up a speed of 22 miles per 
hour without losing steam. These 
speeds are extraordinary enough in them­
selves, but when it is considered that 
they are attained by a boat only 87 feet 
long, they become absolutely wonderful, 
and far beyond anything yet accom­
plished.

The General Assembly of the Canada 
Presbyterian Church, will be held in Ot­
tawa on Tuesday next, in Knox.Church. 
The Kirk Synod will meet at tho same 
time in St. Andrew’s Church. It is al­
together likely that a union between tho 
two Presby terian churches will be effect­
ed during their meeting.
