Dominion RMail Summary,

Our Canadian files are to the 6th April,
but do not eontain very much news calcala«
ted to interest our readers. Dr Shultz, of
Red River fame, had reached Oiutawa., He
was accompanied by Mr McVicars. They
escaped from the settlement by crossiog Lake
Winnipeg at Fort Abeicrombie, theoce to
Duluth tbey traveled vn snow-shoes, guided
by Indians. They thus performed a peril-
ous journey of 500 miles. Mr Charles Mair
and Mr J J Setter, the latter an intelligent
balf-breed, bad also arrived at Ottawa for the
purpcse of making representations to the
Government concerning the condition of
aflairs, and more espeeia'ly the santiments
of the Portage people, Tbey left the Port-
age ok the 22d February, aod had a fearful
trip. Mr Better states that bitherto the
people of the Portage have lived under an
independent Government, but Riel bas lately
ceerced them into a state of subservieney
to the Provisional Government which, how-
ever, they entirely repudiate. The people
of the Portage find great fault with the
Scotch settlers on accomnt of the apathy
which they showed during the late risiog
for the resocus of the prisaners beld at Fort
Garry, and it would seem that there was
some oollusion between them and Riel, as
they kept bim well posted en all the moves-
meots of Boaltoo’s party, Reg:rding Scotr,
who was exeeuted by the so-called Provi-
sional Goveroment for violating his parole,
Mr Setter stutes that he was tried by seven
Fronch baif-breeds, whe conducted the pro-
ceedings entirely in their own language, so
that the poor fellow bad no idea (f what
was going on oor did be unierstand a word
that was said. He was bliodfolded and
takes ou' 1n tront of Fort Garry, where he
was shot at by three men who did their work
io sueh a buongling and bruta! manner that
he was not killed, but was taken up by bis
inhaman execuiors agd placed in his coffin
where be lay wri hing in helpless agony for
a whole bour, until death terminated his suf-
ferings, This act bas created ao intense feel-
ing in the settlewent, and no man now feels
his life safe for & single minute in the hands
of the detested ruffian to whem they
render an unwilling allegiauce. William
Dease, the man who offered to Governor
McTavish 600 men when the rising of the
Freneh half-breeds was first talked of, but
whose ofter was rejeeted, was arrested by
36 mounted soldiers of Riel, sent after Lynch
and Dreever, who it was supposed were
ledging with bim. They did not remain
with Dease, however, but stayed all night
at the bouse of one of Riei’s warmest frieads.
The reason of Dease’s arresi is said to be
friendlinees be showed to the Toronte Special
Correspondent. Riel can muster from 400
to 500 men, armed with first elass rifles and
all excellent shets, accustomed to. prairie
shooting, Messrs Mair and Setter Yave both
left their families at the Portage, and the
