Of
this. amount Prince Albert district was
allowed $14,713, while Assiniboia and
Saskatchewan  were granted $115,000.
The sum of $6,966 was appropriated for
the relief of distressed settlers at Prince
Albert and Batoche. The government
agents distributed at’ Regina alone 15,000
bushels of ‘seed, including 5,660 bushels
wheat, 9,360 oats, and 600 barloy.

In the House, Mr. Edgar introduced an
act to-amend the Election Act, providing
for heavier paper for ballots, connrmmg
the right of deputies and poll clerks to
vote and limiting the practice of issuing
certificates to voteas agents.
