TALK WITH A LION-TAMER.

How He Acquires Complete Mastery Over
His Savage Pets.

The lion-tamer was a highly intel};-
gent young man, who, born in the
United States, went to Gérmany in his
youth. In Hamburg he associated with
a leading firm, the Jamrach of Ger.
many, and so, having animals in hig
charge, became familiar with handling
them. Traveling for the business, he
made frequent visits to Africa and Asiy
collecting ‘animals. In a commercia]
sense, considering lions and tigers ag
cattle to be bought.and sold, he became
thoronghly acquainted with their ways
and instinets. Certainly it was the only
school where such quiet mastery over
savage animals could be acquired.

“It is a very long business,” said Mr,
Daring to a writer in Harper’s Weekly.
“*all my animals have been two years
in training. Why, it takes two months
to make a lion £it in a chair and stay
there. I can not vaunt general intell;-
gence in lions; it is rather individual
J have had some five young lions,
guperb in body, that had no brains,
Not wicked or cross, but simply stupid.
It was a tendency to forget to-morrow
all that had béen acquired for months
before. But I can’t always tell. Leo
is my best pupil. He never was ugly,
but once 1 gave him up and sent him off,
he was s0 dull; then took him to school
again; and I know no lion second to him
now-in intelligence and docility. This
is the point. - A lion doesn’t want todo
things. He just doesn’t want to. Now
you must make him. Punish him and
you make him your enemy; afraid of
you, and he gets worse, no better. I
coax him, and talk to him in English,
for English is the best language for
command.  The see-saw: and the
velocipede are difficult trigcks. Not
one lion in a thousand can be
taught. to keep his balance. They
mostly tumble off. Perhaps in that
performance . their highest intelli-
gence is called into play. The
velocipede requires a careful lion,
and I have just the -right ome. It
is nice work to get the exact pose and
to keep it; but what gave me the most
trouble is the Ghariot performance. A
lion must have had an original con-
tempt for that kind of business. Youn
sée I am busy harnessing up one lion
while the others are perfectly free. The
u'thls'beeng)make the rest of them
come up.of their own accord. For
“months I had one lion tearing round
alone and the rest scattered about.
Now they all come up to time. They.don’t
want to, but they must. It is patience,
kindness, making them not afraid of
me—for I am not afraid of them, that
has done the business. I have rehears-
als all the time, for the animals must
be constantly at work, so as not to for-
get. The whelps are coming on fast;
one, I think, shows great intelligence.
I feed eight pounds of beef a day for
the big ones and six for the smaller
ones, and they take their supper after
the performance.”

PAPER HORSE?HOES‘JJ
The Process by Which They Are Manu-
% factured.

The need of a more or less elastic
horseshoe has led fo many trials and
experiments, which, not resulting in
any thing ; has kept the
farrier’s art in the same old rut of
olden day. A new horseshoe has been
made in Germany, says the Age of
Steel, and it is comstructed of parch-
ment paper or a paper prepared by 2
saturation of oil, turpentine, etc., and
impénetrable to dampness or moisture.
Thin layers of such paper are glued
together until the desired thickness
necessary for the horseshoe is attained
‘by an agglutinant, which is indifferent
to the action of moisture, and which
will not get brittle when dry (especially
casein gum, chrome gelatine, copper
‘chromate,. ammonia, or a mixture of
Venetian turpentine). . The leaves of
such prepared paper can first be cut to
the desired form, and holes for nailing
on the paper be stamped through, and
the leaves glued together, one on top of
another. Then the shoe has to undergo
a very strong pressure, perhaps by 2
hydraulic press, is dried, and lastly
rasped and planed. The holes can be
bored in by boring machines similar %0
those used for brushes, instead of be-
ing stamped out. ‘The fastening of
these shoes ecan be done by nailing
through the holes bered or stamped, a8
above described, or by gluing with
bitumen, eacutchoue, or a mixture of
gum ammonia, emaulsion, one part;
gutta percha, two parts. The fact of
its getting®¥ough makes the paper
horseshoé a great advantage in prevent-
ing the slipping of the horse on smooth

The Pastoralists have entered into an
agreement among themselves, in which
they specify the conditions under which
they will give employment. By this agree-
ment they give every competent shearer from
twenty-four to thirty dollars & week and
his board. -~ This seems to be pretty liberal.

The Shearers’ Union, on the other band,
has drawn its rules with which its members
must comply in accepting work. The dif-
ference between. the employen conditions
and the shearers’ rules are said to be, ex-
cept in one particular, unimportant. A
union man must not accept work from. an
employer ‘who gives work to nen-uniop
men, while, as we bave already seen, the
employers assert their right to employ

whom they please, whether they are nnm
men or non-union men. ' The question, as
expressed by an able writer;on the ‘subject;
is: “Whether men should be free to con-
tract for work on terms offered by the
masters, or should be bound 0" work only
on union terms, subject, of course, "to union
interference.” In. a manifesto published
last Junuary by the Shearers’ Union Labor
says: * There is no quarrel ‘as' to the
terms of shearing.””
