The pickets 
closed in about the wagon and were at­
tacking the driver when a crowd of po­
lice arrived in a patrol wagon. After a 
brief fight the mob was dispersed.

L | from Zhitomir, the fruits of the 
anti-Jewish riots there are sixteen 

dead and over a hundred wounded, most­
ly Jews. Martial law was proclaimed 
at Zhitomir today. The city is filled with 
troops and order generally is restored, 
though individual cases of violence are 
still occurring and a renewal of rioting 
is feared Saturday evening and Sunday 
•next. Stores which have been barricad­
ed in fear of tumults are gradually re­
opening and ordinary life in the city is 
resuming. ;

The same private advices bring news 
of a further anti-Semitic outbreak in 
Gostynin, in the province of Warsaw, in 
which many Jews were injured and 
houses pillaged. No fatalities, however, 
are reported, but Jewish circles here fear 
further developments not only in Zhito­
mir and Gostynin, but also in other lo­
calities along the Polish frontier, where 
the Jewish element is numerous and the 
anti-Semitic sentiment is strong.

Official Account of Riots 
The official account of the Zhitomir 

tumult assigns the origin of the rioting 
to an encounter between a party of 
Jews who were boat riding and some 
roughs on the bank of the river. The 
latter stoned the Jews, who defended 
themselves with revolvers, wounding sev­
eral of the attacking party, but not ser­
iously. Reports of the encounter quickly 
spread, arousing the Christian populace 
to frency. The Jews also banded togeth­
er for mutual protection, and though a 
general encounter was prevented by the 
troops, several minor riots occurred, in 
one of which a Jewish boy was killed 
and several other persons were wounded.

Pitched Battle Results 
The disorder culminated on May 7 in 

"a pitched battle between Jews and Chris­
tians in the public square in the «centre 
of the city. Simultaneously there were 
collisions in several of the suburbs. The 
principal bloodshed occurred this day 
and the rioting assumed apparently an 
organized character. Finally the military, 
of which there were three regiments sta­
tioned in the town, intervened and dis­
persed the crowds, 
were made, including forty Christians.

Houses and Stores Plundered 
May 8 saw no renewal of fighting on a 

grand scale, but instead the rabble, div- 
all parti»*, plundered stores 

and houses where they could evade the 
^military, and committed several murders. 
Tuesday and Wednesday the events were 
comparatively unimportant, though plun­
dering and outrages occurred. The regu­
lar garrison of three infantry regiments 
ha a been augmented by a battery of artil­
lery and a detachment of dragoons.

FOUR HUNDRED PEOPLE
PERISH IN TORNADO

TORNADO’S WIDESPREAD RUIN.

Twenty-six Known Dead at Marquette 
and Many Injured.

Marquette, Kansas, May 9.—When 
darkness fell upon this stricken city to­
night it was known that twenty-six 
lives had been lost in the tornado that 
wrecked part of Marquette early today 
and did much damage in this vicinity 
and that forty-four persons had been 
injured. Of the injured thirty-five were 
seriously hurt and some of them may 
die. During the day Carl Wamquist 
and Mrs. J. A. Carlson died of their in­
juries. Several of the others are suf­
fering from broken limbs and Internal 
injuries.

The list of known dead follows : Gus 
Anderson, Tillie Ellesson, Mrs. A. V. 
Anderson, Mrs. Elmer Hultgren, Blanch

MASSACRES ZHITOMIR.

Disorders Were Participated in Mostly 
by Roughs.

Kieff, May 10.—Reports of the anti- 
Jewish disorders at Zhitomir, which were 
chiefly confined to May 7, though begin­
ning the preceding day and continuing 
in form through May 8, indicate that 
they were participated in chiefly by 
roughs. The Associated Press is inform­
ed that the number of dead is eighteen, 
of whom thirteen were Jews, and three 
students. According to reports received 
at Kieff, Zhitomir has now been pacified, 
martial law has been declared, and 
a proclamation of the governor of Vol- 
hynia province has been published, warn­
ing citizens that any further exhibitions 
of disorder will be relentlessly put down. 
Reports that Jews were being massacred 
caused great excitement throughout the 
country districts. Many farmers from 
surrounding villages came to Zhitomir 
on May 8, attracted by reports of Jew 
baiting, and minor disorders and pillag­
ing occurred at Troyanoff, 15 miles dis­
tant. Reports received here attribute 
the beginning of the disorder to the mur­
der of Ohief of Police Kugaroff, but de­
clares that that crime was due to per­
sonal reasons and not connected with 
race hatred.

Five “white” schooners had 
an average of 167 skins—a total of 835 
skins. This, however, may not represent 
their total catch for several of the 
schooners shipped their coast catches 
home in mid-April, and in the remaining 
two weeks of the season off the Coast 
may have added to their takes, and the 
skins then taken will not be reported 
until the return from the year’s work in 
the autumn.

Of the coast fleet none of the vessels 
lost any of their complement, although 
the Eva Marie had several canoes broken 
when swept from her deck by heavy 
seas. One branded skin was taken. This 
is a relic of the barbarities practiced on 
the Pribyloffs some years ago by the 
United States government at the instance 
of Prof. David Starr Jordan, who ad­
vised the branding of seals by the Jor- 
dan-Farmer electrical brander.

CAPTURED WHEN 
SMUGGLING OPIUM

Rumor of Three 
Days Massacre was

Firemen of Steamer Ramona 
Has Contraband In Back of 

Specially - Made Vest.

Sensational Report Reaches 8t. 
Petersburg of Killing of 

Jews.
Seattle, May 8.—A. J. Doyle, a fire- 

man of .the steamer Ramona, 
caught smuggling opium into this 
country from British Columbia last 
night. Ten pounds of the drug was 
found on the man’s person, cleverly 
concealed in pockets arranged in the 
back of his vest. He admitted that 
he had smuggled opium before, and 
said his attempt to bring the drug into 
this country yesterday was his second 
offence.

Doyle was taken to the city jail after 
he was captured yesterday, and will be 
held there until given a hearing before 
a United States commissioner. The 
hearing will probably be called today. 
Doyl had worked as a fireman on Sound 
steamers for several years and until his 
arrest yesterday had never been sus­
pected of being a smuggler. The opium 
captured is worth $126 without the 
duty. The duty is now $6 a pound.

Customs Inspectors Knox and Hamel 
made the capture. They were on the 
lookout for smugglers when Doyle was 
seen leaving the steamer, nearly a half 
hour after the boat had landed. At first 
the officers did not suspect that Doyle 
had the contraband drug on his person, 
but as he walked away from the custom 
house men it was noticed that some­
thing was bulging out of the back of his 
overcoat.

One of the officers caught up with the 
man and placed him under arrest. 
When he was searched the opium was 
found.

He wore a black canvas vest, in the 
back of which were four compartments, 
each large enough to hold two and a 
half pounds of the opium in tael tins. 
The opium was marked as evidence and 
left at the police station.

—— started in a small way three years ago, 
2,202 established this season a central co-operat­

ive packing house. To this central point 
the members brought their apples ln bar­
rels which had been purchased through the 
organization. The apples were delivered in 
hayracks, the bottoms of which were well 
covered with hay, or ln spring wagons, and 
any found unfit for packing were returned. 
The various lots were not kept separate, 
but all the apples were graded as they 
came ln, and the proceeds divided among 
the members according to the quantity of 
eaeh grade they supplied. The expense 
of packing was from 10 to 15 cents a bar­
rel, which was less than the cost of 
packing ln the orchard. This year eight 
carloads of fruit were sold, including soft 
appleq, like Duchess and Astrachans, and 
for the entire lot prices ranged from $1.75 
to $2.20 a barrel on board cars at Walker- 
ton. The cost of barrels, packing, etc., 
had to be deducted from this, but without 
co-operation the apples would have been 
left to rot on the ground.

The Forest Association was organized 
last spring and has a membership of about 
100. This fall 38 cars of apples were 
shipped to the West, and realized an aver­
age of $1.90 for No. 1 and $1.55 for No. 2 
on board cars at Forest. The apples 
shipped were mostly Baldwins, Kings and 
Greenings, but Included all marketable 
varieties.

The association appointed Its 
own salesmen to handle the fruit ln the 
West. At first shipping from the orchards 
was tried, but it was soon found advisable 
to have two central packing houses. In­
stead of buying barrels the association 
bought the stock and had them made up, 
at a cost of about 28 to 30 cents, as com­
pared with 46 cents charged by coopers. 
The railroad and steamship companies 
have been found much readier than for­
merly to give proper transportation facili­
ties, and the results generally have been 
satisfactory to members, 
packing was about 14 cents per barrel, but 
about 6 cents of this was made up by the 
sale of culls, all of which were sent to the 
evaporator.

But tor these 
exceptional receipts 'the debt of the
country would to the two years follow­
ing upon the war have been Increased 
by over £4,692,000, The Statist, in 
dealing with the serious situation of 
the finances of the country, asks: Do 
the Government, the House of Com­
mons and the country realize that—

(1) We have paid off no debt since 
the war;

(2) We shall pay off no debt In the 
current year to March 81, 1906;

(8) We shall pay off no debt either 
In 1907-07 or to 1907-08 ?

In brief, do they realize that for six 
years after the close of a costly war, 
involving an enormous addition to our 
capital liabilities, the national revenue 
will not provide anything for reducing 
the debt of the country 7 Under these 
circumstances, the Statist asks: “Is it 
not proven that the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer and those responsible for 
the finances of this country are guilty 
of grave dereliction of duty in bringing 
In such Budgets as those which have 
been presented to Parliament In recent 
years ?”

The Statist then goes on to point out 
that the increase of £1,000,000 in the 
Sinking Fund for the current year is 
only equal to the estimated increase of 
£1,000,000 In the extraordinary ex­
penses. The Statist says It should be 
noted that this £1,000,000 has been 
reached by estimating for a growth In 
revenue which may not occur. Hence, 
as this sum may have to come out of 
the cash balance, there may be no real 
deduction of debt whatever In the cur­
rent year.

The Huntingdon Gleaner, in discussing 
remarks of the Hon. Mr. Fisher with 
respect to the réîàtion of the majority 
and minority schools in the Province, of 
Quebec, calls to mind a speech made by 
Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick.

Regarding Japan there exist statistics 

to which it Is possible to refer, as they do 
not exist In the case of China, either to 
support Mr. Irish’s contention or our own. 
These statistics show not only that the 
birth rate of Japan ls great, but, contrary 
to the fact in every great civilized coun­
try except Russia, that it Is Increasing. 
The birth rate of Japan has risen from 
26.8 to 32.7 in the last tiecade. It fol­
lows with tremendously significant close­
ness the first relief of population-pressure 
that Japan has known for centuries—relief 
by the opening up of Formosa, immigra­
tion to this country, and to the Asiatic 
mainland. For centuries the real poverty 
of the Japanese nation, isolated from the 
world as she was, was ef a nature of 
which we have no conception. A large 
part of the population was Insufficiently 
nourished. The inexorable pressure of such 
conditions kept down the birth rate. That 
the increased material prosperity of Japan 
following t' 
successful
crease in the birth rate by leaps * and 
bounds, is contrary to all experience. The 
fecundity of the yellow races is, we main­
tain, great. The actual birth rate is only 
checked by the pressure of poverty. Let 
that pressure be removed, and the birth 
rate will soar remarkably. Even as condi­
tions were in Japan, the increase in popu­
lation has amounted to 5,000,000 souls In 
the last dozen years. It should not be for­
gotten that, without immigration, the 
population of America would be decreas­
ing or at least stationary. Only twenty- 
four out of a hundred people In San Fran­
cisco were born of American parents. In 
the New England states the increase of 
population among the foreign bom is four 
times as great as among Native Americans.

ant suggestion that in view of the ex­
ceptional. circumstances whidh will ob­
tain at the Coast this year owing to the 
simultaneous holding of the Portland 
exposition aud the Dominion fair at 
New Westminster, the tourist associa­
tions of Victoria, Vancouver and New 
Westminster should unite for a special 
effort ■ to attract the maximum number 
of visitors to the Canadian cities this 
season. The article Is as follows ; 

i “The Lewis and Clark exhibition at 
Portland is expected to draw a very 
large number of tourists to the Pacific 
Coast, and it is anticipated—and not 
unreasonably—that many of these visit­
ors will extend their journey and come 
to British Columbia before turning their 
faces eastward. Seeing that there will 
be the Dominion exhibition this year at 
New Westminster, it is of more than 
ordinary Importance that nothing prac­
tical should be left undone to secure the 
realization of the anticipation to which 
we have referred. The tourist associa­
tions in the different Coast cities in the 
province are taking steps to attract 
visitors to {British Columbia. It seems 
to us that it would tend to economize 
effort, and make . it at the same time 
more efficient, if the Vancouver, Vic­
toria and New Westminster associations 
were to co-operate closely in regard to 
this matter and make a strong and 
united effort, instead of having three 
separate and necessarily weaker organ­
izations for the purpose. There is no 
clashing or conflict of interests between 
these three towns in regard to tourist 
travel, and it certainly seems to us that 
combined action is the method which 
should be followed in order to obtain 
the best results. Indeed, apart alto­
gether from the exceptional circum­
stances caused by the exhibition at Port­
land, and the effect it is likely to have 
in inducing travel to this Coast, it 
would seem that the closer and more 
intimate the relations between the differ­
ent associations, the greater and more 
satisfactory will be the results obtained. 
It does not require much consideration 
to see what great economies could be 
made in mamy directions by such an ar­
rangement and the greater effect that 
could at the same time be got by con­
centration and by the larger funds that 
would be available for any particular 
purpose.”

“Yes, but five really; two are old ves­
sels no better than the old battleships 
of the Japanese, the old Fuso and the 
old Chinese battleship Chin Yuen. The 
Knlaz SouvanVf, Orel, Alexander m„ 
Oslabya and Bordodlno are good ves­
sels; the Navarin and Slssoi Veliky are 
not so good.”

Speaking of the destruction of the 
vessels of the Port Arthur squad­
ron, he told of the regrettable 
mlx-up because of mistaken sig­
nals during the battle of August 10, 
which ended so disastrously. After It 
the Russian vessels ran back Into Port 
Arthur harbor and remained until they 
were destroyed by the fire of the Japa­
nese mortars from Osaka.

"It was a terrible fire that those big 
guns sent with wonderful precision on 
the fleet in Port Arthur harbor,” he 
said. “My vessel, the Pobelda, was 
struck with no less than thirty 11-lnch 
shells from those mortars and was bad­
ly wrecked. However, the day before 
the surrender, we exploded our turrets, 
wrecked our engines and made the ves­
sel a total wreck, 
saved.”

JOHN BENTLEY.Steamer Pleiades of the Boston Tugboat 
Company, loading at Seattle was threat­
ened with destruction on Monday evening 
by a fire which started In her 
cotton cargo. As it is, It is thought that 
the ship is unharmed and that the lose water, 
will be confined to that portion of the cot­
ton which was between decks 
part of the Pleiades, where the fire origin­
ated.

Her hatches were battened down 
and covered with a small amount of lum­
ber, a fact which occasioned a short delay 
to the firemen in getting water on the fin*.

Paris, May 9.—The arrival in Paris 
today of Paul Gambon, the French am­
bassador in London, following his confer­
ence with Foreign Secretary Lansdowne 
will probably permit the authorities here

neutrality. Thus far only representa­
tions have been made from Great Bri­
tain, but it is gathered that informal 
ralks between omciai* in London and 
Paris have permitted the British officials 
:o use friendly counsels with both sides 
towards preventing the controversy from 
assuming an acute form. Premier Bou­
vier, Foreign Minister Delcasse and Co­
lonial Secretary elemental are acting to­
gether in the adoption of various mea­
sures to secure the observance of neu­
trality. Admiral Touch a rd, chief of the 
naval staff, holds frequent conferences 
with MM. Rouvier and Delcasse relative 
to orders to the French squadron in the 
Far East. The officials have done their 
utmost, and are holding Admiral Dejon- 
quieres and other officials in Indo-China 
personally responsible for the execution 
of their orders. .

preat strike still raging in Chicago. The 
trouble began, he explains, about nine 
mouths ago, when the union tailors 
struck for higher wages, and lost—being 
discharged and having their places taken 
by others, non-unionists. The strike 
was a failure.

Then the Federation of Labor stepped 
m, realizing that a win would have to 
be scored or the status of union labor 
in Chicago would be very much im­
paired. To precipitate a decisive battle 
it was decided to declare a sympathetic 

. Jtrike of the teamsters employed by 
Montgomery, Ward & Co., the largest 
mail order house in the United States, 
and the firm employing the greatest 
number of teamsters in the city of Chi­
cago.

The employing firm promptly engaged 
other teamsters and asked police protec­
tion, some 300 officers being placed at 
their disposal. No trouble arose and 
the strike continued half-heartedly for 
three weeks or so, at the end of which 
time the Federation officials recognized 
that the strike was threatened with col­
lapse. They thereupon waited upon 
Montgomery, Ward & Co. with an offer 
to call off the campaign. The firm de­
clined to discuss the matter, and would 
not take back the strikers.

The war was then carried further, a 
strike being ordered of all teamsters 
coming in contact in any way with the 
merchandise handled by the ffrm. 
brought out no fewer than 5.000 team­
sters. and coincidentally the Employers*
Association was formed, with the object 
Çf meeting the force of organized union­
ism with similar organization by the 
employers. The next move in the game 
was the organization of the Employers’ 
learning Co., a corporation under the 
laws of the state of West Virginia, duly 
licensed to do business in Illinois. This 
company obtained an injunction from a 
» ni ted States judge, prohibiting strikers 
or others from interfering in any way 
with the wagons or their drivers.

RAILROAD MEN’S ITINERARY.INVESTIGATION
IS DEMANDED

a

The Merchants’ Service Guild of Can­
ada, which includes the foremost ship­
masters of British Columbia ports, :s 
destined to make itself an important fac­
tor in pressing claims of its members and 
marine men generally upon the attention 
of the authorities. It has recently sys­
tematized and forwarded to the Minis­
ter of Marine for investigation a com­
plaint which on its face appears almost 
too sensational to be within the pale ef 
the helieveable. And yet members and 
officers of the Guild assert that evidence 
of direct character has been transmitted 
with the request for inquiry, which per­
mits of no other course than thorough 
and searching investigation, and ade­
quate punishment in the event of the 
charge being sustained.

In the current issue of the Guild Gaz­
ette, published in this city, which is the 
official organ of the shipmasters’ asso­
ciation, the matter of complaint is refer­
red to in very specific terms. The in­
vestigation is sought with respect to the 
action of one Capt. Bonser, late master 
of the steamer Hazleton, operated on 
the Skeena river, whom Capt. Johnson, 
of the rival river steamer Mount Royal, 
charges with paving deliberately, and 
with malice, run his vessel into the 
Mount Royal, with the purpose of injur­
ing the latter craft. Capt. Johnson 
claims that he is able to establish by 
reputable witnesses:

1. That Bonser threatened hostilities 
before the act complained of;

2. That Bonser boasted of his achieve­
ment after the act;

3. That Bonser purposely ran oat of 
his course to ram the Mount Royal;

4. That Bonser rammed the steamer 
Ramona on the Fraser river in the same 
wanton manner;

5. That he suggested to a member of 
the crew the tampering with an aid to 
navigation so as to bring to grief a rival 
boat.

The Guild has asked that a commis­
sion be appointed to examine into the en­
tire matter; and it these charges be sus­
tained, or any of them, that Bonser’s 
certificate be cancelled.

On Higher Criticism
In opening his afternoon lecture upon 

“Higher Criticism,” Rev. Dr. Milligan 
defined the difflerence between “Higher” 
and other criticism. Higher criticism 
simply meant a judgment passed upon 
the literature rather than the text of 
Scripture. Criticism first meant judg­
ment. Everything had its day of judg­
ment when-, the chaff is burned up. 
Thought always began emperically; 
there was astrology before astronomy. 
A science ef literature is the comiug 
science. Superstition and error grow up 
with truth for centuries and then there 
comes a discriminating periad.

Life antecedes literature. There was 
Abraham before there was a Bible. The 
heavenly germ implanted in man is the 
principal thing. The age of the 
riarchs, showed that the truth of 
was borne in upon men. Israel was far 
ahead of Babylon in the religion 
eciousness. Abraham realized the uni­
versality ot God; therefore he was pre­
pared to go, but not knowing whither 
he went, for there was only one deity, 
the El-Shaddai. Ethical import was 
sternly insisted on. The genius of re­
vealed truth showed itself in the naming 
of Jehovah by Moses—as setting forth 
the one from whom all life is derived.

Superstition dies hard, and even in 
our day there were remnants of pagan­
ism in our civilization. Eternal usages 
were fitted to educate the people in right 
living. The prophetic is the main aim 
of- Jewish history. The Old and New 
Testaments only differ dispensationally, 
not essentially. The ceremonial was 
intended to whet the peoples’ appetite 
for a higher conception. The traditions 
which are common to Babylonia and Is­
rael differ in their content; for in the 
one there is idolatry; in the other mono- 
latry. Jehovah redeemed Israel at the 
Red Sea and claimed their allegiance. 
Faith in scripture means the supremacy 
of Jehovah to every other interest.

The genius of the religion is one and 
the same, though being different in its 
manifestation. The Salvation Army and 
Robertson of Brighton all believed in 
Christianity, but their expression of it is 
very different.

The priesthood of eicredotaiism can 
never be the priesthood of a prophetic 
religion. David was singled out for his 
saintliness of penitence. God raised np 
scribes as well as soldiers. The docu­
mentary nature of the Pentatench has 
been fully proved.
