RONTO TROUBLEKS.

The Coopers, the Carpenters and the Cris-
pin Meetings Yesterday—News from
Other Labor Centres—Information for
Workingmen.

No settlement of the Jabor difficulities in
this city has yet been reached, The men
are holding their own. ' Below is & report of
the meetings and incidents of yesterday :

THE CRISPINS.

The boot and shoe makers met ye¢sterday
afternoon in the hall, corner of Bond and
Shuter streets, - for the purpose of taking
some action with regard to the trouble at
present existing between the employers and
their female operatives. Mr.” M. Derham
occupied the chair, and trom his precise and
business-like manner it was evident he was
no stranger to such a position. As there
were men present from different shops quite
a discussion as to the atate of affairs in the
trade generally took place, and the temor
of which was that every effort should be
made to ensure success to the efforts of the
young women, both with regard to gaining
the tariff asked for and perpetuating the
women'’s union. All held that their suc-
cess or failure would have a bearing more
or less on the prospects of the Crispins’ as-
sociation, and it was moved and seconded

¢ That the men working in the shops re-
main out until the troubles between the
female employes and the employers are ad-
jusited.”

Mr. Cooper, of the firm of Cooper &
Smith, having arrived, in answer to an invi-
tation to be present, and being acjuainted
with the action taken by the meeling, ad-
journed to an adjoining room where he met
alarge deputation of the young women's as-
sociation.

Mr. Giblin, who has been indefatigable in
the interests of the girls, introduced Mr.
Cooper. In°doing so he took occasion to
make a clear and succinct statement of the
girls’ demands and the steps taken by them
to draw the employers into an acknowledy-
‘memt of the justice of their demands as well
as of their crganization.

rance of what they had done, deprecated
strikes and their haste. He was paying more
than the others employers, the number of
working hours beiny tuken into considera-
tion. No matter what the other employers
may succeed in doing towards a reduction
of the tariff asked by the young women,
he would still continue his present rates.
he thought girls ought to be paid a suffi-
cierit wage to enable them to live at least
comfortably. He thought something ought
to lie done towards arbitration so that an
end might be put to the present difficulty,
after contrasting’ the effect of the ta-
riff ms asked, in his business, with a like
result in othér houses under their system,
he said the effect would be out of all pro-
portion. He concluded by again reiterat-
ing that he thought the girls acted rather
hastily.
Mr. Giblin responded by saying that
they had acted fairly throughout, but what
other course was left tobut strike when they
were not accorded even the courtesy of a
reply in any shape. The girls’ society
had submitted a tariff and
if, on arbitration, any item was found too
high the matter could be remedied. They
(the girls) were ready to hold out the olive
branch, not through any feeling of failure
of sucsess on their part, but rather to show
that their demands could stand an impartial
criticism.
After some further statements made by
some of the girls themselves as to the
wages they were earning, and also a state-
ment that Mr. Hamilton held that $4 or
84 50 was wages good enough for any op-
erator, no matter how hard her work, it
was moved and seconded that Mr. Cooper
be empowered, without detriment to his
position, to interview the other employers
with the object of having arbitrators ap-
pointed by the contending parties for the
settlement of the exisuing differences. 'L'he
resolution was carried.
On returning to the Crispin’s meeting
Mr. Cooper was called upon for a speech,
and was 1eceived with rounds of applause.
He said, ¢ Mr. Chairman and gentlemen, 1
have just been appemted to perform ano-
ther duty, and will only say that finding
myself among so many fellow-craftsmen
briugs vividly to my mind reminiscences
of some thirty or thirty-five years ago,”
and then amid renewed applause left the
Lall in furtherance of his mission.
The chairman then called on Mr. D. J.
0’Donoghue to say a few words, and that
geatleman on coming forward was warmly
received. He said he was glad to find that
the boot and shoe makers were taking an
active and honorable stand in behalf of
the young women’s organization. The
sucecess of the young women operatives 1o
their demand for justice was sincerely wish-
ed for by all trade-unionists, and by none
moie so than by the members of the typo-
graphical union, of which he was proud to
be  member.  Hedilated ab length on
the advantages of organization for the at-
taimmnent of justice for the laboring masses,
and trusted that ihe result of the mission
of Mr., Cooper—whom he had heard on
more than one  occasion to be
an honest and upright man—would lead to
a satistactory termination.

THE CARPENTERS. .

The carpenters met yesterday morning as
usual at Temperance hall, & good attend-
ance being present. The officers were pre-
sent and the secretary said there were some
interesting reports to make.

A member in the hall sgid one of the
characteristics of the employers was that
they did not tell the truth. - He had gone
to see about a small job that had been
advertised and had been told by the boss
that -he would pay him §1 50 per day.
The member said he wouldn’s work for less
than 2 50 per day. The boss said he could
no, afford to pay that rete as he had made
the contract in January. ‘The member
knew this to be false. .

The secretary said a report was going the
rounds that a letter had been sent to the
workmen at Coleman’s, on Hayter street,
threatening that if they did pot quit work
they would get their heads smashed. The
chairman said the truth—if any—of this
statement could be easily, verified by the
alleged letter being producéd and proving it
to be genuine.

It was reported that at one place on On-
tario street the employer locked the shop
doors when he saw the pickets coming.
The president, Mr. Moore, said that if
the men would wait after the formal meet-
ing was over, he thought arrangements
could be made for watching every shop and
job in the town, and be thought
that by this means every man could
be got out by Wednesday, and this
was all that was wanted to finish the
strike. He read a paragraph in the Globe
which said that twenty-five carpenters and
twenty-five stone masons had arrived yes-
terday. This was not true for the pickets
who knew about the matter could tell
them that there were only three of each of
these trades. A gentleman had spoken to
him and said he was surprised at the order-
1y conduct of the men. He certainly thought
they were deserving of credit. He was
of the opinion that Withrow & Hillock’s
shop would be closed if they succeeded in
getting the men out. One of the employers
amed Honeycomb had been distinguishing
Limself by using abusive language towards
the men. The men should not take up such
insults too quickly, as they, the same as
other citizens, would have the protection of
the law.

A member arose and said that he was the
man reported as having said that he could
thump any six men. He had said this in
the way of a joke, and outside of this he
was here this morning at any rate.  This
was received with cheers,

The chairman, in resuming, said that the
men had done well ; it required more cour-
age to come out and join the ‘s ikers than
to.thump half a dozen men an ash ever
so many heads.

We wish to record our entire disapproval
ot the practice so prevalent in.our trade of
working overtime, which we believe to be
the main cause of keeping wages at their
present low ebb, as well as being injurious
to the moral, intellectual and physical being
of all coopers, collectively n.mf individually.
We desire o pledge ourselves that for the
future our hours of labor shall not exceed
ten hours each day, and that we will use
every reasonable and honorable effort to fix
the tariff so as to make the average rate of
wages for an honest day’s work not less
than $2 per day of ten hours. We have
pleasure in assuring our. fellow-workman of
other callings of our entire sympathy -with
them in their struggle for a fair'day’s wages
for a fair day’s work, and hope that time as
it flies by will be fruitful in kni‘ting all
who labor to live more closely together in
the common cause of brotherhood and bu-
manity.

After a number had enrolled their names
and became members of the society, it
was moved, seconded and carried nnani-
mously :

That this meeting of coopers record their
disapproval of the biased action of the
Telegram towards trades-unionists as being
uuworthy of a public print, and pledge
themselves not to take it or patronize any of
those who advertise in it.

Sir John Maecdonald Answered—Speeches
of Mr. Scallon and Hon. Mr. Mercier—
An Enthusinstic Gathering.

MoONTREAL, April 12.

: The first annual banquet of the Cinb Na-
tional at the Windsor to-night was a most
enthusiastic and successful affair. About
}50 Freuch Canadians citizens were preseat,
including 2 number of prominent members
of the legal profession.

MR. WM. SCALLON,

In his opening speech he said that Hon.
E.dward Blake, at a banquet given
him here sometimje ago, opened the
question of ‘Canndiu‘ i_ndepndence
by showing the present anomalous position
of Canadians as subjects of the Queen, sub-
jects that is of the imperial parliawent.

The iliness of the Emperor William of
Germany can hardly, in the course «f na-
ture, have any but one event. But s‘u-ul:|
the catastrophe be-once more postpo ed it
canrot be for long. The emperor i. cou-
siderably more than eighty years. of age,
lﬁ(i it is no secret that his health, both
physically and mentally, is falling.

We have spoken of his deathas a catas-
trophe. We believe it would be. The
great probability is that it would h:sten
inevitable conflict between Russia and Gur-
many. That conflict, when it comes, will
terminate in the victory of Germauy &s
surely as the rising of the sun, and the
victory of Germany means the triumph of
one of the most liberal of peoples over one
of the densest déspotisms on the fuce of
the earth. But nevertheless it will be a
catastrophe—not alone to the originators
of the quarrel, but to most of the na ion-
alities of the old world. It may be that
liberty can be secured only by bloodshed,
but bloodshed is still a calamily.

It is notorious that the present czar has
been the foe of the Germans ever since he
could read and write, More than once
while he was czarevitch, his father was ob-
liged to restrain his impetuous outbursts
against the Germans, and it is said now that
only his respect for the age and relation-
ship towards him of the Emperor William,
prevents an open rupture of official rela-
tions. In this view of the case, the czar's
fervent hope for the preservation of the em-
peror’s life may be taken as a significant
hint ' that the longer William lives, the
longer war will be avoided.

On the other hand, Bismarck has recent-
ly shown that the vaticivations of the pro-
phets, so far as his relations with the crown
prince of Germany are concerned, are
baseless. These gentlemen, in and
out of the press, have been sug-
gesting for years that the schemes
by which Bismarck proposed to in-
volve Russia in a war with Germany and
Austria, were counteracted by the influence
of the future emperor, but is now known
that the chancellor has won over the crown
prince to his way of thinking, not only by
the admirable manner in which he has stat-
ed the case, but by a stroke of diplomacy—
the invitation of Frederick William to par-
ticipate in all eouncils that affected the wel-
fare of the empire. ~The coming sovereign
is as much disposed to distrust Russia as
was Napoleon when he said : *‘ Graitez le
Russe, et vous trowverez le Tartare.” No-
body of any weight in Berlin pretends to
think otherwise than that General Skobeleff
has the ¢zar’s private ear, and everybody in
Berlin is preparing accordingly for the fight
that must assuredly come.

Whom will it involve ?

Germany and ‘Austria are bornd, thanks
to the far-seeing diplomaoy of the German
chancellor, in an alliance offensive and de-
fensive from which there is no escape, and
from which neither would desire to.escape
in the emergency which the alliance was
entered into to confront. But these alone
will not be the parties to the quarrel.
French literature, French oratory, French
journalism, the French stage and French
politics teem with the spirit of revenge, and
signs are not wanting that an understand-
ing between France and Russia has alrkady
been arrived at, probably through the me-
dium of Skobeleff himself. Again, the
spies of Ignatieff have discovered (' :ta
secret treaty exist« betweem Germ::. and
Sweden, in- pursuance of which the latter
power is to lend her fleet to the former in
the event of war.

Of course, the kaledoscopic character of
European politics. forbids anything like a
correct picture of the entanglements to
which such a war would giverise. Sup-
posing  Russia, Germany, Austria and
France, or the three former alone, to be
pitted against each other on the field of
battle, complications must arise among
other nations which will render the war
one of the most terrible th': hlood-stained
plains of the old Europca countries have
ever seen.

SCOTLAND’S HOME RULE PROGRAM.

It was only a few weeks ago that Mr.
Gladstone let fall a significant intimation
that the advocates of local self-government
had not yet put forward a practi-able
scheme. The statement was not unca'ural-
ly construed “as an invitation, to which,
curiously enough, the first reply comes not
from Ireland, but from Scotland, Tke con-
vention of the Scotish burghs, now sitting
at Edinburgh, has, it seems, unanimously
adopted a resolution in favor of home rule,
and the plan outlined for the application of
this principle deserves careful attention.

At first sight the promptitude with which
Scotchmen have taken the premier’s hint is
surprising, for they are commonly supposed
to- be well content with the wotking of the
existing imperial system. The superiority
of their position both in law and fact to that
occupied by Irishmen caonot, indeed, be
gainsaid. Not only were an absolute
equality of commercial privileges, the es-
tablishment of their national church and
the maintenance of their own courts of law,
assured to them by the organic sct of union,
but in practice all parliamentary legislation
relating specially to S¢otland has been re-
ferred to the preliminary approval of the
Scotch contingent in the commons and the
sixteen Scotch representative peers in the
upper house.

It is evident, therefore, that Scotland’s
grievance is not identical with that of which
Irshmen complain ; but that there is &
grievance, for which home rule is believed
to offer a remedy, sceems clear enough from
the action of the burgh convention. The
meaning of the demonstration is, not that
Scottish affairs are arbitrarily regulated by
Englishmen—for such, as we have seen, is
not the case—but that the relatively few
Scottish delegates in the British parliament
are not fairly representative of the Scottish

people. |
The plan of the buigh convention pro-

vides that all the laws pussed by the &:otch
assembly shonid be ** subject to the veto of
parliament and of the \erown.” The sug-
gestion may look simple and innocent, but
it is really big with revolutionary menace to
the present constitntion of the United King-
dom. *! Veto of the crown”—does this mean
that after a Scotch statute had been ruified
by the two houses of theimperial legisia ure,
it could still be nullified by an interposi-
tion of the executive f It can mean uoth-
ing else, for otherwise the burg convention
would have confined itself to designating
the veto power of parliament. To recusci-
tate, however, the crown's veto power,
which by long desuetude has shrunk into a
legal fiction, would be too serioasly cripple
the authcrity of the two houscs of ' parlia-
ment, which has long been virtually omni-
potent, and would seem to all friends of
representative government a long step
backward. It would, indeed, be a long
step backward, unless the principle of an
hereditary monarchy were abandoned, and
the revived veto power confided to an elec-
tive executive.

Takiog this latter view the New York
Sun says : ““ We ourselves believe that local
self-government is as rightfufifind necessary
in the United Kingdom as in the United
States; but we would have the advocates
of the principle look its consequences
squarely in the face. The more closely the
practical results of home rule are scrutiniz-
ed, the more clearly they will 'be seen to in-
volve the adoption of a written corstitu.
tion, the establishment of an independent
judiciary, and the downfall of the heredi-
tary monarchy—°  'iort, the substitution
in Great Britain uud I[reland of the presi-
dential for the parliamentary form of gov-

ernment.”

THE GLOBE'S CONSISTENOY.

The Globe some days ago quoted what
it alleged was an article that had appeared
in the Peterboro’ Review a few'yearsago,
and which, compared with the present ut-
terances of that journal, showed a discredit-
able want of consistency on the tariff issue.

The Review retorts that the article ap-
peared fwelve years ago, and that in quot-
ing it the Globe had designedly omitted the
closing and opening paragraphe, which mo-
dified the parts quoted. The Review says
further, that much less than twelve years
ago the Globe lauded the senate to the skies,
now it abuses the senate and its members.
It is much less than twelve months ago that
the Globe was calling the manufacturers
extortioneis and robbers, who were growing
rich on their ill-gotten gains, while now it
is declaring that they are being ruined by
the tariff. But there is no need to go back
even for twelve days. The current issues
of the Globe, contradict each other daily.
Farmers are told that the N. P, lowers the
prices of their producé, housekeepers are
told that it raises them ; the manufacturers
are injured by it, and so on.

And only two weeks ago when the prin-
ters asked Mr. Brown for an advance in
their wages he told them that they were
making more money than ever, though in
his paper he told them, and now tells them,
they are being ruined by the N. P.

THE TWO MUD THROWERSE.

Just n :.w the Mail and Globe are engaged
in throwing mud at Mr. Blake and Sir John
Macdonald respectively.

The (ilobe began it by saying that there
is still *‘ grave concern about the Premier’s
health.”

GLOBE AND MAIL QUACKERY,

(From the Emerson International.)
“The Torento World scores a good point
agaiust Gordon Browd, of the Globe, in
counection with -his recent action towards
the journeymen printers who wanted an in-
crease of wages. ‘' Mr. Brown,” says The
World, “received the deputation that wait-
ed upon him by telling them that they
never made such big wages as they are now
getting. He had the books gone over and
asserted that whereas the average earnings
of & compositor ten years ago was $9, they
now earn $14. The printers, he said, were
now in clover ;: they were getting lots of
‘fatads’ and things were booming.”

By way of contrast to this statement The
World gives what may be called the essence
of the Globe editorials :

¢ There (in the Globe, that is,) Mr.
Brown, as the wrecker of his party, tell:
the workingmen that the N. P. is rwning
them; that a dollar now doesn’t go balf as
far as fifty cents used to go; and that they
are being ground down by monopolists

The utter incongruity between Gordon
Brown the partisan, and the same gentle-
man as an employer of labor is very strik-
ing and forms another illustration of By-
ron’s distich :

THE MAINE LAW.

(From the Kingston Whig.)

The New York Sun is giving the subject
consideration, and its re%resentutives, who
have been spyiug about in the larger cities
and towns of Maine, find that prohibition
has not decreased pauperism and crime, but
rather that these have increused at a per-
centage more than ten times the percentage
of increase in the population., The assertion
is a bold one, and the inference intended to
be drawn is that. the suppression of the
liquor traffiz has not helped morality, but
immorality. The position cannot be forti-
fied by facts. Repeatedly crime has been
excused on the ground that it has been
committed while some unfortunate person
has been under the influence of liquor. We
hope the idea will not gain grouad that men
have offended becanss they had not liquor
to molify them. Crime mad be onthe in-
crease in Maine, but the cause of it must be
sought beyond the present prohibitory law.

asking in these hard times, and in this
highly taxed city," for ‘'$160,000 to expend
on waterworks, which have cost us
$2,500,000 up to date, and for which we
voted last year $55,000 (supposing it the
last to be given) to extend the water pipes
into the lake. This extension (under Mr.
Borutead) has not as yet been done, and
as yet we have not got pure lake water,
When are we to have it ?

: Will the Globe, which is always slander-
ing the ‘ Toronto property owner’s associ-
auon,” tell us?

1t is very easy for this abusive news-
paper to speak against that association, but
will it show us what we ought to do ?

If this large sum is to be voted for there
must be some urgent need, or we must
have so much money that we can easily
give it, Neither of these-is trne. We
have a “reservor with a little - repairing
quite sufficient to supply Toronto for many
years. We have two engines ‘quite suffi-
cient to pump all the water required for
fire if properly used. We have a water
system that ought to pay for itself, not to
cost us, asl believe it does, abcut §100,000
more than it makes. It ought to be self
sustaining. - There is a faulc somewhere,
and many think it is in the wanagement
and in theengineer,

We will be called upon probably to vote
at Jeast $200,000 to repair our wasting
island shores. We will be called upon to
pay for new sewers and new block pave-
ments under the rale of Mr. John Turner,
who seems to have got the law now to suit
his ambition about block paving. We see
every department of our civic service in-
creasing in its expenditure,

Is thisthen & time to vote money for no
urgent matters ?—for a matter we can dis-
pense with for several years yet.

No.

Better expend the taxes ground out of our
people on other matters more uecessary,
and wait a while for Mr. Boustead’s im-
provements.

Let us then vote down this by-law.

.Elmnc Transmission of Power.
Sir W. Thomson showed in his inaugural
address last year to the British Associa-
tion, that if it were desired to transmit 26, -
250 h?rsepgwer by a: copper wire half an
inch in diameter, fromy Niagara to New

‘ York, which is about 300 miles distance,

and not to lose more than one-fifth of the
who_le amount of work—that is, to deliver
up in New York .21,000 horse power—
the electromotive force between the two
wires must be 80,000 volts. Now, what,
nl.:s Professor Ayrton, is to be done with
this enormous electromotive force at the
New York end of the wires?

The solution of this problem, he says,
was also given by Sir W. Thomson
on the same occasion, and it consists
in using large numbers of accumu-
lators. All that is necessary to do in
order to subdivide this enormous electro-
motive into what may be called small com.
mercial electromotive forces is to keep a
Faure battery of 40,000 cells always charg-
ed direct from the main current, and to
apply a methodical system of removing sets
of fifty and applying them on the town
supply circuits, while other sets of fifty are
being regularly introduced into the main
circuit that is being charged. Of course
this removal does not mean bodily removal
of the cells, but merely disconnecting the
wires. It is probable that this employment
of secondary batteries will be of great im-
portance since it overcomes the last difficulty
in the economical electrical transmission of
power over long distances.
