Fletcher family have brought the action for
perjury—basing the charge on the falsehood
with r-nrdtogm usrdianship of the biide,
Themagistrate doefded that a prima faciecase
was made out agsirst the prisoner and sent
the case up for trial.

The prisoner says that he married the
girl at her own entreaty, According to his
statement she had been too kind to him
and found bersell in a fair way of
becoming a mother without beiog a
wife.

TEACHERS IN SESSION,

IWENTY-THIRD MEBTING OF THR
UNTARIO ASB0CIATION,

e

The Finaneial Statement—Papers on Lit-
oraiure in Schools—Moral Education—
Speliing Reform—President's Address,

Once more the teachers of Ontario have
sssembled in our midst to exchange views
on matters sppertaining to their profession
and discuss educationsl questions in general,
The associstion met at the Normal school
yosterday, s large number of ladies and
gentlemen being present. Mr, McMurohy
ook $he cheir at 11 o’clock snd the pro-
ceedings were opened with devotionsl exer-
cises

Among the communications were letters
from Provost Body, Trinity college; Prof
Marshall, Queen’s ocollege, and Goldwin
Smith, to the effect that pressing business
abroad would prevent them from addressing

the gathering,

The treasurer read his sunual statement,
which showed that the association finances
were in an encouraging state,  Although
the disbursement during the past yeal had
exceeded those of the previons yesr, there
was still & balance of $400 in the treasurer’s
hands. The session closed with the trans-
action of some minor routine business,

The afternoon business was begun by
the reading of a paper, ‘‘Literature in
Schools,” by Mr, D, J., Goggia of Port
Hope. The reader urged that in view of
the fact that the majority of the pupils who
attend Canadian pullic schaols, leave school
before eatering the 4th form, a course of lic.
erature be introduced for younger forms,

A paper on Moral Education was read by
John Millar,M. A.,of St Thomas. *‘The use
of the bible has been the leading topic dis-
cussed, This and those akin to it in the
gntubjoet of eduaation may be exam-

od under shree heads: (1) The pro-
vince of the teacher, (2) that of
the state, and (3) that of the
shurch, (1) The province of teachers:
The ultimate object of the teacher’s profes-
sion is mot, it shounld be observed,the train.
ing of the mind but the training of the
man, The human faculties are many and
provision must be made to meet the wants
of the morsl and religious fucalties, (2)
The province of this state, Our nutional
80 and eolleges are not religious insti-
tations, but they are institutions of a re-
ligious people, o have no state church in
Csnada and some people hold that it would
be a violation of the rights of conscience to
bring religion imto requisition in giving
moral instruction.’ This is an extrems

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AN OLD AMERIOAN MONOPOLY THREAT-
ENED.

American papers supply what may be to
some extent an explanation of the dead set
against railway stocks in New York. The
Northern Pacific line is completed, and a
certain old condition of things, which has
been highly profitable for the Central Pa-
cific Railway combination, is at last to be
radely broken into and disturbed. The
. party in possessiondoes not like this, and
would squelch the disturber if it could.
Hence a raid on Northern Pacific and its
connections, The Chicago Herald thus
touches on the true inwardness of the situ-
ation which is now being developed :—

““The completion of the Southern Pacific,
the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe, the
Depver and Rio Grande, and the Atlantic
and Pacific, has in mno case resulted in a
reduction of fare to California, for the rea-
son that the Central Pacific, controlling,
as it does on all sides, the western outlet of
these roads, refuses to make concessions.
With the completion of the Northern Paci-
fic a new era will dawn. That road is under
obligation to nobody. It reaches tide-
water with its'own line, and the Pacific
ocean i3 free to sll. 1t can make its own
rates without fear of reprisals in any direc-
tion. It cah cut the fare to San Francisco
to $75—quite enough, by the way—and
force its rivals to follow suit or lose the

‘business, It can make its own freight rates,
make its own contracts with Pacific coast
merchants—in other words, do exactly as it
pleases, and the Central Pacific combina-
tion is powerless for either redress or ven-
geance,

““Alrealdly we observe that the Villard
party are moving sgainst the supremacy of
a cYerished California institution—Wells,
Fargo & Co.’s express. For twenty-five
years the company has had a monopoly of
the express business west of the Rocky
Mountains, In theold stage coach days it
was the only carrier line in that country, It

was postoffice, postal route, ballion carrier,
freight line, banker and everything else.
When the first railroad was completed
across the continent, the railway people,
by threatening to start a rival iine, became
the chief owners of the old express. 8inco
then Wells, Fargo & Co.’s express has been
as much a part of the Central Pacific sys.em
as the railway itself and has paid far heavier
dividends, for its charges are enormous.”

THE SOUTHEASTERN RAILWAY GOBBLE.

The Montreal Witness gives the follow-
ing details of the Iatest attempted railway
gobble, which it appears has not yet become
an accomplished fact, a gertain competition
in gubbling having become developed : —

The agreemeunt hetween the Hon. Bradley
Barlow and the Canadisu-Pacific railway is
in brief as followss The road was to be
sold to the directors of the C. P, railway at
an upset price of $83,750,000, and in return
Messrs. Stephen, McIntyre and Smith were
to secure for Barlow the discounting of two

= —

000, to be divided as follows: One-third (o go
t» Mr. Barlow, $850,000 to A. B. Choffee,
and the balance equally between Messrs,
Stephen, Melntyre and 8mith, Sivee the
siwaivg of the sgreement Mr, Barlow having
expended under Mr, Chaffee’s ad-
viece the sum of $400,000 wished
to include that amount in the amount
of tne purchase money. This the syndi-
cate refused to do, Mr, Barlow since then
has been trying to well his roud to other
parties, but has been unable to do wo in
consequence of the complications in which
he 18 involved with Messrs, Chaflee, Ste-
phen, McIntyre and Smith, while they,
seciog the futility of his efforts in disposing
«f h's road, have forced an issue, By the
t-rms of the agrcement and as collateral
security he pledged the entire stock and is-
sue of bonds of the South-Eastern railway,
which they still bold as collateral security
for their previous aid.

The above story may not be true, but if
true there would be pothing in it for tne
public to be surprised at, Oneof the first
couditions of & railway gobble is—a big haul
for the select few who are inside the ring.
Perhaps the story will be contrudicted, and
perhaps not. We shall see,

THE HAND OF LONDJN IN NEW YORK.
The present pavic on the New York
stock exchange is not sufficiently accounted
for by snythiog confined to this side the
Atlantic, We must look tv London if we
wish to see the real present cause of the
trouble, Of course the ultimate cause is to
be found in American msanagement of
American properties; but the immediate
cause is due to a certain awakening in
financial circles in London. Eaglish invest-
ors have freely put their money in American
railways, with mostly very little personal
knowledge of local circumstances, but with
» general belief that in such a new and pro-
gressive country railways must be sure to
pay. It has unfortunately been found that
the mere capacity of s railway, honestly
managed, to pay dividends on actual cost,
was but a small factor in the whole problem,
Gould, Vanderbilt and about & dozen other
American msgaates of the rail have had it
in their power, sitting in their offices in
New York, to render almost worthless many
millions of Boglish money invested in
America.

This sort of thing has been going on for
along time, Daring many years New
York has bled London freely, and still Lon-
don capitalists have been ready to ‘‘come
down” handsomely. At last patience is
played out, London refuses any lomger to
come down, and is now going to have its
revenge on New York, With London sup-
port withdrawn, some New York card oas-
tles of enormous apparent dimensions must
come tumbling down. Even Gonld
snd Vanderbilt may not be too
strong to suffer by the change,  Of couree
the real worth of Anserican railways, and
their actual earning power, remains une
changed by all this, So much merchandise
there is to be carried, and the country is
both able and willing to pay for the carry-
ingof it. But what about paying dividends
and interest on one hundred thousand dol-
lars & mile, where forty thousand dollars
per mile represents what the whole concers
could to day be built for with all equip-
ments of the best ! According to present
sppearances, we are on the eve of a war of
English cepital against American railway
swindling. The band of London is making
itself felt in New York; if not now, it will
before long. The thing' is coming; the
oiuses which wil 1 make if com3 some
day or other, have long been operating.
We may be a little premsture, but things
are surely and steadily working in the di-
rection indicated.

THAE WORLD IN ROSEDALE.

As we have before urged, it is the duty
of the press to ‘‘carry the news” to the peo-
ple geuerally that prices of the necessaries
of life are falling in all the great wholesale
markets, This is most needed in Toronto,
where prices still keep up, though to the
east of us and to the west of us they are
falling. We do not atk the public to take
our word only for it ; we presume to quote
freely what is said by contemporaries well
informed on matters commercial.

We should say
that the brains of the road andits policy have
been furnished by Mr, Hickson, and that
Sir Henry was merely his registering agent
in London.

What has been written on political
economy is mostly bosh for instance, money
is said to represent labor when really
it does mot represent anything any
more than a horse or » cow
does. - Money has been used as s medium

of exchange and s much viler one could not
have been adopted. When a man has
money he gets all he can for it, and when he
trys to get it he gives as little as he can,
This gives rise to higgliog, misrepresenta-
tions, lying, fraud, theft and murder, All
this vileness naturally arises from the mode
of buying and selling, The distinction be-
tween the present way of buying and selling
and what ought to prevail is this : Things
now are sold according to their value, what
they are worth, what they will fetch. A
lass of water to three different persons may
of different values. Oue may not care
for it, another might like it very much, the
third if§ he did not getit might die.  If
sell it according to what it'is worth to the
last I skin him of all he has got, and were
I a good business man and knew he was to
come my way and there was a well to which
be might gain access, I could cover it, con-
ceal it from him, obli;a him to come to me
and then skin him. This is the plain Eng-
lish of commercial dealings of the
day and it is this which makes
this world a hell., Did I come from
the skies, previously knowing nothiog how
business was conducted here, my return for
any service rendered would be one in which
an equal amount of labor was involved,
That would be the cost, not value, of what
I furnished, . The amount of labor in fur.
nishing the glass of water was so trifling -it
would not be worth my while to make a
charge for it, and it is none of my business
how much it is wanted,that’s the purchaser’s
business. The cost principle is tha ouly
right principle of exchange, and carried out
through all the ramifications of business
would bring about a state of things that the
necessaries and the comforts of life would
never cost 8 human being & momeunt’s care,
they would be so sbuadaut.

A manin North Stonington, Conn,, now
