Aid. Ritchie, in reapon* to » reeolntion of

The Fire Brigade in 1878 consisted of a 
chief, an assistant .chief, and 29 permanent 
members and 26 outside members, told off in­
to seven sections, not including four engineers 
and tour firemen for the steam fire engines. 
In 1888 the Fire Brigade is composed 
of the chief, assistant chief, and 81 
members told off into 19 sections. In 
1876 there were five fire halls in the city; in 
1888 there are 18 fire halls. The necessary 
supplies for those several fire balls and for the 
fire brigade have to be provided and furnished 
as reouired, also bedding and washing for 100 
beds for the members of the brigade end for 
eighteen drivers, exclusive of the large amount 
paid monthly for horses and driven. In 1876 
the monthly pay sheet for March was $1,769,- 
12; in 1868 it was, for the month of September, 
$4,868.08. In March, 1876, the total number 
of street lamps was 1,28$, there being no 
Lambeth lamps or electric lights. In 
1888 the number of ordinary street lamps 
is 2,880; Lambeth lamps, 110; electric lights, 
169. Annexations to the -city since 
the year 1876, St Paul's Ward. St. Matthew's 
and St Mark’s Wards. In 1876 the popula­
tion of the city was 71,693 ; in 1888, 189,462. 
In 1876 the total assessment was $s7,676,273 ; 
in 1888, $118,068,076. Specifications and 
monthly pay-sheets have to be made out, all 
accounts for repairs, for material, and sup­
plies for the department have to be olieoked 
and corrected when required, and cvei> item 
of each account entered ht a book kept for that 
purpose. The locating of street lamps and 
slectric lights and the several calls and com­
munications connected therewith takes up a 
large portioned time from shortly after the 
first of the year to near the end.

A Masterpiece of Art ea Exhibition In 
Toronto.

There it upon exhibition in Shaftesbury 
Hall a grand painting that should be seen 
by not only artiste, professional and 
amateur, but by those who know nothing 
practical of art, but who admire— and 
above all by those who take an interest in 
Biblical subject* It is Phjlippoteaux1 grand 
Painting of “ Christ Entering Jerusalem,” a 
canvas 28} feet long and 19} feet high and fill­
ing the entire space of the platform.

It was be who painted the 
grand cyulorama “ Niagara Falls ” now on ex­
hibition in London, Eng., and there are being 
exhibited In four leading American citiee as 
many “Battle of- Gettysburg” oyoloramas, 
the work of his brush. The “Christ Entering 
Jerusalem ” was only finished ten weeks ago. 
and its value may be judged from the fact that 
the Canadian custom authorities tax­
ed it6 as being worth $76,000.
The painting represents the Saviour enter­
ing Jerusalem by a gate of Moorish architec­
ture, accompanied by St. John, Joseph of 
Anmathtea, St. Peter, and others of the 
apostles, while a figure of his Virgin Mother 
occupies a position, though which unimpor­
tant, bears a face that is an exquisite study. 
In the foreground there are 48 distinct 
figures, while counting those more indefinite, 
there is a total of 68 faces.

The Central Bank pilgrim» to New York 
are slowly returning to the city after attend­
ing the special examination of President 
David Blain, of the defunct institution. The 
examination took place in a private parlor in 
the Marlborough Hotel, one of the new pala­
tial hoetelriee which are springing up in 
Gotham. In addition te the-Master-in-Ordi n- 
ary and the witness, there were present Mr. 
W. A. Foster, for the Central Bank liquidat­
ors; Mr. George IL Watson, of Watson, 
Thorne, Smoke A Clark, for Mr. Hugo Block, 
and Dr. Morton; and Mr. J. F. Smith, Q. 0., 
for the Ville Marie Bank. The proceedings 
began at 2 o’clock in the afternoon, and con­
cluded at 7 in the evening.

Mr. Blain was a voluntary witness, coming 
up from Sl Clair that morning to go through 
the ordeal. He had nobody with him, and, 
according to Mr. Watson, who has juet got in 
from New York, the ex-financier is looking 
.hale and hearty, in fact, much better thau 
when ne Pawed through the fire when bis 
bank went by the board. He himself denies 
that he is in good health, and professes the 
intention of shortly revisiting Toronto.

So far as the examination is concerned, 
honors between the liquidators and the other 
parties to it are about even. The result is sat­
isfactory to the holders of the deposit receipts 
in so far as it goes to show that Cashier Alien 
wae to all intents and purposes the business 
head of the Central Bank, and thateverything 
was left in bis hands by the directors.

Again, however, Mr. Blain stated that Allen 
had only authority to issue deposit receipts 
when the cash equivalent had been actually 
paid into the bank.

Me, Blain all through had little to add to 
the statements already given by him to the 
public. He professed total ignorance of the 
condition of the bank’s affairs, and was par­
ticularly severe on Allen, who be claimed had 
deceived him almost beyond belief. He be­
lieves that the directors, with perhaps one or 
two exceptions, had done their duty in every 
particular, and that the blame rested alone on 
the cashier. He knew a year and a half be­
fore the smash that Mr. Cox had an account 
with the bauk, but believed that it was a 
limited one, and nothing like the amount it 
turned out to be.

He incidentally mentioned in the course of 
the examination that the banking system of 
tbe Dominion was all wrong, and wanted 
overhauling. A rigid Government inspeetion 
was required, to safeguard the public, that 
made by lbs directors not availing much.

Ottawa, Oct 9.—The Privy Council Rail­

Toronto's Filth 'Diseases.
Professor Victor Vaughan, of the Labora­

tory of Hygiene, Ann Arbor, Michigan, in an 
address before tbe Association of Executive 
Health Officers of Ontario, said :

Take as a type of filth diseases of the pres­
ent, typhoid fever, a disease which owes its 
existence and spread to the ignorance and 
carelessnes of man. To what extent does 
this disease exist? tin the Province of Ontario 
there die on an average each year not less than 
fire hundred people from this one disease.
For every death there are at least ten esses of 
sickness ; thus then, are each year in this pro­
vince at least five thousand persons sick with 
typhoid fever. The average duration of the 
illness is about four weeks, making an aggre­
gate of twenty thousand weeks of sioknem 
each year from this one disease. For each 
person sick the time and attention of 
at least one attendant is necessary.
There are therefore ten thousand people 
each year suffering from or nursing those tick 
with typhoid fever. Supnoring that the time 
of the tick man and his attendant is worth 
only 60 cents per day eaeh, then the actual 
money toes to tbe province in time each year 
from this disease is not less than $140,000.
Add to this $1000 for eaeh death from this 
disease and you will see that this disease is 
costing tbe pyople of Ontario not less than 
$64(1000 per year. An expensive luxury ia it 
not?

This disease owes its existence to man’s 
ignorance and carelessness, a disease which in 
the greet sanitary millennium which is coming 
will be no more known than is the black 
plague to-day. People of Toronto, how much 
are yon paying to maintain this disease in your 
midst? How many lives are you aaonfieing

Bnt yon are ready to say that Toronto ie a ^10>000-
healthy city and its death-rate compares fav­
orably with that of almost any other city as 
large as Toronto. Let us see about that. The 
death-rate from typhoid fever in Munich, 
which was in 1859 about 30 per 10,000, has 
been cut down, mainly by following the advice 
of Pettenkofer founded upon researches made 
by himself and hia students in the famous 
laboratory of hygiene, to less than 
10,000. The same results obtained ii 
would sax e not less than 100 lives per year 
and prevent not lees than LOQ&eases of illness.
Is not this a work that is worth doing ? Should 
it not appeal to the philanthropist, to the hu­
manitarian, to the Christians, to all tbe people, 
to the Government? It will appeal to all and,
I predict, not in vain.

The historian of 1887 will record to our 
shame thzft the death-rate from that dreaded, 
filth disease in Toronto in 1887 was as high as 
8 per 10,000.

Typhoid fever depends upon local conditions 
and these local conditions must be investi­
gated. The drinking water supply must be 
investigated by the chemist and by the bacteri­
ologist. The organic matter in the soil and in 
the air must be studied in the same way. Do 
as Munich did. Build and equip a laboratory 
of hygiene. Furnish your Provincial Board 
of Health with tbe facilities, and a Canadian 
Pettenkofer will appear,whom the present gen­
eration will bless and whose name will be hon­
ored by the generations of tbe future.

Smallpox and “Bady Sanitation.”
Editor World : In all the writings coming 

under my observation, one phase of eruptive 
diseases seems to be either ignored or not 
thought of, and it u to my mind the 
important point of all, viz; the condition of 
the human system. It is an absolute require­
ment that excreta of all descriptions be re­
moved on general sanitary grounds, but in addi­
tion to that it is essential that personal care be 
taken of the body. We all know with what 
rapidity our daily food consumption is 
transformed in our bodies; how the
essential parts thereof are held for
the body’s requirements and the superfluous 
discharged. We lalso know that such dis­
charges should be daily and ample, othetvrise 
our stomachs and intestines become bpt hot­
beds for the generation of disease. At this 
moment how many in Toronto are there who 
present just such conditions that the atmos­
pheric changes -ot the last three weeks have 
not more or lees affected 1 The present irrup­
tion of smallpox is atmospheric, combined 
with the necessary conditions of body genera­
ting into life by contact, that which of itself 
would be lifeless. Tins is the rule of nature 
in all its phases, probably not expressed 
medical man would put it, but in such manner 
as all can understand. We see men with im­
punity daily working at our sewers and drains; 
we see our night-soil handler» working and 
breathing year in and out the most foul-smell­
ing atmosphere ; do we find those men catch­
ing diseas* ? No. We find our ’physicians 
visiting cases of smallpox, diphtheria, etc. Do 
all catch those diseases, including the nurses ? 
Tis true disinfectants are used, but disinfec­
tants will not prevent the taking of disease 
when exposed to it if the system is in condition 
to foster the germs and nourish them to life. 
City sanitation is most excellent, but without 
body sanitation and purification outbreaks of 
foul disease will be certain to occur at inter-

The ■earner Industry and Its Hnnnsemenl.
The Board of Directors of the House of 

Industry has greatly improved ite. spanner 
of oonduoting business since The World 
mildly criticised its previous lack of order 
and punctuality. There is room for further 
improvement, and members should not 
imagine they are persecuted because this 
journal, recognising the value and Import­
ance of their work, desires to see it done de. 
cently and in order. All last winter and 
through the summer the directors have been 
urged to provide means to deal with all 
classes of tramps. The Mayor gave them 
frequent reminders of what was expected of 
them, and the City Council backed up the 
Mayor by voting a sum of $2000 to, aid in 
trying the labor test. The Board allowed 
the summer to dip by, and now when the 
trampeare arriving in the city it is decided 
to try and run up in hot haste a hill of $10,000 
or $12,000 without having had a day’s ex-’ 
petience of the plan they proposé tp adopt, 
and the City Council is to be asked to grant 
the money and pay the interest. Practical 
men know that buildings put up under such 
conditions are seldom erected, to put it mild­
ly, in the best manner, and that an experi­
mental .undertaking should not assume the 
form of permanency with the necessary large 
expenditure. The Managers should experi­
ment with appliances which oan be speedily
and cheaply erected.______________

The Halted BUtee Cepllsl At Ottawa.
A correspondent to a New York paper 

propounds a plan for the conquest of Canada.
It ia original and promising, aa original as 
that plan for -the reduction of Detroit, given 
to the world by the gallant young captain 
of the 24th Kent battalion, and as promising 
as the campaigns of invasion sketched by 
Col Denison and Major Sam Hughes. Of 
course the correspondent presume* Canada 
will be enbdued by *‘a call for four hun dred 
thousand men,” and “a law parcelling Can­
ada into one hundred and sixty acre tracts 
for the soldiers,” with another, to "sell the 
railroads at auction” for the reward of the 
soldiers, will be passed. The only 
difficulty that occurs to the correspondent 
is the assimilation of the French Canadians ;
“ they cut wages.”

But The New York Herald upbraids the 
sanguinary writer who would plunge the 
United States nation into the horrors of a 
pension list—the war would be a. bagatelle.
The Herald recalls the fact that they have 
paid a thousand millions in the way of pen­
sion bills and have a present annual list of 
eighty millions. - It asks, why conquer Canada 
with arms and run the risk of pension bills ; 
why not act on the principle that King 
James the Sixth of Scotland did 
when he became King of Scotland and 
moved his capital from Edinburgh to 
London, thereby making both countries loy-, 
al to the new dynasty. Ottawa, The 
Herald points out, would be what Washing­
ton is not, a safe and healthy capital Why 
not move the White House up and plant, it 
on the banks of the Rideau ? Now the 
New York papers begin to diseuse this 
thing as they should when, they talk of a 
possible future annexation of the United 
States to Canada.

Manitoba Wkealaad Barley—The Mali’s 
ChamplonshlperManitoba Farmers.

In its unsorupnloue advocacy ot Com­
mercial Union, The Mall ia conetantly in­
dulging fa the most reckless assertions and 
the abeurdeet contentions; and that in the 
very face of the facts which are transpiring 
under its own observation. In its reference 
to Manitoba interests its conduct fa this re­
spect is especially glaring. Although dur­
ing the crop year of 1887-88 the older prov­
inces furnished e market free of duly for 
more than seventy-five per cent of the 
/Wheat crop of Manitoba and the North-west 
provinces, and although, as The Mail knows, 
the millers of Minneapolis, Milwaukee, 
Chicago, Ac,, found the Canadian market so 
much better than any in the United States, 
that they exported large quantities of this 
flour to Canada, paying on aune 60 cent» 
per barrel custom» duty, still in face of these 
facts The Mail contends that Minneapolis, 
Cnicago, Ac., offer bettor markets for Mani­
toba wheat than are to be found in the older 
provinces and England. It tries to per­
suade the Manitoba fanner that the re­
strictionism, as it calls the National Policy 
supporters, are retarding the growth and 
crippling the markets of our Northwest; 
when every miller and dealer in «be North­
west knows that this eo-ealled restriction 
policy added largely to the value of every 
bushel of their wheat by shutting out Am­
erican flour except on payment of duty. 
The Mail knows perfectly well, that prices 
of pour, in .Canada must have been higher 
than export value, and higher than In any 
United States market, otherwise American 
millers would not have paid 60 cents per 
barrel
markets. The Mall knows also that 
this . excess of value in Canadian markets 
would not have maintained for one day, if 
American flour had been admitted free of 
duty. . But,with The Mail, the American 
market is the beat market under the sun for 
everything that grow», and the Canadian 
market counts for nothing.

But when The Mail undertakes to give 
the farmers of Manitoba ifacltbe North-west 
the benefit of ite thorough experience in and 
acquaintance with the barley trade, it is 
difficult to tell whether ite ignorance or 
presumption is moet conspicuous. It says 
that Manitoba produces the finest barley 
fa the world, and that but for the United 
States duty si 10 cent* per bushel it could 
find a market fa that cquntry for twenty 
million bushel». That, Manitoba can with 
proper oare aad attention raise good barley 
may be true, but hitherto not 
fifth of ite production has been of 
a quality fit for malting, at any 
price. To say that Manitoba barley is 
fit to rank with the fine Chevalier barley 
from the Saalé district fa Europe, or from 
Austro-Hnngary, or France, or from Cali­
fornia, or with the fine qualities of brewing 
barley raised fa England or Scotland, is 
sheer nonsense; and shows utter ignorance 
of the subject. That the United States 
WÜ1 furnish a market for twenty million 
bushels of Manitoba barley is equally ab­
surd, and shows that the writer knows very 
little about the expansion fa late years of 
barley production - in the North-west States 
and on the Pacific coast, The barley crop 
in the United States in 1887 was the short­
est crop raised fa last five years ; the same 
year’s crop fa the Province of Ontario was 
under an average ; the beer trade of the 
United States in 1887-88 was the larges* 
ever experienced ; find yet with the inferior 
crop there was barley enough, and tq spare, 
and thé close of the barley season saw that 
grain perfectly unsaleable. Still The Mail 
writes ae .glibly of throwing on such a mar­
ket an additional - supply of twenty million 
bushels, ts if millions were only thou­
sands.

With its fine, rich soil and gener­
ally dry harvest weather, Manitoba 
may be able to produce with success fine 
quality of the Chevalier or 2-rowed barley, 
such as is raised in the countries already re­
ferred to. The English brewers want bar­
ley of a large berry, 64 and 56 pounds per 
bushel and well saved, and such barley al­
ways commands high prices, the price per 
quarter being often higher than for finest 
wheat. It would be well that Manitoba 
farmers should experiment extensively in 
this direction ; but no one conversant with 
the barley trade would advise Manitoba 
farmers to look for much profit in raising 
barley for the American market The 
Mail professes to be a commercial news­
paper. It knows or ought to know that the 
great State of California, whiqh raises near­
ly half of all the barley produced in the 
United Stotes, has generally found a better 
market for its choice barley fa England than 
it could find in the Eastern States: This 
season its exports to England will largely 
exceed those of any previous year. Now, 
California has no duty to pay on its exports 
to Eastern States, and even fa this position 
finds England the bettor market ; and if 
England is- the better market for California 
barley, why not for Manitoba barley ? And 
if England is really the natural an£ beat 
outlet for our Northwest barley, what ad­
vantage would Manitoba gain for its barley 
crop through Commercial Umop?
