Torento’s Filth Disenses,

Protessor Victor Vaughan, of the Labora
tory of Hygiene, Ann Arbor, Michigan, in an
address before the Association of Executive
Health Officers of Ontario, said :

Take as & t{pe of filth diseases of the pres-
ent, typhoid fever, a disease which owes its
existence and spread to the ignorance and
carelessnes of man. To what extent does
this disease exist? , In the Province of Ontario
there die on an average each year not less than
five hundred Eeoplo from this one disease,
For every death there are at least ten cases of
sickness ; thus there are each year in this pro-
vince at least five thousand persons sick with
typhoid fever. The average duration of the
iﬁueu is about four weeks, making an xgro-
gate of twenty d weeks of sickness
each year from this one disease. For each
person sick the time
at  least one tendant iv '¥.
There sre therefore ten thousand people
each year suffering from or nursing those sick
with typhoid fever. Supposing chat the time
of the sick man and his attendant is worth
only 50 cents per day each, then the actual
money loss to the province in trme each year
from this disease is not less than $140,000.
Add to this $1000 for each death from this
disease and you will see that this disease is
coating the people of Ontario not_less than

Smalipox and *““Body Sanitation.”

Editor World: Inall the writings coming
under my observation, one phase of eruptive
diseases seems to be either ignored or not
thought of, and it is to my mind the most
importaut point of all, viz; the condition of
the buman system. It is an absolute require-
ment that excreta of all descriptiGns be re-
moved on general sanitary grounds, bus in addi-
tion to that itis essential that personal care be
taken of the body. We all know with what
rapidity our daily food consumption is
transformed in our bodies; how the
essential’  parts thereof are held for
the body’s requirements and the superfluous
discharged. We galso know that such dis-
charges should be daily and ample, otheivwise
our stomachs and intestines become but hot-
beds for the generation of disease. Aps this
moment how mwany in Toronto are there who
present juss suc\h conditions that the atmos-
pheric changes "of the last three weeks have
not mwore or less affected! The present irrap-
tion of smallpox 18 atmospheric, combined
with the necessary conditions of body genera-
ting into life by contact, that which of itself
would be lifeless. This is the rule of nature
in all its phases, probably not expressed as a
medical man would put it, but in such manner
as all can understand. e see men with im-
punity daily working at our sewers and drains;
we see our night-soil handlers working and
breathing year in and out the most foul-smeli-
ing atmosphere ; do we find those men catch-
ing diseases ? N'o. We; find our physicians
visiting cases of smallpox, diphtheria, etc. Do
all catch those diseases, including the nurses ?
'Tis true disinfectants ave used, but disinfec-
tants will not present the takiug of disease
when oxposed to it if the system isin condition
to foster the germs and nourish them to life,
City sauitation ismost excellent, but without
body sanitation and purification outbreaks of
foul disease will be certain to occur at inter-
vals.
